Survival would be impossible if relative wind velocity of that strength were
felt; storms whose winds were only a tenth as strong had been called
hurricanes back on ancient Earth, and had wreaked enormous damage. The
pressure bothered me more; as a former native of space, I tended to feel
claustrophobic in pressure higher than one bar, the normal atmospheric level
we lived in.

I had just one personal acquaintance at Saturn-but that
one was Chairman Khukov, the highest political figure there. He had achieved
his dominance at about the time I became the Tyrant of Jupiter, and we had
worked tacitly together to buttress each other's power and defuse
interplanetary tension.

"Ship ahoy," the ship's intercom announced. "Passengers to quarters."

It was the way of
the more vicious pirates, and it was evident that they had not been rousted
out of this region of space. But they were bold indeed to tackle a marked
Saturn ship; that would bring a fleet out here to extirpate every pirate ship.

I oriented the ship, then jammed up the drive. Suddenly we were accelerating,
in the relative framework of the two moving ships, toward the pirate.

"Tyrant," he said after a
moment. "There will be an investigation into your actions, of course. But I
believe they will establish the wvalidity of your position. In the interim,
would you accede to commanding the investigation party?"

So that any spoils taken would be my responsibility, not his. He was canny
enough! He knew that no Saturn court-martial would convict the Tyrant of
Jupiter-not when Saturn had invited that Tyrant to accept sanctuary there. I
was sure that the entire Saturn Navy knew the political situation; this ship
simply had not been advised that it was the one with the Tyrant actually
aboard. Perhaps its crew did not know about the Tyrant's change of status,
after all. In fact, this entire episode would probably be hushed up, and that
would do the captain more good than harm.

"I shall be pleased to do that," I said graciously.

I relinquished the pilot's seat to the regular pilot and set about organizing
the boarding party.

Chapter 2 DREAM

"I preempted control on an emergency
basis; no onus should attach to the captain."

"None does; I recognized your touch the moment the news reached me. He will
not suffer. But the episode is an embarrassment to me, and heads have rolled."

"You know the origin and motivation of the attack?”
"The nomenklatura."

Khukov smiled. "Brace yourselves for a small lecture on Saturnine internal
politics, for this is relevant to your interest. You know that we are
theoretically a classless society, unlike you of the decadent capitalistic
planets. But we have classes, and of these the most privileged is the
nomenklatura, the bureaucratic stratum of the Party. Those in all the key
positions of the Party, the military, and the secret police belong to this
hereditary class. / belong. They pass themselves off as mere civil servants,
but they are the true rulers. Our society is stultified, because the
nomenklatura wants no change; it wants only perpetuation of its own power.
This is your enemy-and mine."



"But you said you belonged to it," I reminded him. "To belong physically is
not necessarily to agree with its precepts," he said. "I could not have
achieved my present position without the support of the nomenklatura. But once
I gained the position, my horizon expanded, and then that of the nomenklatura
became too narrow for me. I sought to reform our system, to eradicate
corruption, to make of Saturn a truly superior power." He shook his head. "The
task was more difficult than I had suspected.”

"Infinitely," I agreed ruefully.

"But I believe I could have done it-indeed, could do it yet-if it were not for
the entrenched opposition of the nomenklatura. But I cannot do with it what I
could with rebellious peasants. I would be removed from power if I tried."

"I could not even demilitarize space, as I promised you I would," he said. "I
intended to, but when I tried. . ."

"Indeed. The second possibility is that the nomenklatura sees the Tyrant of
Jupiter as a direct threat to its interests, so acted to eliminate that threat
immediately."

He was basically a good man, a
Party appointee but not stupid. He had to defend the status quo, because he
would be removed if he did not, but he was really not to blame for its
shortcomings. This was why I had selected him for my first approach, though he
was not the ranking official of the Party structure, merely of this region.

"No, Comrade Tyrant," he said grimly.

"Then tell me directly what you deem to be the prime causes of the
underperformance of this region with regard to farming. I will not condemn you
for those.”

He grimaced. "Tyrant, you can have me removed from office now, but after you
depart, there will be other influences. You put me in a very difficult
position."

I had encountered this sort of thing when tackling the Pirates of the Belt.
Those who supported me did not dare to do so openly, because they would be
killed after I left. I had handled that by eradicating the enemy pirates.

"I will protect you from those other influences," I said.

"This is impossible, Comrade! They-"

"Such as the nomenklatura. When I depart this region, none will remain in
power."

Ivan was shaken. "You can do that?"

"That is what I came to do."

He stared at me. "The harvest-is only a ruse?"
"I intend to do that too. The two go together."

"If any other person said that, I would deem him
insane!"



"Do you remember Big Iron of Jupiter?" I had destroyed the power of the iron
cartels by executing all their executives. I do not look back on that episode
with particular pride; it was a function of my madness following the death of
my closest secretary, Shelia. But it was a useful reference for those who
doubted the resolve of the Tyrant.

It never asked
to be part of the Saturnine Union; it had no choice. After System War One,
when the Uranians battled the Bolsheviks, Kraine declared its independence.
But the foreign armies overwhelmed it, and after three years of war in
Krainian territory there was massive famine. Five million Kranian people may
have starved. After that came the forced collectivization; thousands of
peasants were killed resisting it, and millions lost their holdings. Is it any
wonder their sons still smolder under this yoke? They have only enmity toward
the power that disenfranchised them."

I nodded. "In Jupiter we have free enterprise."

"We had it here, once. But today all must work for the benefit of the state-
except the nomenklatura, who work only for themselves."

"And who therefore are the most dedicated to their cause," I agreed. "But
suppose I restored free enterprise to Kraine?"

"This is Saturn, not Jupiter!" he repeated. "The entire philosophy differs."

"I am not sure the philosophy counts as heavily as the reality. Suppose we
called it progressive socialism. Could you administer such a program?"

Ivan spread his hands. "I would try."

I went out to a collective farm bubble and talked with the supervisors and the
peasants. I could see that they lacked motivation.

I spent two weeks going from city to city and from farm to farm, meeting the



people, talking with them, not so much to gain new information as to establish
my presence, so that they would believe me when I addressed them by holo. The
Tyrant of Jupiter was here in Kraine, deposed and exiled from his own planet,
but determined to improve the harvest here. I knew the word was circulating
throughout the region. They knew of, and generally respected, what I had done
on Jupiter, and they understood that there had been no war with Saturn in that
period. Could the Tyrant do anything for them? So by the time I was ready to
make my mass address, they were ready to listen.

Then I spoke. First I clarified my mission: to double the harvest. "Chairman
Khukov has given me complete authority to do what is necessary to accomplish
this. I believe that the workers of Kraine are capable of it; all you need is
fair administration, and reason to do your best. I will give you fair
administration-but first it is necessary to clean out the bad element. I
hereby declare the entire political hierarchy of Kraine to be abolished, its
members placed in protective custody until they are able to arrange their
departure from this republic."

None of the nomenklatura would seek revenge against him, because he was
obviously as much a victim as they. But he would be reassigned to an
equivalent post elsewhere, where he would administer a similar brand of
progressive socialism, as would others of the deposed staff, as warranted. I
had all their names, thanks to Ivan's information. The majority would be less
kindly treated; they would be incorporated into the working force at low
levels and barred from administrative positions. This was the first abrupt
step in the disenfranchisement of the most powerful class in the Union of
Saturnine Republics. I was commencing the hatchet job for Khukov.

"Now we shall establish the good element," I continued, as if this audacious
and amazing act were routine. "Each collective farm bubble will hold an
election to choose representatives to come to me in the next few days. From
these I will choose new administrators. Their job will be to facilitate
production by any reasonable means, and to distribute the rewards for
success." I smiled, seeing more blank faces on the monitors. "We are
instituting what I term progressive socialism. I do not question the validity
of your political or economic system; I am merely amending it slightly. There
will now be direct material rewards for every bubble that improves its
performance over that of the past season: special privileges and higher pay
for every worker in it. The bubble that improves the most will receive
additional rewards. And the region that shows the most sustained improvement
over the coming years will have the first choice of the Dream."

Then I told them of the Dream of galactic colonization. "The technology has



not yet been properly tested," I cautioned them. "But Chairman Khukov is
working on it, and in two years there will be a practical test. If this is
successful, he will proceed to the major project-and if Kraine has contributed
significantly to this by providing the rich harvests needed to support such an
effort, Kraine will have the chance to colonize a complete new planet
elsewhere in the galaxy, and the leading bubble will have the first choice of
location on that planet."

I continued, clarifying it for them, but that was the essence. They might not
believe me immediately, but what I said was to be confirmed by Chairman
Khukov, and then the belief would come. The broadcast was limited to Kraine,
but of course the news would leak out, and then the rest of Saturn, and indeed
the rest of the Solar System, would quicken with interest.

Of course this is simplified; the neglect and mismanagement of centuries is
not reversed by a single speech. My address was mostly a statement of intent.
What counted was the follow-through, and Spirit handled that. As always, I was
the figurehead, she the reality. She had long experience in Jupiter
government, and before that in the Jupiter Navy, organizing chains of command
and implementing effective programs. We had already formed a nucleus of
solidly committed personnel to operate the new system. The new people sent by
the collective farms would come first to me for screening; that was my talent,
and while I do not disparage it, I have always been aware that superior
personnel are only part of the total picture. I would weed out the unfit, and
the fit would be organized and trained to run the program.

There was also the matter of prices and taxes. Prices had been kept
artificially low, for the benefit of the consumers but that had made it
uneconomical for those independent farmers who remained. Taxes on these were
high, helping to complete the disincentive. I had made a forceful case to
Ivan, and to Khukov, and gained their reluctant acquiescence: a freer market,
without artificial pricing, and nominal rather than punitive taxation. We
wanted to make it pay to farm.

We expected to take a loss the first season, as the reorganization was
accomplished. We hoped to regain the prior level of production the next
season, completing the year on an even keel. Here there were two seasons in a
year. We can get three at Jupiter, and more in the inner planets, but Saturn
is so much farther out than Jupiter that the light from the sun is only about
one quarter as intense, or something like a hundredth the intensity of the
light at Earth's distance; I misremember the exact figure. This means that the
light-focusing lenses have to be relatively enormous, and even so the season
is shorter. Saturn, in just about every significant respect, is a more
formidable planet to live with than is Jupiter. Perhaps that is just as well,
for it helps prevent its regressive political system from dominating humanity.

But we were surprised. We were not imposing masked free enterprise on a
population that rejected it; rather, we were restoring it to a population that
had always desired it. The peasants were eager for greater self-determination
and for the rewards of their own efforts, and once they understood that my
changes were serious, and that the dread secret police had been instructed to
ferret out the remnants of the restrictive order and not to bother the
enterprising peasants, they got into it with a will. There must have been an
appalling level of cheating at all levels, because the first season showed a
fifteen percent improvement in the harvest, and the second season jumped
another thirty-five percent, with every sign of further improvements to come.
We did indeed double the harvest in two years-a feat I really hadn't expected



to accomplish. Our real objective, remember, had been to eliminate the
nomenklatura; the harvest had been mostly the pretext. Perhaps I should have
been less cynical about my own words; the citizens of Kraine evidently took
them seriously, and made that aspect of the Dream come true. Kraine was never
my homeland, but in retrospect I feel as though it could have been, and I
would not mind retiring there.

But do try to stay out of
trouble, Daddy; I'd hate it if anything should happen to you, even if you
can't keep your hands off all those women.

That shows all the sense he has!

But we did not remain in Kraine. Once we had set the reforms in motion and
assigned the top personnel, we left it to them to follow through. This might
seem careless, but the fact is that once I have selected competent and honest
personnel, and once Spirit has organized a system for them, very little
further attention is required. A competently managed hierarchical system can
take care of itself. In fact, even an incompetent bureaucracy can hang on
tenaciously, as the nomenklatura showed, or the prior "good-old-boy" network I
had rousted from Jupiter. We went on to the industrial sector, which was
almost as fouled up as the farm sector. Saturn had raw resources that rivaled
those of Jupiter, but squandered them through inefficiency and corruption.

I set the point, then pressed it into the tiny hole. If this worked, we would
have it plugged; if instead it aggravated the leak, we would be dead that much

sooner.

It worked. The leak stopped. I had, as it were, my finger in the dike.



"Drive on," I said, with affected casualness. He hastened to oblige.

We made it to the steelworks. Then I was able to relax, my hands shaking. It
was a little thing I had done, but if it hadn't worked my life would have been
forfeit.

The personnel of the steelworks inspected the bubble, using their equipment.
The leak appeared to be artificial: a tiny hole drilled to intersect a natural
flaw, so that the stress of travel could cause the flaw to give way and
amplify the leak.

"The spores mutate, in the uncontrolled conditions of the atmosphere; our
quality control is not as apt as Jupiter's," he said. Saturn, of course, was
using the supplementary yeast-farming system I had helped develop on Jupiter,
in which the spores were cultivated in the atmosphere itself and harvested as
convenient. This had solved Jupiter's food problem, and presumably would solve
Saturn's, once the special problems of its environment were dealt with.
Obviously those problems had not yet yielded!

I took the initial dose of medication at the hospital and was given
supplementary pills of another kind to take at regular intervals. It seemed
that the contamination was active, and tough, as it had to be to survive the
radical exterior environment, so that an extended period of medication was
necessary to make certain it was expunged from the human system. Fortunately
the Saturn medical establishment was competent; I should be in no further
trouble.

Except that I did have further trouble. My cramps returned worse than ever
after I started on the refill prescription. I was promptly back at the
hospital for treatment.

He had it analyzed, and it turned out to be concentrated contamination of
exactly the kind I had suffered from before.

The pills had been exchanged for more poison. It turned out that the pharmacy
was not at fault; its product had been eliminated, and the poison substituted,
somewhere between the filling of the prescription and its delivery to me.
Conditions were crowded: a number of people could have had access to the
collected prescriptions in the interim. The culprit could not be identified.



But we knew. The nomenklatura had struck again. Like a nebulous ghost, it had
waited and watched, and found a way to make another attempt on me that would,
if successful, seem like a mere flare-up of the original malady. Inadequate
medication would be blamed. But thanks to the promptness of Tasha's reaction,
and the competence of the doctor, that had been foiled. There was nothing
inadequate about the socialized medicine of Saturn!

Nevertheless, I had had a bad double dose of an extremely ornery contaminant,
and harm had been done. It was, the doctor warned, too early to be sure of the
full extent of it, but certainly I had suffered some liver and kidney damage.
Since the liver could regenerate, and the kidneys had enormous overcapacity, I
was probably all right, but he urged me to report back regularly for re-
testing. I, however, was developing an aversion to hospitals and intended to
ignore this advice. And so I did. In retrospect I see this as one of the major
follies of my life.

I suppose I thought the Tyrant was indestructible. Nature has her way of
educating idiots like me.

We remained on guard, but already there had been too many close calls. We had
to abolish the nomenklatura before it abolished us! But we had to proceed in
proper order, or all would be for nothing.

So we proceeded, warily. We were assembling a comprehensive list of personnel
to be eliminated, and a similar list of those to be promoted. Under competent
and motivated management, Saturn's industry would improve; I was sure of that.
But it had a long way to go, for aside from the military complex, it was in an
abysmal state. I wished we could import a few thousand technical supervisors
from Jupiter.

One problem was theft, and another was sabotage. Much of this might be because
of disaffected workers. Proper motivation should help, but until we could set
our program in motion, key installations had to be protected. But even the
police were not to be completely trusted; some crimes were evidently committed
despite the knowledge of the guards. How could we eliminate this complication?

