Though Petr could not care
one way or another about The Republic, their Knights were warriors to be respected; for a non-Blood to
defeat such an opponent in ritual combat spoke volumes about his battle acumen.

 Petr shifted slightly, stretched his neck.Would be very interesting to hear the full tale; he is one to
watch.

 With his right arm still elevated, Jet raised his left arm, pointed to the other warrior. “By what right do
you present yourself before this skate?”

 The smaller female warrior drew herself up and projected a quiet, but firm voice—no hint of reservations
over her foe. “I am Sanda of Blood House Sennet. I am sponsored for my Star’s victory against a far
superior number of Oriente Protectorate raiders. Also, for the concessions into the markets of three new
worlds I seized across the table following the combat.”

 Petr almost laughed out loud. He’d been mistaken. Though she might lose this battle—Heb’s battlefield
prowess would be formidable—he would be watching Sanda for the glory she would eventually reap.
