(Two Years Before the Blackout)
Program 12: Highlake Basin
Achernar

Prefecture IV, The Republic

Sporadic artillerycr-umped along Raul Ortega’s rearward flank: twenty-pounders. They stomped large
craters through the crusted, cracked-mud surface of Achernar’s Highlake Basin, scuffed blackened earth
and embers of burning grasses into the air, and occasionally kicked over an infantry position, forcing
survivors to scurry like armored ants reforming injured lines.

The
Cavalier-suited warriors leapt out of hiding from jagged-edged craters or spilled from his two Saxon
transports. A few bounded up on thrusters. Most swarmed forward in short, erratic sprints. Raul could
hope that one squad might actually make a battlefield capture, but if nothing else, he decided, they would
draw fire away from him.

It wasn’t soon enough, though. A particle projector cannon scorched the air just over hisLegionnaire’s
left shoulder. Raul ducked away reflexively. He stutter-stepped his BattleMech several cautious paces to
the right where a JES Tactical Missile Carrier fell under his sights, branded in enemy-red on the head’s
up display.

He checked his ammunition reserves in a glance—down, but not critically low—and set his crosshairs
over theJessie’s dark outline.

Enemy icons cluttered Raul’s head’s up display, laser-projected across the upper third of his cockpit’s
ferroglass shield.

Armored vehicles chewed up the ground with belted treads and knobby tires. Hovercraft glided along
with deadly menace like wolves among sheep.

TheSims fell back,
their drive fans pushing them on toward better prey, and Raul stalked northwest to mirror the sudden
movement of Charal’sLegionnaire .

A line of supply and support
vehicles trailed behind them in column formation, ready to rape the B’her valley agrocombines of
foodstock and machinery, and at sound military positions several infantry carriers and light armor paced
the column. The JES’s slowed a bit, no doubt on alert with magres imaging throwing back so many
metal-lode returns. Ore, abandoned dump carts, an old drilling rig—there was too much clutter for them
to read solid outlines and Erik’s forces had been in place long enough for thermal shadows to cool on
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everything except hisHatchetman ’s fusion engine.That took them several critical seconds.

He saw the carriers finally react to his presence, accelerating forward and swiveling their turrets against
his position. Trembling with pent-up adrenaline, Erik banked the BattleMech’s fusion fires to life,
checked that he was selected to force-wide comms and ordered, “Now, hit them now!”

Trials and Grievances
Sonora Plateau
Achernar

Ahard deluge hammered down as if weapons fire had opened mortal wounds in the skies over
Achernar’s Sonora Plateau. Fat water drops carrying desert grit splashed against theTundra Wolf s
ferroglass shield, pushed into horizontal bands by sharp, gusting winds, smearing the landscape into a
gray watercolor. Sight was hardly an issue, though, as target-lock warnings screamed for Torrent’s
attention, giving the star colonel a scant three seconds’ warning before a new rain of warheads fell over
and around him. Blossoms of fire tore into the armor mantle protecting his right shoulder and gouged new
craters over the "Mech’s left leg. Geysers of smoke and earth erupted down a line right in front of the
seventy-five-tonTundra Wolf, throwing up blackened, smoking dirt that pattered down against his
cockpit’s ferroglass, mixed with streaks of actual rain and clotted against the shield.

Torrent sidestepped hisTundra Wolf several meters to the left, anticipating the follow-up. A single,
coruscating particle beam blasted through the gray downpour but passed wide to the BattleMech’s right.
One PPC less than theJupiter could have—should have—used.

Light damage and a defensive enemy posture. That was Torrent’s immediate assessment.

Still, he throttled back, wary of theJupiter ’s long reach and not quite ready to commit to a full press.
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His extended-range laser stabbed blood-red energy into the assault "Mech’s side, carving a deep, angry
wound into its armor. The whistling screams of hard-burning propellant slashed by his left ear as the
Tundra Wolf s shoulder-mounted launcher spread a score of missiles into the air. His computer counted
better than half of the missiles peppering theJupiter ’s lower legs.

It wasn’t enough to goad Kyle Powers into a premature advance, though. Trusting to his assault
machine’s impressive armor, the Sphere Knight ignored Torrent’s assault to turn his weapons against a
second Steel Wolf, inviting return fire from both warriors.

Torrent grinned at the implied insult—that he was not worth the Knight-Errant’s full attention. Grinned,
and continued to orchestrate an envelopment.

HisTundra Wolfheld the center of the Steel Wolf line. Of course. Early on in the shaping battle, just
after his Elemental infantry lost their Maxim heavy transport vehicle to theJupiter s PPCs, Torrent had
swung two AgroMech conversions, each modified with medium-grade autocannons, wide to the left and
right. Now they were almost on the direct flanks of theJupiter andLegionnaire, waiting for his orders.
He had kept the M1 Marksman tank and his surviving Elementals in close, putting them on hisTundra
Wolf in vanguard positions. Once his AgroMechs tore into the Republic flanks, his abbreviated unit
would be the jaws snapping for their neck.

