Medical Log, Stardate 6914.6, Dr. Leonard McCoy reporting

It's been ten days since the return of the survey party from Delta Gamma Four, and as yet the survivors
have not regained consciousness. Included among the survivors were both the Captain and the First
Officer.

Chapter Two

Costume Notes on the SSD Uniform

The ranks of the Special Security Division are color-coded as follows

Cadet Gray tunic and slacks, with black collar and stripe.

All other ranks wear black tunic and slacks, with the differentiation in collar and stripe to denote rank.
Second lieutenant Black stripe and collar. First lieutenant Black stripe, gold collar. Captain Gold stripe
and collar. Major Red stripe and collar. Lieutenant colonel Red collar and turquoise stripe. Colonel
Turquoise collar and stripe. General White collar and stripe. Gold sword insignia are fastened to the
collar to indicate each of the four ranks of generals, one sword for each rank.

ALL SSD OFFICERS WEAR ON THEIR TUNICS A GOLD-EMBROIDERED SCALE OF
JUSTICE OVER THE RIGHT BREAST TO REMIND OTHERS OF THEIR ULTIMATE GOAL IN
THE FEDERATION.
