‘In 1995,’ Pentecost went on, ‘no fewer than sixteen hundred computers hooked up over the Internet did 
finally manage to factorize a 129-digit number. It took them more than eight months.

‘Sensitive data that’s been encrypted using two prime numbers can be pretty out-of-date after eight 
months. And if not, you can always add more digits to your codes. Numbers get exponentially harder to 
factorize, the longer you make them.’

Jeff nodded, since this seemed best.

‘So far so good. Until a quantum computer gets built! A quantum computer will be able to try out a host 
of different possible numbers all at the same time – not one after another. It seems that all the numbers 
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which don’t lead to the right result won’t, well,interfere constructively, that’s the jargon – so they’ll 
simply cancel each other out. They won’t figure at all.

‘A quantum computer will be able to factorize a 129-digit number in just a few seconds.’

Mr Grey looked very serious as he listened.

‘We’re working on alternative crypto strategies. But for a while at least the world’s military and 
economic secrets might be stripped bare.’

When Mr Grey spoke, it was as if a dangerous beast padded softly over graves.

‘What better time for enemies of the West to cause havoc? To trigger a global stock market crash? To 
hack into a missile silo? It could be militant Islam. It could be Chinese hardliners. It could be rabid 
Russian nationalists …’
