He could not have been seriously
harmed by what he had seen, what he imagined he saw, through the marvellous mirror-glasses.

So why was Hendrik afraid?

The Church grew. Brothers wore black frock coats and circular hats, sisters looked like widows in
black bonnets and smock-dresses. There were many such sects inNew England , all apparently thriving,
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talking of Utopian communities to be built in the unpeopled West, or giving dates in the imminent future
which would mark the Day of Judgment. Creeds flourished: Mormons, Mennonites, Danites, Millerites,
Hittites, Shakers, Esoterics, Hutteriah Brethren, Quakers, Agapemonists, Seventh Day Adventists. But,
Hendrik knew, the Josephites were different Even the Mormons, who had their own spectacles, were
less plagued by miracles than the faith founded by his brother.

When Hendrik and Joseph reoccupied their father's town house, it became the headquarters of the
Brethren. Between sermons and gatherings, Joseph Shatner shut himself away with the Ute. Hendrik tried
not to know what passed between them but Joseph could not resist sharing the wonders that were
disclosed. He was setting everything down in his own testament. The Path of Joseph.

Joseph tried to share his revelation. His Brethren were receptive to the message, so why not his brother?
If only Hendrik would look through the marvellous glasses, then he would truly understand.

Hendrik remembered Eddy's cries. If Joseph had seen a shining city, what had assaulted the eyes of the
poet?

"Tekeli-li, tekeli-li, tekeli-li..."
The echo of Eddy's babble resounded in Hendrik's skull.

He considered setting out forCalifornia , but something kept him inBoston . Perhaps he knew that no
matter how far he went, theChurchofJoseph would spread to encompass him. His responsibilities,
however they had been neglected in the past, were with his brother. He was the head of the family, even
if Joseph was head of the Brethren.

The Word of Joseph spread. The Path of Joseph was published, despite vandalism at the contracted
printers, and disseminated among believers. Converts flocked toMassachusetts and many found
temporary accommodation in the Shatner household. Sister Molly presided over chaste dormitories.
Rules were handed down: buttons were forbidden as fripperies, coffee was condemned as an impure
stimulant, "thee" and "thou " were required forms of address.

Rumours spread. Irresponsible gossips alleged Josephites practised animal sacrifice, that The Sisters
were held as communal property by the Brethren, that Gentile children were kidnapped into the Church.
These absurdities reached the less scrupulous periodicals, who hastened them into print. Wild stories
gained great currency and idlers competed to embroider the legends with grotesque frills. It was said the
Christ that Joseph Shatner worshipped had goat's horns.

Gradually, public meeting places ceased to be available for Josephite gatherings. Brethren were abused
in the streets, sometimes severely, and the Shatner household was daubed with paint and filth by
unknown vandals. Local ordinances were passed limiting the rights of Josephites to worship, to own
property, to hold public office. With each slight, Joseph became more sure of himself.

Hendrik remained on the Council of the Brethren but the true inner circle was restricted. It consisted of
Joseph Shatner and the Ute. Hendrik tried to learn more of the Ute. Little that was concrete emerged,
though Hendrik consulted frontiersmen who concurred with him that the man in the mirrored glasses was
unlike any Indian who ever walked.

In the basement of the Shatner mansion, Joseph built a private chapel. He passed many nights there,
secluded with the Ute. Peculiar smells seeped upwards and filled the house. When Hendrik asked his
brother what went on in his night rituals, Joseph told him he was seeing further, piercing more mysteries,
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rending aside the veil...
"You wear the spectacles?"

Joseph nodded and held his brother by the shoulders. "Thou too must look through the lenses, Hendrik.
The Revelation was for us three. Poor mad Poe could not understand what he saw. Only I have
accepted the gift of sight. It is not too late to see the city, my brother." Hendrik shook Joseph off.

In September 1846, Hendrik returned late one night to find the house afire, an angry mob gathered
around. As he made his way through the crowd, Hendrik heard stories from all sides. He could not
believe a fourth of them.

Recently there had been a rash of disappearances among children of good families. Investigating the
crimes, the authorities, acting upon anonymously provided information, had breached Joseph Shatner's
cellars and surprised him in his chapel in the midst of some rite. Hendrik heard a dozen obscene accounts
of the scene that had been disclosed. Two children, allegedly, had been recovered.

At the edge of the crowd, watching the house burn, he found the Ute. Hendrik started forwards, but the
Ute gripped him by the arm and held him back. The upper windows blew out with the heat, showering
glass onto the cobbles. As they fell, the shards sparkled with fire. Hendrik heard his brother calling for
him. Joseph, hatless and bloody, was in the grip of stern officers.

He cried out as he was dragged away. The arrest was not easy. Among the mob, many of Joseph's
followers impeded the officers. Shouts were raised. Some sang "The Path of Joseph", the Brethren's
anthem. Gentiles tore up cobblestones and used them as missiles, putting officers in the uncomfortable
position of shielding the man they had arrested. A sheriff discharged a pistol into the air but was not
rewarded with silence.

Two empty-faced children, swaddled in blankets, stood with one of the officers, regarding the fire with
no especial interest. They were Joseph's accusers.

Finally, Joseph was wrestled into a closed cart. As it trundled off, mobs pounded on the cart and
Josephites pounded on the mobs. Running fist-fights spread through the streets. Hendrik heard more
shots. A fire engine arrived, amid a tintinnabulation of bells, too late to save the Shatner house but in time
to prevent the spread of the conflagration to the neighbouring residences. Water gushed and steam rose.

The Ute released Hendrik and gave him something. The mirror glasses. Fierce indignation burned in
Hendrik's breast. The timbers of his father's house cracked and fell in upon themselves. From the heart of
the dying fire came a roar as of a stricken lion.

"Yes," he said.

He put on the spectacles.

For an instant, the night sky was a blaze of white and the flames were black. The Shatner house stood
not in the city ofBoston but on an infinite plain of white sand, of salt baked under a pale sun. Joseph was
alone.

No, not alone.

The distant echo of Eddy's "tekeli-li, tekeli-li, tekeli-li" sounded from the throats of horrid, birdlike things.
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Hendrik tore the glasses from his face and gave them back to the Ute. He had almost, but not quite,
accepted the gift. In that moment, he truly became a follower of Joseph.

Within days, he was calling upon his long-forgotten legal education and fighting in court. No respectable
lawyer would undertake to appear in defence of Joseph Shatner, who was accused of disgusting
offences. A few wretched apostates drifted away from the Church, but an overwhelming number stuck
by their new faith as its founder was pilloried. Hendrik was not surprised when Sister Molly told him the
flow of new converts was unabated. Martyrs attract followers.

During the nights before the trial, five Josephites were killed in the city. Only one of their murderers was
apprehended; he was later acquitted, indeed commended, by a Gentile jury. Brethren were refused
service in stores. Josephite homes and meeting houses were razed.

When sentence of death was passed, half the courtroom erupted in cheering. Josephites sat stunned.
Hendrik had expected no less and burned with a cold fury. When the judge's hammer silenced the
dancing merriment, Joseph bowed and thanked the court, claiming "I go without regret toGolgotha ."

