It had been designed to promote
communication and understanding between various species, to
prevent unnecessary conflict.

Unfortunately, not all conflict was unnecessary.

While most on Babylon 5 remained unaware that the first skirmishes
of a great war had already taken place, the influence of that coming
war spread all around them. Here the early stages were fought
quietly, in microcosm. Intelligence was gathered, alliances formed,
alliances broken. Plots and counterplots were launched, some
successful, some not. The mages deception would be among them.

Yet this could be no ordinary deception.

The mages were more powerful and advanced than any but the
Vorlons and the Shadows. Over their history, the mages had



performed successful deceptions on members of nearly every
intelligent speciessave the Vorlons and the Shadows. Techno-mages
were adept at manipulating perceptions, at influencing thoughts, at
using the desires of others for their own ends.

Yet Elric could not manipulate the perceptions of the Shadows, when
they could penetrate his illusions. He could influence their thoughts
only crudely, with the limited knowledge he had of them. He hoped,
at least, he knew their desires, for in those lay his only chance of
success. And he must succeed, for the survival of the mages
depended on it.

Elric looked to Muirne and Beel, who stood beside him. They were
both only in their forties, yet they too had been weakened by the
loss of their places of power. Their weakness was less severe, since
they had been connected to their places for a shorter time, yet he
could see new signs of aging in them. The roots of Muirnes blond
hair were going prematurely grey, and Beels eyes seemed to have
withdrawn into shadowed hollows.

They stood before the large window at the front of the passenger
compartment, drawing attention to themselves without seeming to do
so. All three wore black robes, and to make himself even more
conspicuous, Elric had chosen the robe Isabelle had given him,
curving silver and copper cords adorning the front in a bold pattern.
In the crook of his arm he cradled his staff. It was short, in the
ancient fashion, only three feet long and of a dull, unadorned silver.
He wanted to make sure they were recognized by as many as might
have memory of them. Once the transport docked, the news that
mages had arrived must spread quickly through the station. Elric
anticipated their strategy would be successful, for the other
passengers shot them nervous glances and kept their distance.

We have only fifteen minutes until our arrival, Muirne said.

Elric gave a grim nod, shifting his attention to the images in his



minds eye, which he knew the others watched as well. Through
Babylon 5s security cameras, he saw Alwyn and Carvin loitering in
one of the stations less reputable bazaars, among the crowds and
noise. They were disguised with full-body illusions as Drazi, covered
with thick grey scales, wearing coarse tunics and pants, and purple
scarves about their necks. Although Elric and his two companions
would be the first mages to officially arrive on the station, nothing
was as it seemed. Alwyn and Carvin had arrived a day earlier, in
disguise.

Through another camera, Elric monitored an empty corridor on the
station. To the left stood a door that remained stubbornly closed, a
door that must open before Elric arrived. It marked the room where
the Drazi Rabelna Dorna stayed.

The plan had been for Alwyn and Carvin to encounter Rabelna the
previous night and leak information to her. She was a thief and spy
who operated out of the station, and in recent months, she had
made several trips to the Thenothk system. After each trip, her bank
account grew significantly. She was the perfect vehicle through
which to convey a certain piece of news to the Shadows.

Alwyn and Carvin were to contrive for her to overhear them
speaking. Since, to all appearances, techno-mages had not even
arrived on the station, no deception would be suspected.

Yet last night, as Alwyn and Carvin had entered a bar where
Rabelna gathered information, a fight had broken out between
members of two Drazi factions: one wearing purple scarves and the
other wearing green.

The Draz had arrived at the end of their five-year cycle, and as
custom required, they had split themselves into two groups by
drawing scarves of either purple or green from a great barrel. For
the next year they would fight, and when the fighting ended, the
winning side would take over for the next cycle. Their custom was



mindless, pointless, the seeds planted long ago by the Shadows. In
a small way, it reflected the very conflict that would soon envelop
them all.