In Jupiter we would have gone to technology, setting up laser perimeters that
would detect and foil any unauthorized intrusions. But Saturn lacked that kind
of technology in the civilian sector. We needed something considerably more
primitive, but just as effective.

"Animals," Spirit said.

As it happened, Saturn had been doing research on animals. In Sibirsk there
was a massive project dedicated to the reconstitution of primitive species. We
were sure this would not be altruistic; there was bound to be some
militaristic motive. So we inquired, and in due course managed to cut through
the bureaucratic resistance and arrange an inspection.

We visited. The complex was in its own bubble, separate from the city and
restricted; even the local residents hardly knew what went on there.

It turned out that they meant the appellation "primitive" literally. They were
using gene-splicing techniques to breed back extinct species, some of which

were prime prospects for guard duty.

They had, it seemed, made progress toward the recovery of Earth's Pleistocene



mammals. Equus, the ancestral horse, had a range within this bubble; Spirit,
with a woman's fascination with horses, wanted to see that. I wanted to see
Amphicyon, the huge ancestral dog. It was an irony that contemporary horses
and dogs were rare today, because of the wasteful expense of maintaining them
in space, but the more primitive variants were being bred in the name of
research and defense.

We had the tour. The interior of the bubble was like a monstrous zoo, with
many layers of exhibits and many more of laboratories and storage facilities.
The outer levels had vast fields planted with special high-gee-tolerant
grasses and shrubs, to be grown and harvested for the grazers. The ceilings
were huge day-glow panels, emulating the course of natural sunlight, cloud,
and night.

"But I thought the stress was on guard animals," I said innocently. "Surely
hay-eaters aren't-2"

The guide smiled. "Some of the grazers are quite competent guards," he said.
"There are aggressive horned species that can stand up to almost any predator,
such as Bison crassiocornis. But it is true they are not the best guard
animals, because of their need for constant grazing, and their manure. Our
herbivores are grown mainly as prey for the carnivores."

"Oh," I said, disgruntled. Of course the true predators would need food, and
if they were to be truly lean and vicious, they had to hunt it for themselves.
Survival of the fittest: never a pretty business.

We went to the upper levels, where the gee reduced toward Earth-norm. We did
indeed see the primitive horses, right back to Merychippes and Mesohippus, the
dog-sized, three-toed version of the Oligocene epoch. It was strange to see
such a horselike creature so small.

And we saw the canines I had come for. There was Canis dirus, a primitive
wolf, and of course Amphicyon, the primitive dog that surely was the wolf's
match. There was the Eocene's Mesonyx, perhaps the earliest canine, though the
line can be hard to draw. "How are they for guard duty?" I inquired.

"There are some problems," the guide confessed. "The primitives are less
intelligent than the moderns, and their pack instincts less developed, which
means that they are slower to accept the principle of mastery. The truth is,
the modern breeds remain the best guards."

"But you don't breed superior modern canines?" I asked.
"We breed only the types specified," he said.

I exchanged a glance with Spirit. Here too, the nomenklatura dominated, seeing
to it that no project become too efficient in the pursuit of its objective.
That would shortly change.

We continued to the upper reaches, where gee was less. Here there were
enormous and high chambers, reaching to the center of the bubble. These were
for the flying creatures.

We gaped, for there in the air was an impossibly monstrous bird, reminiscent
of the fabled roc. "Teratornis," the guide said. "The largest flying bird ever
to exist. It has a wingspan of twelve feet. But it is a carrion-eater, not a



hunter, and cannot operate in confined quarters; it remains a novelty."
"Flying bird," Spirit said. "There were larger land-bound birds?"

"Oh, certainly." The guide showed us to a closed-off chamber, where a bird
taller than a man stood. "Diatryma, seven feet tall when he stands up
straight, a ferocious predator on small mammals." We looked at the massively
muscled legs and the huge claws and monstrous beak, and agreed that small
mammals would have been in trouble, and perhaps some larger ones. "But the
birds, as a general rule, aren't smart," the guide continued. "They can be
trained only marginally-and again, the modern ones are superior to the
primitives."

We started down, to the far sides of levels we had ascended before. We saw the
huge Miocene pig Dinohyus, as tall as a man and almost as massive as a
hippopotamus, the largest of land-dwelling swine. "Now, pigs," I said. "They
are relatively intelligent, aren't they? And with tusks-"

"They may be our best prospect," the guide agreed. "The appropriate breeds can
be tamed and housebroken, yet remain effective fighters. Of course, again-"

"The moderns are better than the ancients," I concluded. We certainly knew the
direction to encourage future research.

We came to the section devoted to the felines. "In many respects, the cats are
our most effective present product," the guide said. "They are unmatched as
individual predators, on a pound-for-pound basis, and their natural preference
for lurking and pouncing enables them to surprise intruders that would avoid
running dogs." He smiled faintly, for the term "running dogs" remained a
popular disparagement in Saturnine circles. "However, they have a tendency to
revert to wild behavior, and that can be awkward for the proprietors as well
as the intruders."”

I nodded. Even small cats could be wild, and large ones could be savage. The
felines were more independent than the canines, a quality I respected, but an
organized society had diminishing use for independence. The Saturn philosophy
found it easier to embrace the somewhat slavish, lick-master's-hand attitude
of the dogs than the bug-me-and-I'll-scratch one of cats.

"Don't you have ways to differentiate the friends from the enemies?" Spirit
asked. "A cat doesn't have to be friendly, if it knows whom to obey and whom
to attack."

"We are working with smell," the guide said. "The cats tend to go into a
killing frenzy when they detect certain odors, while other smells tend to
pacify them." He stopped at a box mounted on the wall and opened it. "Here,
for example, is the pacification odor. We keep it strategically placed, in
case of emergency. Unfortunately, it has an unpredictable effect on some
felines, and of course intruders could use it also. So we prefer to seek other
mechanisms." He handed me a sample tube. "You can test this on one of the
caged animals, if you wish."

I took the tube. "Let's complete the formal tour first."

"However, we do have some prospects with the weasels and ferrets," the guide
said, showing the way to the next complex of chambers.



Suddenly an alarm sounded. The guide glanced nervously about. "That means an
emergency," he said. "An animal must have escaped. We had better get to a
safety chamber. There's one in the ferret complex."

But before we could get there, the chamber door behind us burst open and a
monster appeared. It was catlike, but larger than any tiger, with two six-inch
fangs.

"Smilodon!" the guide cried in horror. "That one was due to be destroyed!"

Indeed, it was the dread saber-toothed tiger-right in the hall with us. It
paused, recovering its balance, orienting on us. It growled with a certain
anticipation.

We were too far from the exit to reach it before the horrendous cat could
catch us. Someone was bound to become its prey. It was clear that a single
stab with those fangs could kill a man.

"This chamber is empty," the guard whispered, grasping the handle of a door
behind us. "We can shut it in the hall-"

He opened the door, and we scrambled through: Spirit, the guide, Tasha, and
me. But before the guide could secure the door, the tiger smashed into it. The
guide was knocked aside, stunned. Tasha screamed.

Spirit's laser pistol was in her hand, bearing on the tiger. "Don't fire," I
protested. "We have the pacifier!"

"Tigers have their uses," I said. "So do moles." Indeed it was so.

Actually, there were complications. Smilo had to be housebroken. That meant
setting up a suitable toilet facility for him, which consisted of a monstrous

I had to be eliminated, for it was obvious that they were otherwise doomed.

"But you have proven yourself," Khukov said on the private holophone. It
looked just as if he were sitting in our chamber. "The procedures you have
instituted will carry through to their completion, perhaps more slowly without
you, but inevitably. You can now be spared for greater things."

I smiled wryly. What could be greater than the renovation of the planetary
industrial base?

But he wasn't joking. "I want you to negotiate with Rising Sun."
"With who?"

"In your terms, Titan, our greatest moon. In the Solar System, Titan is a
satellite of Saturn, and this does not accord with their social perspective,
any more than their ancestors considered Japan to be an island satellite of
the continent of Asia. So they prefer to call themselves the Empire of the
Rising Sun. It would be well for a diplomat to remember that."

"Rising Sun," I agreed. "But can the occidental Tyrant speak for the oriental
aspect of Saturn?"

"In many respects, that moon is closer to your planet than to mine," he
reminded me. "Remember, it was Jupiter who occupied it, after System War Two,
not Saturn. Now it is an industrial giant in its own right, and we would like
to establish better trade relations."

"I'm sure Titan will trade,”™ I said. "But it sells finished products, and your
interplanetary credit is weak. What can you offer?"

He told me what the USR had to offer. I nodded. "I believe I can handle that."

"And it will keep you safely off-planet, while the disturbance here dies
down," he concluded.

Thus we undertook our mission as liaison between Saturn and Titan. It promised
to be an intriguing challenge.

Titan bore a certain resemblance to my planet of origin, Callisto. Khukov had
termed it moon, but as he had noted, we of the satellites prefer to call them
planets in their own right. Indeed, it was never more than a convention of



convenience to call them moons; any such pair is actually a set of bodies in
space orbiting each other. When one is larger, the perturbations of its orbit
tend to be less, and so it is deemed to be the primary, but one might as
readily term it the secondary mass. Certainly to us of Callisto, Jupiter
seemed like a giant satellite.

Callisto was somewhat under two million kilometers out from Jupiter; Titan was
somewhat over one million out from Saturn. As interplanetary distances go,
that's a similar league, and it made Saturn appear larger from Titan than
Jupiter did from Callisto. Callisto completed an orbit in under seventeen
days; Titan in just under sixteen. Callisto had a diameter of just under five
thousand kilometers; Titan just over. Their densities and masses were
similarly close. They could have been sister planets, as far as I was
concerned.

But there were differences. The surface temperature of Titan was fifty degrees
Kelvin colder than that of Callisto, and while Callisto was airless, Titan had
a substantial atmosphere; its solid surface was completely hidden from
exterior view. Critics refer to that atmosphere as solid smog; the natives
refer to it as the basic stuff of the origin of life. Certainly it represents
a rich chemical environment from which the natives process many products, and
its pressure of one bar (the same as Earth's) facilitates the operation of
city-domes in the surface. It is the only planet besides Earth itself whose
atmosphere is dominated by nitrogen.

Politically, it was another matter. Titan was colonized by the Japanese of
Earth, and they maintained their rivalry and often enmity with huge Saturn.
Because Titan's position in space is far superior for the direct launching of
ships, Titan's Navy became more formidable than Saturn's. It was, as Khukov
remarked, Jupiter, not Saturn, that took on that Navy during the Second System
War, and reduced it to impotence, and occupied Titan itself. Thereafter, Titan
was forbidden to manufacture arms, including fighting ships. Instead, she had
turned her energies to commerce-and shortly became a System leader in the
construction of merchant ships, and in computerized technology. It was a
metamorphosis that perhaps the nominal winners of SWII had not anticipated.
Titan had beaten its swords into plowshares, and was now stronger as an
economic power than it had been as a military power. Jupiter itself imported
so much from Titan that it had a sizable trade deficit with that planet. That
is, Titan was making a lot more money than Jupiter was. Yet Jupiter was still
committed by treaty to undertake the military defense of Titan. Today Titan
was happy with the arrangement, but Jupiter was chafing somewhat. It was a
nice irony.

Irony: which brings my thought to iron. There was Titan's problem. It had been
able to mine its own iron, but its industrial base had expanded far beyond its
natural resources, and it now required far more iron than it mined. Iron was
of course the metal of power for the System, because it could be handled
magnetically. Processed into contra-terrene iron, or CTI, it was the fuel for
all major ships and all major cities and all industrial complexes. So the
irony of Titan was that this source of natural iron was hungriest of all for
imported iron.

This was a hunger I proposed to address on this mission.
Our party was transferred in space to a Titan-excuse me, Rising Sun-merchant

vessel and conveyed to the surface of the planet. This was an interesting
experience in its own right. The atmosphere was deep, and developed a brownish



hue as we descended. It was not stormy, as I had half feared, but very thick;
soon it obscured anything that might have been any distance. I began to feel
claustrophobic, until I reminded myself that one bar was the pressure limit;
there was no way that our ship would implode! Not when the internal pressure
matched the external pressure.

We landed; the fractional gee, about one-sixth Earth-norm, made this feasible
here. I had been so long in the atmospheres of the giants that I had lost the
feel for "hard" landings. A car-bubble limousine carried us toward Kyo, the
capital. This ride, too, was fascinating; Sprit and Tasha seemed as interested
as I was, though Forta took it in stride.

I suppose that to the natives this was a
matter of course, but it certainly impressed me.

Kyo loomed as a huge dome, girt by many lesser domes. I understand that the
main city has more than ten million people, and the region as a population
center i1s much greater. I was surprised to note that it was not a bubblene
dome-bubblene being the material from which all floating city-bubbles are
made, because it is one of the few substances tough enough to withstand the
multibar pressures of the big atmospheres-but a comparatively flimsy plastic
one. But again I reminded myself: With internal and external pressure nearly
equal, the dome was not for pressure, but merely to contain breathable
atmosphere and suitable residential temperature. Titan was fortunate indeed in
this respect.

We entered the lock and were treated to another marvelous sight: the oriental
splendor of the culture of Rising Sun. I saw a shrine with multileveled
upward-curving roofs, diminishing in size as they ascended. I saw dwarf trees
growing in a special little park. The civilians wore brightly colored sarongs
or pajama-type suits, and the petite women had their hair ornately dressed.
This was, indeed, the heart of the Orient!

But elsewhere the city was intensely settled, looking quite modern. Evidently
the citizens of Rising Sun valued their cultural heritage but did not let it
interfere with practical matters.

We were conducted to an elegant apartment complex, where we were abruptly left
to our own devices. This of course was the oriental way; our hosts were not
really ignoring us. They were preparing for our diplomatic encounter, without
bothering us with the mundane details. We enjoyed ourselves at the heated
pool-sized bath, and had a fancy multicourse banquet. Smilo, released to roam
the sealed region of the suite, condescended to tear apart a realistic-looking
steak. His presence, perhaps, was another reason we were being left alone.

Forta did not actually enter the bath; she remained clothed, politely aloof.
But Tasha did, and her body was spectacular in the bathing suit. This of
course set my private passions spinning. I had placed such hope on the arrival
of Forta, but talented and useful as she surely was, she was a disappointment
romantically.

It
was war we were in now, as anonymous forces sought to assassinate us to
prevent us from making our play to unify the planets around the galactic
project. The personnel of that ship had been ordered to kill us, quietly if
possible; we had had to take them out. We had done so.

The face of the Rising Sun technician came on our screen. "Are you satisfied,
Tyrant?" he inquired.

This had been more of a demonstration than we had planned on-but a most
effective one.

Chapter 10 PERSUASION

We transferred to a legitimate Helvetian vessel and were brought to the planet
of Uranus in proper style. Uranus was smaller than Saturn, its diameter less
than half and its mass somewhat over a seventh. Of course every other body in
the immediate Solar System (that is, excluding Nemesis, which is really a
companion star, rather than a satellite) is minuscule compared to Jupiter,
whose mass is greater than all the rest of the System combined. Still, Uranus
was a giant compared to Earth, being over fourteen times its mass. Its surface
gravity was actually less than that of Earth, but its escape velocity twice
Earth's. People assume that the two should vary together, but this is not so;
Uranus' far greater mass brings up the escape velocity, while its lower
density brings down the gee. Saturn is similar in this respect, also having a
lower surface gee than Earth.