Kyle Powers seemed to invite the encircling maneuver. He kept the much-fasterLegionnaire pacing
alongside hisJupiter, and never too far away. The two Republic "Mechs protected a Saxon hover
transport, which waited in their immediate backfield, while both JES hovercraft carriers ran a picket line
out front, daring any Steel Wolf to close on against their short-ranged missile barrage.

Torrent would dare, but he would do it on his own terms.

One of theJessies limped along on damaged lift fans, the result of an earlier run-in with an AgroMech
conversion. It was the key to Torrent’s plan. He opened up a channel to his Marksman, identified the
JES carrier as its primary target, and then traded another salvo with Powers’Jupiter .

Again the Knight-Errant divided his fire, spending new flights of LRMs and a single PPC on Torrent
while he used his second PPC and half of his ultra-ACs to back off the advancing left-flank AgroMech.
The Steel Wolf pilot did not return fire, under strict orders to leave the Knight to Torrent. Instead, the
AgroMech’s autocannon hammered fifty-mil slugs into one of the tactical carriers, chasing after as the
hovercraft spun and dodged back for the right side of the field.

With calm deliberation, Torrent opened an all-hands channel. “Begin,” was his only command.

Like hunting dogs cut loose from their leash, the AgroMechs vaulted forward on huge strides, coming in
with autocannons belting out long swatches of destructive power. Catching the SRM-toting JES carriers
in a blistering crossfire the wounded hovercraft stuttered and paused, losing armor and precious time.

It was all the Marksman needed.

Packing a Lord’s Thunder gauss rifle, the M1 turned its rail gun against the damaged JES. A one
hundred kilogram nickel-ferrous mass slammed through the air with enough kinetic force to shatter rain
into bands of spreading steam. The gauss slug smashed into the hovercraft’s turret. Impact peeled back

the turret like an opened can, ruining one of the launchers and exposing the crew quarters.

A second salvo accelerated a new mass into the lift skirt, punching through to shatter vanes and drive
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gears. The front edge of the carrier caught the sloppy ground and flipped the vehicle up into a spread of
medium-range missiles. Several warheads speared through the damaged turret, erupting deep within the
carrier. Raw destructive force bulged the sides of the vehicle outward, erupting through seams, ports and
panels to eviscerate the hovercraft. It twisted and rolled across the ground, digging up large globs of mud
and earth and flinging them like dark blood spurting from an opened artery.

Star Colonel Torrent slammed forward his throttle, pushing hisTundra Wolf past its usual best running
speed of sixty-five kilometers per hour. Geared with myomer accelerated signal circuitry, the
MASC-equipped machine was capable of short sprints nearer to eight-five. The storm-ruined plateau
made such speeds dangerous, but Torrent never doubted his own ability to control the BattleMech as he
pushed past his Elementals and the M1 for a head-to-head match with Kyle Powers.

The Knight certainly didn’t miss Torrent’s charge, though standing true to form Powers again divided his
attention between Torrent and the charging AgroMech. Torrent doubted that it would have mattered
even if Powers had known—or guessed—that the AgroMech pilots were under strict orders to leave the
Jupiter alone. TheJupiter ’s dark silhouette moved to put itself in between the AgroMech and the
surviving JES carrier, ready to bear the brunt of the offensive and protect the lives of men under Powers’
command.

What Torrent had predicted, and counted on.

TheTundra Wolf was an impressive design, especially at seventy-five tons. But Torrent had known from
the start that it would all come down to closing with theJupiter at point-blank range if he were to have a
real chance of bringing down the Sphere Knight.

A PPC blasted away armor from over his BattleMech’s chest, splattering molten composite to the wet
desert floor where the bright embers quickly congealed into black-crusted, steaming puddles. Warheads
threw a risky stutter into his pace, and a single missile clipped the side of his cockpit shield, scarring a
long, deep fracture into the ferroglass.

Torrent kept his attention divided between his HUD and the gray-scale picture resolving itself on the
other side of his mud-streaked shield. TheLegionnaire and remaining JES carrier had stopped one of his
AgroMech’s cold, holding it off with blistering counterfire. The Republic’s Saxon APC burst forward as
well, thrown into the fray on the side of the smaller of the two BattleMechs. Torrent ordered his M1 in to
assist the besieged AgroMech. It looked more and more like Kyle Powers was ready to accept the duel
of single combat. Warrior to warrior, the way it was meant to be.

Except that Kyle Powers turned away.