Joseph Shatner was hanged in public on 5th October, 1846. The judge ordered that no member of the
Brethren of Joseph should be permitted to attend and officers rigorously enforced the ruling. Hendrik,
believing he had a special dispensation, put on Gentile clothing ndash the buttons, so recently abjured,
were already awkward to deal with ndash and took his place in the crowd.

Joseph died with the catcalls of a Gentile mob in his ears. And a smile on his face.

Driven out ofNew England , the Josephites followed the path West. The Ute was their scout and
Hendrik their wagon-master. From all over, converts came. The word of Joseph spread. There were
miracles a-borning in the Western wilderness.

Across desert, mountain, river, rock and plain, Josephites made their way. They faced hostile Gentiles
and savage Indians. They were robbed and killed, abused and burned, whipped and battered. Treasured
possessions turned to millstones and were abandoned along the trail. Still, the pilgrims endured. With
each blow, the faith became stronger. Many died singing "The Path of Joseph".

As he travelled, Hendrik often dreamed of the plain he had glimpsed. It was featureless and white,
extended to an unimaginable horizon in every direction. There was no cover, nothing to interrupt the
monotony of the landscape. He saw no other moving, living thing; and yet he knew, with the echo of
Eddy Poe's screams and of the bird-things, that he was not alone. Westward rolled the wagons, ever
Westward ...

VII

UtahTerritory, 1854

Hendrik spurred his horse as the party charged, whooping like wild things. Reins held fast in his left
hand, he leaned over to one side, trailing his torch through the wheat, leaving a wake of fire. Crackling

flames spread and thick smoke drifted from crops that had been painfully wrung from unpromising soil.

He let the torch drop and straightened, urging the horse to plough through an irrigation flue. His steed
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reared up, hooves kicking, and the water-bearing structure ndash adapted from abandoned mining
apparatus ndash collapsed all around them.

The human din was incredible. The party screeched like creatures of Hell and rode at the houses ofNew
Canaan like a stampeding herd.

A blinking Gentile emerged from the nearest building, slipping suspenders up over his shoulders, hair
awry from recent sleep. Brother Carey side-swiped the man as he rode past, pitching him back at his
doorway. As the Gentile's head cracked against his lintel, Carey yelled triumph and wheeled around,
coming back for another pass.

Hendrik saw the pistol in Carey's hand kicking before he heard the shots. Bloody wounds burst out of
the Gentile's chest.

1849

TheUnited States provisionally ceded tracts of stony land to the Brethren of Joseph, but the persecutions
did not cease. In the East and Southeast, Josephites were branded as sacrificers of small children and
hounded out of towns. In the South, Josephites were barred from owning slaves. Congressmen railed
against the Brethren as Devil-spawn. Gentile parsons preached abomination from pulpits.

Hendrik, seeing the bloody footprints the elect left in their wake, came to understand sacrifice. The Ute
led them on and remained at the settlements while Hendrik returned to shepherd the next pilgrims. In the
West, the Brethren discovered the savage force of their new faith.

The blood sacrifices began. Hendrik, trying to rid himself of his dreams, offered up his own blood many
times. When he had to fight for the Brethren, he did so without compunction.

He fought with a greater conviction than ever before. Indians lay in the wake of the wagon trains,
mutilated so their ghosts could never enter the spirit lands. Outlaws were hanged from trees or left where
they fell, rotting warnings for their kind.

Don't tangle with the Josephites, people said, whispering. Many of the malicious stories Hendrik had
heard, he made true. If a Gentile stood in the path of Joseph, it was no sin to shift him with a bullet or a
stone or the razor.

In his own sermons, begun hesitantly but with growing fervour, Hendrik preached that Gentiles were no
better than beasts. He spoke of the fire and the rope, and the debt that could only be paid in blood. For
every drop of Josephite purple, a quart of Gentile blood must be spilled.

As he preached, Hendrik would open his palms with a razor. Many of his congregations followed his
example.

Among the Josephites, an elite arose who carried razors about their persons, always ready for a blood
sacrifice.

Few turned aside from the path. Most of them returned eventually. Apostates were scourged
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righteously.
The blood rose around Hendrik.

Finally, he fell away from the path. The dreams were not blotted out by blood. The Ute's smile seemed
to have become a deathly grin. Hendrik was weighted down by the sacrifices. He fled East and ran into
an old friend.

Baltimore, 1849

Hendrik was afraid the Brethren had despatched their agents, human and otherwise, for him. He could
not see a black hat on the street without running for cover. He kept his razor open in his pocket.

The Ute must have decreed that he be returned to the fold. To the elect, the word of the Ute was as the
word of Joseph himself The brother of the founder could not be allowed to turn apostate. Hendrik was
determined to be killed rather than be taken back to the settlement. One last blood sacrifice.

He considered his options. If he made his way toNew York , he could find passage on a ship forEurope
. The Ute's influence did not yet extend to theOld World . He would make a life for himself inEngland
orHolland . He would die before the Word of Joseph reachedEurope .

But he was being followed.

The streets were full. Elections were a few days away and corner-speakers campaigned furiously
despite the strong winds and soaking rain. Hendrik sensed rather than saw the black hats.

He ducked into Gunner's Hall, a thronged tavern, and there, at the bar, haunted and alone, was Eddy
Poe, coughing over drink. The poet saw Hendrik coming and flinched, but was too drained to run.
Hendrik understood how he must feel.

It was strange; here was the only other man living, so far as he knew, who might understand his plight.

Eddy, hollow-cheeked and poorly dressed, seemed twenty years older. He wore a moustache now.
Hendrik thought his pale face might be powdered. He was living inRichmond , travelling North to deliver
lectures on "The Poetic Principle", reciting his own modestly famous verses.

Over the years, Hendrik had sought out Eddy's work, imagining in the fever dreams and horrors
paraded across the page what the poet must have seen through the spectacles. His tales were crammed
with the unquiet and unforgiving dead, with vast and malignant cosmic entities, with plague and premature
burial. He had to admit Eddy hardly seemed the cheeriest of souls in the pieces published before that
encounter in Samuel's Tavern.

Eddy, for his part, had followed the careers of the Brothers Shatner. Several times, he admitted, he had
felt the impulse to light out for the Josephite Settlement.

The
revellers' coats steamed.

Faces flowed into one another. The crowd grew thicker. Steam spotted the ceiling. The noise increased.
Hendrik tried to stand away from the bar but the press was impossible. More and more people, many in
black, poured into Gunner's Hall like sand. He was wedged tight. Smoky yellow light flooded the room.
Hendrik blinked, water in his eyes.

He still struggled and listened. The noise was a babble; no matter how he tried, he could not focus on
any one voice, or discern any actual words. The sound was human and yet not language, an alien hubbub
akin to the rhubarbing of minor stage players called upon to simulate background noise. But this was not
background, this was deafening.