Alwyn and Carvin, wearing purple, had been drawn into the fight,
and had barely escaped being rounded up by security personnel.
Rabelna had retreated to her quarters, and had not emerged since.
The information had not been delivered.

Elric had not yet stepped foot on Babylon 5, and already his plan
had gone awry.

If Rabelna did not receive the information until after mages had
arrived on the station, she might suspect it. Even if she did not, her
clients on the rim surely would. The information must not be tainted
by the shadow of suspicion.

Elric watched the empty corridor, the closed door. She went to the
bazaar every day at the same time. Yet today, she had failed to
emerge. And he had no idea what she was doing within.

One of their greatest weaknesses in operating out of Babylon 5 was
a lack of information. Their knowledge of the station and those who
lived on it wasnt as extensive as it might be, for no mage had taken
the station as a place of power. The fates of the previous Babylon
stations had deterred interest, and this fifth station had not existed
long enough to prove itself worthy of a mages lifelong commitment.

The mage most closely associated with the station was Muirne. She
had visited a number of times, though never revealing her identity.
She had tapped into security, communications, and other systems
soon after the station went on-line, but had never bothered to plant
probes of her own. The primitive cameras used by station security
provided superficial background information, though little more.
They were limited to public areas and offered only rudimentary
visual and audio functions.

Yet the Circle had chosen Babylon 5 as the false gathering place in



the belief that the Shadows would not make a direct attack in such a
public setting. While the Shadows powers were great, they would not
want to reveal their abilities here. However, a more subtle attack was
certain, and indeed necessary if Elrics plan was to succeed.

Whether the Shadows themselves were on Babylon 5, Elric did not
know. On Zafran 8, Galen had learned that techno-mage sensors
sometimes showed the Shadows as anomalous bodies of static. The
mages must search for these. He only hoped they would find none.
For if Shadows moved freely on the station, his deception would
almost surely fail.

Their main chance of success lay in the Shadows inclination to work
quietly, through puppets. That best served Elrics purposes.

The Shadows had another trait that could work to the mages
advantage. They were arrogant. Sending Kells body to Selic 4,
revealing that they knew where the mages were gathering but still
need not strike, demonstrated that arrogance. They believed they
could exterminate the mages at any point. Elric hoped their
confidence unjustified.

Yet it would not be, if they had made allies of any of the fifty mages
within his group. Before leaving Selic, Elric had warned the fifty that
they might be required to give their lives. None had objected. He
believed he had chosen wisely. Yet how could Elric be sure that one
among them would not have second thoughts, would not resent the
fact that he might be asked to die so that the rest could live?

The Shadows must be
convinced that they had killed all the mages, or there would likely be
no escape for any of them.

It had been some years since Elric had orchestrated so elaborate a
deception. Of course, he had never outwitted such a sophisticated
enemy, nor had the stakes ever been so high. Yet the principles
remained the same. The best deception was elegant and seemingly
effortless, like a simple sleight of hand, a shell game. All the
elements must be set up in advance, everything prepared, perfectly
practiced and timed. Once the plan was set in motion, it must allow
only a single, inevitable conclusion.

To the targets of the deception, events must seem to be under their



control, when all along they were being directed, ideas planted in
their minds, actions anticipated and used. Elric had quickly
determined who on Babylon 5 might serve the mages purposes, and
had examined their records, their activities, gathered information to
shed light on the secret darkness of their hearts. Some mages
operated on instinct, or learned to read body language or voice
inflection. For Elric, history was everything. Know a mans past, and
you would know his future.

History suggested that Rabelna Dorna would go to the bazaar. And
yet, she had not emerged.

She reached into her
pocket, activated a small recorder.

Alwyn took Carvins arm, lowering his voice. | have a better idea.
Rabelna inched closer. The Zekhite will arrive here in ten days to
take the techno-mages away. When the ship comes, we can lead the
Purples of Babylon 5 in an attack. Teach Captain Vayda and those
Greens a lesson.