The most remarkable thing about Uranus is its orientation in space. It is
tilted by close to a right angle, so that its poles are in the sun's ecliptic.
It is as though the planet has fallen over, and all its rings and satellites
fallen with it. This means that in the course of its eighty-four-year
revolution about the sun the North and South Poles take turns pointing toward
the sun, making for days and nights about forty-two years long. It also
rotates backwards-they call it retrograde-so that the sun would seem to rise
in the west, to a person on the equator, if it rose at all. That depends on
the season, of course. The truth is that for those who live in the interior of
a bubble in the atmosphere, with artificial light, it really does not make a
lot of difference.

As we came in we saw the relatively calm atmosphere, clear to an amazing
depth. One would have thought that there would be terrible turbulence,
considering the oddities of the planet's situation in space, but this was not
the case. It reminded me of a deep ocean, for the large amount of methane
provided a greenish hue. It seemed very pretty to me, as planets go. The
atmosphere rotates in about twenty-four hours, making it very similar to Earth
in this respect, though the planet itself is faster. Since the city-bubbles
are in the atmosphere, that is what counts, for human beings.

We came down to Helvetia. Its bubbles floated slightly higher than the
majority, and their wind current differed accordingly from those of the
majority, so they were relatively isolated geographically. It seemed that the



Helvetians liked to live in the mountains, as it were. This perhaps
complicated their operations slightly, but did give them a certain
independence, and that seemed to suit them.

The city-bubble that was to be our base of operations was Eva, long known as
an interplanetary meeting place. I had half expected to spy the citizens going
about in colorful shorts and hats, but in truth they were almost
indistinguishable from residents of Saturn or Jupiter, except for their
language. Helvetia had three or four official languages: French, German,
Italian, and Romansch. I believe the majority spoke German, but Eva was in the
French section. None of these did Spirit and me much good, our languages being
Spanish and English. Fortunately many of the residents of Eva also spoke one
or both of our tongues, and in any event we had Forta. She spoke German and
French, and was able to translate the others with her equipment. She was the
right person to have along.

I don't care to dwell on the rituals of introductions and arrangements;
suffice to say that the process I dismiss here actually required months,
because of the bureaucratic mechanisms and protocols entailed. Uranus was a
nest of rival systems, each seemingly trying to upstage the others or to gain
special advantage for itself. Most of its component nations had formed the
Uranian Common Market, which meant that tariffs and other impediments to trade
were lowered between members, and this seemed to have a beneficial effect on
their separate fortunes, but many problems remained. I felt as if I had
stepped into a nest of scorpions. All were impressed with our demonstration of
the feasibility of light-speed travel; each wanted all the benefits for
itself, and none wanted to pay for them. I could not address the planetary
leaders in a single group, obtain their commitment to the project, and be on
my way; I had to hold a private audience with each leading executive, who was
noncommittal until he knew of the positions of the others. What had been
intended as a one-week stay stretched out into months, with no end in sight.

I was never a phenomenally patient man, and age had not softened me. In those
early days of frustration I was building up an unhealthy head of pressure.
Spirit encouraged me to become a tourist, visiting the attractions, but though
I am capable of appreciating such things, my ire at the waste of my time made
me an inadequate tourist. I'm afraid the Eyeful Tower was wasted on me,
however remarkable it may be as a structure in orbit.

Disgusted, I removed the
helmet.

But if
there was one thing the General really respected it was power-and now I was
coming to him not as an absolute ruler but as an underling, a supplicant. He
would consider it a matter of honor to be difficult.

But she died five years ago, and after that he stopped caring
about any opinion but his own. There is no ameliorating personality around him
now."

"They to tend to wrap
their fathers around their fingers."

Again I remembered: my daughter Hopie, now in her late twenties, sometimes
sweet, sometimes imperious, always my darling girl. There had been a quarter-
century media campaign to determine the identity of her mother, for my wife
Megan had been beyond bearing age when I married her, and Hopie was adopted.
Hopie resembled me in so many important ways, from appearance to blood type to
personality, that there was no question of her lineage, but of course I had
never spoken of her parentage except

to acknowledge that she was the bastard offspring of a married man and a
single woman. It is one of the anomalies of our culture that it is the child
of an illicit union who is blamed, rather than the perpetrators. But from the
moment of the adoption, Hopie was licitly mine, and yes, she did wrap me
around her little finger on myriad occasions. I wished she could be with us
now, but of course I would not have her share the status of exile, so she
remained on Jupiter.

"I could study her," Forta said.
Spirit nodded. "If you are willing."

"Megan knew of the Dream," Forta said. "She felt I could help in its
realization. I see no ethical problem here, especially considering the
alternative."

So Megan had learned of Khukov's Dream! Of course secrets could not be kept,
but I found this interesting. Megan was a leading advocate of System peace,
and would do anything she could to forward it. She had understood, of course,
that when I asked for a woman, I meant one I could take to my bed, and she was
realistic enough to accept this. After all, she knew me well indeed. But
naturally she had honored my request in a manner calculated to forward her
desire as well. Forta's nominal position might be as my mistress-and I knew
that it would soon enough be actual-but her real thrust was to facilitate
peace and reduce the horrors of war and tyranny.

The recording of the interview could be rerun as convenient by either party,
questing for significant aspects after the fact. No wonder it was the most
popular mechanism for such encounters; I certainly preferred it.

But the General was old-fashioned, and did not trust modernistic devices, for
all that this one had existed for centuries. He believed only in face-to-face
summit-type meetings, and not too many of those, and that was it. If I wanted
to address him, it had to be his way. This included his language, French; he

would not deign to discourse in our common language, English, though he knew

it. So I went, at his convenience, and brought along my sister and secretary;
this was as elaborate a party as we could muster. We duly presented ourselves
at the palace in the city-bubble of Aris, Gaul.

The General in person was surprisingly affable. We had been braced for
boorishness, but he was the soul of hospitality and cheer. He shook my hand,
and we took seats. He certainly was physically impressive, both in magnitude
and in atmosphere. He seemed every centimeter the leader. He had also done his
homework; he knew why I was here and what I wanted of him, in general and in
detail. But I knew as I read him that his mind was already made up, and that
this was merely a formality. He was not about to render himself subservient,
by his reckoning, by participating in the galactic project.

Thus there was no point in talking with him. I was here merely for show. To
show that the General could summon the Tyrant like a lackey, to be informed
that there was no sale. Three years ago, when I remained in power in Jupiter,
he never would have tried it. The sheer arrogance of the man excited my
admiration as much as my ire; one seldom gets to experience such towering
certainty and folly.

Chapter 11 TITANIA

Having done what we could on the Continent, as it was locally termed, we next
tackled the islands. The most important of these were Umbriel and Titania, two
moons about a quarter million and two-fifths of a million kilometers out from
the residential band of the planet, respectively, and just below and just
above a thousand kilometers in diameter. These were tiny, on the scale of the
satellites of Jupiter, but physical size was no necessary indication of
importance.

The fact is, there is a lot of area available on a solid moon. We become
accustomed to the limitations of the city-bubbles in the atmospheres of the
major planets, where space is always at a premium though distances between
cities are vast. On an airless moon like Titania the cities still need to be
enclosed by domes, but many, many domes can be set up in limited territory.
They won't collide; the common anchorage makes it feasible. So an entire
nation of several tens of millions of human beings resides on a moon that
would fit inside the merest whorl in a major planet's atmosphere.

Titania, small as it seemed in space, had inherited the British Empire
tradition. Indeed, at one time it had had major holdings all across the Solar
System, including the entire planets of sparsely settled Neptune and densely
settled Earth. Today the Titanian Commonwealth remained, but the political and
economic power of Titania itself was much diminished and still waning. The
System was simply too large to be dominated by one tiny moon! But the
influence of the so-called Saxon culture remained, with English being perhaps
the most prevalent second language in the System.

We landed at the monstrous city-dome of Don, situated in the channel of Tems,
near the South Pole of the moon. Since the moon did not rotate on its own, one
face being locked toward Uranus, there were no problems of adjustment; the
near face could be treated in many respects like a flat terrain. All of the
significant human habitations . were on this face; the far face was left for
mining and light-collection and special projects. Perhaps this was just as
well, for the light lenses were monstrous, quadruple the diameter of those of
Jupiter. There was no mystery about this; Uranus is almost four times as far
from the sun as is Jupiter, so equivalently larger lenses are required to
focus the sunlight to similar intensity. Truly is it said: If you want to know
where you are in the System, look at the size of the light lenses. These ones
had to gather sunlight from a region just about three hundred times as large
as that to be covered by Earth-normal daylight. That left huge areas in shade.



I had, as I mentioned, become accustomed to the floating bubbles of the major
planets in the course of the past thirty years. My youth had been spent on
Callisto, where there were landbound domes. But there was little similarity to
those domes here. Callisto was a much larger body than Titania, and used the
gravity lens to focus the gravity of the planet and bring it up to Earth-norm
in the cities. Thus the domes sat firmly and im-mobily on the surface.

These domes did not. They were mounted on firm bases, and were in the form of
monstrous cylinders, spinning about their axes. They depended on centrifugal
gee, exactly as did the bubbles floating in atmosphere. This was similar in
principle to the domes of Jupiter military bases on moonlets or planetoids,
but Don was of a completely different scale. It was one of the largest cities
in the System, as populous as Jupiter's Nyork or Langel, though not as large
as RedSpot City had become. Here in the ice-covered valley, it was
phenomenally grand; the landscape gave it contrast.

We took the shuttle subway into the city proper, for entry was via the
interior of the pedestal on which it rotated. There was so little gravity on
the surface that it seemed almost like free-fall; we had to strap in to
prevent sailing into the ceiling with every bump. I believe Titania's surface
gee 1s about one-thirtieth Earth-norm, though I would have to look it up to be
sure; certainly it is very slight. It becomes difficult to judge by mere
physical sensation.

The subway capsule made a right-angle turn and carried us upward into the
city. Then it descended, and we gained weight. Of course this was relative; we
were actually facing straight up, away from the surface of the moon, but now
it seemed like the horizontal.

We debouched at a station on a lower level; it was easy enough to tell by the
higher gee. They were prepared for our arrival, for the section was cordoned
off. I can't think why; I had Smilo on a leash. Our inprocessing was
remarkably efficient, and before we knew it we had been assigned a nice
cottage in the country, well up toward the Scot border. We did need a place to
stay, as it was evident that formal negotiations were not going to be any more
rapid here than they had been on the Continent. I knew better than to protest
the glacial course of such things; I represented the interests of Saturn and
Titan, and Titania's relations with either planet were not phenomenally good.
Also, the fact that I had negotiated first with Gaul would not sit well here.
But 1if I had come to Titania first, the General would have been totally
intractable, and not even the ghost of his daughter would have swayed him.

We boarded a tram, which was a sealed travel-capsule that loaded itself onto a
wheelbase and a set of tracks once it exited Don. It traveled swiftly
northward across the frozen surface, guided by an old motorman. Smilo decided
he liked this part of the journey; he prowled along the length of the tram and
peered out the ports. The motorman seemed a bit nervous at first, but relaxed
when it became clear that the tiger accepted him as one of the functionaries.
Soon he was announcing the stations we passed.

It seemed that Titania was divided into many small counties, and at our
velocity we crossed each one quickly. There was Hert and Bed and Hamp and Leic
in the first hour. We saw the spinning domes of the cities of Wat and

Bed and Hamp and Leic; evidently the counties were usually but not invariably
named after their leading cities. The tramway tracks divided and crossed and
merged throughout, and there were many other trams on them, speeding from city



to city. This was a busy world!

The landscape itself, apart from the tracks, was completely barren. With no
atmosphere there was no weather, Jjust the rock ice. It reminded me of
Callisto, when my family had gone out in quest of a bootleg bubble to Jupiter,
seeking a better life. We had found, instead, betrayal and misery and death,
and our own kind treated us more savagely than did the barrenness of space. I
had been but fifteen, then, naive about the ways of man. I had not remained
so. I have wondered whether I would have been better off had I never left
Callisto. Certainly I would have for the short term, because then I would not
have witnessed the brutal rape of my sister Spirit or the slaughter of my
father, or suffered the privations of space. But neither would I have found my
first love, Helse-or lost her. My military career would never have occurred,
and my political rise to the Tyrancy would not even have been a dream. I had
to conclude that my life, taken as a whole, had been correctly guided, despite
the early horrors of it.

"Derby," the motorman announced. I began to see what was not there, outside:
the green pastures, the picket fences, the cows and the gardens of the olde
England that this world emulated, and I felt nostalgia for it though I had
never been there. What a joy it must have been to live on Earth, shielded by
its breathable atmosphere: an entire planet habitable without suits or domes
or devices of gravity and light concentration!

We passed the industrial city of Manch, where freight lines converged, and on
into the county of Lanc, and a mountainous region. Here the mountains were
genuine; Jjagged crags rose up beside the tramway. One tends to think that
small worlds should have small mountains, but the diminished natural gravity
enables them to be rougher in outline than the larger ones.

At last we came into Cumber, relatively sparsely settled, where we were to
stay. The authorities had wanted to get Smilo well away from temptation! The
tracks wound about in an effort to avoid the rising contours, and finally gave
up and climbed, passing over the heights. I suppose these mountains were minor
compared to what could be found elsewhere in the System, or even elsewhere on
Titania, but here in our tiny capsule they were quite impressive. I saw
vertical rises I would have been afraid to climb, even in the fractional gee,
and a chasm between peaks that looked right for a glacier.

"Scafell Crag," the motorman said, announcing the site the way he had the
counties.

Then down into the wvalley, and on to our destination, Carl. There we had to
leave the tram and take a limo to the cottage, which was a mini-dome east of
the city. Here I became aware of another feature of the landscape, that had
perhaps been present throughout, but missed because of the velocity of our
tram travel. There were paired cords stretched across the terrain, each being
set about a meter above the ground, supported at intervals by T-shaped
structures. They connected to each separate dome, and divided and crossed in
much the fashion of the tramway rails.

"Power lines?" I asked Spirit, perplexed.
"Ley lines," the limo driver said, with a private, knowing smile.

"What are they for?"



"For walking," he explained. "Use the rollers."

I had the impression that he enjoyed our perplexity, so I dropped the subject.
But I watched the lines. Occasionally a set crossed the road we were on, and
they did this by rising up on ramps to either side and crossing above the
level of the traffic. I could see how a person in a suit, walking on the low-
gee surface, might use the lines as a handhold-but why would he cling to them
dangling above the road?

The driver deposited us at the cottage. This was based on the principle of the
cities, being a disk that spun about its axis, with entry from below. The limo
entered the garage, which was a kind of air lock, and when the pressure
equalized we stepped down into the chamber. A 1ift conveyed us into the center
of the disk above, and a ladder led down (again it was a horizontal "down") to
the residential floor. Smilo was learning to navigate these contours, but he
obviously felt better once normal gee returned. The driver departed, and we
were on our own.

The first thing we did was rest. Travel is wearying, and Spirit and I were no
longer young. We had been in trace gee for several hours, and that tends to
disrupt the normal bodily processes. So the four of us settled down for a nap,
and then another nap, and the night's sleep, and in due course our systems
settled down and we were ready for food and work.

We ate sparingly the next day, and Smilo was content to gnaw on a pseudosteak
and use the sandbox. Forta got on the phone and ascertained that it was a
local holiday, so there would be no political activity for another day. This
was just as well, for it gave us more time to adjust.

Smilo was getting restive, having been in confined quarters for some time.
Normally I had taken him out for a walk or run somewhere, because a big cat
lives not by snoozing alone; he needs exercise in a psychological as well as
physical way. Here there were no halls to use, but we had prepared for this
contingency by having a space suit made up for him. We hadn't used it before,
and now seemed to be the time to try it.