He actually turned hisJupiter aside, ignoring Torrent’s charge and putting up a blistering wall of particle
beams and missile barrages against the AgroMech.

A warm flush of anger heated Torrent’s brow as he pulled into a full barrage of every weapon at his
disposal. Lasers flashed with ruby brightness in the gray rains, a few sparks scattering off into brilliant
prisms. The LRM rack dumped out another score of warheads even as he dialed his right-arm advanced
tactical missile system down to short range and let go with it and his four-pack of SRMs as well. The
salvo chewed and blasted into theJupiter s armor, demanding Kyle Powers’ attention.

For a moment, Torrent thought that he had gained it. TheJupiter half turned in his direction, and cut
loose with a bright PPC beam that flashed past him on the left-hand side. He considered it a hasty shot
and braced for the follow-up. Then he counted one less Elemental on his HUD. The report of the PPC’s
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effective blast was radioed in to him over his channel to the armored infantry even as Powers turned back
to the AgroMech, pummeling it to a broken standstill.

Torrent might be victorious or he might be defeated—it was all part and parcel to a MechWarrior’s
life—but he would not be ignored! The AgroMech stumbled, falling to its knees and digging its threshing
blades into the ground for support. The star colonel charged forward, closing rapidly with theJupiter and
running his heat quickly into the red band as he fired again, and again.

Now Kyle Powers turned. And he blasted Torrent with everything theJupiter had left. Two particle
cannon arced brilliant scourges between the two machines, flaying away armor and rocking the7undra
Wolfback on its heels. Four ultra-class autocannons spat out long tongues of fire and longer streams of
depleted-uranium slugs. Armor flew off in shards and splinters. And behind all this damage, missiles
corkscrewed in to blossom two-dozen destructive fireballs that lifted theTundra Wolf up and set it back
several meters.

Hunching forward, throwing every bit of his equilibrium into fighting gravity, Torrent kept theTundra
Wolf on its feet by sheer force of will. Waves of heat slammed into him with almost physical force, and
his vision swam with heat stress and the blurred ferroglass shield.

His wireframe schematic showed better than sixty percent armor loss, and the telltales on two medium
lasers and one of his missile racks lit up to signify that they had been destroyed. He didn’t need to see a
readout on his engine—he could tell from the rising temperature levels that Powers had cracked the
reactor’s physical shielding.

In what Torrent might have considered a spectacular display of targeting any other
time—any other time when the tactic wasn’t insultinghim —the Knight-Errant scoured away more of the
Tundra Wolf s armor with PPCs, gutted the engine on the rising AgroMech with his left arm
autocannon, and even managed to score double-wounds against the advancing M1 Marksman with his
right arm ACs.

Grinding his teeth together, Torrent rocked his throttles forward and advanced. Drawing his targeting
crosshairs in a line across theJupiter’s shoulders, he counted his thundering heartbeats until the reticle
burned the flashed a golden tone of targeting lock and then waited a second more until he could steady

the shot with a confident touch on the controls.

He would show the Knight-Errant’s foolishness in disregarding Torrent as a worthy adversary. Steel
Wolf or Republic Knight. One of them would die trying.

Raul Ortega caught on to the Knight-Errant’s plan from the start. By keeping Raul’sLegionnaire in
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close, and always dividing his fire, he acted as a lodestone, drawing Torrent in and making certain the
Steel Wolf remained focused exclusively on theJupiter even while Powers was free to whittle away at
the enemy defenses.

Long-range jousting caught the enemy Maxim APC in a series of devastating scourges, left it dead or
dying far in the Steel Wolf backfield. The AC-toting AgroMechs were a threat, flanking the tight
Republic force, but Powers let them come, always adding a brace of missiles here, or a scouring pull
from his autocannons there. Waiting. Waiting for Torrent to make his move.

And then he unleashed hell.

Too late. Raul knew it, and was certain that Powers had known it even beforehand. Powers had warned
Raul, after all, that Torrent was out for blood. If the fire-guttedJessie wasn’t proof of that, the star
colonel’s pincer-charge confirmed it.

Stupid, stupid, stupid.Raul cursed himself silently as theTundra Wolf shook offt his desperate attack
and swiveled around to come at him over the ruined/Jupiter . The BattleMech stalked forward like a
predator in search of prey, slow and with malicious intent.

A mobile HQ, even one of the vaunted Praetorians, was no place for a Mech Warrior Erik belatedly
realized. Six meters tall and nearly as wide, the massive, sixty-ton half-track maneuvered in the backfield
behind the Swordsworn’s full protection and still Erik felt exposed, vulnerable. A dozen staffers worked
the vehicle’s command deck, manning consoles and talking over one another, sweating through their
uniforms; a more claustrophobic environment than a BattleMech cockpit could ever be.

Before she fell, she reported back that several of the APCs
were empty, and what they first pinged as armored tanks were actually convoy trucks.”