Eddy tried to speak, but his words were lost, drowned. Hendrik's ears hurt and his body was pressed
against the rail of the bar. Looking into the mirror behind the bar, he saw the crowd had coalesced into
one mass, clothed in a vast patchwork of materials. The morass was dotted with distorted heads topped
by familiar hats. The crowd, one creature, flowed all around, washing against the corners of the room like
water, climbing the walls. Bodies stretched like rubber and merged like melting wax. The level was above
the waist already.

Blood trickled from one of Hendrik's ears. Eddy was being sucked under, a checkered tide slipping
around him. The noise, a painful yammering, smote Hendrik like a cudgel. He could not fill his lungs. His
mouth was full of the taste of sickness. His ribs strained and threatened to stave in.

The mirror bulged outwards, unable to contain such a living mass, and exploded into a million fragments.

The noise shut off and Hendrik was released, falling to the floor. A spittoon overturned, spilling tobacco
slime under his palm.

Wiping his hand on his trousers, he stood.
Eddy, coughing still, clung to the bar as if it were the wheel of a ship in a storm.

They were alone with a roomful of statues, looking out through the smashed mirror onto a familiar plain.
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A thin horizon separated white land from white sky. The remaining spears of mirror fell out of the frame
and scattered across the plain, sucked by an unfelt wind.

The tavern doors pushed inward and the company was joined. A man, his head hooded, staggered in,
arms stretched out, and wound a way between the statues. The dummies represented the drinkers who
had been in Gunner's Hall when Hendrik first entered, posed in attitudes of revelry, grins painted on their
faces, prop tankards lifted.

The newcomer's head lolled unnaturally and Hendrik recognised his brother. Joseph reached up and
snatched off the hood. His face was discoloured and the top of his spine poked out of the skin under one
ear.

A tiny dribble of blood emerged from between
his lips.

Hendrik saw the Ute's broad, black-covered back as he faced down Eddy Poe. The poet looked at the
offered spectacles, then up at the Ute's face.

"Friend," Eddy said, "what can be discerned with these adornments is as nothing set beside what I see in
your eyes."

Eddy turned away and the Ute put his glasses back on. The dummies moved again, voices buzzed all
around.

Joseph and the Ute were gone. Hendrik was jostled.

"Eddy...?"

The poet shook his head but would not turn. In the intact mirror, Hendrik saw Eddy's stricken face. He
looked worse than the apparition of the hanged Joseph. Hendrik backed away, with increasing haste.
People got in the way and he could no longer see Eddy. He turned and ran from the tavern. The icy rain

outside washed away his fear.

A Josephite party would be gathering soon to leave for the Settlement. He would return to the Path.
Only blood could free him.

UtahTerritory, 1854

He pulled hisbowie out of the Gentile's neck-vein and was blinded by the burst of blood. Hendrik shook
his eyes clear and looked into the dying face. He saw nothing he had not seen before. He scored a deep
line across the settler's forehead with his knife-point, then lifted the hair. It came away in a ragged cap.
The light went from the Gentile's eyes.

Hendrik gave voice to a shout of savage victory.

Eddy Poe had been discovered in Gunner's Hall, having been missing for some days, by an acquaintance
who surmised he was deathly sick. He wore ill-fitting clothes believed not to be his own and was in a
semi-conscious state taken for severe intoxication. Conveyed to thehospitalofWashington Medical
College, he babbled constant delirium, addressing spectral and imaginary objects on the walls.

"Tekeli-li, tekeli-li, tekeli-li..."

All around.New Canaan burned. Hendrik had lost count of those he had sacrificed this morning. His
painted skin was crusted with drying blood. Scalps lay strewn in his wake. He did not keep trophies.

When a doctor told Eddy he would soon be enjoying the company of his friends, he broke out with
much energy and said the best thing a friend could do would be to blow out his brains with a pistol.
Raving for a full day or more, he exhausted himself and, quietly moving his head as he said "Lord help my
poor soul", expired.Baltimore newspapers reported that the poet's death was caused by "congestion of
the brain" or "cerebral inflammation".

With Brother Carey, Hendrik hunted down Gentile families. He razored off a mother's eyelids and
forced her to watch as Carey eased his jackknife into her sons' throats. Her anguish was an offering.
Gathering the woman's hair in his fist, he slid his blade around her skull, feeling the razor-edge scrape
bone. He scalped her alive then stove in her brains with his boot-heel.

He yelled to the skies, to his dead brother, to goat-horned Jesus. Blood flowed into the American earth
around his boots. He waded through the rivers of his sacrifices. Fresh water from the prized well ofNew
Canaan would run pink for years.

His war cry choked and he had to catch his breath. Three Paiute braves stood a little way off, watching
the Josephites make sacrifice of the Gentiles. The Indians seemed appalled. The practice of scalping had
been introduced to theAmericas by the French, Hendrik knew. Savagery came from men's hearts, not
their skins.

"From this day," said Crow Who Mourns, the Paiute chief, indicating Hendrik, "you are Bonnet of
Death, killer of women and children ..."

There was no condemnation, exactly, in the Paiute's naming. Bui there was a recognition that Hendrik
Shatner was not of the red man.

"This is a new land," he shouted, a hank of long, bloody hair in his fist, "and we are the new people!"

The Gentiles had been taken by surprise. The men, having invested so many hours of agony in their
crops, tried first to save the fields, leaving their families for the knives and guns of the Josephites. They
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had quickly seen their mistake. There were bloody black hats in the dust and Indians had fallen too.
But Hendrik was invincible. He might have taken another ball in his leg, but he could feel nothing.

Bonnet of Death, killer of women and children, abandoned hisbowie in the chest of an old man and
continued to make sacrifice with his razor. The blade was thick and slippery with blood but its edge was
not dulled.

Animals, freed from pens, ran loose. Josephites put bullets into goats and horses, though the Paiute let
the animals pass. Crow Who Mourns had made treaty with the Josephites because a hard winter had
carried off too many of the animals of the tribe, and he needed to replenish livestock through raiding.
Unheeding pain, Brother Clegg charged at houses, tearing with his hands, scattering stone, uprooting
timbers, felling roofs.

In flashes, Hendrik saw the white plain extending around the burning blotch ofNew Canaan . The plain
could absorb any amount of blood and flame.

The Ute strode through it all, approving the sacrifices, silently killing where he could. Eddy Poe had been
one more sacrifice, important enough for the Ute to take a personal interest. Hendrik understood that the
poet had been some crazed kind of three-fifths genius. The greater the potential that was lost, the greater
the offering. He wondered if men or women of genius had died this morning inNew Canaan . Was there a
child among the dead who would have been a painter, a discoverer, a singer?

In the centre of the nascent town was a half-built church, a raised wooden floor and the skeleton of a
tower. A bell, laboriously conveyed through the desert, stood ready to be hauled up. At intervals,
Josephites would fire shots at the bell, producing an unresonant dinging.