Thats brilliant! Carvin said. Lets find the Purple leader.

They began to walk away, and Rabelna deactivated the recorder,
the grey scales of her face twisting with a sly smile. She looked
curiously after Alwyn and Carvin.

To follow their progress, Elric accessed one of the security cameras
in the bazaar, continuing to maintain his connection with the probe
on the stall. The two images appeared side by side in his minds eye.

Alwyn and Carvin didnt get far. They ran into a trio of Purple Draz,



who were staring down a group of Green Drazi across the
marketplace. The Purples, encouraged by the increase in their
numbers, slapped Alwyn on the back and headed toward the
Greens, eager for a fight.

Never one to undertake an illusion with anything less than one
hundred percent commitment, Alwyn took the lead.

Il be moving up my trip, she said in perfect English. |
need to leave immediately. Do you have anything for me?

Elric relaxed a bit. Shed embraced the deception completely. Their
first step had been successful. News that the techno-mages had
hired a Drazi freighter, the Zekhite , would reach their enemies when
she did. Records would show it could carry over five hundred,
promoting the illusion that all five hundred mages were leaving
together from Babylon 5.

That was one of three means of transportation Elric had arranged
for their departure. In the shell game of his deception, the shells
were the three ships, the mages the pea hidden within one of them.
The second ship was an Earth transport, the Tidewell . It too was
scheduled to arrive in ten days and could carry five hundred
passengers. The mages had purchased it under the name of a false
holding company Alwyn had long ago established.

Then he pushed himself out
of his coat, laid it over Blaylock. If Blaylocks tech wasnt restored
soon, so that his organelles could operate, Galen didnt know if he
would survive.

Galen believed GLeel had to be dead, but he made his way over to
her, hoping that Elizar merely thought him concerned. Shed been
holding her gun the last time hed noticed.

He
appeared unarmed. A sign of his arrogance. Still, Galen was in no
condition to overpower him without a weapon.

You dont know how glad | was to find you were here, Elizar said.



The feeling was mutual.

Elizar sat. Youre injured.

Galen met his gaze. Your plan is to kill us all, is it not?
Not if you will join me.

Galen couldnt help it; he started to laugh. His side spasmed like a
fist and he clutched it, gasping. He supposed he was in shock too.
How can you possibly imagine that | would ever, ever join you?

Elizar leaned forward, his dark blue eyes intent. Do you remember
when we spoke before? You were right. You said | must tell you what
| uncovered. That | must give you evidence. | could not tell you then.
But now | can.

Galen breathed lightly. You mean you didnt want to tell me then.
Unless | swore loyalty to you.

| feared you would tell the Circle. | didnt want Kell to find out all | had
learned. If only Id known that he had contrived for me to learn it. He
wiped a hand over his mouth. In any case, | am permitted to tell you
Now.

It serves your purpose to tell me now, Galen said.

The evidence that what | say is true, Elizar said, exists within your
own body, in the very fact that your tech is no longer under your
control.

| dont care what you found. Youre a butcher, and youre in
partnership with butchers.

Elizar looked toward Blaylocks limp body. You wont care so much
about him when you know the truth. | told you that the Circle has lied
to us. They have kept the truth from all of usa truth we deserved to
know before initiation, a truth that has put us in the middle of this war
and has now brought us to the brink of destruction.



There was a secret, Galen knew. Elric had refused to tell him. Alwyn
had discovered it somehow, and had believed the rest deserved to
know. Galen had thought it a secret of power, a secret that might
help the mages fight the Shadows.

But Galen no longer cared to know. He just wanted the tech and all
its blazing energy restored to him so he could crush Elizar. So he
could crush the Shadows. So he could end this.

Elizar studied him. You and | have often spoken of the Taratimude, of
their brilliance in inventing the tech. We marveled at how lucky we
were, to be the inheritors of their wisdom, the recipients of these
implants that grant the power to make dreams manifest, to create
beauty and magic and do good. We mourned the death of the
Taratimude, and of their knowledge of the tech.