I unpacked the suit. These things are very light, and fit the body so
comfortably that they can be worn for prolonged periods. The material
stretches just enough to allow circulation of air about the body, but not
enough to interfere with motion. Its insulative properties are phenomenal;
hardly any heat is lost, and that's important, because the temperature of this
surface was in the neighborhood of 50°K, or considerably closer to absolute
zero than to human living temperature. I'm sure the technology in a modern
suit is about as sophisticated as that in a holophone, Jjust of a different
nature. There is of course oxygen-refreshing apparatus, and recondensation,
and our suits were guaranteed for two hours before requiring the exchange of
breathing cylinders.

"You're taking him out?" Forta asked. "Better review the ley system."

"The what?"

"I have researched it this past hour. Those ley lines are

a joke, named after the old supposed lines of ancient monuments in England,

Earth. Here they are merely cords used to hold walkers down to the planet, so
they don't go flying with every step. The natives do a lot of walking, as many



of them don't have cars-cars tend to fly, too, unless they have somewhat
adhesive tires the way the limo did- and it's easy enough to get about when
you know how. They use the rollers." She went to the wall, and there hung
several devices that looked like antique paint rollers. She took one down.
"You hook this under the line from the right, and hold it firm, and it rolls
along the line and keeps you down."

I considered that. It seemed feasible. "Why not hook in from the left?"

"This is Titania; traffic travels on the left side of the road. So you are
always on the left of the line, and when you return you come in on the other
side, which is still your right."

I hefted the roller. Its operation seemed simple enough. "But how is Smilo
going to use this?"

"Well, he needs his exercise, so we'll tackle that problem," I decided. I put
the suit on the tiger, noting with approval that the extremities were
reinforced to be impenetrable by claws. It would be a tragedy if Smilo
extended his claws to get a good grip on something, and punctured his suit and
died.

Finally I put the helmet over his head. It was completely clear, so he could
see well, and sound would be conducted by the ground, as well as a mini suit
radio locked on our mutual channel. "We have to wear these to go out," I
explained, hoping he would understand enough to accept it. He did know that
the outside was a region completely unlike the inside.

I donned my own suit, and the two of us used the personnel exit lock, emerging
from the opposite side as the garage. There was no point in having to
recompress such a large amount of air as was required for a car, when we were
only two.

"Now, Smilo," I cautioned him as we emerged. "Take it easy on the leaping; I
fear you could achieve escape velocity if you really tried, and that would be
awkward indeed." I had no leash on him now; I would not be able to hold him

down 1if he leaped anyway, and I wanted him to have the maximum freedom.

Startled, he scrambled with all
four feet, accomplishing nothing.

Each step tried to
send me up, because I hadn't learned to eliminate the automatic lifting
component to my stride, but firm pressure on the roller and the line kept me



down. There was a trick to using it; it would be easy to spin about the line
if I got the leverage wrong. But I was mastering the trick.

I set off along the line, my roller rolling faster as I picked up speed. Smilo
experimented, then achieved a kind of horizontal leap that had almost no 1lift.

So after
about twenty minutes I ducked under the paired lines and started back toward
the cottage.

I might have checked, but it was off the ley
line, and I didn't gquite trust myself to untethered navigation. The limo had a
radio; it could call for help if it needed to. Probably the driver was simply
taking a snooze between calls, out where no one would bother him.

Smilo seemed to have had enough too. He accompanied me back without protest.
Soon enough we arrived back at the cottage, and entered the air lock. When the
pressure equalized, I lifted back my helmet, then saw to Smilo's. "How was it,
friend?" I inquired. "Not quite like hunting in Pleistocene Earth!"

We took the 1lift to the disk and rejoined the girls. "Great stuff!" I
exclaimed. "Ask Smilo!"

But Smilo was already settling down under the bed, suit and all. "Hey, I have
to undress you!" I called, but he ignored me. Well, if he was that comfortable
in the suit, it could remain for a while. I got out of mine and joined Spirit
and Forta at the table, where food awaited me.

I was warm from the exertion. The plastic chair was cool, but in a few minutes
it was warm. Then it was more than warm. "What's with this furniture?" I
asked. "It's as though it's heating by itself!"

Spirit was perplexed. "Mine, too, now that you mention it."

Forta's face turned grave. "And mine. Just now. I wonder-" She got off and
turned to examine her chair. She put her face down and sniffed. "Oh-oh."

"Bad plastic?" I asked.

"I could be wrong," Forta said. "But I think we'd better get out of here in a
hurry. Get into your suits."

"A bomb?" Spirit asked, jumping up and fetching her suit. I followed suit, in
two ways.

"On Mercury they developed some ugly products for antipersonnel purposes,"



Forta said, scrambling into her own suit. "Not just the plastic explosive, but
plastic in-flammatories and plastic poison gas. Some of it is set off by a
critical temperature, and is self-sustaining thereafter; some of it by a
critical mass.

"But that is only part
of the problem. The wastes that the kidneys normally remove from the blood
have built up in the tissues of the body. Thus the blood must be cleaned and
recirculated so that the tissues can discharge their wastes into it, which in
turn can be removed by the machine. This process cannot be hurried. The living
kidneys normally operate continuously, but it is not convenient to have the
machine do this. So we use it perhaps three hours at a time, every two or
three days, until either kidney function is restored or a kidney transplant
occurs. Now, this man must be treated promptly; those wastes are not doing his
body any good."

I visualized my bloodstream as a river clogged with garbage, a veritable
sewer, now that the treatment center had broken down. "I'll take the
dialysis," I said with resignation.

"But the publicity-" Spirit said.

The doctor protested, but I was not just any patient; I was the Tyrant. News
of my illness would spread across the System at light speed, literally, and
the project would suffer, for I was its unifying symbol.

"Listen, Worry, you've taken an injury. It's not fatal, and probably not
permanent. A few days, and your kidneys will resume their function, and you'll
be off the loop. So all you need to do is rest and plan ahead."

She made absolute sense, and I needed that. But I needed more. "Just hold me,"
I said.

She pushed me gently back to lie on the bed, and she lay beside me, and put
her arms around me as well as was feasible, and drew my head in to the hollow
of her neck, and there we lay. "You're a good woman," I said. "You're a good
man," she replied.

I drifted back to sleep, and when I woke she remained, sleeping beside me. I
lifted my head, feeling better, and gazed at her face. I was tempted to remove
the mask, but felt it would be somehow like abusing her. Instead I lowered my
head and kissed her lips.

She woke, startled, and I laughed. "Fear not, damsel; I have not deprived you
of your virtue," I said. "You're feeling better," she stated. "To sleep in the
arms of a good woman-that's good medicine."

"So it seems," she agreed.

I felt better all day, but on the following day I began to degrade, as the
wastes accumulated in my blood and tissues. I was due for another dialysis
treatment, as my kidneys still had not recovered their function.

The doctor arrived with a dialysis nurse. He checked my loop. He shook his
head. "Some clotting," he said. "I see no clot,”" I said.

He smiled briefly. "You are thinking of external clots, which are hard knots
of blood. Internal clots are long strings attaching to the irritation. When
they break off and travel through the bloodstream, they can cause trouble
elsewhere. That is not something we feel sanguine about." He smiled again,
indicating humor. The term sanguine referred to blood; that was the pun.

"Where do they travel?" I inquired, morbidly interested.



"It can be anywhere. Sometimes they can exist for some time without causing
harm. But if they snag in the lungs, or the brain-"

"Get rid of the clot," I said.

"We'll use heparin," he said. "That in effect thins down the blood so as to
avoid clotting in the machine. It should eliminate the problem. After the
treatment we'll neutralize the heparin. There should be no problem, as long as
we remain on top of it."

"Stay on top of it," I agreed.

The nurse proceeded to the dialysis. This seemed to be a complicated process
in detail, but she knew what she was doing. Soon my blood was coursing through
the machine. I felt a little faint, but realized that this was probably
psychological; the machine, the nurse assured me, used only a fraction of the
amount of blood that the early models did. In any event, it would all be
returned to me.

The principle of dialysis, I learned, was to run the blood through filters and
osmotic solutions, so that the wastes passed out through the cellophane
membrane while nutrients passed in. It was possible to feed a person through
dialysis, or to medicate him, in addition to purifying his blood. The machine
was not and could not be the equal of the natural kidney function, but the
treatments would keep me alive and healthy until my own kidneys recovered.

This time I was conscious during the dialysis. I saw my blood flow through the
tube in my arm into the machine, and the return flow to my vein. In the early
days, the doctor explained, so much blood had to enter the machine for
processing that the patient might lose consciousness or go into shock. But
today only a relatively small amount of blood was used, only about a cup, and
the treatment was so thorough that in only a few seconds that blood was back
in the body, completely restored. The machines had originated as big as
bureaus, but this one was only about thirty centimeters long. The blood went
in one end and came out the other, refreshed. But the actual time of dialysis
could not be cut, because the limitation was that of my body, not the machine.
They could not pump the blood through faster than my blood vessels could
handle it.

Now the doctor questioned me, trying to ascertain the source of my malady.
"The kidneys don't simply shut down out of perversity," he said. "There had to
have been poisoning or illness to cause this reaction. Until this point we
have been concerned merely with pulling you through, but we don't want to
finish without having a clear notion of cause."

I wanted to know the cause too! "I have always been healthy," I said. "The
only problems I have ever had have been from injury or torture or poison."

"Those could do it," he said with a small, grim smile. "Injury in the past
less likely perhaps, but-torture?"

I explained about my session as a prisoner of my political opponent, Jjust
before I became Tyrant. I had been made to feel pain by a nerve stimulator,

and had been memory-washed.

The doctor shook his head. "I think not, in that case. But what of poison?"



"Food contamination, actually," I said. "Enemies in Saturn managed to feed me
contaminated yeast. I suffered some liver and kidney damage-" I broke off,
realizing what I had said.

The doctor nodded. He questioned me closely about the episode. "That would
seem to account for it," he concluded. "I'm surprised they didn't require you
to come in for regular examinations, to forestall this very occurrence."

"But that was over three years ago!" I said, not wanting to admit that they
had required that, but that I had disobeyed. "I recovered, and have had no
trouble since."

"I fear this 1is bad news," the doctor said. "I had assumed that this was a
case of acute nephritis, but it may be chronic."

"Acute what?"

"Each of your kidneys has on the order of one million tiny units, called
nephrons, that process the blood in parallel. There is more than one type of
nephron, but for our purpose we may assume they are all identical. Each does a
complete job of cleaning the blood it handles; this is no assembly line.
Essentially, the nephron filters out the solids and processes the fluids of
the blood, where the wastes are. It recovers from that fluid all the useful
ingredients, and allows the rest to pass on out of the system: the urine. What
affects one nephron is likely to affect them all, and when the nephron shuts
down, your body has no way to eliminate its waste products. So blood urea
nitrogen builds up-we call it BUN-and-"

"I understand," I said, not caring to get that technical. "So when there is
trouble with the nephron, that's nephritis."

"Correct," he said. "And I am a nephrologist, a doctor specializing in these
matters."

"But why is an acute case to be preferred over a chronic case? Is it milder?"

"No, the opposite is apt to be the case. Acute nephritis can take you out in
days, 1f untreated, while you can go for years without even being aware of
chronic nephritis. The acute condition can occur as the result of some
temporary insult to the tissue, such as poisoning; once the poison clears, the
nephrons recover, and you have no further trouble. This may have happened when
you suffered the food poisoning. But sometimes the damage is limited, and the
shutdown is only partial, or only a percentage of the nephrons are affected.
Since the body has an enormous overcapacity, you can lose as much as ninety
percent of your nephrons, and suffer no i1l effects; the remaining ten percent
do the whole job. But beyond that, it can get awkward. At five percent
capacity, you do feel it, and below that-"

"You mean, an acute case could have knocked out ninety-five percent for a
week, but a chronic case may have been working up to it for three years, and I

only felt it when the critical level of damage was reached?"

"Exactly. Now, this is not a diagnosis. We shall have to do a biopsy for that.
But I believe we should not delay on that."

"A biopsy?"



"We take a sample of the kidney tissue and analyze it in the laboratory. Then
we can tell the state of the nephrons."

"Better do it," I agreed. "But if this is chronic instead of acute, does it
mean there's no cure?"

"It means we'll have to schedule you for transplant,”" he said. "Your kidneys
are marvels of accommodation, but once they're gone, they're gone.
Fortunately, modern immunosuppressive techniques make kidney transplant
feasible in the vast majority of cases. Thanks to your support, Tyrant, we
have a fully competent transplant facility here on Triton. We shall have you
functioning normally again, never fear."

I glanced across at Spirit, who had remained mute throughout. It was possible
that we knew something the doctor didn't.

The nurse concluded the dialysis. Thanks to my discussion with the doctor, the
hours had passed without notice. They cleaned up the equipment and put it
away, and restored my loop to its normal loop configuration, and gave me the
neutralizer to the heparin employed to prevent clotting during treatment.
Smilo came up, and I stroked his massive head. "Don't chew on that loop," I
cautioned him. I had been afraid at one point that the odor of blood would
unhinge his equilibrium, but he was a well-fed tiger, and he knew the smell of
my blood and would not attack me. Henceforth he would not be sedated during my
treatments.

"We give you heparin to prevent clotting," he explained. "But the blood's
ability to clot is an important survival feature; without it you would be
hemophiliac, and could suffer internal bleeding. So after the treatment we
neutralize the heparin. Unfortunately, sometimes the neutralizer wears off
before the heparin is out of the system, so the heparin rebounds when it isn't
wanted. Evidently my error; every human body is unique to itself, and I
misjudged your tolerances. I shall see that it doesn't happen again.”

He was a competent and honest man, and very good with explanations. I had
confidence in him. Evidently I had rated the best.

In due course they did the biopsy and confirmed the diagnosis: chronic
nephritis. "Actually, glomerulonephritis," the doctor said. "The glomerulus is
the filter at the beginning of the nephron. Your own immune system did you
in."

It helped me throw
off the mem-wash rapidly enough to save my political career, too."

He did not debate the issue, but I could see he did not believe this. He
departed.

"This is going to interfere with a transplant, too," Spirit said. "No way your
system will tolerate a foreign kidney."

I nodded glumly. "Maybe the doctor will have an answer."

The doctor did. "Immunosuppressive therapy," he said. "Standard procedure for
transplantation. We go for the closest possible tissue match, then damp down
the immune response."

"Better test it first," I warned.
"Naturally."

He tested it-and my body threw off the immune suppressive drug. This didn't
occur immediately, but the doctor was monitoring my response closely, and very
soon realized what was happening. In addition, my body had built up an
immunity to the heparin, and clotting was a problem again. They had to change
to a different anticoagulant, and establish a loop on a new site. "I have
never encountered this before," the doctor admitted, intrigued.

"And my membrane would heal to cut off what it took to be leakage," I said
grimly. "Can you test for that?"

Yet much as I respected
her nature and competence, I had no desire to embrace her in the fashion I had
Shelia. I was foolish, of course; I was allowing the outer aspect to determine
my inner feeling. I marveled at this attitude of mine almost as much as at her
ability. The psychiatrists are wrong: to understand a thing is not the same as
dealing with it. Forta's aspect was no mystery to me, but still it dominated
my reaction to her.