Erik had followed Tassa Kay’s efforts on Achernar’s behalf with something akin to jealousy. Piloting an
impressive "Mech, successfully inserting herself into the Republic’s order of battle, she was the wild card
of which he could never be certain.

“But it won’t be enough.”

Biting back his response, Raul throttled into a backward walk and put some distance between himself
and a pair of M1 Marksmen. The assault tanks rolled past the dismantled corpse of the final
Swordsworn WorkMech, working it over with short-range weaponry, just for good measure, before
turning their attention forward. Their gauss rifles were too big a threat for Raul to ignore. Switching over
to his company’s tactical frequency, he called a missile barrage down on their location.

Gray tendrils of smoke fell down from the sky, marking the four-score warheads that blasted into armor
and ripped through the polished tarmac landing field.

‘Safe’ was a relative
term in a live firefight, though, especially when two DropShips began redefining the battle. Still, there
were any number of injuries that even a converted WorkMech could take and the MechWarrior could
walk away from. Crippled gyros. Destroyed legs. Ruined engines.

Standing there, hisLegionnaire grounded to a dangerous halt while Steel Wolf forces continued to stalk
up from the south, Raul became a lodestone to stragglers. Scattered reserves and retreating forward units
gathered in around his position, inadvertently creating a strongpoint that worried the advancing Wolves.

According to the HUD, he too had fallen back, stretching the militia line into
something more of an abbreviated arc than any serious encirclement. The Steel Wolf forces were knotted
up into a thick wedge, with the tip pointed straight at Raul’s position. “Raul? You’ve got about ten
seconds to get turned around and ready to meet a full charge.”

Raul shook his head, feeling more than his neurohelmet weighing down on his shoulders. “Not
happening,” he said, voice pitched low. Then, with gathering strength, “No, Clark. Wrap ’em up and
back to base.

HisHatchetman leapt skyward on jets
of superheated plasma, rocketing in a short arc up and over one corner of the deserted mall while Erik
counted, “Five . . . four...” At three he began the sharp, short fall into the wide parking lot on the
building’s other side. Two found him raising back his five-ton hatchet, ready to decapitate the
Legionnaire . One.
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Landing on bent knees into a ready crouch, Erik stepped forward and delivered a shoulder-level swipe
at the nearbyLegionnaire . The blade bit in just below the BattleMech’s armored mantle, crushing
through protective plating and some myomer musculature but failing to sever anything critical.

His blow staggered theLegionnaire, shoving it forward into a tall lamppost, which could not bear the
weight of a fifty-ton "Mech. Sparks flew as the lamp heads shattered against the street. Erik’s VTOLSs
dipped down long enough to spray some lasers into theLegionnaire ’s face. He would have wanted his
armored vehicles to take further bites out of the resilient design, except that as they raced around the
corner they fell into a point-blank firefight with the Jousts and one of the Agro conversions.

From down the local boulevard, a hoverbike squad raced up to support Erik’s assault. He left the
smaller forces to them, concentrating on theLegionnaire . Thumbing the firing stud on his autocannon, he
smashed several hundred rounds of hot metal into the BattleMech’s back. Armor rained down over the
parking lot and street in a fury of shards and splinters.

Raul Ortega shook his head furiously as if trying to clear it of the noise. Comm channels bled over each
other as reports, orders, and shouted warnings were passed up and down the militia line. Static crackled
in between words and sometimes through an entire order. A moment of clear reception was rare, rare.
And when it happened, too often it was the lull before a storm of new, concentrated fire savaged the
militia and drowned out transmissions with thunderous explosions.

Fire and shrapnel raged constantly in the no-man’s-land that separated the Steel Wolves and Achernar’s
determined militia. Bright lances of light speared back and forth, reflecting against ground haze built up
from the smoky discharges of missile exhaust and burnt autocannon propellant. As the night gave way to
sunrise, the only signs of battle falling off were the vehicles left broken and burning in the firefight’s wake.
Raul counted a militia Fox armored car and two hoverbikes among their early casualties, lost back on the
southwest side of the spaceport landing field where the firefight had begun. At least four APCs had been
crushed and mangled over the tarmac since then in trying to deploy screens of battlesuit infantry, marking
each gruesome shift north and east.

Two of the APCs had managed to disgorge their cargo of armored soldiers. Two had not.

Despite the cost in lives and material, Raul knew that the militia so far had staved off heavy casualties.
Their advantage, so far, was their combat VTOLSs, the low-altitude craft giving the militia air superiority
for the first time since the initial Steel Wolf assault against Achernar. A Yellow Jacket, in fact, a flying
version of the Marksman or SM1 Destroyer, could worry even Star Colonel Torrent with its
nose-mounted gauss rifle. The militia would not keep that advantage much longer now that daybreak was
upon them, but it had been enough to help move their ragged line to the spaceport’s northwest border,
past the Steel Wolf DropShips and about even with the main tower and various administration buildings.