Brother Carey found a preacher, stripped of his collar but still wearing his black shirt, and pinned him
down on the churchless floor, piercing his hands and feet with knife-thrusts. The Josephite had emptied
his gun minutes ago. The preacher opened his mouth ndash to pray? to curse? ndash and Carey jammed
a stone into it. Brother Carey fell upon the Gentile and stabbed him again and again in the belly, ripping
free the ropes of his innards, strewing them across the boards.

Hendrik walked towards Brother Carey and the preacher. As he stepped, he froze. Carey was
distracted by some sound and looked away. Hendrik saw the perfect circle of his black hat for an instant
before its centre became a red splash. Carey fell dead on his still-living sacrifice, his face shot away. At
that moment, timbers burned through and the church tower collapsed like a straw house.

Hendrik went to a crouch, alert, taking cover behind the bell. Someone with a rifle had intervened. He
remembered the horseman of the dawn and, with a dizzying certainty, knew the stranger was Brother
Carey's murderer.

He looked to the fields. They had burned down to stubble. Thinning smoke poured into the air, a veil
over the landscape. Through the gauzy wisps, Hendrik saw the horse and the rider. They advanced
deliberately through the burned fields. Hendrik lost himself in the shimmer, a great tiredness falling upon
him.

It had been forgotten until now; neglected in favour of more personal
killing irons. The gun was heavy in his hand. With his thumb, he eased back the firing hammer.

Gardens,New York . Among the thousands left dead by morning were Chuck Berry, Jackie Wilson,
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Little Richard and Freed himself. A family footnote was the tragic, permanent crippling of the Reverend
Swaggart's cousin, Jerry Lee Lewis.

In the wake of the Tin Pan Alley Self-Regulation Codes, names like Elvis Presley and Carl Perkins
disappeared from the jukeboxes, remembered only by a rising generation of Russian children who,
energised by the anti-war movement of the late '60s, would transform the American rhythms of the '50s
into the all-powerful Sove Sounds of the 70s and beyond.

While the '10s were marked by War and Revolution, the "20s by racketeering and bathtub gin, the '30s
by Depression and the New Deal, the '40s by World Conflict and Swing, and the '50s by the dread
shadow of the unleashed atom, no decade before or since has seemed so uncomplicated and peaceful to
the great mass of the people of America as the 1960s.

Amid the hilarity and fellow-feeling, one should remember Nixon the Statesman. The triumphs of the
Nixon Presidency were epitomised by his swift intervention inCuba in 1962, providing air support for
democratic rebels who overthrew the short-lived regime of the mad tyrant, Fidel Castro. Here we see
American offshore interests triumphant in 1963 as businessman Samuel Giancana reopens the Club
Whoopee,Havana . That noise you hear has been identified as the happy popping of champagne corks.

Out in the desert, something began whining in answer to Burnside's tune. Yorke found himself shivering.

ZeeBeeCee's Nostalgia Newstrivia:

The 1970s

Tonight, giving his first major tele-interview in ten long annos, we have one of the seminal voices, faces
and butts of the '70s. Ask anybody over forty, and they'll be sure to recall that droopy tache, that craggy
grin and that battered balalaika. Nobody embodied the ideals and failings of the dream decade more than
the style-setting, chart-topping, Soviet singer-songwriter, Andrei Tarkovsky.

Born inMoscow on 4 April 1932 ndash he's a moody Aries, fillettes ndash Andrei studied at thelnstitute
ofOriental Languages and the All-Union State Jazz andBluesSchool before taking his first gig in 1954, as
a geological prospector inSiberia . Two long, cold annos rooting through frozen ground provided him
with the material for his autobiographical first album. There Will Be No Leave Today, in 1959. In the
'60s, he was in the mainstream of Soviet pop music, receiving official approval and Union-wide acclaim
for the seminal beetroot beat platters Ivan's Childhood and Ikons. It was only as the wave of the Sove
Sound hit big in the '70s that Andrei became the irrepressible and outrageous rebel he remains into the
'90s.

No matter how gray that moustache, wrinkly those crags or out-of-tune that balalaika, Andrei is still the
genius of gloom, internationally hailed by his nickname "the Purge". Each new departure, new religion or
new marriage hits headlines. Before Andrei sits in the Moscow Mud Pit with our chirrupy interactive
diva, Lynne Cramer, let's listen to his first international colossus, from that atomic year of 1972,
"Solaris"...

"Sooo-laris, oh-oh,

Po-laris, oh-oh, oh-oh,

Watch the mushrooming clouds

Blot out the vanishing crowds..."

Lynne: For poprock fans too young to remember the dim and distant pre-wrinkle days of 1972,
"Solaris" and "Polaris" were the first nuclear weapons used in battle since 1945, deployed by First
Secretary Leonid Brezhnev, who was the Kremlin Top Kat, in answer to the use of scurvy bioweapons
by Mao Zedong, head honcho of the Peep's Republic of China. Andrei-Babe, at the time you wrote and

recorded the song, you were a Red Army reservist. Did this inspire your strong and, at the time, unusual
anti-war stance?
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Andrei: Oh yes, Lynne.Moscow in those days was a wild and crazy city and the young were
pleasure-seekers trailing in the wake of the idols of the day. Petya Jerkussoft was starting his so-called
career and his fans ran riot, spraying his name all over the metro and committing colourful suicide in the
streets. There were those of us who thought them mishkins, but the lotus eaters didn't listen to us. There
was faction-fighting between the fans of trivial pop and those of us who yearned for a more serious,
philosophical approach. They called us the "Glums" and we called them the "Glits". On Soviet Tankmen's
Day we would all head to the shores of theBlack Sea for an open-air concert and always there would be
clashes between Glums and Glits. 1972 was the year it came to a head, with the mass suicide of the
Kamchatka Chapter of Jerkussoff s fan club. As the war inVietnam turned nuke, the cloud of death really
did hang over us all. We Glums were proved correct. There was more to worry about than pimples and
hollow cheeks.

Tragically, many boys who thronged to my concerts did not live out the year. Over a million died on
both sides of the Sino-Soviet border, rendering vast land-tracts uninhabitable for the next century. It was
time to be out on the streets, protesting. We chanted slogans like "Ivan, Come Home", "Hell Niet, Don't
Go to Viet" and "War is Bloody Bad". I first sang "Solaris" at a rally inRed Square and the next day
Comrade Brezhnev, with typical good humour, ordered I be called up and packed off to the killing zone.
He specified that my duties involve searching irradiated areas for dog-tags. A few short annos before, I
was awarded the Tchaikovsky Medal and the Order of Dizzy Gillespie for Ikons and Brezhnev hummed
my tunes when drunk in public. Now I was a dissident, on the dreaded Shit List. I was inspired to write
my great hit song, "The Times, They Are A-Stinking".

Lynne: You never went to the war, though?

Andrei: There was a well-established underground railroad for those who resisted militarisation. Like so
many other evaders, | was smuggled intoFinland . Since I was a public figure, moves were made for my
extradition but I kept moving. I visited the West, though I found it gray and poor and not to my taste. It
was a great tragedy to me to come toAmerica , land of my musical heroes, to find nobody remembered
Chuck Berry or Little Richard or Elvis Presley. All the kids inDetroit andBaltimore were buying Petya
Jerkussoff records.