But the histories we have read are inaccurate and incomplete. The

| learned this from Kells own files. It was part of the information he
wanted me to have, the same information given to each mage
elected to the Circle. It is the legacy of Wierden. He let out a heavy
breath. Throughout our history, it has fallen to the line of Wierden to
meet once every three years, before each convocation, with the
agents of the Shadows, just as Wierden herself did a thousand
years ago. As the latest representative of her line, Kell performed
that task. He would meet with a Drakh, who would hand over the
implants and chrysalises we needed. The Circle does not hold the
secret for replicating the tech, as theyve told us. They have no idea
how it is made.

Galen remembered his tribute to Wierden, how he had admired her.
If Kell put that in his files, then he lied. He was manipulating you.

| observed him. Six months before the convocation that saw us
initiated, he met with a Drakh. He gave this Drakh DNA samples of all
the apprentices who were to receive their chrysalises, and all who
were to receive their tech.

Others were opaque, carved with runes. | saw him, when he
arrived on Soom, turn those boxes over to Elric. | saw those opaque
canisters, carved in runes, in the very tent where our tech was
implanted.

But this would make everything Elric
had ever said, everything hed ever done, part of one huge lie.

Galen had seen the canisters himself, each holding the tech for a
new initiate.

Yet at the same
time | still loved the mages, and | wanted them to continue.

At the same time,
they forbade any of us from studying the tech, to prevent us from
discovering the similarity between it and the ancient technology of
the Shadows, to prevent us from discovering their hypocrisy. That is
why Burell was treated so harshly.

But even so, their secret has not been completely secure. A few
years ago, one of the mages did discover it, and when he went to
the Circle, they told him he would be flayed if he shared his
knowledge.

Galen could keep silent no longer. Who was it? he said, knowing the
answer and praying Elizar did not.

Elizar gave a truncated laugh. Alwyn. | cant imagine how he found
out. Doesnt seem like hed have the time, with his busy schedule of
drinking and womanizing. Yet somehow he did.



It all fit. Galen answered absently. Alwyn knows the language of the
Taratimude better than anyone. He taught it to me. Alwyn must have
discovered the secret in some of the ancient writings.

There were too many elements of truth in Elizars lie. Galen could not
find the lie in it. Everything Elizar had told him when theyd last met
had proven to be true.

He used the pain to gain focus, to
find his equilibrium. So you decide who must be sacrificed. And you
serve as executioner.

Perhaps?

| believe that the survival of the mages is more important than
anything. More important than a single life. Dont you?

You seem much more willing to sacrifice others than yourself.
| convinced the Shadows to spare you.

Galen wanted to throw himself at Elizar. You should not have. He
lowered his head, again looking for the gun. If all youve said is true,
you could have told the mages, forced the Circle to admit the truth.
We could have worked together to formulate a plan. Instead, you
kept silent, so your initiation would not be jeopardized. You went
alone, to gain knowledge and glory. You could decide later whether
your allegiance was to the Shadows or the mages. After you learned
how much power the Shadows would give you. After you obtained
the secrets that would allow you to overthrow the Circle and take
their place.

Elizars jaw tightened. | had to move quickly and quietly. Agents of the
Shadows were everywhere. One was even at the convocation. | had
the knowledge. Whom better would you send?

The more truth Elizar told, the angrier Galen became. He fixed Elizar
with his gaze. What else have you done for the Shadows, to gain
their trust and learn their secrets?

At the turn in the conversation, Galens heart began to pound, and
he found he was suddenly afraid.

The Shadows offered them a
technology that would give them great power, make them great
warriors. The Taratimude accepted. Many fought for the Shadows in
the last waranother dirty secret. But after that war was done, the
Taratimude returned to fighting amongst themselves. They



destroyed one another. That is the great cataclysm that befell them,
which has been so shrouded in mystery.