When the dialysis was complete, I rested. One might wonder at this, as I had
been relaxed throughout the treatment, waiting for the blood to circulate and
be cleansed. But there is wear on the system, and rest and sleep was the best
course following treatment. I wasn't hungry; my diet was restricted anyway,
and it was easiest to include nourishment in the dialysis itself. I tended to
get thirsty, but could not drink, because my body had no feasible way to
eliminate the surplus fluid. So I could drink immediately before a dialysis,
knowing that the treatment would take care of it, but not after.

All this meant that I tended to be out of sorts after treatment. Not truly
depressed, despite the way I tend to think of it, because the dialysis also
restored my system to equilibrium, and depression often is organic in origin.
But unsatisfied. This time I lay on my bed, wishing that things were other
than they were, resenting my incapacitating ailment. I had always been healthy
and well coordinated; I did not like being old and limited.

Then the wheelchair rolled into the room. Suddenly my world brightened. I put
out my hand, and she took it and held it to her bosom, and with a sigh of
sheer contentment I slept.



Mars has about half the diameter of Earth, and about a tenth its mass. All the
inner planets are tiny compared to the major outer planets, of course; Earth
is less than a tenth the diameter of Jupiter, and Mercury is just about the
same size as my body of origin, Callisto, technically a moon of Jupiter. Of
course the inner planets have greater densities and masses than the outer
moons, but it does provide perspective.

The economic and social impact of the inner planets is not minor, however.
Their nearness to the sun gives them a phenomenal advantage in light energy,
and they are rich in accessible minerals. This was of course what gave Mars
its leverage: its minable iron. I have mentioned how the planet overplayed its
hand, so to speak, and had fallen upon relatively hard times, but iron remains
one of the most valuable resources of the System, and Mars remains its prime
source.

Geographically, Mars is largely barren. Huge expanses of the surface are rocky
desert, and though it has atmosphere, all human residence is within domes. For
a long time it was thought that Mars had little water, but it turned out that
there was a reasonable amount, and the cities really have not been in want on
that score. There are periodic and phenomenal dust storms, that the domes
weather without concern. Sand dunes form and dissipate, and wind-sculpted
patterns called yardangs are common. The largest volcano in the System is
here: Olympus Mons, twenty-six kilometers tall.

Politically, the planet is violent. Its very name suggests war, and the
reality conforms. It was colonized by the Moslem community of Earth, and the
terrain demarked as seemed appropriate to those several nations. Each
definition of "appropriate" was unique to the nation who made it, and warfare
was chronic from the outset. But in a very general way, the colonists from
mountainous Iran and Turkey took over the densely cratered elevations of
southern Mars, while those from the regions closer to Earth sea level took the
vast volcanic plains of Mars. Iron is mined throughout, though with the
greatest facility in the Rabian region of Mars.

The source of greatest conflict has been Phobos, the larger of Mars' two tiny
moons. Phobos has no iron, and is smaller than many fragments of the Belt. But
it was settled by the folk of Israel, and the Moslem effort to eradicate the
Jews was hardly abated by the shift of venue. Phobos could hardly have
survived without the strong support of Jupiter, and the nations of Mars have
tried incessantly to use the leverage of their iron to erode this support,
without notable success. Phobos, weak on territory and physical resources, was
strong on human resources, and alertly maintained its political influence on
Jupiter. It had perhaps the finest intelligence (i.e., spy network) in the
System, and its position in low orbit about the planet, barely six thousand
kilometers above the surface, enabled it to watch virtually the entire planet
closely and constantly. Still, survival remained chancy, and Phobos' economy
was in chronic disarray.

I knew before I started that I could not get what I wanted from Mars without
finding some sort of solution to the Phobos question. But what solution could
there be to a problem that had existed for centuries, intractable to all other
efforts? It was a Gordian knot, and it was generally conceded that only a fool
would attempt to solve it.

Still, the Dream motivated me, and my time in life was now measured, so I was
ready to play that fool.



The surface gravity of Mars was just over a third Earth-norm, and the escape
velocity not much more, so our small ship was able to land directly on the
planet. I went first to Rabia, as this was the richest of the nations. We
settled in the port near the capitol, Yadh, and accepted a ride on an elegant
coach to the city proper.

Yadh was a beautiful city. It had been revamped when the price of iron was
high, and Rabia had been among the richest nations of the System, per capita.
The landscape outside it was red and rocky barrens, but within the dome were
exotic trees and elegantly sculptured modern buildings. It was possible to do
more on a planet, particularly one with an atmosphere and reasonably stable
surface, because larger domes could be made, and they didn't have to rotate
for gee. The shield below the city focused the natural gravity, tripling it;
that was all that was required. We caught glimpses of the veiled women of the
city going about their business; if we hadn't know it before, this would have
made it clear that we were not on Triton anymore.

We were taken to a palatial residence with the most modern appointments. There
was even an exercise garden for Smilo, stocked with a number of rabbits.
"Smilo doesn't eat rabbits!" Spirit muttered. "They're too small." But as it
turned out, the tiger did enjoy stalking them; it was the hunt that appealed,
not the size of the prey. We left him alone to his garden of delights.

Well, almost alone. It seemed that there were holo pickups there. The Rabian
representative explained this to us, somewhat diffidently: They would like to
leave these on, so that the action could be broadcast for the edification of
local viewers. It seemed that the rabbits had been dubbed infidels, while the
tiger was the Scourge of Allah; many people were interested in the outcome of
the hunt.

I consulted with Spirit, and shrugged. We were here to obtain the cooperation
of these people with our project, and to enlist them in the Dream. If this
helped

In due course we had our meeting with the King himself. This was of course via
holo; all of us preferred that. A translator was provided, but my secretary
Forta made notes of her own, using her equipment. I say "we"; actually women
were not permitted in man's business, in this society, so Spirit and Forta
were excluded. They were in another chamber, but the notes were being made.
Rather than render this literally, which would be tedious, let me give the
essence, digesting an hour's meeting down to a few sentences.

After exchanging due formalities and pleasantries, and establishing that I
spoke for the Triton Project with authority and was supported explicitly by
Saturn, the States of Uranus, and the Commonwealth of Titania, and that the
King spoke for IPEC, we got down to business. "We need more iron," I said.
"The project is straining the resources of Saturn, which was never a major
exporter of this metal. We would like to draw on the resources of Mars."

The King smiled cannily. "And what do you propose to pay for our iron?" he
asked.

"We are hoping you will accept credits toward the exploration and settlement
of the galaxy," I said.

"Credits!" he exclaimed, guffawing. "We require tangible present-day money,



not pie in the galaxy!"

I looked about. "I presume only authorized personnel have access to this
negotiation?"

"You may be sure of that, Tyrant."

"Then let me speak frankly. We need iron-a lot of it. You need money. We have
none for this purpose, but we can arrange for a higher price for your iron.
Enough higher to make cooperation worth your while economically on a present-
day basis. This in addition to the credits toward colonization of the galaxy,
which may be worth a great deal to you within the decade. As investments go,
this is prime."

"You talk of magic, Tyrant," the King said cynically. "But we are fair; we
listen. Wave your wand; show us

how we may, as you say, have our cake and eat it too. Show us your power,
Tyrant."

He was borrowing from the idiom of the Jupiter Navy. He knew, of course, what
was coming; he was not ignorant, and his ministers had briefed him well. But

it was necessary for him to make this challenge, and for me to meet it. This

dialogue was private, but the other leaders of Mars who were tuning in on it

had to be satisfied.

I showed him my power. "Your problem is that output of iron has increased
while the market has diminished,” I said. "While Rabia has exercised
considerable restraint in the mining and marketing of iron, so as to stabilize
the market, others have not. Thus the price has fallen, and will not rise
until demand increases considerably or production decreases equivalently. We
propose, 1in effect, to accomplish the latter. This can be done without
controls or verifications. We expect the price of iron to triple in short
order, then find its level in that range."

"Magic," the King repeated.

"The mechanism is this: All the iron exporters of Mars will contribute half
their iron to the Triton Project. This will of course solve our problem of
energy, and greatly facilitate the completion of the project, enabling us to
commence the colonization of the stars within the decade. But the immediate
effect will be to cut the iron available for the local market-that is, the
Solar System-by half. That will generate an instant shortfall, and the price
will rise. There will be bidding for the iron, and this will cause a further
rise. Our calculation of market dynamics indicates a net tripling; I shall be
happy to provide our data to your experts for confirmation. You shall thus
receive fifty percent more, in gross terms, than you do today, despite the
fact that you are charging for only half your output. There will be no
cheating, because no nation will be permitted to sell more than the amount it
contributes to the project, and that contribution will be a matter of public
record, as are the sales. Those who overproduce will contribute that much more
to the project. I think they will elect a certain restraint in the matter."

The King stroked his beard, considering. "I doubt that Jupiter would go for
this," he said. "It is the System's major importer of Iron, and it is very
sensitive to the price of that import."



"I no longer represent Jupiter," I reminded him. "I represent the interest of
the project, which is backed by Saturn and Uranus, who are less dependent on
Mars' iron."

"But Jupiter has ways of making its displeasure felt," he said delicately.
"So do I," I said.

He gazed at me and nodded. "Tyrant, I am interested in your proposal. But I am
minded to verify your ability to oppose Jupiter. Would you accede to a small
additional demonstration of your power?"

Small demonstration, my eye! Here came the kicker. "In the interests of
understanding and harmony, I would accede," I said.

"Certain elements of our cartel have another concern," he said. "They feel
that there is an objectionable presence among us, and wish to be free of it."

"I will not undercut Phobos," I said firmly. "I received sixty percent of the
Jewish vote, male and female, when I ran for President of Jupiter, and I do
not forget my friends."

He smiled placatingly. "Nor would we ask you to, Tyrant. Neither do we forget
our own friends. But it seems that Phobos has taken possession of territory
belonging to one of our number, and we feel it only fair that this territory
be returned."

He referred to Deimos, Mars' outer satellite. In one of the Mars-Phobos wars,
David had slain Goliath and taken possession of coveted territory by force:
the other tiny moon. This was of course an extreme irritation to Mars.

Thus the King had thrown the Gordian knot directly into my lap. This was the
true price of his cooperation: the return of Deimos to Mars' suzerainty. The
issue that no other party had been able to resolve.

However, we had anticipated this, and researched it- Forta did good work!-and
were prepared. The problem had not been solved before because Mars had not
truly desired a solution; it preferred a war of extermination with Phobos. But
now, with the promise of resumed wealth in iron, Mars would desire a solution,
and we could play on that desire to untangle the knot at last. At least, we
would give it our best try.

"It seems to me that something could be arranged,”" I said offhandedly. "When
reasonable people meet to discuss a problem-" I paused, as if just thinking of
something. "Normally something is offered in return for property, however that
property may have been obtained. Do those of your number have any particular
inducement?"

"Phobos' right to exist," he said succinctly.

I gestured, as if not understanding. "Of course every nation has a right to
exist! I am sure none of us question this. I was thinking of, perhaps, trade
agreements?"

"First the return of the territory; then other matters can be considered."

I pondered briefly. "Now, I do not claim to be experienced in such matters," I



said mildly, and the King had to stifle a snort, for the Tyrant had an
excellent track record of diplomacy, including especially that of the gunboat
variety, which this was. "But it occurs to me that the other party might
choose to reverse the order of those matters. Perhaps I am mistaken; certainly
I can talk to it."

"Perhaps some juxtaposition of events could be arranged," the King said
cautiously. He was of course yielding just that minimum necessary to make
negotiations feasible without alienating the hard-liners who were monitoring
this interview.

In due course we concluded it, and shook hands in the occidental manner: a
token touching of the holo images, of course, but accepted as binding. The
first hurdle had been passed: Mars was greedy enough for profit to consider
making peace with Phobos. That was, i1if I can be excused some mixture of
metaphor, a giant step.

We went to Phobos. This was the tiniest of satellites, an ellipsoid whose
longest dimension was barely twenty-seven kilometers. The total surface area
was about five hundred square miles, if I may lapse into the archaic Jupiter
measurement. This meant that, almost uniquely in the System, the actual
territory occupied by the colony was smaller than that of the parent state.
Israel on Earth had had ten or fifteen times as much surface.

But there were compensations. The inhabitants of Phobos were able to use the
interior as well as the surface of the body, and had indeed tunneled it
throughout. Thus Phobos had become virtually a single city, whose parts were
separately spinning domes connected at their axes. In fact, it was hard to
tell where the natural surface of the body was, because additional bubble
cells projected from it, spinning on their tethers like beads. Indeed, the
entire surface was alive, because of the rotation of each unit. Phobos had
made the most of its limited physical resources.

As we approached I thought of the manner this tiny state had held off the
massed malice of the remainder of Mars. Phobos had the will and technology and
expertise, and had used these to foil the comparatively clumsy attacks against
it mounted by several planetary nations. It was an open secret that tiny
Phobos even had the planetbuster bomb, having collaborated with Mercury and
the Republic of Wan in the Saturn rings to develop and test it. That, combined
with Phobos' position above Mars, gave it an effective threat. That was one
reason that the other nations of Mars were satisfied to negotiate for the
return of territory, rather than merely overwhelming the satellite with fleets
of ships. Mars did not care to risk a planetbuster bomb that could be so
readily delivered to any of its major cities.

A tug latched on to our ship and brought it inside Phobos, to the internal
spaceport. The sophistication of this intricate docking was impressive; the
Phobos personnel knew their business. Soon we were in our new suite.

It was our fortune that we arrived at official night. That gave Forta time to
dialyze me, and Shelia time to put me to bed. I really would have liked to
have her in bed with me, but it was too awkward to lift her from her wheel-
chair, and anyway, the sexual component had never been the important part of
my relationship with her. Shelia was unable to use her legs, but this did not
show; they were not shriveled. I had made love to her a number of times,
knowing that she welcomed it, but I had always had to do most of the doing. I
preferred just to hold her hand and be with her, respecting her totally.



But Forta, too, needed her rest. "Go, sleep," I told Shelia. "Smilo will baby-
sit me tonight." And so it was.

The next day I felt better, and was ready for the interview with the Phobos
President in Aviv. There was no foolishness about women here; for one thing,
the President was a woman. Spirit was beside me, and welcome, and Forta was
present in our holo group. Nevertheless, it was I, as the Tyrant, who spoke.

"The Triton Project needs Mars iron," I said, as if this were news. "Mars may
accede-provided some arrangement can be made in connection with Deimos."

"You understand," the President said, "that Salem is there. This city is holy
to us, and we are reluctant to let it go."

"It is holy to Mars, too," I reminded her. "And, indeed, to the folk of a
number of planets. It seems to me that joint hegemony would be appropriate."

"Tyrant, what do they offer?" she asked sharply.
"Peace."

"They have offered that before, and always reneged. How can we be expected to
trust them this time?"

"They have greater incentive this time."

"They are clever," she said. "They will seek to cheat on the iron quotas."
"They will be a matter of public record."

"There are ways to avoid the public record on particular transactions."

"Not if they are administered by Phobos," I said.

She laughed. "Never would Mars agree to that!"

"It might, if the tube were based on Deimos, under your authority."

She pursed her lips. "The tube?"

"The iron must be shipped promptly to Triton," I explained. "It is best to use
a light projector. Naturally we would not want that to be incompetently
administered. I suspect that Phobos has the required expertise, and could be
depended on to keep an accurate and public record of all shipments routed
through this facility. There would be payment for this service, of course-
perhaps a guaranteed share of the iron passing through. Perhaps one quarter of
one percent?"

The President had evidently been caught by surprise by my offer, but her brain
was like a computer. She instantly appreciated the power and prestige of such
an office, and the chance to participate in the supertechnology of the light
projector. The fact that Phobos was chronically desperate for iron was perhaps

a secondary consideration. "One percent," she said.