Nearly at the back of Tassa Kay’s retreating picket force.

It took some effort, mentally untangling the cluttered HUD, but so far everything held more or less in
accordance with the militia’s rough planning. Raul’s late positioning was the less. Tassa’s early arrival, the
more. Tassa had led most of her people from the capital just as dawn broke, turning back on the
pursuing Swordsworn and holding them at the city’s edge, making feints as if trying to regain the industrial
sector.

“Sandoval is getting edgy, Raul. Make this happen soon.” Tassa fell back a few more paces, limping on
a ruined left knee actuator.

Using his twin PPCs and light autocannon to drive back the Steel Wolves’ one remaining M1
Marksman, Raul bracketed it with lances of azure energy and then blasted deep, angry wounds into its
armored flank. It pulled back and Raul let it go, wary of the next head-to-head push by Star Colonel
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Torrent and still fighting toward Tassa’s position.

Torrent’s attention had been diverted again as a Giggins APC successfully delivered a squad of Gnome
battle armor into his line. As Steel Wolf Elementals worked to keep those Gnomes clear of theTundra
Wolf, Raul threw twoJessies down the enemy line, strafing the seventy-five-ton BattleMech and the
wounded Marksman with flight upon flight of short-range missiles.

It bought him a handful of seconds. A moment, perhaps.

Raul pivoted theJupiter toward the admin buildings, claiming another two hundred meters in long,
five-meter strides. With white-knuckle grips on his control sticks, Raul shied away from one of the open
DropShip landing pads, saving himself from a three-story fall to the underground service area. He still felt
unsteady at the controls of such a large assault "Mech, but the natural touch which had originally
recommended him to the militia reserves held strong for him now.

Backed by two Schmitts and flanked by VV1 Rangers, Raul reanchored the militia line another dozen
steps—two dozen . . . three . . .

Where he stepped into a barrage of missiles, drawing fire from a Steel Wolf Behemoth and paired JES
strategic carriers.

Weathering the storm of hammer blows, shedding some of theJupiter ’s armor reserves, Raul wrestled
with his control sticks and then turned in to back off the Behemoth. “Blocked again!” Two icons on his
HUD flashed dangerously close to the militia line. “Shandra scout vehicles at nine-five relative. Pick them
up ! 2

He wasted no time on the fast but lethal scout-runners, trusting the Rangers and some forward Cavalier
infantry to handle them, and the Schmitts had already leapt forward to hammer long-range fifty-mils at a
Big Jess .

Raul pulled his crosshairs over the Behemoth’s large outline, pounding away double-flights of
long-ranged missiles as soon as he struck good tone and chasing them with blue-white arcs of lightning
from theJupiter ’s chest-mounted PPCs.

Unfortunately, the one-hundred-ton tank could stand up to that kind of abuse, though after forty minutes
of sparring the tank crew had to be worried about their armor. The tank rolled back on its massive
treads, ceding a few scant meters. As if they needed further encouragement, a Yellow Jacket VTOL slid
over the north side of the field and skipped a gauss slug off the ferrocrete tarmac next to them.

Sensing opportunity, Raul shifted his own aim over to one of the forward JES carriers. Combining PPCs
with his two light autocannon this time, he worried through the missile-boat’s armor. The hovering VTOL
spent several dangerous seconds following Raul’s directed fire, punched a gauss slug through the
carrier’s weakened armor and then spun around to race back south and west.

Both Schmitts pounced, tearing into the carrier’s interior even further, and did not shy away until an
ammunition magazine ruptured under their hard-hitting rotaries. TheJess ’s sides bulged outward and then
burst. Flipping side-over-side, the disintegrating hulk rolled up against the retreating Behemoth and added
impetus to their temporary retreat.

For just that moment, Raul found himself with no viable targets and a nearly open run between the militia
line and spaceport tower.
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“Best chance we’ll ever get, Colonel.” He shoved his throttle forward to its stop, lumbering theJupiter
forward at its best speed of fifty-four kph.

Blaire wasted no time doubting Raul’s word. “All units, swing echelon left.”

VTOLs pressed forward, and a laser-equipped Cyrano fell under the flak-assault from another JES
carrier, while most skirmishers dropped back and pulled into their new position. Stealing a quick-march
on the Steel Wolves, the militia line swung around in a ragged but effective arc, following Raul’s lead and
closing the spaceport oft from River’s End. Their line now held back-to-back with Tassa Kay’s smaller
force, giving her safe refuge.