I continued to record and release material. I played concerts for those in exile. WhenPoland withdrew
from the Warsaw Pact, I shared the stage, for the only time in my life, with the dreary Petya. He insisted
he top the bill, but I showed him up by delivering a twenty-minute encore of "Solaris" that finished as I set
fire to my balalaika and did a cossack dance in the flames. He was too busy crying with shame to best
that. My discs were samizdat, circulated underground in theSoviet Union , but I understand kids would
pass them from hand to hand and listen in defiance of official rulings. Many were executed by the KGB
for crimes no worse than owning a proscribed "Solaris" single. Of course, execution might be thought to
be too lenient for those who wasted their roubles on Petya Jerkussoff platters...

Lynne: About this time, you had a great following. Russian kids copied the way you dressed...

Andrei: We all wore those flared blouses and tight, shiny boots. Tie-dyed kaftans were the uniform of
protest. And the beards, of course. My beard was bigger than all the others, my moustache droopier and
more luxurious. InHelsinki , I found I had lice, picked up in the boxcars I had hidden in during my
escape. I shaved the lot off, all my hair, and the kids copied that too. I was amazed. Everyone trooped
around as if they had already been shipped off toSiberia . The Labour Camp Look was huge. Jerkussoff,
who had to have artificial hair implants to fit in with the previous style, was so livid he developed a
multiple personality disorder.

Lynne: Those were hard times?
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Andrei: Intolerable. Everybody thought the Chins had long-range missiles which could strike atMoscow
,Kiev ,Leningrad . The end of the world was coming. That was why the kids were rebellious. They felt
their parents had gambled away their future. There was no reason not to sleep around, to smoke kif; to
play records loud, to defy authorities, to ride tractors through collective farms at the dead of night.

Boys of fourteen and fifteen were packed off to die inVietnam for a cause they couldn't understand.
There've been a lot of recent Russian books and movies aboutVietnam , trying to make out the suffering
was good for the soul. You've seen theRostov films, about the Stakhanovite veteran who never stops
fighting. Or The Bear Hunter,Dosvidanya,Vietnam , Born on the First of May. All of them are beetroot
mulch.

Back then, we were having to get our real news from the BBC World Service and the Voice of
America. When the Chins came in to support the People's Republic of the North against the People's
Republic of the South, we did not find out for many months. Those over twenty simply did not believe we
were losing. The official Tass line was a succesion of easy victories. But if the victories were so decisive,
why was the war dragging on? Brezhnev even tried to keep the nuclear exchanges quiet.

Apart from the areas poisoned by bug bombs and nukes, theUSSR lost much territory to scavengers.
The Japanese reoccupied Sakhalin in 72 and the Shah spearheaded a drive to seizeTranscaucasia . The
Pan-Islamic Federation got together just asTurkey was invadingGreece and armies of the faithful
"liberated" Albania and subcontinent-sized swathes of Soviet Central Asia. The crescent still flies over
those lands and, though it is always the Greek Christian terrorists who get publicity, tiny guerilla wars
fester after over twenty years, as inSerbia andIreland . Of course, the resources channelled intoVietnam
meantRussia had to duck out of the space race, leaving the stars to the Americans, who turned out to
have no use for them. In 1973, Mao claimed he had won the war just because Brezhnev had fallen from
power. Of course,China was in the middle of its own break-up into semi-feudalism. I deal with all this in
my concept album. The Dragon and the Bear...

Lynne: Is it true that Yuri Andropov personally invited you back to theUSSR ?

Andrei: That's what I heard. Of course I thought it was a trick. To us, the KGB were pigs. It was
rumoured they had death camps for dissidents, deserters and evaders. The Movement was riddled with
KGB Cointerpro spies who would encourage protestors to acts of defiance then turn them in for harsh
punishment. But Andropov knew a dead horse when he saw one and engineered the overthrow of
Brezhnev in 73. His great slogan was "anti-corruption" and there certainly was a change in the Soviet
character in the mid-'70s. I returned toMoscow , and, though interviewed extensively, was not arrested
or assassinated. At this time, I was a Scientologist. Many fans who came to my first concert in
post-BrezhnevMoscow were disappointed that I made the artistic decision not to sing any songs but
chose to play an acoustic accompaniment to texts from L. Ron Hubbard. I was sincere in my beliefs, just
as [ was sincere when I converted to Judaism, Catholicism, Sufism, EST and the Brethren of Joseph.
Searching for truth has always been a part of the Russian soul.

Lynne: How had things changed inMoscow ?

Andrei: I wasn't so young any more. Fashion had passed me by a little. There was a burst of reactionary
music. You remember the kulak rock of 1977, all the spitting and slam-dancing and such. The Sex
Vostoks, Little Vera, that shower. The youth of the day despised the message of peace my generation
wished them to receive. They pierced their noses and cheeks with sharpened vodka bottle caps and
wore surplus Red Army uniforms with radiation burns and bullet holes. My records were still popular
with those of my old fans who hadn't been killed. It was a relief, actually, not to have to pander to
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teenagers. [ was able to follow artistic impulses, to plough my own furrow.

Lynne: Those were the years of your Nostalgia album and tour. Many viewers will remember the
spectacular circus which accompanied that remarkable achievement.

Andrei: I was looking for a way of expanding my vision into a totality of art, to reach beyond the
confines of popular music. I felt my vision demanded the twelve elephants, the banana-shaped dirigible,
the cannons, the dead clowns, the hologram mushroom clouds, the mass tractor pull and the dance of the
duelling chainsaws. InAmerica , I'm still best known for the songs from Nostalgia. I believe that "Looking
Back to the Future Unborn" was recently sampled in a television commercial for a psychiatric health
drive.

Lynne: Indeed, then it re-entered the charts.
Andrei: It's a good cause, and I'm proud to serve it.
Lynne: Among your contemporaries, who do you most admire?

Andrei: Vania Vanianova, of course. The Kulture Kossacks were the only indie band of the early '80s
worth standing in line for.

Lynne: You were married to her?
Andrei: Briefly. Between Sufism and vodka rehab. After the vasectomy but before the cancer ward.
Lynne: What do you really think of Petya Jerkussoff?

Andrei: I suppose he can't hurt anyone. We had a sort of detente. All that' Glum and Glit business seems
antique these days. He was supposed to appear on the Of fret album but had one of his nervous
breakdowns the day before the recording.

Lynne: And Boris Yeltsin?

Andrei: He does about as good a job as anybody does. There might not be much left of theSoviet Union
but we are fairly prosperous, reasonably democratic and culturally in acceptable shape. He hasn't had to
call out the tanks and shell his opponents, unlike your President North, has he? But I'm disappointed by
the Soviets of the '90s. When I think of the good people who died, the struggles and sacrifices, I'm
saddened to see that we have such a trivial, money-obsessed society. Our heroes are not poets and
painters but computer programmers and contraceptive entrepreneursMoscow is a plague of Nostalgia
Boutiques pushing expensive recreations of our fashions from the '70s. I wish I had copyrighted the usage
of the word. The blouses are even baggier, the kaftans more tie-dyed, but it's not the same. These
clothes are clean, for a start. We Russians have turned our backs on melancholy and brainwashed
ourselves into happiness. Happiness is not good for us. We should lead the world; instead we
manufacture more and more useless luxuries Things must change.