What the Shadows did not tell the Taratimude, and Wierden came to
realize only after the destruction of most of her race, was that the
tech they had been given was not simply an advanced system of
energy and control. It had been designed and programmed with a
specific purpose in mind. As the Shadows promote war and chaos,
they created the tech to do the same, to create an army of warriors,
agents of chaos who would bring death and destruction wherever
they went.

Galens hand was gripping his side so tightly his arm was shaking.

Havent you wondered why mages are so quick to anger? Why we
fight so often amongst ourselves? We cant even live together. The
urge to fight is programmed into us. We are meant to attack others,
to defend ourselves when threatened, to survivethrough the healing
power of our organelles injuries that would kill others. To be nearly
invincible forces of destruction.

Galens mind jumped from one memory to the next, finding
connections where hed never seen any before. When hed felt
threatened by Elizar at the convocation, his first instinct had been to
use his chrysalis to attack with overwhelming force. After the
initiation, his body had raced with the techs energy. The agitating
undercurrent relentlessly urged him toward action. Each time he
used the tech for attack, he felt its eager echo. Whenever he was in
danger, he felt its driving need to strike out.

Since hed agreed to flee with the rest of the mages, to repress his
desire for revenge, hed been fighting both himself and the tech.

On Selic 4, he had been unable to
hold it in any longer, and had destroyed Elizars chrysalis. Hed been
so consumed with the urge to destroy that to regain control, hed had



to turn the energy against himself, repeatedly.

Out in the tunnel, as hed cast spell after spell of destruction, the
tech had sung inside him, the energy flowing more easily than ever
before, as if that was what the tech had been meant to do. As if that
was what he had been meant to do.

Elizar nodded, clearly seeing the recognition on Galens face.

Its something about your
spell language, about the way you think.

It
formed the fundament upon which their powers were built, the basic
truth of what they were. Take away the flourishes and misdirection,
the staffs and cloaks and circles of stones, and all that remained
was vast, destructive power.

The ability to listen to the Shadow communications also lay in a one-
term spell, a basic postulate. Of course the Shadows would give
their servants a simple method for communicating with them.

The tragic, horrific enormity of it struck him. The Circle took children
and trained them and taught them and implanted into them the
seeds of anarchy. They transformed apprentices into agents of the
Shadows, and called them techno-mages. And as the programming
of destruction spread through the initiates bodies, the Circle
demanded obedience to a Code that opposed their basic natures.

The mages will all
die within the hour, unless you help me stop it.

Galens heart jumped. Im to believe this because you tell me?

Elizar frowned, impatient. They know you warned the mages not to
board the Zekhite . But the mages have another plan, and the
Shadows have discovered it. The mages ship will be destroyed,
along with all those aboard.

If Elizar spoke the truth, then Galens message had not saved Elric.
All those on Babylon 5 would die. Yet how could he know if that was
true? Elizars revelations had been designed to gain his trust. Now
could be the perfect time for a lie.

And the perfect time, at last, for Elizar to make his demand.
Galen spoke evenly. How do you propose | stop it?

You must pretend to join with the Shadows, as | have. Theyve given
up any hope of alliance with the mages now; Elric turned down their
final offer. But if | can prove to them that Ive turned you, it will
reawaken their hope. They will believe that | can turn more. You
must tell them that the truth has killed your loyalty to the mages.
That you realize you owe the Shadows your allegiance. They have
promised that if | gain your alliance, they will postpone their plan to
kill the mages.

Im not a fool. | doubt them. But | know that they still desire us as
allies.

And they will simply let the mages run off to their hiding place.

They will, if you tell me its location. That is the only way to convince
them you are truly their ally. With that single piece of information, we
can stop our orders destruction and gain time. In that time, we can



learn the secret of the techs creation. As Elizar spoke, his face grew
animated, his mouth rising in a slight smile. And if we cannot learn it,
perhaps with your power we can force the Shadows to reveal it.