"This is to be half of the entire production of Mars," I said. "Such greed
does not become you."



"Half percent," she said with a grim but knowing smile.

"I believe that might be arranged,”™ I agreed. I knew from my reading of her,
as well as from the situation, that Phobos was now as eager to deal as Mars
had been. The President had joked about settling in the one region of Marspace
where there was no iron, but it was no joking matter. "But suzerainty-"

"I will have to consult with the Knesset, of course," she said with a tiny
smile. "But I suspect that if warlike Mars is ready to make a lasting peace,
fearful Phobos will not interfere. For a true and lasting peace, Phobos will
make any sacrifice."

"I will obtain commitments from the parties I represent," I said, "if you will
do the same for yours."

"Give me a few days," she said. We touched holo-hands.

Phobos was as good as its word, and of course I was as good as mine. The
elements were in place for the demilitarization of Deimos and the
establishment of a major Titan base there, Saturn concurring. The significance
of the Titan connection was that the demonstration projection system had been
established there, under the authority of the Tyrant, and Titan did not have
the negative reputation on Phobos that Saturn did. No Jews had been
historically maltreated on Titan.

But it remained necessary for the nations of Mars to ratify this multiplanet
treaty, and that was by no means certain. We knew that this serious
involvement of Phobos would give the radical Martian states warlike thoughts.
So it was that we prepared for my concluding address most carefully. The
psychologicial aspect was as important as the substance.

Forta prepared me by doing the dialysis on the day before; we seemed to have
succeeded in keeping this aspect of my existence secret, though probably
Phobos fathomed it. Shelia did join me that night in bed, and though I was not
quite up to the act of love, I sincerely appreciated her nearness and comfort.
I woke refreshed in body and mind.

Spirit had flash cards with the pertinent facts, in case I should suffer any
lapse. We would be making the address from Phobos, but it would not be
appropriate to have women participating. In deference to this, the President
of Phobos did not participate; a leading male member of the Knesset stood in
for her. This was male business, on the surface.

The address was set up in the form of a private meeting between the Tyrant and
the King of Rabia, but it was being broadcast throughout the environment of
Mars, and we knew that the other planets of the System would be snooping on
it. That was why certain things would not be openly spoken. We knew that the
fanatics of Mars had threatened militaristic action if Phobos were given any
part of Mars' iron; the King was more moderate, but had to have solid reason
to overrule them, for some of those states employed assassination as a
political tool. The majority of the IPEC nations were realistic about the
benefits to be reaped by this accord, but had to seem to be against it until
the extremists acceded. It was really to those extremists that I was making my
pitch.

him. The distance between Phobos and the surface of Mars is such a small
fraction of the distance that light travels in a second that the delay in
transmission of signals is really not noticeable.

I reviewed the proffered terms of the agreement, pointing out the price for
Phobos' cooperation. Phobos would free Deimos provided the Holy City remained
open to all worshipers of the three faiths involved, and that there be peace
between all Martian nations, and that Phobos administer the tube for the
transmission of freight and keep the records thereof. "There will thus be no
favoritism or distortion of records," I pointed out. "Phobos will receive a
set share of all transmissions, and all transactions will be immediately
publicized, so none of the iron exporters will have opportunity for error."
This had been an extremely uncomfortable issue with Rabia, because while it
had honored the iron-production guidelines, at great cost to itself, others
had not. It was actually an advantage to have those records administered by a
common enemy. The private sales to consumer planets would also be put on
record, because Phobos would now have to clear those shipments from Mars; any
attempt to exceed the fifty-fifty quota would quickly become apparent. I did
not reiterate the likely effect on the price of iron sold commercially in the
System; that was understood.

"I appreciate the clarity of your summation, Tyrant," the King said. "However,
I regret to say that we are not prepared to have Phobos interfere in any
fashion with our affairs. We see no reason why the tube should be set up at
Deimos; indeed, deep space might be a better-"

He broke off, for something strange was happening. A veiled figure was
entering the chamber. It was actually in mine, but the holography made it
appear with complete realism in his chamber too. The figure was in a
wheelchair.

"But the Triton Project cannot spare vital technicians for routine projection
duty," I said, paying no attention to the figure behind me. "Phobos has the
necessary personnel, so it behooves us to take advantage of them."

The King's gaze was nominally on me, but actually fixed on the figure behind
me. I knew that the gaze of all the unseen viewers was similarly focused.

Slowly, as I talked, the figure lifted the veil clear, and Shelia's face was
revealed. The mask employed in this case was exceptionally fine, and she had
practiced diligently with it; it would be almost impossible to distinguish it
from the real thing by visual means alone, which was all that was available to
the viewers.

When the King did not answer me, I launched into a friendly reminiscence. I
described my prior compatibility with the essential industry of iron on
Jupiter, and the manner we had brought prices down to what we deemed to be



reasonable levels. As I spoke, Shelia stared meaningfully at the King, who
froze. Suddenly it seemed that he wanted to terminate this interview, but he
could not; our business had not been completed, and others were watching.

Chapter 14 EARTH

Earth was amazing. The planet was blue, and half covered with clouds, and so
pretty that it brought tears to my eyes. All that atmosphere!

We docked at Luna, which had been colonized by the Ceylonese and was now known
politically as Serendib. It was much like any other planet, airless and
cratered, with its city-domes brought up to standard gee by gravity lenses.
Then we took a shuttle to Earth proper, and landed at the capital of Delhi.

We stepped out into the unfettered ambient air of the planet and gazed about
us in wonder. We breathed. It was hard to get used to the notion of breathing
outside a ship or bubble or dome; I kept thinking that my breath would catch,
because there was nothing to contain the air. I knew that Spirit and Forta
were experiencing similar reactions. It just didn't seem natural to be on the
surface without cover.

And there was the sun. It bore down at exactly Earth-norm intensity-without a
concentrating lens. I found myself peering into the sky, trying to spot the
outlines of the lens that my background believed had to be there.

We rode in an open car toward the central city, and passed a lake. We almost
gaped. Here was this enormous open body of water, Jjust lying there! A fortune
in liquid, being used for decorative purpose, one of myriads on the surface of
this marvelous planet.

The city was beautiful, I'm sure, with the architecture typical of its
culture. But I have virtually no memory of it, only of the wonder of air and
sun and open water. I was in a daze as we reached our suite. Perhaps I was



overdue for dialysis, but I think it more likely that I was

simply overwhelmed by the reality of the dream planet that was Earth. The
rootstock of humanity had come from here, and perhaps that contributed to the
awe of it. I had never been here before, but in a sense I was coming home.

I had my dialysis, and rested, and a new woman joined me. She was Hispanic,
and young, and beautiful. At first her signals were uncertain, and I realized
that this was because neither Forta nor Spirit had met her, and knew too
little of her to make for a comprehensive emulation. But I knew her, and she
firmed for me as I reacted. "Dorian Gray," I said.

That was the name I had given the woman who had shared my captivity during my
memory-washing. She had been an agent, intended to subvert me, so had not
given me her name. Now she was dead, and all I had to remember her was her
son, Robertico, whom I had promised to take care of. I had done so; he was now
about fifteen years old, and remained on Jupiter. My daughter Hopie had been
his baby-sitter and effective big sister, though there was no blood relation
between them.

My affair with Dorian Gray had been illicit. I have known a number of women,
but always legitimately, with that exception. I don't count the Navy, of
course. The Jupiter Navy had required a sexual event on a minimum of a weekly
basis, and discouraged permanent romantic associations for enlisted personnel.
When I became an officer, I had been able to marry, on a temporary basis, and
that had been an improvement. As a civilian I had married Megan and been true
to her until our separation, when I had been served by the women of my staff.
But Dorian Gray had been out of turn, as it were. I had just been mem-washed,
and did not know whether I would ever be free again, and she was there and
supportive and she filled a temporary but overwhelming need. Though assigned
to subvert me, she cooperated with me, and enabled me to recover my memory
faster than my captors realized, so that I could turn their play against them
and win the Jupiter election instead of throwing it away. She had paid with
her life, not the first or the last woman to do so, and I had never been able
to repay her service, other than by taking in her baby son.

Thus I had mixed emotions about encountering her now. But I knew it was only
an emulation, and it was the way that Forta could serve me, and so I accepted
it. For the first time I instructed her in the nuances of the signals of
characterization, so that she could become her role more perfectly, and soon
she had it down as well as my recollection could make it. I admired that
talent, akin to my own in a complementary sense.

So it was that Dorian Gray lay with me, and though the postdialysis period was
not my best, I did have sexual congress with her, and it was much as I
remembered it. Then I had been incapacitated by loss of memory and isolation
and uncertainty and torture; now I was incapacitated by the failure of my
kidneys. The parallel seemed close enough.

Next day we met with the Prime Minister of Earth, who was a woman as tough and
politically realistic as the one I had encountered on Phobos. There are not
many women in power in the System, but those who are are as competent as any
man. Natural selection plays its part, I believe. Certainly she was no-
nonsense with me.

She wore a colorful toga, looking native, but she addressed me in English, so
that Forta did not have to translate. The meeting was physical-that is,



without holo- and private, with only the two of us. I accepted this
peculiarity because I knew that the Prime Minister was no fool, and wanted
privacy. There was thus no record of our conversation.

"Tyrant, Jupiter has not been the same since you departed," she informed me
brusquely. I read her with surprise; she was not making a compliment, she was
making a statement of opinion buttressed by fact.

"I have been out of touch with the Colossus recently," I said. "My concern is
with another matter."

"We shall get to that in a moment," she said. "I thought you should be advised
that, though Jupiter's government remains nominally democratic, the moment
your wife stepped down the predators moved in. Bad things are happening
there."

I could have protested that I was unconcerned with Jupiter politics, being in
exile, but in this privacy there was no need for any such ploy. I had many
roots on Jupiter, and I was aware that things were not ideal; now I could get
solid information. "Who is running the show?"

"Tocsin."

I made a soundless whistle. Tocsin had been President before me, and had been
completely unscrupulous. He was the one who had had me abducted and mem-washed
in an attempt to make me throw away my bid for the presidency, and he had used
every political device to keep me out, and had tried to have me assassinated
too. All that had stopped after I became the Tyrant, and he had caused me no
more trouble. But it seemed that once I had departed the scene, Tocsin had
seen his chance to return to the arena, and that was bad news indeed. My wife
Megan, in her integrity and generosity, had of course restored the
representative system of government and stepped promptly down, but now the
sharks were feeding again. "I had hoped for better," I said with deep regret.

"Of that I am aware, Tyrant," she said. "You will do what you deem it proper
to do, of course. I merely want you to understand that Earth would not find it
amiss if the Tyrancy were to be returned to Jupiter. When Jupiter sneezes, the
entire System shudders. You were always practical and fair."

As Tyrant of Jupiter, I had tried to foster good relations with the other
planets of the System, and Earth, after an initial period of doubt, had in due
course recognized the Tyrancy as the legitimate government of Jupiter. Trade
had improved, and Jupiter tourists had increasingly flocked to see the
historic sites of Earth. But Earth, traditionally, did not interfere in the
affairs of other planets, except to serve as arbiter when requested. This was
an unusual statement the Prime Minister was making. "I represent Saturn now,"
I said cautiously. "I have stayed well clear of Jupiter, lest there be any
misunderstanding."

"You represent humanity now," she said firmly. "Your project cannot succeed
without the participation of Jupiter, and the present powers there will never
accede to your interest. You must reconsider your position, Tyrant."

Shaken, I nodded. If this woman told me that Jupiter was going wrong, it was
certain that it was. I realized that I had been naive to turn my back on my
planet; I had thought I was honoring the exile that my wife had crafted, but I
had reckoned without the sharks.



The Prime Minister turned abruptly to the subject we were supposed to be on.
"Tyrant, you know that Earth will support the Triton Project. We would be glad
to participate. Our need for new geography and new resources 1is critical. But
we have little to offer."

I was surprised again. "But India expanded to govern all of Earth, after the
diaspora to the System," I said. "It was the only nation to eschew the exodus.
With all of Earth's territory and resources-"

She smiled grimly. "Tyrant, we had a population of a billion before the
colonization of the System, and that was seven centuries ago. In addition, not
all the citizens of other nations emigrated; a number elected to remain,
accepting the new government of the planet. The major regions became client
states, and we have tried to treat them fairly, though of course they are now
Indian states, populated primarily by our people. Today Earth has a greater
population and fewer resources than it had then. Our need to expand is
desperate. If we could this time go to space, to colonize some totally new
system or constellation of systems-" She shook her head, smiling wistfully,
and I saw that the Dream had taken her. "We are at your mercy; we will pay any
price we can manage, to join in that project. But we have nothing you need."

No wonder she had made this interview private! She would be deposed in short
order if her constituency learned of this statement. She trusted me to be
discreet, and I would not disappoint her.

But I had of course come prepared. "There is a price you can meet," I said.
"But you may not wish to."

"I suspected you would have a price," she agreed. "The greatest statesmen
always have teeth in their negotiations."

That was an interesting way to put it. "Saber-toothed teeth," I agreed,
smiling. I intended to take Smilo for a tour of an Earthly jungle; it would be
the rarest of treats for him.

"That, too." But she was not smiling.

"I have been testing the light-projection technology myself," I said. "I have
not asked any other party to risk what I would not risk. But there may be
risk." . "You have traveled freely about the System, and you seem as sharp
as ever."

"I am not. I have lost my kidneys. I believe this is coincidental, but it is
true that the condition manifested after I began using projection travel, and
that 1if it were known, there would be alarm and suspicion about the projection
technology. That alarm needs to be abated before it begins."

"It surely is coincidence," she agreed. "But I understand. There must be no
question about the safety of projection, before the System trusts its billions
to it. If there were accruing physical complications in those who projected-"

"Precisely. It will be necessary to test it thoroughly, not merely for
efficacy of travel, but for the subtle effects on personnel. My consultants
inform me that a suitable test would consist of perhaps a hundred thousand
living people, from all races and of all ages and cultures, traveling perhaps
a hundred times each, back and forth across the System. This would of course



be expensive in the material sense, but the greater problem is to find that
number of volunteers to take such a risk. I think that if any planet were to
provide the volunteers, the rest of it could be organized."

"A hundred thousand lives," she murmured. "And a formidable staff to manage
the logistics of the projections, and the feeding and care of the volunteers.
The records alone would require a heroic effort."

"And the services of many doctors and specialists," I agreed. "There must be
no question at all of incompetence or incompleteness. The major projector at
Triton should be ready by the end of the decade; by then there must be no
question of safety."

"Earth has the requisite numbers and diversity," she said. "Are you saying
that such a unit of personnel made available for such testing would constitute
an acceptable entry for the project? That we could share in the colonization
of the galaxy?"

"Yes."

She didn't even hesitate. "I shall issue a call for volunteers. It will take
several months to process them and establish the initial records of age,
culture, and health."

"It will take a similar period to establish the testing stations," I said.
"This is apt to be pretty dull work for the volunteers; they will simply be
shipping back and forth across the System, without pause for tourism."

"But those volunteers, once proved out, will be the first to be granted visas
for emigration to the galaxy, if they choose," she said. "But I think it would
be better, Tyrant, if you could make appearances at certain sites to present
the case. You are known throughout this planet; there will be a greater
diversity of volunteers if they hear it from you personally, as it were. My
government is necessarily somewhat remote from portions of the globe."

"I shall be glad to," I said.

We shook hands. All of this was unofficial, but we had our understanding.
Earth would join the Triton Project.