Raul toggled his private channel to Tassa Kay, in case she was not already falling back. “All right, Tassa.
Lead them out.” A waste of breath, as she first sent her damaged vehicles crawling for the safety of the
militia lines and then followed in the borrowedLegionnaire . Raul turned back to the battle in time to
count up the cost of their maneuver.

His Rangers had overtaken and overturned one of the Shandra scout-runners, but not without losing one
of their own to a salvo of concentrated laserfire. Raul had also traded one of his tacticalJessies for a
Steel Wolf Scimitar—hardly equitable—and enemyPack Hunters had nearly cut Captain Diago out of
the militia formation. He escaped back to the safety of their formation, but minus a great deal of armor
and losing one of hisLegionnaire ’s arms—severed at the elbow by aHunter PPC.

And worse, Star Colonel Torrent in hisTundra Wolf was left pressing forward right into the weak
middle of the militia line. Frustrated with Raul’s evasion of any straight-up match, now the star colonel
took it out on a nearby APC. Breaking the Saxon in less than ten seconds, scattering its load of Purifier
infantry with well-placed kicks, he then turned his heavy firepower on the militia’s mobile HQ, and
Colonel Blaire.

Blaire had organized the enticing weak middle in case Torrent went for it early on in the fight, allowing
the militia to encircle and neutralize the Steel Wolf commander once and for all. Up to and including the
arrival of Tassa’s force at the city edge, that might have worked in their favor. Now it threatened to
unravel their final maneuvers, should Torrent manage to split the militia line.

“Fill that gap,” Raul ordered. “They break though, and we’re done!” They had to hold. Hold and wait,
as Tassa lured the Swordsworn out of the city’s edge.

Their modified ForestryMech made an attempt, stalking in between Torrent and the Tribune.
Autocannon chipping away some of theTundra Wolf’s armor, the pilot managed to draw Torrent’s
attention long enough for the HQ to fall back a safe distance. Before Torrent could vent his full ire on the
Forestry Mod, however, Raul stalked forward of the formation and lined up a long-range shot, carving
one of his particle cannons into the7undra ’s flank.

It worked. Torrent shifted his BattleMech’s weight and turned it for theJupiter . “Raul Ortega. You
have deviled me for the last time.”

Raul swallowed dryly. “If you can’t keep up, don’t blame me. Hold on and I’ll call off the dogs.”
Switching over to the militia’s all-hands frequency, he ordered, “Lay off the7undra . Let him come.”
Then a dozen missiles cratered hisJupiter ’s lower legs, and Raul once again fought to remain standing,
Recovering, he back-pedaled, returning to his place in line and drawing the star colonel after.
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His fury unleashed, Torrent made his earlier displeasure known by keeping up a sustained rate of heavy
fire as he stalked down the militia line. Missiles, laser, missiles again. With the militia units leaving off the
Tundra Wolf as a target, the star colonel ignored all but Raul. A distinction of sorts, and one the
MechWarrior might have felt better about had not the7undra ’s place at the center of the militia line not
been filled almost immediately by the PPC-totingPack Hunters . The Steel Wolves fielded too many
"Mechs for the militia to keep them contained much longer.

In the meantime, Torrent advanced. And with him, drawn in his wake like filings to a lodestone, came
the Steel Wolf line.

Fighting side by side with Tassa now, their BattleMechs facing different directions as each concentrated
on a different enemy, Raul checked his head’s up display and saw that the two of them formed the point
of a new, thin wedge. Squeezed in between the Swordsworn and Steel Wolves, Tassa sniped at Erik
Sandoval while Raul held up under Torrent’s determined assault. Only a slender line of militia forces
connected them back to the spaceport’s northwest corner. It was time.

Such orders should be given with dramatic presentation. Some kind of timeless oration that would stand
up to history. Or so Raul had once thought. Now it was with a strange mixture of relief and
disappointment that he opened up a channel and simply said, “Tassa. Now.”

Like a steeply pitched tent with its supporting prop yanked out from beneath it, the militia wedge folded
back in on itself as Raul and Tassa herded scurrying infantry and wounded vehicles before them. Raul
opened up his general channel. “Retrograde maneuver,” he ordered. Colonel Blaire seconded the
command, and began handing out the secondary assignments, which would pull the entire militia force
back into a strong, secure fist.

Still the Swordsworn and Steel Wolves pressed in, close to fighting side-by-side now and hardly
acknowledging each other’s presence. An SM1 nipped in and cut a leg from their ForestryMech, sending
it crashing to the tarmac. Diago cut in on the senior officers channel. “Raul, maybe we should think
about—"

“It’ll work,” Raul promised, cutting him off. “Give it time.” He dropped crosshairs over theTundra Wolf
’s outline, lashing out with PPCs and running another ton of molten armor over the field ferrocrete. It had
to work. Achernar was out of choices, and out of time.