Lynne: Andrei, thank you.
Andrei: Thank you, Lynne.

Lynne: No, thank you...

ZeeBeeCee's Nostalgia Newstrivia:

The 1980s

The 1980s was the decade when America woke up and smelled the coffee... only to find you couldn't
get coffee any more. It was a time of crisis and change. In these bloody years, armed criminal factions
known as gangcults carved out fiefdoms, fought wars, levied taxes. Weakened law enforcement agencies
struggled ineffectually with groupings like the Maniax. Emerging from an unholy marriage between the
Unione Siciliane and the Hell's Angels, the Maniax combined the high organisation of an established
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nationwide crime syndicate with the savage brutality of the worst motorcycle gangs.

The government recognised a wholesale breakdown of law and order and took measures to check the
tide of anarchy and violence raging throughout cities and towns. After the Enderby Amendment to the
United States Constitution of 1985, the field of law enforcement was opened to certain private individuals
and institutions, bringing new firepower to the war against crime and a new expression to the language,
the Sanctioned Operative, or Op.

In tonight's Newstrivia seminar, ZeeBeeCee's Brunt Hardacre, co-host of Snitchwatch USA, reminisces
about the lawless days of the so-called Death Wish Decade with Mr Tad Turner, of the nationwide
Turner-Harvest-Ramirez Agency, Mr Elvis Presley, an independent Op whose Hound Dog Agency is
based in Memphis, Tennessee, and Senator Robert Redford of California, recently a stern critic of the
Enderby system.

Hardacre: Hi guys, this is a manly news show for manly men, so kick that goddamn bitch into the kitchen
where she belongs and pop a tube of ice-cold Pivo. Pull up your Lay-Zee-Boy lounger and open the
front of your pants if that belt buckle is cutting into your gut. Feel free to scratch that itch. Go on, get your
nails into it until your balls feel good. I know the bitch says it's disgusting, but she don't understand the
itchy balls phenomenon on account of because she's a chick, right? Anyway, it's not like you got the
preacher or the goddamn bank manager coming round to save your soul. Just get comfortable. You
finished that first brewski? Hey, have another. I bet you're drinkin' Pivo, the high quality beer brewed
from artificial hops by authentic Czechs in the Minneapolis vats of GenTech BevDiv.

You know what would go great with that Pivo? A big plate of Meskin Tortilla Chips slathered in
guacamite. Remember, unless it has the GenTech ChowDiv logo, it's not real Meskin food. Sounds
good? Well, give that troublesome female a yell and clout her until she dang well brings you a plate.
Remember, to the moon, Alice! You're a guy, you work hard all day so she can put her feet up and
watch all the ZeeBeeCee soaps, so the least she can do is bring you some dang chips when you're havin'
a brewski or eight. Am I right or am I righteous? You surely, purely know I am.

Tonight's rap session is going to incite controversy, so feel free to yell at the teevee if what someone says
riles the bejesus out of you. Direct your aggression at the rubberised punching patch to the side of your
screen. Of course, for a monthly surcharge of only $3.50 at 14 per cent interest, you could order the new
GenTech non-shatter screen. Made of high-quality porous plastic, this scans like your regular boob tube
but gives like a punchbag. No longer need you restrain yourself when a whingeing geek comes on to
whine that layabouts on welfare need to be re-educated rather than cattle-prodded. You can let fly with a
good old guy-style haymaker and have the satisfaction of feeling face crunch under your fist without fear
of damaging your knucks or your teevee set. Maybe you've always had a hankering to stick a couple of
good right hooks onto one of those stuck-up Miss Priss newstrivia babes who you just know would
spread 'em for some guy in a thousand-buck suit with a faggy haircut but would ignore a real man like
you as if you were scumdirt in the sewer. Now you can bebop a Lola on that expensive nose without fear
of personal bankruptcy. Call the toll-free number flashing on the vid right now for three months' free trial
period of an abusable screen. If feelings of hostility last for more than 48 hours after you've hit the teevee,
consult your family psychiatrist.

Hell, that's the goddang plugmercials out the way, let's get on with the freakin' show. We got three real
guy-type guys up here today. If the boom mike gets in close, you'll be able to hear their balls clack even
when they're sitting down. First up, is Mr Thaddeus Turner, a founding director of the
Turner-Harvest-Ramirez Agency, the best-known and probably most effective Sanctioned Agency in the
United States. And soon to become international, Tad?
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Turner: Yes, indeed. We're opening T-H-R depots in London, Karachi, Tokyo, Moscow, Paris and the
Antarctic.

Hardacre: So, foreign felons will soon fear the ScumStoppers of your legendary partner, Redd Harvest?

Turner: Yes, indeed. Ms Harvest intends, once she's cleared up outstanding business in the States, to do
a tour of duty supervising the establishment of justice T-H-R style throughout the globe. Incidentally,
Brunt, she sends regrets that she couldn't be here tonight, but she's out tracking down the last few
stragglers of the Southwestern Maniax.

Hardacre: That's the feared gangcult you and the United States Cavalry just totally decimated?

Turner: Yes, indeed. We were proud, as Senator Redford will note, to work closely with federal
agencies on this large-scale, supremely successful action.

Redford: Hrrmph grrmph frrmph.

Hardacre: I'm sure the senator has a deal to say on that point later. But not all Ops work for Agencies
like T-H-R, with their luxury expense accounts, top-of-the-line equipment, vast infonet resources and a
huge staff of back-up personnel. Many Ops have one- or two-man companies and go it alone against
crime and criminals, like the gunfighters of the Old West or the private eyes of the '30s. One such is our
next guest. Colonel Elvis Presley.

Presley: It's a pleasure to be here, suh.

Hardacre: Thank you. Colonel. Some of us have parents who remember your name in a different
context, that of a popular entertainer in the '50s. How did you get from there to here?

Presley: I figure no one really recollects the old days, Mr Hardacre. It was a world of time ago. I went in
the army and turned my thinking around, came out after my hitch was up, didn't like what I saw back in
civvies, and went in again for a 20-year spell. I saw action in Central America. When I retired, [ started
up the Hound Dog Agency. I figured things had changed a whole bunch more, not for the better, but one
man could make a difference. That's what I see as the job of the Sanctioned Op, making a difference.

Turner: Yes, indeed. I'd like to put in that I agree with Colonel Presley. In troubled times, Joe Citizen
rests easier knowing Sanctioned Ops are out there, guarding the walls of civilisation against gangcults at
the gates.

Hardacre: The client list of the T-H-R Agency is a mite different from the sort of folks who go to Hound
Dog. You mainly represent multinats for fat fees or go after fugitives with big bounties on their heads,
while Hound Dog advertises its services to folks with no other resources, widows and orphans and such.