We took a genuine airplane flight to the State of China. There are airplanes
at the big planets, of course, but they fly from bubble to bubble, never
touching land. This craft took off from land and returned to it, a novelty to
us.

Most of the Chinese had emigrated to South Saturn centuries ago, but the Prime
Minister was right: many remained. The expanding population of India had taken
over most of the land surface, but certain regions had been designated
reservations for the original culture, and these were pretty solidly oriental.
Things were peaceful; those who did not like this state of existence had
emigrated.

I gave a public address at the great city of Peiping, with Forta translating,
and explained the need for volunteers. "Only a few will be chosen," I
cautioned them. "For those it will be a risk, for we do not know the long-term
effects of repeated projection.

We went on to Moskva of the Soviet State, which reminded me eerily of its
equivalent on Saturn. Here I addressed them directly in Russian, and here they
knew me. "Tyrant! Tyrant!" they cried in unison. As Tyrant of Jupiter I had
first opposed Saturn by force of arms, then established a detente; but they
were thinking of my current status as a representative of Saturn. It was
evident that the people of Earth identified with their colonies in the System,
and kept track of them, exactly as the colonies identified with their origins
of Earth. I was touched, and it showed, and there was no sin in that. They
knew that I would not betray the people of Saturn, or of this state. I had
become a statesman, in the manner of an attorney: I was for hire, but I was
loyal to my employer and the interests of that employer.

We moved on, to the city of London in the State of England, a Saxon enclave. I
pondered briefly whether to take a side trip north, but was afraid I'd find
ley lines and an assassin waiting. Even Smilo seemed a trifle nervous about
that.

Then we flew across the Atlantic Ocean, a body of liquid so monstrous that a
moon could fit in it. The three of us gaped down at it, mesmerized. I think
this was the strangest of all the strange features of Earth: the hugeness of
its oceans of water, so incredibly extensive that their expanse was greater
than the total of the land area. Leviathans could dwell in it, storms could
form on it, ships could sail on it, using cloth structures to catch the wind
instead of gee-shields to block gravity, and never see land for days at a
time. Waves rippled on it, stirred by the wind, always traveling but never
arriving. Water-perhaps the most precious substance in the System, for the
purposes of man. The stuff of life itself, normally frozen fast to the surface
of some barren moon, or dissolved in the turbulent atmosphere of a planet too
solid to approach without gee-shielding. Water, the magic fluid. I could have
watched it forever.

We landed in the bubble, uh, city of New York in the American enclave, where I
was welcomed again. Then we rented a car, so as to take a drive down the
continent to the region of Florida, the analogue of Sunshine on Jupiter. We
needed no driver; we had a programmed vehicle, so we could ride the
Appalachian Highway and see the scenery. Smilo, too big for this vehicle, was
to be put under pacification and shipped down to meet us there. He would be
entertained at a zoo, where there was a compatible mini-landscape, and
contemporary tigers. The proprietors were interested in whether one of his
breed could or would mate with a modern tigress. I suspected that Smilo would
not be bored.

Spirit, Forta, and I got into the car. Its doors closed and it started up. We
watched, intrigued, as it drove itself through the city and to the nearest
access to the Continental Highway. There were no stoplights of the type that
history texts describe; cars shot through the intersections, programmed to
avoid collisions, at a velocity that would have been disastrous for human
piloting. We winced as cars passed at right angles just before and just after
ours; only the master traffic controller could guarantee their courses. We



were relieved when the car peeled off into the access; now we were free of the
cross-traffic.

How green
it was!

After an hour, our necks were sore from our constant turning and gazing at the
wonders of the world. Now we were heading into a darkling cloud, in fact a
thundercloud, and soon rain was spattering on the transparent dome. What an
experience! Actual, natural rain! A jag of lightning showed ahead of us for an
instant. "Oh, lovely!"™ Spirit breathed.

"I wonder why man ever left Earth," I inquired rhetorically. Indeed, it seemed
a foolish thing, at this moment.

We came to an intersection, and the car curved west. "That's odd," Forta said.
"I thought we were programmed for Florida."

"We are," Spirit said.

"Then why did we just take the turnoff to Kentucky?"
"It must be on the way," I suggested.

"It isn't."

"Verify our programmed destination," Spirit said.

Forta touched buttons. The car's little screen came to life. DATA
INSUFFICIENT, it said.

"I smell a rat," I muttered.

"Stop the car," Spirit said.

Forta sat in the driver's seat and touched the MANUAL OVERRIDE button. But the
car did not turn over the control.

"Which accident we blithely walked into," Spirit said grimly.

"And which we had better walk out of," I said.



We pondered ways and means, and experimented. The car remained unresponsive to
our directives; we could not guide it. It was moving at a hundred miles an
hour, which made any attempt to leave it suicidal. It had a radio contact with
the traffic satellite for this region, so as to coordinate it with the
programs of the other cars on the highway, but it refused us access to that
radio.

"We could start smashing the wiring from inside," Forta suggested.

"And careen out of control and into a collision with another vehicle," Spirit
said. "That may be what they want."

"They want us dead, any which way," I said.

"Some of these planets are known for a certain position on social
integration."

How much easier it would have been had his government
elected to yield to economic benefit and set aside its racial policy! "You
refer to their objection to apartheid,”™ I said, reading the confirmation as I
spoke.

This would
accelerate our program immeasurably.

But of course this was still in the prototype stage; years of testing would be
required before we were sure of it. It would also require new facilities to
develop, as the present ones were already operating at capacity. So one unit
was all there was. It worked, but it wasn't enough.

I pondered briefly, and realized that I could facilitate a couple of things if
I had the nerve. Since my time was limited, I decided to take the plunge.
"Ship it here immediately," I told them.

Of course it wasn't immediately, but they did expedite it. They shipped it via
the regular tube, so that its self-manifestation would not arouse curiosity,
and it appeared as a regular ship.

That was the muscle
behind my takeover of the planet: my words were merely the declaration of
intent, while Saturn was the mechanism. I had of course cleared this with
Khukov. He had hesitated to make an attempt on Jupiter, lest it provoke
mutually destructive war, but Spirit and I had believed that the Tyrant could
do it without that dread result, and that we had to do it. The Triton Project



needed the resources of Jupiter, and Tocsin had made it plain that the present
government would never join.

How had the Saturn ships been able to spread without molestation? That was
where Spirit's advance work came in. Naturally Tocsin had ordered action,
heedless of the consequence-but somehow the task forces ordered into action
had gone astray. Orders had been confused, and foul-ups had occurred. Not one
Jupiter ship had fired on a Saturn ship. That was part of what had kept Tocsin
occupied during the interim; he had realized that the Jupiter Navy had been
partially subverted.

Of course it could not be as simple as using projection to bring Saturn
vessels of war within Jupiter's defensive perimeter. The true balance of
terror lay not with the ships but with the subs. Largely invisible, the subs
of each planet surrounded the other, ready to fire their missiles and lasers
and blast the enemy cities out of atmosphere or space. The System had lived
for centuries under that threat, and no one liked it, but there had been no
way to escape it.

Until now. That was another reason that the Triton Project was so important.
It was why this terrible risk was necessary.

My first broadcast had preempted the holo sets of Jupiter and Jupiter-space.
Tocsin's forces had in due course zeroed in on it and jammed it out. But
within a day we were ready for the next move: we had located the sources of
the jamming, and could nullify it, temporarily. I was ready for my second
broadcast.

I made it. "This is the Tyrant, again," I said. "As I explained yesterday, the
government of Jupiter has been corrupted, with the same bloodsuckers feeding
on public resources as were there before the Tyrancy existed. I do not blame
my wife for this; she did what was right. I blame the corrupt leader who
sidled back into place the moment he was able.

He had reckoned without my sister's thorough preparation, and had not yet
realized that it was the technical staff of the Jupiter Navy that was
nullifying the jamming signals.

Tocsin, thus challenged, came on. But he seemed neither astonished nor
dismayed. It was not an act; I read him, and found that he believed he had the
upper hand. Why was that so?

"Tyrant, you think you have won," he rasped. "But you've lost. You think your
friend on Saturn supports you, but he doesn't."

"He supports me," I asserted before Tocsin's words concluded, so as to
minimize the delay. "At such time as he does not, he will let me know first.
But I am merely borrowing the Saturn fleet for this purpose; I am acting as
the representative of the Triton Project, and will govern Jupiter as a
supporting planet, not as a conquest of Saturn. On this we have agreed; there
will be no Saturnist interference in the affairs of Jupiter."



But before I was done, he was speaking again. "You fool, he doesn't support
you because he can't support you!" he shouted. "Do you want to know why?
Because he is dead!"

Now I was shaken. "What?"

"Check with your staff," he said gloatingly. "Chairman Khukov was assassinated
this morning. The news is leaking out."”

Rue switched her phone to the Premier of Ganymede. He looked drawn. "It is
true, senor," he said. "We learned of it an hour ago, but did not wish to
undercut your effort."

But Tocsin had known. How was that? I read the answer in his bearing: he had
known because he had arranged it. While I was setting up for my second
address, he had not been idle; he had implemented an assassination plot he
must have had ready for some time. I realized too late: all he would have had
to do was make a deal with the nomenklatura of Saturn, and they would have
done the job for him. The deal would not have any benefits for the people of
Jupiter or Saturn, just for the henchmen. Even threatened as they were with
extinction as a class, the nomenklatura would not have dared do such a thing
on their own; but with Tocsin ready to take the credit, they had surely been
happy to act. They had known that they could not get rid of me while Khukov
remained in power.

Khukov had sent me out to organize the Triton Project and establish System
support for it, because my safety could not be guaranteed on Saturn. What a
fool I had been not to realize that he himself remained as wvulnerable!
Suddenly, at one foul stroke, Tocsin had nullified everything. For without
Khukov, my position lacked the support of Saturn; the nomenklatura would
resume power there exactly as Tocsin and his minions had done on Jupiter, and
they were not my friends.

He
was savoring this moment of victory over the man who had deposed him once and
threatened to do so again. All Jupiter was watching.

What could I do? It was true that without Khukov I could not direct the Saturn
fleet, and without that fleet I could not take over Jupiter. The Jupiter fleet
had been neutralized, not converted; now its admirals would reassert
themselves, rallying to Tocsin.

"Damn it, sir, you know what to do!" Roulette snapped.

I turned to her. Today she was more decorously garbed, with only some deep
cleavage, her trademark, showing in front. "I do?" For I was genuinely at a
loss. I wished my sister were here; she would have had some course of
emergency action.

"Take over!" she said.

"But without the Saturn fleet-"

Tocsin, listening in, smirked. The time-delay seemed not to register; it was
as though he were responding to my last words, instead of to my prior stunned



silence. "I will accept your surrender," he said. "For the justice of
Jupiter."

"Not Jupiter," Rue said, "Saturn!"

I don't claim to be fast on the uptake when caught by surprise; I'm sure I was
better in my youth. "But I have no-"

"Saturn is without a true leader," she said. "Their people will trust you
before they trust Tocsin. Strike now! It's yours to take! Like a willing
woman!"

That last analogy may have seemed unkind or irrelevant, but it scored with me.
Perhaps it was my recent discovery of Rue herself, unveiled after her
masquerade. The people of Saturn did generally support the Tyrant, whose
policies had revolutionized their agriculture and industry, and whose Triton
Project promised them the Dream. Suddenly I understood.

"Saturn fleet!" I rapped. "Chairman Khukov is dead. He supported me; I still
support him. I am doing what he wanted to be done. I am assuming direct
command of the fleet. You will answer to me exactly as you have been doing." I
did not ask the commanders of that fleet, I simply told them, not giving them
the chance to think about it.

"Jupiter Navy," I said next. "I am similarly assuming command over you. I
hereby depose your present admirals, and elevate those of my choosing.

Emerald Mondy restored to that command."

"You can't do that!" Tocsin protested. "You have no base! No authority!"

I ignored him. I continued to name particular admirals for retirement and
restoration, drawing on the names we had reviewed. When I had covered them, I
said: "You will cooperate with the Saturn Navy to safeguard the planet of
Jupiter from attack. My aide, Roulette Phist, will provide the details of the
transition and assignment." For Rue was conversant in a way Forta would not
have been with the protocols of the military; she had been a ranking Navy wife
for thirty years, and part of the Tyrancy as well.

"Countermand!" Tocsin exclaimed, realizing what I was doing. "There is no
legal basis for this action!"

He was correct, technically. But too late. "I am not basing this on legality,
but on power," I said. "The officers of the Jupiter Navy know what is best for
the Navy, and the people of Jupiter know what is best for Jupiter.

Then I launched into the major aspect of my presentation. "As many of you
already know, Chairman Khukov of Saturn had a Dream," I said. "He shared it
with me, and I am sharing it with you. It is the Dream of peace and prosperity
for all men. It is the abolition of oppression, restriction, and hunger. One
thing has prevented all men from possessing most of the things they desire,
and that thing now threatens to eradicate man entirely. That thing is war. We
squander our resources in the effort to make weapons with which to destroy
each other. If those resources and that effort had gone to secure the good
things for mankind instead of for war, we would all be better off than we are.



Except for those who profit from the misery of others.”" I glanced at Tocsin.
He was no longer on the holo, but my audience would understand.

"Earth was on the verge of self-destruction back in the twentieth century," I
continued. "Only the onset of the gravity-shield, that enabled man to expand
from Earth to the Solar System, enabled us to avoid that fate. The gee-shield
made it possible to 1lift objects of any mass from the surface of any planet,
and to approach the giant planets without being trapped or crushed by gravity,
and to enhance the gee on moons locally to match Earth-norm. All else followed
from that single breakthrough. The System was apportioned to the several
nations of Earth according to their natures and the nature of the available
territories, and the expansion of several centuries commenced. In that time
the threat of war abated; the resources of each nation went to the development
of its major colony. Only in the past century has our past returned to haunt
us, as our cultures reenact the conflicts that threatened to destroy us
before. We have filled the Solar System, and the pressures of increasing
population and diminishing resources, coupled with the absolute folly of
warfare, are threatening again to destroy us. We have to have a new direction
for our energy, to avert forever the negative consequences of our nature. We
have to look outward, not inward; to reach for new riches beyond our current
knowledge, instead of competing and eventually warring for larger shares of a
shrinking pie. When that very competition destroys the resources we seek."

I gazed into the holo of the planet of Jupiter, knowing that my eyes were
fixing on every person watching. "This is the Dream that Chairman Khukov had,
and that I share, and that the entire System must share. It is the Dream of
the colonization of the galaxy itself. We have made the technological
breakthrough; we can travel to the stars. By means of the light drive we can
reach any other point in space at the speed of light-and no matter how far
that is, how long it takes, we shall not age in the process. I have used this
drive a number of times; it is like stepping directly planet to planet. I am
confident that if we use this method to travel to the stars, and to the
planets of those stars, it will be no different; it will be in effect
instantaneous. Any one of us could board a ship today, and be in Sirius
tomorrow, and return the day after, no older. Or anywhere else in the galaxy.
The risk is minimal, because now we do not even need a receiver; our ships are
to be self-receiving. This is how I came to Ganymede, despite the defenses of
Jupiter. Our ships will set out fully equipped for colonization, as they did
when they left Earth for Jupiter; they will expend virtually no fuel in
transit, only some for the process of rematerializing at the destination. If
no suitable bodies for colonization are found, new projection stations will be
set up, and the ships will travel as readily elsewhere. It is true there will
be challenges, and losses-but perhaps no more than there were in the
colonization of the Solar System. The rewards are potentially much greater.
War will be a thing of the past, for each nation can have an entire system to
colonize, or a complex of systems. There will be no need for competition for
resources or living space. Only for peaceful trade between systems. This is
the Dream, and this is what I bring to Jupiter. The rest of the Solar System
has embraced it; only Jupiter remains excluded-because of the selfish desire
for continued power of a few leaders. I am here to remove those leaders and
bring the Dream to Jupiter. Are you with me, people of Jupiter?"