River’s End/San Marino Spaceport

Erik Sandoval-Groell had nearly given up on theLegionnaire, counting it and the rest of the raiding party
as lost once it cleared the capital’s southeast industrial sector ahead of him.

On a private channel Erik railed at Michael Eus, who had set the entrapment the way/e saw fit rather
than as Erik had directed. The operations manager had many hidden talents, and even more hidden
loyalties, but military planning did not rate highly among them. He had tried to close the net with
slower-moving, tracked vehicles, thinking that their heavier armor would mitigate any losses. Even a
first-year cadet understood that one used fast-response craft to pin an enemy in place, then rolled in the
heavy guns to obliterate them.

Erik’s rage was short-lived, however, the heat draining from his face when he gained the city’s edge and
found his forces holding off repeated attempts by theLegionnaire to regain the capital. Adding his own
autocannon into the defensive enfilade, the young noble concentrated on theLegionnaire or one of the
modified IndustrialMechs whenever possible. After he personally laid out the converted LoaderMech, his
crosshairs found no other target than theLegionnaire .

As that BattleMech pulled back from the city, joining the rest of the militia force on the outskirts of the
San Marino landing field, Erik cautiously followed rather than be denied his due after the treacherous
attempt. Between his Swordsworn’s carefully laid fire patterns and the brute-force cascade of firepower
spreading out from the Steel Wolves, slowly they hammered the Republic’s wedge flat and then caved it
in. Likely they could have continued on until little was left of the Achernar militia but memories and a
ready garrison post for Swordsworn forces to occupy.

Might have, in fact, except for a daring Shandra scout vehicle that shied too close onto Erik’s flank in
trying to avoid a passing Yellow Jacket gunship.

With casual need, Erik ordered up a pair of hoverbikes to birddog the Shandra, run it off. Light
weapons fire stitched dark holes in its side armor, and was returned with interest as twin, ten-millimeter

gatlings burned one driver from the hoverbike’s seat.

Setting his jaw, teeth grinding together at the death of another Swordsworn warrior, Erik felt the warm
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flush return as he leveled his powerful Imperator autocannon at the Shandra and shattered its rear drive
train with a long, deadly burst of hot metal.

And Erik might have let it go at that. He had not wanted to waste a precious amount of his dwindling
ammunition supply on the Shandra, except that it had demanded some response from him as their leader
and—when necessary—avenger.

He tensed when the alarms wailed their warning blast only seconds before the missiles hit all around his
position. A half dozen smashed into the side of hisHatchetman ’s elongated head, rocking it to one side
like a prizefighter caught by a series of left hooks. The cockpit shook violently, body-checking Erik
against his harness straps until a seam ripped and Erik slid half out of his command couch.

Neurofeedback works two ways: for the MechWarrior, when he can use his own sense of balance to
help a stressed gyroscope; against him, when any personal dizziness or faulted equilibrium is translated
into a signal that is then used to alter the gyro’s normal function.

Erik’s vision swam and his gut clenched up as theHatchetman toppled over. He heard the shouts of
alarm on the comms system, could imagine his warriors turning quickly to his aid, and opened his mouth
to countermand their likely actions.

Then the BattleMech struck against the ground, keeling over on its side and jarring Erik most the rest of
the way out of his seat. Scraping along, it rattled the hapless MechWarrior against his faulty harness. The
world dimmed to gray tones and blurred angles. Not long. Only for a few seconds.

And by the time Erik had fought his way back to full senses, it was already too late.

Achernar

Star Colonel Torrent heard the alarm, that the Swordsworn had also turned on his warriors. Heard it,
noted the expected treachery, and filed it away for future consideration.

Chopping theJupiter down to size filled his entire consciousness, and he pursued that goal almost to the
exclusion of all else. The militia tactics hardly mattered, and even the threat of two Yellow Jacket
gunships thundering after his vulnerable aerospace fighters did not drag him away from his personal
challenge.

Then his Behemoth crew reported that they had felled Sandoval’sHatchetman, and Torrent was forced
to take notice if for no other reason than to confirm that one of the Steel Wolves’ primary opponents on
Achernar was finished.

Erik Sandoval was down, though far from finished. And Torrent himself became personally involved a
few seconds later when two Swordsworn/essies layered four score long-ranged missiles over his
position. Blackened, smoking gravel pelted his "Mech as warheads gouged the ferrocrete tarmac, and the
Tundra Wolf shook with forced palsy as fire blossomed along his chest and shoulders.

Too many times today other units had forced their attention on Torrent, interfering with his second Trial
against theJupiter and against Raul Ortega, the only MechWarrior so far to walk away from him in
combat. Anger twisted the star colonel’s face into a snarl as he dropped crosshairs over one of the
Swordsworn Mining Mods. A flight of missiles and two slices with his Series 7 laser—Ieft, right—and the
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Mod lost the arm carrying its rock-cutting blade.