Presley: I'd like to bet a dollar Mr Turner is going to say "yes, indeed".

Turner: Yes, in... ulp. Actually, it's true we service a different sector of the market. Diversity is what
caring capitalism is about, Brunt.

Hardacre: And our third debater is Senator Robert Redford of California, the Golden Boy from the
Golden State.

Redford: Good evening. Brunt.
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Hardacre: I hope the camera crew remembered to take the glare off that grin. Senator. I've a nasty
feeling your teeth just blinded a fourth of our viewers.

Redford: Very amusing. I was led to believe this would be a serious debate.

Hardacre: That's how we are at ZeeBeeCee, Bobby. We're funny as all get-out on a Tuesday afternoon,
but we get to the heart of the issues and dig around until we're comfortable. Since this is supposed to be
Nostalgia Newstrivia, we should start by reminding ourselves what all the fuss was about back in the
'80s. I think it's fair to say the first four or five years of the decade just saw everything in America going
all out to hell in a steam-powered handcart.

Turner: Yes, indeed.

Hardacre: [ knew you'd say that, Tad. We hit 1980 with Spiro Agnew in the White House and the
beginnings of heavy environmental problems. For reasons no one has got around to explaining, the whole
of Middle America was seriously turning into the blighted desert we have these days. Some loons say it's
all uncontrolled emissions from industry and toxic wastes from polluting plants, but that seems mainly to
be anti-corp propaganda spread by dissatisfied eggheads. Others are suggesting that perhaps the climatic
changes are more likely to be caused by uncontrollable cosmic forces. UFOs or whatever. Maybe even
a sneaky plot by the Pan-Islamic Congress or the Central American Confederation to wreck our glorious
ecosystem by pumping in desert germs. A lot of folks at the grassroots believe things like that, though
there are less grassroots around these days.

At the same time, our country's law enforcement infrastructure was showing all the gumption of a
dried-up cow turd. Tribalism became a force in American society and gangcults sprang up all over the
place, at first mostly founded on religious or political splinter groups or simple style decisions. Old
gangcults ndash like the Ku Klux Klan, Satan's Stormtroopers, the Sons of the Desert, the Los Angeles
Crips, and the Amboy Dukes ndash became street-corner superpowers and began to run communities
for their own profit and amusement. In 1984, gangcult-related violence was a bigger killer in America
than lung cancer. New names blazed into the headlines in bursts of semi-automatic gunfire: the Virus
Vigilantes, the Psychopomps, the Frat Boys, the Flying Circus. And the Maniax, a loose confederation of
motorsickle crazies who rapidly absorbed lesser groups and became a bigger, better-equipped, more
dangerous outfit than any other armed force based in the Americas. In 1985, it was estimated the
average family spent as much on self-defence as on food, either by purchasing more of the weaponry that
flooded the market or by subscribing to one of many protection-insurance schemes.

When Spiro Agnew ndash whose name, incidentally, is an anagram for Grow A Penis ndash left office in
'84, it was obvious the Prezz no longer ran the country. Big Charlton Heston, who took up the reins,
announced recovery programmes and moral drives and vowed in his inauguration address to retake
Washington State from the Maniax. We all remember how the Navy seals got whupped by the Grand
Exalted Bullmoose in the Battle of Seattle, the most humiliating defeat suffered by American troops on
American soil since the Brits burned the White House in the War of 1812. At this time, history called. A
true hero emerged from the dust of disgrace to make this country a place you could again be proud to
call your own.

Turner: Yes, indeed.
Redford: Hmnpph grnpph.

Hardacre: I mean, of course, Senator Thomas J. Enderby. A man of vision, a man of courage, a man of
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spirit...
Redford: A man serving twenty years in a re-education programme for gross corruption.
Hardacre: Still a controversial issue, Senator.

Turner: Yes, indeed. I firmly believe Senator Enderby was the victim of a liberal-anarchist conspiracy to
discredit the Enderby System. The Filipino houseboys who brought the accusations against Tom were
never proved...

Hardacre: That case is still under appeal. Tad. We really can't allow you to comment further.

Redford: The only real discredit to the so-called Enderby System is the bloodthirsty kill-crazies who call
themselves Sanctioned Ops. Let's face it, most agencies are licensed gangcults. Take the Good Ole Boys
of the South, whose affiliation to the outlawed Knights of the White Magnolia has been proved by
independent investigation...

Hardacre: Mighty controversial there, Bobby. You're getting ahead of yourself. I reckon from the
feedback in my ear that a fair portion of viewers just bounced a Pivo can off abusable teevee monitors.
Our Death Threat Switchboard is jammed.

Redford: Believe me, I'm trembling with fear. The agencies are so used to gutlessness they always resort
to facile intimidation like this. It underlines my point about the interchangability of the average Op and the
average gangcultist.

Hardacre: You've made your point, I reckon. Tad, could you tell us a bit about how T-H-R got into the
Sanctioned Op business.

Turner: Yes, indeed.
Redford: Yes, indeed. Yes, indeed. Yes, indeed. It's like a broken doll.

Turner: ... Yes, indeed... To answer your question, Brunt, we were aware the Enderby Amendment was
on its way to becoming law. We sought financing from insurance companies, pension funds and other
conservative investment groups. Our reasoning was that most agencies would specialise in local and
specific problems, so we should look at the macro-picture and be an interstate, even international,
organisation. Mr Ramirez and I both had a background in law enforcement; when I was its financial
comptroller, the Cincinatti Police Department showed a profit for the first time in fifteen years, and Mr
Ramirez supervised the re-establishment of the penal colony on Alcatraz Island. We were fortunate, of
course, to land Redd Harvest so early in her career. She was a solo, very much like Colonel Presley, but
we persuaded her of the benefits which would accrue if she worked with a big outfit. She was on the
board almost from the first.

Hardacre: Some say she's just a glamour figurehead. She gets on the cover of Guns and Killing every
month. Since Delia Sheppard played her in that miniseries Redd Dust, she has been the most sought-after
Op of all.

Turner: Yes, indeed. Though I know for a fact that she's not personally a fan of this publicity flack, it's
certainly raised the profile of T-H-R in, uh, unexpected ways.

Hardacre: Actually, Ms Harvest doesn't seem keen on the fuss at all. She's been getting snazz at
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shooting the lenses out of those flying spy newscams. Homer Hegarty, the gorenews commentator, has
brought a personal injury suit against her after a recent injury, has he not?

Turner: Yes, indeed. I have to accept Ms Harvest is certainly more, uh, newsgenic than Mr Ramirez or
myself.

Hardacre: You guys, you're basically Desk Ops?

Turner: Yes, indeed. I'm sorry... what I mean is that it's vital T-H-R have a strategic force. Ms Harvest
1s a hands-on Op, which means she gets photographed for magazine covers or sound-bitten for
newstrivia bulletins. Her skills are certainly as valued in the boardroom and on the field. But you shouldn't
forget the importance of such unglamorous number-crunching aspects of the job as accountancy.