Now we turned on the response feedback circuit. It hardly seemed to take six
seconds; a roar of music came forth. There was no question: the people were

with me. They wanted the Dream.

"It's a lie!" Tocsin shouted. "He's just making it up so as to seize power for



himself!"

He was the one who was lying. But I was ready to counter this, regardless. "I
need no further power for myself," I said. "My time is limited. I seek this
power only as the means to the end of the salvation of the future of humanity.
Before I die, I want to establish the Dream for everyone." Then, forestalling
Tocsin's objection, I undid my belt and dropped my trousers, remaining on holo
broadcast. "You see, I am no longer healthy," I said as I undressed. "I have
lost my kidneys, and am sustained only by hemodialysis, because my system
rejects all other mechanisms. Here are the scars on my legs where my blood has
been tapped; here is the bandage that secures the loop that taps into my blood
at present." I undid the bandage and showed the blood-filled tube. "The
doctors will be able to verify the wvalidity of this condition," I said,
lifting my leg so that the tube showed clearly. "I have only a few years to
live, because my sites are running out; when I can no longer be dialyzed, I
shall die. I have no further use for power, other than to forward the Dream."

I had won my point; the feedback reaction showed that. The people of Jupiter
were with me, and, perceiving that, the officers of the Jupiter Navy were
stepping down and stepping up according to my listing. My bloodless coup was
proceeding. I had been out of power here for five years, but I had been in
power for ten years before that, and active elsewhere in the System in the
interim, so the people knew me. They knew what kind of government I stood for,
and it was clear that it was superior to what they had now.

Support me, and I will do
this. The blood of the guilty will course through the streets of your cities.

leader he used to be."

Well, maybe that was best,
politically. But I couldn't help wondering whether I would have done it if
Forta had been with me instead of Roulette.

Rue had worked me over, her way,
but she had paid her way.

We ran down the assassination plot. As suspected, it was a collaboration
between Tocsin and the nomenklatura of Saturn.

My daughter will inherit all my
records at my death, though she does not, at this writing, know it. I trust
they will prove to be interesting reading. Hopie does not necessarily approve
of all my activities, but she is of my blood and surely understands. Sometimes
I think I can share her mind, seeing through her eyes, though she is on
another planet. I get the feeling that I could communicate directly with her,
without even any lapse of time for the traveling of the mind-waves, if I
really tried; that in a sense I am her, our identities merging. Then I laugh
and tell myself, "Not in this life!" Sometimes it becomes difficult to
separate the sense from the nonsense, as I undergo dialysis and let my
thoughts wander. But it is comforting to feel my daughter's presence on such
occasions, in whatever manner that may be.

I should mention also the manner in which my relationship with Forta matured.
After the excitement of the rescue of my daughter and the incorporation of
Jupiter subsided, and I found myself alone with Forta, I felt awkward. You
see, despite the number of women I have known, it is not my practice to relate
to them promiscuously. After I had come to terms with Forta on Venus, I had
had no intention of dallying with any other, apart from the single episode
with Doppie. Roulette had been out of turn, and now it bothered me.

Thus it became easy for me to
summarize the events surrounding my death.

Meanwhile, my daughter Hopie had projected to Saturn at the first sign of the
trouble with Laya. She had understood the threat instinctively. She brought
picked men and picked equipment. She met Spirit, and the two joined forces
with a contingent of the Middle Kingdom.

The common folk of Laya were rising, too, knowing that there was no welcome
for the Tyrant in the hostile capital city. The common folk within the city
had spread the news of my presence, and of my devotion at the shrine of
Buddha, but the police held them back. They lacked the power to help.

"What
does Laya say to that?" Laya's answer was grim.

Hopie came to claim my body. But her ship was barred by police bubbles of
Laya. "First there is business we must do," they informed her.

And while they barred her entry, the people of Laya rose up as one, their car-
bubbles massing against the city of Hasa.

did unnaturally, as though he retained his rapport to the end. Hopie stroked

And, in this manner, the veto of Laya was reversed, and the lives of the
Prince and Princess were saved. An order was sent for the Dalai to return from
Earth, his long exile over. The Middle Kingdom had installed the Panchen, but
now the Premier made no objection to the restoration of the Dalai.

I had a fancy funeral, of course, but this is not a subject of interest to me.
I will only say that everyone of note came: Megan, Thorley, Hopie, General D
of Gaul, all the ranking leaders of the System, all welcomed to the Middle
Kingdom for the honor paid the Tyrant of Space. What was important was that my
death had accomplished expeditiously what my life might not have: the salvage
of the Dream. I was spared the humiliation of a bedridden decline. My only
regret is that Forta had to die with me; she deserved better, but it was the
way she wanted it. She was a good woman, my final one in life.

And mankind was headed for the stars.

Editorial Epilog

Within weeks of my father's death, the woman named Reba delivered to me the
diaries he had kept throughout his life. This was a surprise to me; I had not
known that he was writing them, or that I was to be the beneficiary of this
information. But I had to read only a few pages of the first manuscript to
realize that these should be published, because it was manifest that a major
aspect of the Tyrant's existence was unknown to the public that his life
benefited so greatly. It is true that there is now an impressive monument to
the Tyrant of Space, the conservator of the Dream and architect of man's
diaspora to the galaxy; he turned man's vision outward to space instead of
inward to self-destruction. But the intensely personal and human side of him
was known only to his close associates, a number of whom predeceased him. He
was known as a ruthless killer and insatiable womanizer, but these diaries
show that he was neither, once his nature is understood. I myself have on
occasion condemned him for his "women" without understanding that it was
indeed a reciprocal relation, and that sex was only one component of
relationships that were anything but casual. If I, his daughter, misunderstood
him, how much worse must it be for those who knew him only by reputation? So
now I knew I owed it to him to present this side of him.

I edited these five manuscripts, covering the five major periods of Hope
Hubris' life, in chronological order, not getting into the next until the
prior was complete. I did this because I did not want to introduce any
distortions, conscious or unconscious, into the manuscripts. This policy led



me into surprises and perhaps traps, but I maintained it to the end.

Thus it was that I came to the conclusion of my father's life story, and
received a shock. It didn't stop at his death; it carried a short distance
beyond it, as has been seen. I hesitate to call this impossible, but it does
lead to some interesting speculation. How can we account for this? , Could the
Tyrant have written it himself, before traveling to Laya, somehow anticipating
the details of his demise? This seems extremely doubtful, if only because the
finale was so bizarre he could not have anticipated it in such detail. All the
facts presented in it are accurate, as far as I have been able to ascertain.
The manner I was met at the Laya border and delayed until they had completed
what they deemed to be a suitable retribution for the murder of the Tyrant,
even the words I spoke at the end-I simply do not believe that he could have
anticipated this. If he had, certainly he would have acted to save Forta, even
if, as he claims, he sought his own death to force the issue of the veto.

Could someone else have written it? No; the manuscript was locked in a safe
whose mechanism recognized only his own touch and mine, and it was undisturbed
when I recovered it. No other person had access to it, not even his sister.

I examined the handwriting. Only at this point did I recognize the change in
it. The major portion of the manuscript is written in his own hand; the final
portion is written in my hand. / wrote the conclusion-and yet I did not. I had
no intention of doing such a thing, and no memory of it; it is not the way I
work. I could not have done it-yet my hand gives me the lie.

I can offer only one explanation: My hand wrote it, but I did not. The spirit
of my father must have visited me and used my body to complete his narrative.
I realize that this sounds preposterous, but it was the way he worked. He was
visited throughout his life by others he had known, living and dead; perhaps
it should not be surprising that subsequently he visited his daughter. He did
say, in the course of the manuscript, that he believed he could do something
very like this, and I must confess that at times I was aware of his presence,
even when we were geographically separated by the planets. I was surprised and
pleased to read the confirmation of such contact; as nearly as I can
ascertain, our experiences did coincide. At any rate, whatever the
explanation, I accept the manuscript as written, and leave its mystery for
others to ponder.

I received another shock when I realized what my father had written about his
sister Spirit. He said she had a baby. Forta, then emulating Spirit, was
naturally astonished; she had known nothing of this. So was I, for he made it
clear that that baby was me.

All my life I have assumed that I was the illegitimate offspring of Hope
Hubris, adopted because he felt a tie of blood he could not otherwise
acknowledge. Certainly a blood affinity was evident; many physical tests have
indicated a closeness that can hardly be ascribed to chance. But here he says
he was rendered sterile in space, and it is true that sterility in men varies
in direct proportion to their time in space, and he had logged much time.
Sterility? Surely he would have known, and if he said it, it was true. But
that means that he could not have been my father.

Now, abruptly, the obvious was apparent: Hope was not my father, Spirit was my
mother. She had logged similar time in space, but women are not similarly
affected, and remain fertile. Suddenly many things fell into place: why Hope
had seemed so unconcerned about the charges against him. "Show me the mother



of this child," he had announced publicly-knowing that as long as the search
was for a Saxon mother, it could not be successful. For I am, as he puts it, a
Saxon/Hispanic crossbreed; the evidence of my genetic heritage is clear.

Why should Hope Hubris have suffered a lifetime of suspicion about this
matter, when he could readily have demonstrated its falsity? And why had his
wife Megan so firmly supported him? Now it was clear: both were protecting
Spirit. It has always been known that Spirit would do .anything for her
brother, literally, even to having sex with him or to letting him die in his
own fashion; her loyalty knew no bounds. Now it is clear that that loyalty was
returned. Hope truly loved his sister, and never was it more apparent than in
the manner he protected her from scandal by taking it on himself. Only when he
was dying, and losing his judgment near the end, did he let slip that secret,
thinking that the conversation would never be known. Only in his private
account is it revealed-an account that could only be made public by the hand
of the very person concerned. His daughter-Spirit's daughter-me.

And so I went to Spirit, and now I recount, as aptly as I am able, the
conversation that we had.

"You are my mother," I said.

Spirit is a hard woman, generally known by others as the Iron Maiden, but now
she opened her arms to me, and I fell into them, and we cried for some time.
Then she said: "So he finally told you, Hopie."

"He wrote it in his manuscript," I said. "I never suspected, before."
"Because you are so like him," she said. "You inherited so many of his ways."
I laughed. "I can't read people!"

"Have you ever tried?"

That silenced me on that subject; indeed, I had never thought to try. But I
had another subject: "Then who is my biologic father?"

"When Hope debated Thorley, in Ybor, at the outset of their respective
careers, a man tried to assassinate my brother. It was so fast, we were
unprepared. Hope avoided him, of course, and so did I, but then he turned his
weapon on Megan, and she stood frozen, being unused to violence. He fired-and
Thorley leaped out of his chair and intercepted the beam. He saved Megan's
life. But he sustained a grievous injury himself. 'Take care of this man!' my
brother told me, and I knew that nothing we could do for Thorley could repay
the favor he had done us, for had Megan died then, so would Hope have died. I
took Thorley to his home, for he was no better off financially than we were
then, and I took care of him. I used a disguise so that there would be no
suspicion; it was a trick I had learned from Helse, Hope's first love and a
truly nice girl. I became a Hispanic boy, Sancho, and obtained groceries and
performed chores in that guise, sustaining him while his wife was absent.

"But he knew my identity, of course. He asked me to be open with him, when we
were in private, and so I was. It was in my own guise that I dressed his wound
and helped him get around and bathe. I did it because of what we owed him, but
the better I came to know him, the more I respected his qualities. He was a
handsome man, and an intelligent one, and an honest one, and though we existed
at opposite political and social poles, I found myself attracted to him. And



he-his wound, taken in our service, was in the groin, deep and serious, and
though the medication healed the flesh, he was fearful for his potency.

"Thus it was that what happened happened. He recovered his potency, and I had
his baby. But we could never let it be known, because he was married and I was
Hispanic; news of it would have destroyed his career, and that of my brother.
But I could not give up the baby. So I brought it to Megan, and she-she was,
is a great woman." Here she could not continue, for she was crying again. But
I already knew the rest. I held her, as she had held me in my infancy, and now
the secret between us was gone.

I knew too that Megan had not been entirely unselfish in her adoption of
Spirit's baby. She had done it to please Hope, of course; but more than that,
for herself. She had perhaps not realized that she wanted a baby, until she
had been offered one. Possibly she had not wanted just any baby, but this
particular one overrode her reluctance. Because she had been the one Thorley's
act of heroism had saved. Megan had always been one to pay her debts, of
whatever nature, and she owed Thorley her life, and had no way to repay it.
Spirit had done what Megan could not; Spirit had brought a life to Thorley.
That love child could not be acknowledged, but it required loving care. Megan
took that baby, and in that manner she repaid Thorley and Spirit for her life,
using her life to raise their child. It was also the closest she could come to
having Hope's child, and so she would have wanted it even if there had not
been the debt.

I was that child. I could not have had a better mother than Megan, or a better
father than Hope Hubris, and I do not deny them now. But how much my new
knowledge of my natural parentage adds to my life! "Must this remain secret?"
I asked.

"That is for you to decide." "But people could be hurt-"

"Thorley's wife is dead. My brother is dead. Times have changed. I may marry
Thorley. We can no longer be hurt by your origin. Do what is right for you." I
was stunned. "You-Thorley-still?" "I am the mirror of my brother. Apart from
him, I have loved two men, and dallied with others. The first is dead; the
second is not. What would you have me do?"

"I ... I meant no judgment of you! I only-" Now I remembered the times Thorley
had been with us, as when he joined Hope's first expedition to Saturn, when
Hope was Governor of Sunshine. That had been, nominally, for the news-but also
for the secret love between Hope's leading critic and his sister. And,
perhaps, to be with me, the child who had not known. So many events to be
reinterpreted!

And who was to interpret them? "Aunt Spirit-" I faltered, embarrassed, but she
only smiled. The habit of a lifetime is not readily erased by a single
revelation. "Spirit, your story must be told!"

She shook her head. "Hopie, I have never written personal things down; only my
brother did that. Now I am the Tyrant, carrying on in his stead; I have no
time for such a narrative."

"Then tell me, and I shall write it for you!" I said. "There is so much that
you alone know, that will otherwise be lost with you."

"But the time, even for that-"



"In snatches,”" I pleaded. "At odd moments, when you are free. Tell me, or
dictate briefly for a tape that I can later transcribe. Any way possible, so
that I may have your story, for now I realize that it is not finished with my
father-with Hope Hubris. All the details he omitted, because you took care of
them-"

She shook her head in negation. "Hopie, it Jjust isn't feasible! You have no
idea how busy I-"

"It cannot end here, my sister, my love!"

Spirit stared at me, though I had not spoken. At least, I don't think I-it
must have been the presence who wrote the final chapter of the Bio of a Space
Tyrant. I do not know; I cannot explain it. I only know that for a moment I
felt the presence of my father, the Tyrant. I had, it seemed, inherited a
number of his traits; I hoped I had not also inherited his madness.

Then Spirit bowed her head. "As you wish, as ever, my brother, my love," she
whispered.

And so it was that I commenced the editing of another volume after I had
thought the task complete. The narrative of the Iron Maiden, my natural
mother. The current Tyrant, as she guided mankind' on toward the stars.