More Swordsworn had turned against the Steel Wolf position, drilling lasers and streams of autocannon
fire into their ranks. Torrent divided a few seconds in between his head’s up display and what he saw
through his own ferroglass shield, then barked out his first of three orders.

“All "Mechs, press the militia.” He might lose aPack Hunter, maybe one of his modified
IndustrialMechs, but Ortega’s people would know they had been struck. “Star Commander Orvits,” he
called up one of his remaining JES carries, “swat those Yellow Jackets and protect the aerospace
fighters.” He might need the air support after all.

“Star Captain Demos, destroy the Swordsworn and prepare to move on River’s End at once!”

He would make certain of
that, starting—and finally finishing—with theJupiter .

River’s End/San Marino Spaceport
Achernar
“I think we’ve got them.”

Pulling back in the face of Star Colonel Torrent’s renewed assault, Raul targeted the advancingTundra
Wolf with PPC arcs while keeping an eye on his auxiliary monitor. He saw a few shots traded between
Swordsworn and Steel Wolves, enough to put him on pins and needles until a Steel Wolf SM1 Destroyer
led an entire star of heavy vehicles into Erik Sandoval’s flank.

“That’s it, Tassa. Now go!”

TheLegionnaire surged forward on new legs, barely favoring its ruined left knee actuator. Tassa called
to her side what was left of her squad—a Condor, Joust and Demon. No IndustrialMech conversions
this time. And no APCs followed her. If everything had gone even half-according to plan earlier, the
Trooper transports had dropped armored infantry squads near the HPG station and were already waiting
in place.

This time there were far fewer defenders to stand in her way. The reconstituted lance drove back around
the end of the Swordsworn line, caught their mobile HQ on the edge of River’s End, and blasted their
way past it in less time than it took Raul to lose Torrent’sTundra Wolf for what was likely his last
opportunity.

Erik Sandoval’s mobile HQ was not the only one in trouble. Torrent’sPack Hunters had finally slipped
their leash, leaping forward on jump jets to savage the militia middle, relying on their excellent speed to
dodge back when necessary, and then bounding forward yet again.

Colonel Blaire was in trouble, but had nowhere to call for help. Diago had his hands full with aCatapult
and an AgroMech Mod. Blaire’s hoverbike escorts held back a lumbering ConstructionMech
conversion, but likely not for much longer the way both vehicles slewed around, spilling critical air from
damaged lift skirts.

Raul waded in with PPCs arcing out manmade lightning and his autocannons blazing with extra-long
pulls, hammering lethal metal into aHunter again, and again. BothPack Hunter BattleMechs spun
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around, kicking themselves up over one hundred kilometers per hour in order to close rapidly on the
assault machine. Or at least, for one of them to do so. Blaire ordered his Tribune turned into the path of
the second, stalling it for several critical seconds.

A mobile HQ vehicle is slow and awkward, never meant for tactical maneuvers, but as a temporary wall
it served. Raul faced down the single, thirty-ton machine with something less than trepidation. He rode
lightly on his triggers, still running high heat from matching earlier salvoes with the7Tundra Wolf, but even
so a single PPC and paired autocannons could be devastating.

ThePack Hunter shed armor the way a true wolf might lose its winter coat. Its return fire cut a
dangerous swath of armor from Raul’s gyro housing to the left shoulder, but failed to penetrate into the
Jupiter’s critical equipment.

Eight minilasers created more trouble for Raul, blistering paint and armor from half a dozen places and
coring one weak beam directly into Jove’s head. Raul could smell the ozone discharge, and something
more, caustic yet sweet. As he flushed with warmth, suddenly conscious of the sweat standing out on his
chest draining down his sides, he realized that theHunter had crippled his life support system, somewhere
rupturing a coolant line.

With no time for niceties and not about to take another biting return, Raul risked the heat and blasted the
Pack Hunter . Lightning scoured armor away from the other "Mech’s chest and upper arms. If the Steel
Wolf warrior thought that he’d get so lucky twice, though, Raul dissuaded him of that notion as
autocannons ripped in and mangled theHunter ’s gyroscope into scrap. ThePack Hunter quivered,
staggered awkwardly to the left, and then collapsed like an unstrung puppet.

Its companion *Mech, having cut in jumpijets to sail over the Tribune, altered trajectory and landed
between two APCs, one of which it overturned with a vicious point-blank PPC blast and the second with
a well-placed kick.

The militia infantry was doing its part, providing a scattering of small, hard-to-hit targets. Raul saw two
Hauberk squads sacrifice themselves in an assault against the Steel Wolves’ ConstructionMech so that a
Cavalier Specialist troop could seize and take control of the Mod.