Presley: Man, I wish I made enough to be able to afford an accountant. I just have to help people and
hope to get paid off in home-grown produce. Say, anyone here wanna buy a truckload of powdered
rutabaga?

Hardacre: Do you admire Redd Harvest, Colonel?

Presley: We've met. She's a right purty lady. And a mighty competent Op. Can't say much for her taste
in company though.

Turner: Yes, indeed. While she's out there, ordinary people are safer. That's what woolly headed
politicians never understand...

Redford: At this point, I feel I have to state that I have never brought specific charges against the
individual under discussion. I understand cases are pending with regard to some of her actions, but no
conclusions have been reached.

Turner: Yes, indeed. That's because the scumbags Redd zotzes are usually too dead to complain to
mommy.

Redford: I hope viewers paid attention to the last comment from Mr Turner, because I think they'll find it
revealing about the attitudes of the agencies. As a breed. Sanctioned Ops take to fighting fire with fire so
enthusiastically that we may not have an unburned inch of America left by the turn of the century. Faced
with a genuine problem, the gangcults, we chose not to examine our society to find out why people
allowed gangcults their power but to create a bunch of semilegal vigilantes and turn them loose. Naturally,
the results have rather resembled all-out war than social reform.

Hardacre: Bobby, you say we should send nuns and social workers against Maniax and Psychopomps?

Redford: No, I say we should send nuns and social workers, as you put it, into the NoGos to reach the
kids before they join the Maniax or the Psychopomps. The Policed Zones of our cities have shrunk and
comfortable people have built higher, thicker walls. Things have got unbelievably rough out there. I say
we should extend the basic rights and protections our country used to offer to all its current citizens. We
have to make our own society a thing people want to be a part of because it is fine and just. We cannot
terrorise the people into wanting to be with us. We cannot make the children of the NoGo solid citizens
by pointing guns. Eventually, the "innocent bystander" may go the way of the dodo and America will be
one huge warzone with an entire population of combatants.

Hardacre: And you blame the Ops?
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Redford: No, I blame money-minded munitions manufacturers who, deprived of international markets in
the '70s, flooded America with cheap weaponry, then set about creating stresses in society which
increased the demand for deathware. Now I blame the media, the agencies and the multinats who keep
this intolerable situation running, as the kill-count gets up there with a World War, simply so they can
keep showing a profit. Every corp on the big board has semi-legal subsidiaries which filter product
through to the big customers in the black economy. So-called commentators like Homer Hegarty and,
with the utmost respect, you yourself Mr Hardacre, actually encourage gangcult depradations simply so
you can fill up airtime and shove photogenic explosions between the ads.

Hardacre: Harsh words, Bobby. Colonel, do you have anything to say to refute the senator?

Presley: Gosh, um, uh, a lot of what he says makes sense. If he can make a decent world, I'd be the first
to turn in my gun. I'm getting on in annos and I'd appreciate sittin' on a porch in peace, strummin' a guitar
for the rest of my days. But till then, there's people who need help and can't afford the fancy fees Mr
Turner levies. I'm an independent Op, and I'll stay that way.

Redford: Colonel, you have my word you are not one of the villains I'm aiming to bring down.
Hardacre: That's touching. What about Mr Turner?
Redford: Brunt, as I'm sure you are aware, there are laws of slander.

Turner: They'll only take my guns away from me by prising them from my cold, stiff, dead fingers. Yes,
indeed.

Redford: The only things your fingers ever touch are computer keys, salary-man. My guess is you've
never been shot at in your air-conditioned office.

Turner: Umph grumph...

Hardacre: Hold on guys, let's keep our sleeves down. There you have it, a regular rough-house debate
just like in the old days. Mr Turner thinks the Ops are doing a fine job keeping the filth in their place;
Senator Redford thinks Mr Turner is full of bullstuff; and Colonel Presley is just trying to keep his
customers satisfied. Me, I sleep better knowing my blonde-haired little nine-year-old is protected by
Estevez and Blunt, who have a 100 per cent kill-rate in kidnap cases. If this debate has worried,
disturbed or upset you, get that bitch to haul another six-pack out of the icebox and suck down a couple
more Pivos until the pain goes away.

year, 1994. Liz-Beth Hickling, the look of last year, brings back the people, the places, the faces, the
fashions, the music, the massacres. You haven't yet had time to forget, but we'll remind you all the same.

THE BOOK OF BLOOD
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12 June 1995

In the quiet of the morning, Judge Thomas Longhorne Colpeper uprolled the blinds and took a look at
the peacability. From the window of his study, on the top storey of the clapboard
courthouse-cum-town-hall, he could survey the Main Street of Spanish Fork, Utah, and be satisfied with
the world he had made.

Everything was still except the creaky sign of the Feelgood Saloon, which was electronically jiggered to
waver as if in a breeze even when the wind was down. The town slowly came to life. The scissor-legged
shadow of Christopher Carnadyne skittered across the street like a stick insect as the undertaker took
his morning constitutional. Carnadyne doffed his crepe-ringed top hat to Mrs Dolley Magruder as they
met in the street and exchanged pleasantries. Cash crop farmhands with a bellyful of big bean breakfast
broke out of the Chow Trough and headed off to the fields for a hard day cultivating the Whoopee
Weed. Small children played with dogs. Honest traders opened for business. O'Rourke's Security Goods
offered a special summer price on Kevlar.

The judge was proud of the town. His town. He liked to think of Spanish Fork that way. It was certainly
the way most folks had come to think of the old place. The judge was a contented man. Spanish Fork
was a peaceful community, a friendly town like they weren't supposed to be any more. They had some
laws, but not so many a man couldn't cut loose a little. They had a deep-water well which still ran pure
and was under 24-hour guard. Murder wasn't necessarily a capital offence in Spanish Fork, but stealing
from the well was.

The town had a few deputies who had made names for themselves and decided to settle down. Job
Fiske had been with T-H-R until they'd parted company over his disrespectful treatment of a Japcorp
oyabun, and Matthieu Larroquette had made the cover of Guns and Killing when he'd brought in the
serial killer Hector "Chainsaw" Childress in Albuquerque, New Mexico.

This time,
Spanish Fork was ready for whatever varmints came out of the Des, sniffing after the precious nectar.

In town, he
walked everywhere, tireless. The first biker who thought the pedestrian deputy would be easy meat soon
learned about the kick Larroquette packed in his amended arm. Things were so quiet, the judge could
almost hear the jingling of Larroquette's spurs.

picturesque gallows with facilities to handle five customers simultaneously.
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Just now, Colpeper only had one set of guests to be bothered with and he had a sense that they could
be handled.

A couple of the hardier boys and nancier girls from the Pussycat Palace had gone back to the Katz for a
little Strenuous Recreation with the ganggirls.

The judge had a warm glow as he imagined the fun the boys and girls must have had and still be having in
and around the shower units, hot tubs and water-beds of Herman's Party Cabins. They wouldn't be too
competent at trouble-making, at least until suppertime.
