Prologue

A flood of refugees has made it possible to raise armies at bargain prices. Just when the Episcopal Church is ruled by an obsessed Patriarch confident that he is the divine instrument meant to expunge heresy and crush unbelievers so all mankind can enjoy Gods grace and salvation. As others have done, overlooking the fact that an omnipotent God can handle those sorts without mortal assistance.

The influx of the displaced causes instability everywhere. No one is concerned about the problem. No one sees the problem except at the local level, where folks grumble about the increase in crime and violence, compared to the good old days. Their response to theft or violence is often ferociously violent itself.

Wars are being fought every day, even where armies are not on the march. And wars within wars. And wars behind wars.

There is the endless struggle on behalf of God, the war for heaven fought on earth. It is the war that never ends because the divine touches no two minds the same and few men credit any revelation but their own.

There is the war for daily survival in a world with neither the means nor any philosophical inclination to make abundant resources commonly available.

And there is the incessant, silent war against the Tyranny of the Night. This most deadly and most vile of wars is the struggle least well known. Not one man in five hundred becomes aware of the conflict, yet to be born is to become a conscript in the struggle with the Instrumentalities of the Night. On one side or the other.




1. Caron ande Lette, in the End of Connec

The enemy came out of the forest on the Ellow Hills, sudden as a spring squall. There had been no rumor of their coming. Brock Rault, the Seuir ande Lette, thought they were bandits when the first handful appeared. Then his conscience threw up the fear that they might represent Tormond of Khaurene. The Duke of the End of Connec had forbidden the construction of new fortifications except under ducal charter. Unfinished, Lette was just the sort of fastness that Tormond had proscribed.

King Peter, whose queen was Duke Tormonds sister, was now a protector of the Connec.

Yes. So?

Are you going to preach to me, Master? Count Raymone was intimidating. He was tall, lean, dark, and seemed older than his twenty-four and a half years. He had a long scar over his left eye that made him look more ferocious than he was. Swollen and discolored, it was still healing.

Brother Candle raised a brushy gray eyebrow. Id rather you call me Brother.

I have Maysalean evangelists in my family, Brother. I recognize the light in your eye that means a bout of holy instruction is due to begin. The Count was known for his sardonic sense of humor.

Brother Candles other eyebrow jumped up. Then he chuckled.

That wont work, either, Brother. I feel no need to be your pal. You people are transparent manipulators.

Brother Candle gave up. Count Raymone would give him no foothold. It was too late, anyway. Hells tendrils had been creeping into the End of Connec for years. Illtempered time had begotten evil pups.

He snorted. A Seeker After Light, a Perfect, did not entertain such conceits as Hell. Hell existed only in the Episcopal mind. The more primitive Chaldarean cults, on the far reaches of the world, believed in an Adversary but not in a Pit of Eternal Torment. Spirits of tree and river and stone were real. Things that lay in wait in the dark were painfully real and still found even in lands where the ruling faith officially denied them. Even in the End of Connec, which had been acclaimed as tame since the days of the Old Empire, night things were hidden away. The little ones remained where theyd always been, in the forests, in the mountains, in ancient stone circles ignorant people thought had been erected by giants.

They avoided notice because in the End of Connec they were far from any source of power. They would never grow into anything more terrible than what they were. They avoided notice because whenever their presence became obvious Episcopal spirit hunters came to destroy them.

Bigger things of the Night were bound into statues or stones and buried beneath crossroads, or into magical swords or enchanted rings seldom used because they were inherently treacherous, or into the tombstones and gateway arches of old-time pagan cemeteries. Such few as had survived the cleansing unleashed by the sorcerer-captains of the Old Brothen Empire.

Anna handed him his winter cloak. It was heavy for the season but would keep him dry during the ride to the Chiaro Palace. She kissed him. Ghort chuckled. Skinny old Polo averted his gaze and reddened.

The horsemen came up. Hecht recognized none of them. No doubt their loyalties lay with Pinkus and his sponsor, Principate Bronte Doneto. But Hecht had no reason to mistrust Ghort. No reason to be uncomfortable with the situation.

Ferris Renfrow was a sinister figure close to the Grail Emperor. He had been close to Lothars father, Johannes, as well. Renfrows work in the shadows had made Johannes Blackboots powerful and kept his fragile successor free of challengers now, within the Empire and without.

I know you dont pay attention to anything but Anna and your job. Word is, the marshes are drying up.

Principatè Delari could tell you. He has priests all over sending in reports about the changes going on.

Like the ice and snow piling up in the high mountains. Like the water level in the Shallow Sea dropping the height of a man. So that all those marshes up there are draining out and drying up. And freezing over permanent on their northern side.

That makes sense. I guess. It wasnt obvious when I left.

Ghort shrugged. He did not much care about changes going on a thousand miles away. He did not have that kind of mind.

Piper Hecht was glad the man he was around most was shallow and self-absorbed. When talk grew uncomfortable he could divert it just by mentioning wine or the hippodrome. Ghort and the grape got on much too well. And the hippodrome preoccupied most everyone in season.

So whats special about this killer? What makes him a celebrity?

Brothe was the worlds second largest city, first honors going to Hypraxium in the Eastern Empire.

Hypraxium enjoyed a thoroughly decadent reputation. But Brothe had its dark side. Murder was a fact of life. Law was mostly a private matter.

Some murders always fell outside common understanding.

I cant tell you anything more than I have. I dont get out to find out what the poor and the squatters are saying these days. I just know people are scared. And the Collegium wont take it seriously.

Is it like when the soultaken were here? That part of his past Hecht understood only because his current mentor, Principatè Delari, had taken pains to find out what he could about those divinely possessed butchers. Which had been very little.

They just killed people to make money to get by till they could do whatever it was that their managing Instrumentalities wanted done.

Only the soultaken knew they had been elected by their gods to destroy a mortal those Old Ones called the Godslayer, a slave-soldier of far Dreanger. Else Tage, one of the most capable captains among the Sha-lug. Sent to Firaldia by Gordimer the Lion on behalf of the Kaif of al-Minphet, to blunt Sublime Vs lust for new crusades.

Else Tage never learned that he was a target of ancient gods. He did suspect that the Instrumentalities of the Night had a marked interest in him, however. With only the vaguest notion why.

Else Tage survived the soultaken. Else Tage now wore the name Piper Hecht. He had risen amongst the Episcopal Chaldareans to become Captain-General of the armies being raised by the one man most determined to loose fire and sword upon the Unbelievers of the Holy Lands.

Piper Hecht would have been more comfortable if those few were fewer still.

Hecht said, Pinkus, you see Doneto all the time. Does he have any idea whats going on inside Sublimes head? Will he want Clearenza punished?

Why are we going this way, Pinkus? Especially on a rainy day?

They had entered an area of tenements so closely crowded that two horsemen could not pass in opposite directions. The unpaved streets were slick and deep in a mix of manure and human ordure. It made sucking noises when the horses lifted their hooves. Water filled their hoofprints instantly.

Half a minute later Hecht emerged into a small square. Those who had preceded him were looking round warily, weapons drawn.

Something besides the shit stinks, Ghort declared. Ogier and Aubero have disappeared. Those assholes.

I deduced as much when I saw your blade bare to the weather.

Polo will rub the rust out. Thats what he gets paid for. That and for spying on all of us for Paludan Bruglioni.

Polo overheard. He did not protest. Ghort never showed any concern for his feelings.

Ghort gave orders. Men dismounted and moved out along the walls facing the square and its central cistern. The emptiness of the square was not a good omen. Ghort muttered, I never shouldve taken those two into the lifeguard.

Who? Hecht asked.

Ogier and Aubero. Twins, would you believe? From back home. They had a letter of introduction from my uncle Orisim. I shouldve listened to my gut instead of figuring I owed family.

A nasty bumblebee whir silenced Ghorts lament. Like Hecht, he dove aside. He had heard the distinctive thunk!  of a crossbow. He splashed and rolled and got behind the only available cover, a wooden pillar scarcely seven inches wide.

I dont know. Im glad it did. Though Im sorry about Polos arm.

No shit. Hold still, goddamnit! Garnier! Arnoul! Get those damned horses under control! Aarons Hairy Balls! Theyre worse than kids. You have to tell them everything.

Piper Hecht burst into laughter.

What?

Grade Drocker said the same about you not that long ago.

When? I was always a self-starter.

When we were in the Connec. At Bishop Serifss manor, besieging Antieux.

That was different. You didnt want to stick your neck out around those Brotherhood of War assholes.

They didnt care what you did, it was fucked up. You were always wrong just because you didnt belong to their crazy man club.

Pinkus Ghort always had an answer. It might not ring true or make sense, but he had one.

The corpse, Hecht reminded gently.

Izzy. Buchie. Search the dead guy. And dont pocket anything. It could kill you later. Softly, he said,

They wouldnt take nothing, no how. Theyre all guys from out in the sticks. So superstitious and scared of the Night itll be a miracle if they keep it together now long enough to find the kind of priest wholl pretend to pull the imaginary supernatural leeches off them.

Ghort was exaggerating. That was a matter of course. But Hecht had run into people who were that afraid of the hidden world. People who could not draw a breath without praying and calculating how much attention that might draw from the Instrumentalities of the Night.

Brothe being the Holy Mother City of the Episcopal strain of Chaldareanism, its streets ever boasted floods of religious pilgrims. Many were the sort who held intimate discourse with their deity every waking moment. They wandered in a perpetual daze, babbling constantly.

God must find them annoying. They suffered more misfortunes than the less devout.

Ghort helped Polo onto his mount. Sensitive to the Night, the animal grew skittish. Men, forced to walk because their mounts were carrying a dead sorcerer, a wounded ambusher, or had run away, kept Polos horse under control.

Polo was incoherent.

He needed a healing brother. Soon.

Pinkus Ghort did not dispute possession of the prisoners. Just let me have one healthy one, Pipe. A trophy. So I dont have to listen to Principatè Doneto bark.

Take your pick. Take two if you want. Hecht was confident that nothing useful could be gained from any of the prisoners. Thatll ease my budget. Working for Sublime, even indirectly, included an endless, thankless, continuous scramble for money. The Patriarch had no comprehension of economics. He could not be made to understand that he had to have income if he wanted to spend. He resented any effort to explain by those whose wages had to be paid and whose costs had to be underwritten.

He was one of the varlets managing their animals. But he didnt do much work. He kept sneaking off to hang out in low places. So he was a shirker. Or a spy. I figure spy. A shirker wouldnt get away with it for long.

You listening, Pinkus?

Plenty. You want to keep him? Ill take the other two.

We do have better interrogators here.

Let me know what you find out. Look, I came after you for a reason. The screaming high shits really do want to talk about Clearenza. Now.

Being Captain-General had its perquisites. A dozen varlets and stablemen came for the animals and prisoners and casualties. Ghort lied to them. The guy with the bad arm is related to Principatè Bruglioni.

See he gets treated like it.

Polo did come from the Bruglioni household, originally, and likely continued spying for them. But he was a hireling. Even so, invoking the name of one of the Five Families got results.

Ten minutes later, Hecht entered a room he found depressingly familiar. Each time he visited, it was to face irate members of the Collegium, the Princes of the Church. This looked like no exception. The dozen most powerful Principaèes had gathered. A bitter squabble was under way, along the usual political lines. The one friendly face he saw belonged to Principatè Delari.

About damned time! Principatè Madisetti bellowed. Where the hell have you been? We sent for you hours ago.

And the Cologni Principatè wanted to know, Why do you have to come here filthy, smelling like a dung heap?

Strange bedfellows. Always. Piper Hecht now worked for Honario Benedocto, the Patriarch Sublime V.

The Benedocto were sworn enemies of the Bruglioni. This decade. The Madisetti had marched shoulder to shoulder with the Benedocto for a generation.

The Captain-General was immune to most of the feuding. He was not supposed to be part of city politics, only Church politics. Though the former became the latter at every Patriarchal election.

He turned his back on Donel Madisetti. He addressed details of the ambush to Principatè Bronte Doneto, the Patriarchs cousin. And one of Sublimes few friends.

Doneto asked, Why would these men want to kill you?

Hecht shrugged. That will become more clear once, we know who they are.

Donetos gaze shifted to Pinkus Ghort. Ghort said, I dont have any ideas.

Youll have to answer for the men who led you into the ambush. Meaning that, while Ghort was beholden to Bronte Doneto already, he was about to be pushed in a whole lot deeper.

Doneto replied, I doubt theres a connection.

I doubt it myself. Thered be no state interest at this point. Would there?

Just so. Donel. For Aarons sake, stop whining. Youre a grown man. He tossed that at the Madisetti Principatè. To Hecht, he said, That bolt would have been better spent sped at another target.

Donel Madisetti shut up. Appalled. He did not expect to be chastised by an ally.

With Principatè Delari absent and Principatè Hugo Mongoz lapsed into a drooling nap, Principatè Doneto took charge. Though he was not the eldest.

Doneto was the sort who wanted to be in charge.

Most of the time he was not unpleasant about it.

Doneto said, I sent Colonel Ghort to get you at the same time I alerted the crisis committee. They arrived first because they didnt have to go out into the weather or fight anyone to get here. Doneto disdained most of the Princes of the Church. The world might be terrified of the Collegium and its supposed wizards, but Bronte Doneto knew most of his colleagues were incompetents appointed via nepotism or bribe.

Doneto said, My cousin is worried about Clearenza because he worries about everything. Too much.

For him its all personal. And an insult to God and all the Holy Founders. All blasphemy, heresy, or something.

Hecht had worked for Principatè Doneto for a year. Doneto liked to think that Hecht worked for him still. Undercover. The Bruglioni and Arniena families, likewise, thought they had a claim on the Captain-Generals loyalty incase he had worked for them, too. Hecht felt he owed them nothing. He did not say so. Their silent patronage was useful.

He asked, Is there some military cause for alarm? Or am I just here because His Holiness is in a snit?

He needed to show a little respect here. These men had known Honario Benedocto since childhood.

Doneto nodded. There is. The Grail Emperor is probably behind fon Dreassers defection. With an eye to extending his influence into the Aco floodplain.

Is that more of a problem now than the last time fon Dreasser switched allegiances?

For a moment the Patriarchs cousin seemed unwilling to share secrets. Then he shrugged. This puts another Imperial stronghold at our backs.

So. His Holiness still wants to plunder the Connec.

The Empire had neutralized a parade of Patriarchs by forcing them to concentrate on protecting the Patriarchal States. The spate of cooperation during the Calziran Crusade was an anomaly. That truce lasted only till the last Praman kingdom on the Firaldian peninsula fell.

Im afraid so.

Not good, Principatè. Clearenza was ideally sited for interdicting traffic on both the central north-south military road and the east-west highway skirting the foothills of the Jago Mountains and the Ownvidian Knot. Nor would it be a long ride to interfere with barge traffic on the Aco River, or traffic on the eastern military road, which swung inland to cross the most downriver bridge spanning the Aco. Especially if Clearenzas neighbors harbor grievances of their own.

Principatè Doneto appeared slightly embarrassed. Principatè Madisetti sneered.

Hecht asked, His Holiness owes them money, too?

All of them, Madisetti growled.

I dont want to seem defeatist. But if His Holiness wont pay his debts, yet keeps on spending, how can he not expect difficulties? Wont he listen to Your Graces?

No, Donel Madisetti admitted. Voting for that man may have been the biggest mistake I ever made.

Interesting. This was the sort of news Gordimer the Lion hoped to glean when he sent his best captain over here. Though he meant to distance a potential threat as well.

Captain Else Tage had been too popular with the Sha-lug.

Principatè Doneto grumbled, Sometimes I wish Honario wasnt family. But he does have a flair for intrigue. He has something going in the Connec. He says it will take care of his debts. Doneto did not sound convinced. And Lothar Eges obstruction… He stopped. Secrets escaped even the deepest heart of the Chiaro Palace.

Hecht wished Principatè Delari had not gone down to question the prisoners.

Principatè Delari had a taste for boys. His current favorite was Armand. Armand was an agent of Ferris Renfrow. And of Dreanger. Gordimer had presented the boy to Renfrow during one of the Imperial spymasters visits to al-Qarn. Armands real name was Osa Stile. He had been trained and rendered permanently youthful by er-Rashal al-Dhulquarnen.

The old man shared everything with his lover. Who, most observers assumed, was too self-absorbed and scatter-brained to care the slightest about things political, religious, or military. Armand just wanted to be spoiled with sweet scents, rich foods, and pretty clothes.

Piper Hecht saw the boy seldom and was glad of it. What had been done to Osa Stile was too terrible.

The slavery of the Sha-lug should not be that cruel.

Osa gave every indication of enjoying his life.

Er-Rashal had known what he was doing when he chose the boy.

Principatè Delari returned, still angry. They knew nothing. Of course. They were hirelings. Two belonged to the City Regiment, Colonel Ghort. The deathmage and his brother were outsiders.

One irony of the world round the Mother Sea was that only during periods of peace and security was there economic activity sufficient to generate the revenues princes needed to finance their wars. The Church, in particular, needed money because the Patriarchy did not have enough fiefdoms whose feudal obligations could be exploited. The Church used mostly hired soldiers. But those mercenaries were seldom dedicated or reliable. Or even very effective. As all the defeats suffered by Grolsachers so frequently demonstrated.

Principatè Doneto suggested, Lets break this up. Weve done His Holinesss bidding. We agree that punishing Clearenza may be more painful for us than them. Hecht, put together the best show you can.

Ghort, catch your traitors. Donel. Wake Mongoz so he can close this officially.

Several Principatès wanted to protest but were not inclined to argue with the Patriarchs cousin.

PRINCIPATÈ DELARI TOLD HECHT, COME WITH ME, please.

Hecht did so, though he wanted to stay with Ghort, to manufacture a scheme for catching the fugitives.

He was uncomfortable being alone with Muniero Delari. Despite his intellectual confidence that the man was not interested in him. He was far too elderly. He was thirty-five.

Principatè Delari sensed his discomfort. And did nothing to allay it. Its time to bring you into the inner circle.

Your Grace?

The Collegium is more than a clatch of doddering old farts squabbling over bribes. A popular notion underlying an entire cycle of contemptuous jokes.

Well, of course.

We occasionally do things we hope will do some good for humanity. Some of us. Sometimes. Even people here in the Palace dont realize.

All right.

You sound skeptical.

Your Grace, I judge only by what Ive seen.

And that is?

What the man in the street thinks. Only more so. Because Ive met the beast face-to-face.

Delari chuckled. And that isnt far off the mark. Particularly my brethren from the Patriarchal States.

They exist to indulge their own pleasures. They have their capes and miters because they bought them.

Or because theyre Brothens whose families always have members in the Collegium. If for no better reason than to make sure the Patriarch is always Brothen.

Yes. Ive never understood how Ornis of Cedelete got elected. Hecht meant Worthy VI, the first Anti-Patriarch. Worthy VI was elected legitimately then run out of town by the Brothen mob. The people of the Mother City believed the Patriarchal seat was Brothen by right and preeminent over the Chaldarean world. In fact, however, the earlier Brothen Patriarchs had been but one of nine equal Fathers of the Church. The Praman Conquest overwhelmed five. Three others went with the Eastern Rite in the schism after the Second Synod of Hypraxium.

He was elected because an angry Collegium, including Principatès from the Five Families, were fed up with a string of arrogant Bruglioni Patriarchs.

Hecht did not comment.

The lesson seems to have gone to waste.

Hecht held his tongue. Delari held Honario Benedocto in high disdain.

The Principatè led him to the baths for which the Chiaro Palace was infamous. In Hechts eye. He used them himself only to avert suspicion. The way he ate pork and broke countless other religious laws. So he told himself.

Never again would he be the hard, razor-edged warrior who had captained the best company of special fighters ever fielded by the Sha-lug. Brothe had ruined him.

She was an attractive blonde burdened by a dour personality. An eventuation Hecht thought ought to mar all children compelled to serve in order to survive. Vernal lived up to her name. She was bright and cheerful. Evil fortune could not crush her natural optimism. Hecht had, occasionally, considered sending Vernal to serve Anna Mozilla. Anna could use the help. Being what she was, and having who she had for a lover, though, left her unwilling to have anyone stay in full time.

Vernal shared a birthday with Herrin and was as tall but had not yet bloomed. Hecht suspected that she would not change much once she did.

As may be. Right now I want you to see what we do that could be of more enduring consequence.

Since its so secret that I dont know about it already, should we talk about it here?

Armand donned a sour look.

Delari said, The Empire couldnt put a spy in here. Children arent that motivated. But what a coup if they could. Everything gets discussed here.

Uhm.

Later, then. If that makes you more comfortable.

I have the evening free.

Take supper with me, then.

Hecht accepted. Anna and Redfearn Bechter alike would pout.

Bechter wanted him to spend more time with the staff in the Castella dollas Pontellas. Hoping to seduce him into the warrior Brotherhood.

The Brothers there were preparing to welcome a new castellan. He would replace Grade Drocker.

Though Drocker had been but acting head of the local chapter. The true castellan, Hawley Quirke, had been summoned to the Brotherhoods home base, the Castella Anjela dolla Picolena on the island of Staklirhod, in the eastern reaches of the Mother Sea. Quirke had been lost in a sea battle with a Praman fleet. The position of castellan had gone unfilled since.

Send word to Bechter about when and where.

Youre in a hurry to go?

No. I want to see how Polo is. And I want to talk to Colonel Ghort.

HECHT ASKED, YOU EVER HAVE TROUBLE WITH THOSE two before?

Not really. They belonged to the Cologni company. The City Regiment was a conglomerate of forces subsidized by wealthy benefactors. And, no, I dont think the Cologni put them up to it. They dont have the imagination.

Having worked with senior members of all the Five Families, Hecht agreed. They are a dim lot. Theyre lucky there arent any bright outsiders around to take advantage.

Those idiots just saw a chance to grab some extra money.

That was not hard to understand. The poor generally were very poor and desperate indeed. Thinking past tomorrow was a waste of time.

Hecht shrugged. Id like to go after those cousins of yours myself.

Not cousins. Ghort meant to distance himself. Just guys from back home. How would you get away? Especially with this Clearenza shit?

I cant. Id just like to. To talk to them before anyone else.

What do you want to find out before anybody else?

Who sent them.

You know they wont know that.

Dont underestimate the reservoirs of stupid in this world. The man whos supposed to pay them will turn up there. Maybe to pay them, maybe to cut their throats.

It was me, Id send some other guys to do that.

Thats possible, too.

So. Id really better have somebody get there first. You gonna lend me your Deves?

They arent mine. Theyre still part of the City Regiment.

All but the best ones. You took them with you.

Yes. I did. And I mean to keep them close.

But…

Ill talk to Titus. If he sees any advantage for his people, hell help. Was I you, I wouldnt count on it.

Well, shit. I didnt want to use my own guys. The finance board will kick my ass for operating outside the city. Course, theyll kick it if I dont do nothing, too.

I feel your pain, brother. I dont have it any better. Its a full-time job just getting my troops paid. He had a sudden notion. He suggested it.

I like it, Pipe. How long till you could find out if Consent would cover you?

Not long.

I know a ship. The Donetos own her. Shes waiting for a cargo. Shes supposed to be greased lightning.

She trades in places where the republics think they own a monopoly.

A smuggler.

Technically. Her master would argue, though.

Hed sail up the Sawn to Sonsa?

Why not? If he aint carrying contraband?

Hecht thought there might be a problem, anyway. If he took up his notion. He had been to Sonsa before.

Ghort said, Unless the gods intervene, we can afford another day. If we use the Lumberer.

The what?

Thats the name of the boat. A joke. Like calling a big guy Tiny.

Hecht understood without comprehending. It was a western thing. Uhm. I wonder. Think we could pull it off?

What?

Sneaking out. To make the pickup ourselves.

Sure. But your excuse is gonna raise a stink like a year-old latrine. Ghort smirked.

But if we say we did it ourselves because we didnt have the money to pay our men to, we shame them before the people.

If we pull it off.

Yes. We wouldnt dare fail. Hecht knew what he was proposing was not bright. But sometimes you bull ahead in full knowledge that you are doing something dumb.

Goo! Hey! Back to the fun days when we didnt have no responsibilities.

We could get things done right the first time.

Lets do. Ghort was not obsessive about being responsible. Just cancel everything and go, Pipe.

Im tempted. He was. Ill think about that, too.

THE VISIT TO THE BATHS, THE CONFERENCE WITH PlNKUS Ghort, and a visit to Polo in the Chiaro Palace hospital left the Captain-General two hours late for his daily staff conference. Im sorry.

The Clearenza situation has the Collegium in a snit. They would know that he had been called in.

Five senior staffers waited in the master planning center at the Castella dollas Pontellas. They included Hechts new second in command, Colonel Buhle Smolens. Smolens had not been appointed by the Captain-General. Hecht did not know the man. He came from the Patriarchal garrison at Maleterra and was related to somebody Sublime owed money. He did, however, have a solid military reputation.

Clej Sedlakova was an observer for the Brotherhood. They insisted. The Captain-General was using their facilities.

Hecht could not operate without their approval and support.

Sedlakova was new, too, but there was no doubt he knew his way around a battlefield. He had lost his shield arm. His face bore two ugly scars, one down the right side and one across his forehead. The latter was permanently purple. He did not say much. Nor did he interfere.

The other three men had been with Hecht since he had taken over the City Regiment in the run-up to the Calziran Crusade. They were Hagan Brokke, a Krogusian who had

been a private soldier at the time of the first pirate attacks.

He had risen swiftly by demonstrating outstanding abilities. He was Hechts planning officer.

The others were Titus Consent and Tabill Talab, chief intelligence officer and lead quartermaster. Both were Devedian, which made folks like Clej Sedlakova uncomfortable. Consent was in his early twenties.

Sedlakova might be uncomfortable but he was implacably tolerant. Both Deves were exceptionally competent. And unobtrusive with their religion.

All five men were accompanied by assistants. Managing the Patriarchs armed forces was not a minor enterprise.

Hagan Brokke said, Were working on that, sir. He indicated a vast wall map of Firaldia. That was a permanent feature of the room. Every little county, dukedom, principality, city-state, kingdom, and republic was delineated. Political entities were identified by color, in a dozen shades. Isolated parts of the same entity were connected by black strings. Each entity was tagged with a numbered piece of paper.

That referenced a sheet listing significant local personalities, the number and sorts of soldiers available, quality of fortifications, and useful political, marital, and family alliance information.

Brokke said, If we have to attempt the absurd we have garrisons here, here, and here that can support us. Ive sent warning orders.

Excellent.

Titus Consent said, The Imperials will expect that. It shouldnt worry them. They wont expect anything to come of it. Our side talks loud but never actually does anything.

We might break that precedent this time.

Consent continued. Couriers will alert our intelligence assets in the region, too. He tended to talk that way.

Good again. Consent meant messages had been sent to the Devedian ghettoes.

There were Deves everywhere. Going unnoticed, they saw and heard most of the inner workings. And their elders, for the moment, were willing to feed information to Captain-General Piper Hecht.

Which was useful but embarrassing. Deves were little more popular than demons. They were too educated. Too prosperous. Too smart. You did not want to associate too intimately with that sort. They were the source of all the worlds evil if there were no handy Pramans or Maysaleans, other loathsome Unbelievers or heretics, or the Instrumentalities of the Night, to blame. Being literate, Deves wrote things down. Often things you did not want retailed accurately later.

The literate were as mistrusted as those who had congress with the Night. Either could destroy you with arcane knowledge.

Hecht said, Bring me up-to-date. Can fon Dreasser protect himself?

Titus Consent was a tall youth, slim, dark of mien, usually cheerful. He was talented in the extreme and thoroughly competent. He was not obviously Devedian. He handled rampant prejudice mainly by refusing to acknowledge it. He was a solid family man. Early on he had told Hecht that he had been raised from infancy to become a sort of savior for the Deves of the western diaspora.

He said, We havent had time to find out. I can tell you that it would be smart to get some arrears money to the garrisons out that way. Blatantly obvious, but every time we pry back pay out of the Patriarch we win more friends among the men with the sharp iron.

That sort of thinking had gotten Hecht exiled from Dreanger when he was Else Tage. Else Tage had been popular with the soldiers.

Any chance we can find some money?

We talked to the Fiducian, Joceran Cuito. Cuito was director of the Patriarchal treasury. He was a Direcian archbishop who was in line to join the Collegium. On merit, and because he had Peter of Navaya as a sponsor. He means to employ a battery of limited, secured loans.

Sublime was inclined to avoid securing his loans with anything more substantial than a signature. But ink was no longer enough for Brothes moneylenders.

Property? The Church was the biggest landowner in Firaldia. Since earliest Old Brothen times land had been the critical measure of wealth. Only land could provide a stream of income.

Fiducian Cuito would rather pawn art treasures and rare books from the Krois Palace. He wont say why, but hes sure the Church is going to receive a substantial windfall before long.

Then somethings going on under the table. And Sublimes kept it inside his inner circle.

Exactly.

Considering the time of year and general economy, Id say theyre going to steal something. Or sell something. Big. Theyve already sold all the seats in the Collegium that they can. And all the livings that anybody will pay for. A thought. Could it be a fat bequest?

I dont know of anyone with one foot in the grave and the inclination to bribe the guardians at Heavens gates.

Would they hurry somebody off to the Promised Land early? Sublime had not yet been accused of murder for profit. But his predecessors had.

We dont have access to their records. We havent heard of any pending legacies.

Keep an eye on it. Hecht settled in to listen to other reports, not just about Clearenza. He had some responsibilities regarding the ongoing effort to suppress diehard Praman partisans in Calzir.

Calzir would never reclaim its independence. If Sublime recalled his garrisons the Grail Empire and Navaya would flood the vacuum. Making Sublimes two biggest competitors even stronger.

Fate conspired to thwart Sublime at every turn. But he refused to see the stumbling blocks as an expression of Gods will.

Few men took their own reverses as Gods will. Instead, they worked hard to adjust Gods will to reflect their own.

Sublime probably spent a lot of time asking God why it all had to be so hard.

Moving close, Titus Consent asked, Can I see you privately after were done?

Absolutely. I need a word with you, too. Colonel Smolens, are you confident enough to take over if I take a few days off?

Smolens showed surprise, then curiosity. I know my way around, now.

Your biggest problem would likely be having to deal with our masters. None of them are the least bit reasonable.

No problem, Captain-General. I can pretend theyre my extended family. Buhle Smolens was perfectly formal. He demonstrated the ideal military courtesy, uphill and down, always. He had brought his family to Brothe. Nobody had met them yet. Smolens mentioned them only in passing. His eldest son supposedly wanted a subalterns position, if one came open.

Smolens had several interesting ideas for installing a more professional attitude in the Patriarchal armies.

His big fault was his conviction concerning the earthly and moral supremacy of the Episcopal vein of the Chaldarean faith. Though he did not buy the doctrine of Patriarchal Infallibility.

Hard to do with Sublime V in front of you every day.

Tabill Talab was troubled. He wasted no time once Hecht recognized him. Im having a problem no one else seems to notice. I feel a bleak future closing in. For everyone.

Talab was the eternal pessimist, chosen to balance Titus Consents overconfidence. Do explain.

I talk to our couriers. I talk to merchants. I talk to refugees. I ask for reports from our agents in the republics because their ships visit all the ports of the Mother Sea.

Hecht nodded. No point hurrying the man. Talab could get where he was going only along an engineered path.

No matter where the reports originate, they always mention upswings in the activities of the Night. Not big stuff. Not yet. Just more sightings, more encounters, more malicious mischief getting more virulent.

Only the minor spirits remain unbound.

Unbound and unconstrained. But becoming more numerous. Theyre running from the ice, too.

Which we expected. Right?

Yes, sir. But what hasnt been considered is the fact that the things of the Night have always been more common along the edges of the ice, where societies are more primitive. Out there some of the big ones are still running loose. When the ice advances, and establishes itself permanently in places like the high mountains, all the wildest surviving free shades are pushed into tamer country.

Hecht nodded. No one talked about it much yet but that was a logical and obvious development.

Thats generally recognized. Its started already.

Yes, sir, it has. What I dont hear discussed is what that means for the Night.

Yes? Talab might be headed where most people were afraid to go.

When people get pressed together you get what we already have here in Brothe. Worse poverty. More violence thats deadlier. More organized criminal activity. More racism and prejudice. All because you have more people trying to live off the same limited resources.

The same thing happens with the things of the Night. Only they start to combine into stronger entities.

Not often willingly. They just keep getting bigger and stronger if they can devour their own kind. They get angrier, more hateful, and malicious. When theyre strong enough, and big enough, they turn into the Night things from old scary stories.

The ice will gift us with a new round of monster gods?

If it advances far enough. Possibly a crop as ugly as those who cursed the earth before modern religions hammered their deities into a more benign shape.

The God of the Pramans, the Chaldareans, the Devedians, and the Dainshaukin enjoyed the same lineage. The Dainshaukin saw Him fierce and psychotic and disinclined to be a nurturer or giver of rewards. He was a punisher, the Punisher, the source of all misfortune, and would happily do you in because He did not like your haircut.

Devedians had a better deal. Their vision of the Almighty visited miseries only when they were earned.

He could be appeased without a human sacrifice.

It isnt something we can do much about. Except keep our heads down and hope… What?

Titus Consent said, Youre forgetting the soultaken.

I havent forgotten. They… Hecht noted what had to be a warning glance from Talab to Consent, nearly invisible in its subtlety, reminding him that his staff had other loyalties.

The soultaken had been men from another age conscripted by their gods so they could open a pathway out of a northern sort of hell. The dead heroes preserved there could then storm forth and destroy what those gods feared most: the Godslayer. Someone who, by happenstance, had learned that even the greatest of the Instrumentalities of the Night could be rendered subject to the wrath of men.

Else Tage had slain a bogon, a baron of the Night, in Esthers Wood in the Holy Lands, saving his war band from an attack initiated by a source he never identified. Later, he and the Devedians of Brothe destroyed one of the soultaken meant to silence him before knowledge he did not know he possessed became general.

The All-Father god of the pre-Chaldarean north himself perished trying to extinguish that knowledge.

Prophecy fulfilled.

Piper Hecht remained largely unaware of the full implications of what he had done. The Devedians were not unaware. Their Elders knew who Piper Hecht used to be. They knew what he had done. They knew he had won a fierce reputation amongst the Instrumentalities of the Night, and that those forces would have exterminated him long since had they been better able to distinguish one mortal from another.

The biggest had to use something like the soultaken to find an individual.

Although a brilliant commander and leader, Piper Hecht, under whatever name, sailed through life in near ignorance of what he really was. He was feared by powers and people of which and whom he was unaware or was insufficiently suspicious.

What about them? Hecht did know that he was woefully ignorant about all that. Other than that a string of murders had culminated in the emergence and passing of major Instrumentalities during the Calziran Crusade.

Hagan Brokke observed, The soultaken were just a fore-taste of whats coming, I think. The gods themselves have begun to take a real interest in mundane events.

Gods? Clej Sedlakova demanded. There is only one God!

Excuse me. For want of another label. High Demons, if you prefer. To borrow from the Dainshaukin.

Those monotheists recognized a mind-boggling array of lesser supernatural entities arranged in several parallel and inimical hierarchies.

Hecht smiled. I dont much care. No one took exception. Even Sedlakova was disinclined to insist on strict conformance to dogma. Ill think about it. Though thats something more suited to the Collegium.

Colonel Smolens. To my earlier point. Ill be out of touch. Youll have to deal with whatever comes up. I shouldnt be gone long.

Smolens asked, Do we know where you are? Do we admit that youre not around?

If youre pressed say Im not available. You really wont know where I am. Though he would not bet against the Deves keeping track.

How long? At the most? Titus Consent asked.

As long as it takes to finish what I need to do. Meaning do not get up to anything he should not. Good.

Enjoy yourselves. Oh. You wanted a private word, Titus?

Consent betrayed what might have been a glimmer of fear. He whispered, Outside the Castella. Ill walk with you.

Hecht nodded. Not inside the keep of the Chaldarean religions most ferocious defenders? What a surprise.

Hecht waited till after they crossed to the shore and were headed downriver, toward the Memorium.

More problems with the Elders? The Seven, the Elders of the Brothen Deves, were a pain as big as the heads of the Five Families, or members of the Collegium. They could not leave Titus Consent alone to get on with his sacred work.

Not yet. Im sure there will be. That isnt it. Yet.

Well?

Noë is almost to term.

Uhm. Hecht knew Consents wife and sons by name but had yet to meet them. Deves did not mix with Chaldareans socially. Congratulations.

Consent stopped. He shuddered. Hecht halted, back to the jungle of monuments to Old Brothen emperors, generals, and dictators, and their triumphs. What is it?

Noë and I have discussed this for months. We want you to be the babys godfather. And Principatè Delari to sponsor us. If he will.

Hecht did not get it right away. He still had to get the hang of being Episcopal Chaldarean. Godfather? I didnt know Deves did that.

Not the Chaldarean way. My brother would do it. If I had one. Since I dont, my uncles should get the job.

Hecht finally caught on. Are you talking about converting?

I am. If youll be the babys godfather. And if Principatè Delari will sponsor us. Weve been studying in secret. We already know most of what we need to.

Hecht was stunned. But youre the Elect.

They never asked me.  I dont want to be the Elect. Its eaten me up for twenty years. I want out. I want to convert.

The Seven will explode! They wont have anything to do with us anymore. Theyll blame us. Selfishly, he added, Well be blinded.

Consent was not offended. That will come eventually anyway, Captain-General. The Elders are beginning to question the benefit of continuing an alliance put together for the Calziran Crusade. Nor does the Patriarch see any need to keep on getting along with Deves or Dainshaus.

Shortsighted of him.

Indeed. Our moneylenders are the main financiers of his adventures. The Seven wont lend Sublime a copper for a crusade against the Connec. We dont have that many people there. The Seven think it will be easier and cheaper to protect them by just fixing it so the Patriarch cant afford to hire soldiers.

I think they have blinders on. Sublime isnt worried about money. Not nearly so much as he should be.

He has something going, under the sheets. But the Elders wont hear that. Apparently, the Elect is supposed to be seen but not heard.

Hecht was lost. You mean it? This conversion?

Of course. I dont want to be anything special. I just want to take care of my family and do my job.

Which is perfect for me. I love it and Im good at it.

Im confused.

Im sorry. My fault for not being clear. You have no idea how stressful this is. This is the biggest thing Im ever likely to face.

Tabill Talab. How will he respond? His father…

Is one of the Seven. Yes. That does worry me. But youre going to lose him before long, anyway.

Not good, Hecht thought. Not good at all. The Devedian connection had made him look good.

Honed by three decades lived in a city and land that had been old in the wiles of conspiracy before the beginning of time, Hecht started sniffing for a whiff of what Consent was really up to.

They resumed moving because Titus was too nervous to stand still.

An arrow, presumably from a longbow, removed Hechts hat. The shaft came from amongst the monuments. It missed Consent by a scant inch, too. It ricocheted off the pavements into the cold brown of the Teragi River. By-standers yelled and scattered. Ten thousand pigeons took wing in a flapping roar.

Hildegrun was not in her tomb many months when Hansel wed Helspeths mother, the Dowager Princess of Nietzchau. The Princess Terezia was his senior by ten years. The alliance further strengthened Johanness position among the Electors. The Dowager Princess, at thirty-four, had been a woman possessed of considerable carnal appetites. Raulet Archimbault nodded. The Night has begun to stir. It started with mischief. That turned to malice. And now its getting dangerous to go out after sunset.

There have been murders. Kedles manner made it sound like wholesale butchery started up with every sundown.

Two, her father said. Blamed on the Night because there wasnt any more obvious explanation.

Brother Candle frowned.

Im being rational, not disloyal. I understand whats happening. Im powerless to do much. Im allowed to send letters to this noble or that ordering him to stop burning his neighbors corn but they dont listen. I have no teeth. They know they can go right on murdering sheep. The entire Connec knew. Little children knew, though no one would call him that to his face. At his best Tormond IV was so deliberate that crises usually resolved themselves before he responded. Ive heard that. Dont let it bother you. Brother Candle looked around to see if anyone was particularly interested in their conversation.

Everyone fell into that category.

Because someday the Adversary will make himself known in the End of Connec.

I dont know the place but I understand what youre doing.

Students everywhere have been getting ready since Black Mountain Massacre.

When did Student come into use here? Brother Candle asked. The usage was common in the dualist communities of the Grail Empire and the Lowland Duchies north of Arnhand, but not among the Connecs Maysaleans.

Raulet said, I dont know. A year ago I wouldnt have understood that a believer who isnt yet Perfect could be considered a student. Now everybody knows.

So. Whats the trouble with your illegal fortification?

I imagine Colonel Ghort is a fountain of low information and possibly a plebeian sort of wisdom.

Hes a good man to have at your back.

If Delari harbored reservations he did not relate them. The girls name. What was it?

Vali Dumaine.

Theres no important family in Firaldia with that name.

There is one in Arnhand. Minor nobility. The current count is in bad odor with Anne of Menand. He wouldnt make the beast with two backs when she offered the opportunity.

That wouldnt make sense. What would the Brotherhood hope to gain from a minor Arnhander?

Consider this, too. The girl doesnt talk but she understands Firaldian perfectly. Vulgar and High, both.

At her age I doubt she would if shed been kidnapped from north and west of Salpeno.

Ill make inquiries. When youre Principatè Muniero Delari of the Collegium you can ask for any damned thing you want. You get it without much question.

Naturally.

Again, Im especially intrigued by that monster up there. Except for the thing you ran into crossing the Ownvidian Knot, there hasnt been anything like that seen since the dawn of history. Not since Era Itutmu came over from Dreanger with his elephants and armies and crew of tame monsters.

The Kaif of al-Minphet and those who recognized him as the Living Voice of the Founding Family discouraged interest in anything that happened before the Revelations and Conquest. Despite his decades in Dreanger Piper Hecht knew little about the priest-king general who tormented and terrified the young Old Brothen Empire for a generation. True. Its a throwback land. The pagan presence is strong. Its been ages since anyone bothered to slaughter them so the survivors turn to the Church for salvation.

Tell him to be careful. Pagan sorcerers have cruel habits.

I know the man hell send. He served with us in the Connec. Hell treasure caution like its his secret name.

Good. See Consent. Arrange his rebirthing ceremony. Were coming up on Herons Day. That evening would be perfect for it. Heron had been a fanatic Dainshau religious monitor, fierce in his suppression of the Chaldarean sacrilege and barely tolerant of the Devedian before suffering a dramatic, overnight conversion. Heron credited the Apparition of the Well of Atonement for showing him the way.

The Apparitions of the Wells were critical, if minor, entities in the narrow Dainshau pantheon.

That should do. Ill let him know.

Delari smiled a small smile that Hecht would not understand until later. He said, Thats enough of that.

Come walk with me, Piper.

Hecht thought they were headed for the baths. He did not mind, after being on the road though he resented spending the time. Chasing adventure just left him that much farther down the unconquerable mountain of his work as a military bureaucrat.

There were a dozen monks and nuns on the floor. The monks belonged to one of the orders sworn to silence. Hecht knew little about nuns.

They moved along narrow aisles between long, wide tables. Delari explained, This is a relief map of the known world sliced into strips so the geographers can make adjustments when new information comes in.

When Hecht moved thirty yards to his left the map came together. It had to be the most accurate map ever, at least within a thousand miles of Brothe. This must have taken ages to put together.

I was a boy the first time I saw it. That was sixty-four years ago. I was apprenticed to Cloven Februaran, about to move up to probationary journeyman. Cloven Februaran was a legendary Collegium sorcerer, renowned as a recluse. So reclusive did he become in later years that it was not commonly known when he died. If he did. He would be over a hundred twenty now.

The Cloven Februaran? Hecht murmured. Awed. The Ninth Unknown? Despite his withdrawn, secretive nature, Februaran was rumored to have stalked the worst of Brothe by night. Which might have been true. No one knew what the man looked like.

He was called that sometimes. Because he was the ninth man chosen to manage this project. Each Unknown was handpicked by his predecessor. Each kept his role secret. Well, mostly. I havent done that well. You could call me the Eleventh Unknown. I may be the last. I havent found a worthy successor. Grade would have done. But neither Clemency nor Concordia were interested in adding another apolitical member to the Collegium. And Sublime is beyond hope.

Muniero Delari felt unappreciated amongst his own kind. He continued. New Principals include fewer and fewer scholars. Theyre either political animals or cretins who buy their robes. Or both. None of this will matter after I go, anyway. Probably. The end of the world wont dally once I do.

Hecht admitted, I have no idea what youre talking about. Or whats going on down there.

Its a map of the world. Ever less exact as you stray farther from Brothe. Our priests, legates, and missionaries send news of changes in their areas. Those people down there translate the reports into physical representations. So we track whats happening in the physical world.

Which would be?

What everyone is talking about, now. What the First Unknown suspected when he started the project two hundred years ago. The world is turning colder. The wells of power are drying up. Even the Wells of Ihrian have slowed. Sea levels are falling. The ice is advancing. Both of those are happening fast.

In my lifetime the Mother Sea has fallen nine feet. Its fallen thirteen since the project began. Beyond Hypraxium and the Antal Land Bridges the Negrine has fallen even more. The inland seas farther east are shrinking, too. While ice piles up in the mountains beyond. Delari pointed as he spoke.

A thousand years ago the Old Brothen Empire had a hundred thousand slaves permanently raising and reinforcing the Escarp Gibr al-Tar because the storms on Ocean were throwing up waves that topped it sometimes and threatened a breakthrough. Imagine the disaster that would be.

The surface of the Mother Sea lay hundreds of feet below that of Ocean. If Ocean broke the Escarp thousands of cities and towns, with millions of people and countless acres of farmland, vineyards, and orchards, would be obliterated. And the water would, no doubt, then overtop the Antal Land Bridges and flood the Negrine basin, too. And the surface level of the Negrine lay a hundred feet below that of the Mother Sea.

It would be the end of civilization.

Delari shrugged. They succeeded. So now, instead of drowning, civilization appears destined to freeze.

Come.

The old man shuffled onto the nearest catwalk. From overhead the layout looked more like a map.

Except that it was three-dimensional. Delari said, The vertical dimension is exaggerated. Otherwise, the contrast wouldnt be obvious.

This is all hugely impressive, sir, but I dont see the point.

Planning was the point, originally. So our people could survive. If we had forward-looking leaders able to see the true long term.

Yes. Though there doesnt seem to be much point to the project, now. Sublime isnt interested in anything but his own delusions. Hell still be ranting about crusades when the ice comes over the city wall.

It cant happen that fast, can it?

No. It wont get here for generations. Which is good, Sublime being mortal. My hopes arent high, though. My predecessors couldnt interest the Patriarchs much, either.

Some of that isnt natural. Are they markers of some kind?

Yes. Supernatural phenomena are part of the landscape. So are power leaks. And anything else somebody wanted to track.

Hecht looked south of the Mother Sea, at the Realm of Peace. The Praman Conquest. The Principals project had not gotten perfect reports out of the Praman world. But the details were better than anyone over there would like.

Changes were smaller there. So far. There were no fields of ice or snow. But the deserts were shrinking because of increased rainfalls.

Enough for now, Delari said. I just wanted you to know this resource is here.

Hecht knew he had missed something important to the old man. To do with the map? With the Night? Or had he hoped to find Hecht armed with some talent he was unaware of himself?

Well revisit later. You must be behind in your work.

The Principatè took a stairwell directly to his own apartment. And made the climb without killing himself.

Hecht headed for the Castella dollas Pontellas. Principal Delari still looked mildly disappointed.

ANNA BROUGHT THE CHILDREN TO TlTUS CONSENTS conversion ceremony. Over Hechts objections. Pella might behave like the street creature he was. Vali would irritate people by not responding when they told her how pretty she was.

His dread was misplaced. Anna had tamed the boy. She cleaned and polished and dressed Pella till he whimpered. She had him convinced that the end of the world would taste sweeter than what would come down if he embarrassed the Captain-General.

His final assignment was to stick with Vali and explain that she was mute. Vali was expected to bow and curtsy at appropriate moments.

You stop fussing, Piper, Anna told Hecht in the coach. Theyll be fine. Worry about yourself. What do you have to do?

Hecht had only a vague notion of his part in the ceremony.

How come theys all them soldiers? Pella wanted to know as they neared the Delari familys city residence. It was modest by the standards of the Principatès class. Contingents from the Brotherhood of War, the City Regiment, and Hechts own small in-town Patriarchal guards company filled the street.

I cant help it, honey. I grew up poor.

Annas schooling proved adequate. Principatè Delari, as Consents sponsor, required nothing of Hecht but a ritual attest to the excellent character of the candidate.

Delaris granddaughter. Drocker was her father. He wanted me to see her for some reason. Maybe to show how he takes care of family. Drocker kind of adopted me. I kept thinking Id seen her before. I was trying to remember where.

He was not concentrating, though. There was something not right. He beckoned a soldier from the City Regiment. Where did the rest of the men go? He saw none of his own guards, nor anyone from the Brotherhood of War.

Sir. Armed men were spotted up that way. Where the coaches would pass. Maybe setting an ambush.

Theres a necromancer among us. A sorcerer who kills people in order to effect his sorcery. And hes thrown it in our faces. Hes daring us to come after him. Possibly to draw us out.

Really? Hecht did not want to believe it. Firaldia was civilized. That sort of thing had not happened since the black heart emperors of the Old Empire had indulged their egos. If some human monster did this for sorcerous reasons, wouldnt that mean that there are Night things around strong enough to need rough handling?

It does. We shouldve anticipated this. It could become a real crisis.

What can I do?

They were headed for Principatè Delaris apartment now.

Nothing. Pretend you havent noticed. This animal wont watch his back if he thinks he hasnt gotten our attention.

All right.

You seem rattled.

I am. This is outside my experience. Outside my imagination.

Then loosen your mind up. Because horror and madness is coming.

Sir?

Im not supposed to know. Sublimes party lumps me with Hugo Mongoz. Failing to realize that Mongoz is more than he seems, too.

Hecht stirred impatiently. Which made Delari smile. In that case, you get to enjoy a short lecture before I give you the bad news.

Piper set his expression in stone. The Principatè could ramble endlessly if so inclined.

Dont throw yourself on your sword, Piper. Ill keep it short. Here in the Chiaro Palace we not only fall into pro- and anti-Benedocto parties siding with the high bidder we also form factions according to our talents for manipulating the Instrumentalities of the Night. And our inclinations to use those talents.

So while Doneto and I are at odds over Sublimes idiot ambitions, were in lockstep about harnessing the powers of the Collegium.

I thought. You and Principatè Doneto dont squabble nearly as much as you should.

That thin old man smile again. Good. You didnt ask for it. So you shall receive. Sublime wants to punish Duke Germa fon Dreasser and Clearenza after all. Hes heard that Lothar is sick and not expected to recover. The Imperial court is distracted by succession concerns.

Hecht kept his opinion behind his teeth. Even Principatè Delari operated under serious misapprehensions about the Imperial court. Other than Pinkus Ghort, nobody Hecht knew took Ferris Renfrow seriously.

In Delaris case it was obvious why. Osa Stile would have put a swarm of bugs in the old mans ears.

And would report everything Delari

learned as soon as he learned it.

Ferris Renfrow would know about Sublimes shift in attitude toward Clearenza before official word came out here.

Would it do me any good to protest the stupidity of it all?

If you argue with Sublime he just gets more stubborn.

I know the type. My sister… Sir?

Piper? Oh. Nothing. Just surprised. You never talk about vour family.

I dont think about them much. And wouldnt mention them at all around anybody I didnt trust. He hoped he sounded suitably mysterious. He dared not stop not being who he really was.

They reached the Principatès apartment. The old man halted a few steps inside. You need to get to work. Youll get your orders in the morning. Ill start sniffing around for this necromancer.

Hecht glimpsed Osa Stile. The boy had a talent for lurking. If there were a curtain or tapestry nearby Osa Stile might be closer than you hoped.

Hecht said, Dont count Lothar out. Hes always sick. But he always comes through.

Delari frowned. He did not want to hear that any more than Sublime did. Probably not for the same reasons.

Hecht ran into Pinkus Ghort before he left the Palace. Ghort said, I see youve heard. My boss would be interested to know how.

How come you know? Not asking what Ghort meant.

My boss is a crony of your boss. And I have friends who get on the eary with anything he says. He talks to himself you know. When he thinks hes alone.

As long as he doesnt answer.

But he does. He really does. Its kind of spooky.

Must be because of all that time he spent locked up with you and me in Plemenza.

Ghort chuckled.

So what did you want?

To let you in on what was coming.

Thank you, then. I appreciate the thought.

And to ask about last night. Bad?

Worse than you think. Hecht explained about the dead man found near Annas house.

Crap. Sounds like bigtime shit. Black fairytale stuff.

Dont talk it up. We dont want this monster to find out that weve caught on.

No problem, buddy. Im staying far away from that shit. This other stuff with people who want to stir up shit, though. Im all over that. If I dont see you before you go off to your war, good fucking luck.

Ill need it. He was being paid well not to think but to execute the Patriarchs will, however illconceived. If the man distracted himself from his ambitions in the Holy Lands, then the diversionary insanities needed to be nurtured.

Hecht often wondered about Sublimes mental state. He did not know the man. Had been in his presence rarely. Might have exchanged words with him once, on demand. Did not think Sublime would recognize him without an introduction, though he was the Churchs top soldier.

He did not expect a more intimate relationship to develop. Orders would be relayed by Bronte Doneto or another of Sublimes cronies, mostly relatives less public than Principatè Doneto.

Titus Consent seemed glum. Hecht asked, Second thoughts?

Not exactly.

Really? Then you know yourself better than I know me. Isnt every Devedian in Brothe trying to make you miserable?

Consent donned a strange expression. Sir, who is the last Deve you know of who converted?

Hecht could not recall one. A lot must have. Once upon a time there werent any Pramans or Chaldareans.

Thats true. The Founders converted. Some of the Founders Those who werent Devedian to start.

Those who started out Devedian never considered themselves anything else.

Your point being?

That conversion may not be unknown, but its rare. Brothen Deves cant remember the last time it happened here. So theyre sure that it hasnt happened this time, either.

I see. Thatll be handy. He placed no faith in Consents conversion himself. That will make my life easier. Maybe.

From Pipers viewpoint, unfortunately, there was too good a chance that Consent knew all about his shortcomings as a Chaldarean.

How so?

I feared your connections might suddenly dry up. Just when we need them most.

Consent nodded. That probably wouldnt happen even if the Deves did believe Id converted. Its a tit for tat game, information moving both ways. They really want to know what the Patriarch is thinking.

Hecht understood. Everyone wanted to know that. Why are they staying cooperative? The war is over.

Deve espionage efforts during the Calziran Crusade had bought them immunity from the fury of the invaders there.

Because they know therell be more crusades. One after another while Sublime is Patriarch. Maybe longer if his peculiar brain disease transmits itself to his successors. Therell always be Deves who need shielding.

I have two things for you. Clearenza is the most pressing. Were going to get orders to march. Maybe within a few hours.

Ive been on that since right after Duke Germa had his political stroke. Youre in good shape. Move fast.

The Emperors people cant react right now. Theyre tied up with internal politics.

But Osa Stile was sitting in Principatè Delaris lap. Theyll know as soon as we pull our boots on.

Consent nodded. Brothe was awash in Imperial spies and sympathizers. And the other thing?

Somewhere theres a man who really interests the Brotherhood of War. Probably the Special Office. I dont know, who he is. His child has gone missing. The bad guys took her because they want to twist his arm until he helps them with some underhanded plot. I want to know who he is.

And thats all you can give me?

Thats all Ive got. I was hiding in a shadow in Sonsa when I got it. Sonsa is where the plot is headquartered.

Were out of Sonsa. You must know that. Theres been enough crying about how unfair it is that Deves should stand up for themselves.

Hecht nodded but did not believe Consent. At least one of the Three Families, the Durandanti, is involved. They had a relationship with the Brotherhood before. The plotters may be getting orders from the Castella dollas Pontellas. When Ghort and I went up they had us take a courier pouch.

If its underhanded and involves the Castella, then the Patriarch is probably involved, too.

The notion has occurred to me.

Consent bowed slightly. Ill do what I can, Captain-General.

Captain-General Piper Hecht, with two hundred men and two small brass cannons, camped a half mile outside Clearenzas east gate. Two hundred men could not impose a siege. They did interfere with traffic to and from the city, known for its embroidered linens and its exquisitely colored glassware.

Duke Germa chose not to fight. His family were devout Episcopals. He did not want to provoke the Patriarch to the point where he issued Writs of Anathema and Excommunication. But fon Dreasser made no attempt to treat with Sublimes Captain-General. His disdain for the Patriarchate was palpable.

Piper Hecht sat under a canvas awning. It was a miserable winter day. Another in a parade of cold, gloomy, drizzly days. He and Redfearn Bechter shivered and stared at Clearenza. The city was a gigantic gray boar shape behind the misty rainfall.

Though never treated as badly as Devedians and Dainshaus, Episcopals were a persecuted minority.

Prosek appeared. Permission to approach, Sergeant.

Bechter waved him closer. Drago leaned down,s swiftly and softly. Piper Hecht did not catch what he said. Prosek whispered for nearly a minute. Bechter nodded occasionally. Drago finished, stepped away. He did not volunteer to abandon the shelter of the awning.

Bechter said, A courier just came from the Castella. He brought the usual sack and some news.

Theres been rioting in Brothe. About food shortages and inadequate shelter. Somebody is provoking them. And the first chest of money from Arnhand has arrived.

Would that render the action against Clearenza obsolete? Sublime could buy back Duke Germas love.

Drago Prosek brought the courier. He presented the document bag to the Captain-General. Verbally, he related more news. Nobody knows how much Anne pledged but it looks like Sublime will retire all his debts. Even those left over from his election. With money enough extra to finance new mischief.

Not good, Hecht thought. Sublime could start lining up a whole new clutch of creditors. Getting ready to make more people die.

Sergeant, I fear well be visiting the Connec again, before long.

Sir, I wish I could say youre wrong. And Im not looking forward to it. Our next visit isnt going to be nearly as sweet as the last one.

It was sweet last time?

It shouldve been. And wouldve been. If the black side of the Night hadnt taken hold of Bishop Serifs.

The man did do everything he could to make people hate him.

The guys in there now are probably even worse.

No doubt. Wheres Sedlakova? I havent seen him all morning. I need to know if we can make those hounds bark. He meant the cannons. Devedian artisans had cast and crafted them, based on a design he recalled from the east. The Sha-lug falcon was supposed to be a secret weapon. The Deves of Firaldia, though, had turned out to know more about firepowder weapons than ever he had, and understood them better.

Bechter said, Hes having trouble keeping his firepowder dry enough to go bang.

True. Sedlakova would handle that by baking the powder at a low heat, carefully keeping it away from any flame.

Hecht opened the courier packet. Messenger. You see any of the rioting yourself?

No, sir. The Castella did go on alert. So did the Patriarchal Guard. But the City Regiment handled it.

And they still wont keep Pinkus on, Hecht muttered. The Five Families wanted to shed the costs of the City Regiment, finding it not worth the price if they could not use it against one another. Go ahead, he told the courier. Im listening. He read while the man talked.

Titus Consent was right about his former co-religionists. They remained cooperative.

Consent had joined the expedition. He was inside Clearenza now. No siege had been set. Hecht was mounting a demonstration meant to intimidate Duke Germa. If fon Dreasser remained stubborn, and his Imperial friends lent no more support than they had to this point, he would summon additional troops and lay a real siege.

Word of Sublimes financial windfall would be spreading. The troops would be more cooperative.

A roll of thunder off toward Clearenza got his attention. Sergeant Bechter, Drago Prosek, and the courier started, suddenly frightened.

Hecht said, I hope that stone comes down somewhere that will impress the Duke. He had no real hope, though. The hounds threw a stone that weighed about ten pounds. That would not do the damage caused by traditional stone-casters. But the hounds were impressively loud and smoky and could hurl their missiles a lot farther.

Ill mention your appreciation, Sergeant. Im sure shell agree.

Bechter reddened.

And heres a note from the boss himself. Wants us to be quick and wrap this up on account of hes got other work for us. Are you sneering at our master, Sergeant?

Not me, sir. Hes the Infallible Voice of God.

Drago Prosek was appalled. Hecht said, Prosek, go check out the houses south of the city. Find us a place. Duke Germas would be good, if we fit. You. Courier. Theres a mess tent about thirty yards back there. Go get warmed up. Get some sleep. I wont have anything for you to take back till tomorrow.

After a moment, Bechter asked, Why did you get rid of them?

You were giving them apoplexy. They both really believe the Patriarch is the Living Voice of God.

Theyll get older. What else?

Bechter was getting to know him. Titus Consent is headed this way. He shouldnt be back this soon.

There was another boom. Different. Louder. Less directed. Hecht sighed. I hope they were behind something before they matched that fuse. Because that sounded like it blew up. Which had been a big problem during the development of the weapons in Dreanger.

Titus Consent slipped in through the closed back of the tent, looking for eavesdroppers hiding in corners that were not there.

You found out something special? Hecht asked. I didnt expect you for a few more days.

Plans have to adapt to circumstance.

Good news? Or bad?

Depends on what you want to do and who you are.

You going to play games with me?

No. I came back because I thought we could… Shit!

Language, young man. Language.

Consent grinned, showing bright, perfect teeth. What was that?

One of the hounds barking. I didnt think youd be surprised. A second boom followed a moment later. Which meant that there had not been a blowup, after all. Hecht told Bechter, Go check that out.

Find out what that odd bang was before.

Sergeant Bechter nodded. Of course, sir. Of course.

A moment later, Consent said, You didnt need to send him away.

That wasnt the point. I do want to know what happened. There was an explosion. It sounded like one of the hounds blew up. Those things are expensive. And almost as dangerous to their crews as to their targets. So. Why are you back already?

They arent taking us serious. Its business as usual over there. Not every night. Hes not as young as he used to be. But a lot.

None of us are as young as we used to be. Send your lead teams.

Three teams of three men each headed for sporting houses Duke Germa was known to frequent. They would do nothing but find out if the man was there. That would be obvious. He dragged a retinue everywhere he went. A runner would carry word from each location to Consent. He would be waiting outside the citadel. If fon Dreasser was out, they would try to capture the citadel gate. The Duke always left it open when he went out on the prowl. Or such had been his custom since the advent of the Patriarchals had forced him to abandon his manor outside the wall.

Hecht told Bechter, If we dont bring this off, Ill make him hurt by using his manor for our headquarters.

Arent we supposed to respect his properties? Sublime wants him back in the fold.

I mustve misunderstood my instructions.

Bechter grunted. He was recovering from the hike from camp. He was in shape for his age, but he was his age, trying to keep up with men mostly younger than the Captain-General.

Hecht said, Thats enough head start. Consents band was five minutes gone. Move out by squads.

Quietly. The group leaders had been briefed by Titus Consent but Hecht was sure somebody would get lost. Clearenza was not vast but it was old and had grown organically. Streets meandered and were not marked.

A fresh chill made him shudder. He looked around. Spectators had begun to gather in the moonlight, at a distance. They twitched every time there was a pop inside the fortress. Bechter. Break that crowd up before it gets tempted to turn into a mob.

Yes. I can tell people to do things. And they do them. Even if they think its crazy to hold exercises in a neighborhood like this. Theyll do what I say because theyre afraid they wont get paid.

And what does all that mean?

That I can come around here and turn the whole neighborhood over. And claim its business. Id be hunting heretics.

Heretics were about to become big business. There was a lot of talk about heresy in the Collegium, mostly among Sublimes cronies. Preparing minds for what they hoped would come.

Bring that idiot Morcant Farfog. Maybe the boogeyman will get him.

Hecht had not met Bishop Farfog. He knew little about the man other than that he headed the Patriarchal Office for the Suppression of Sacrilege and Heresy, with the title of Chief Inquestor. Rumor had the monasteries emptying out as monks signed up to help.

What little Hecht knew about Farfog suggested that he was more foul than Bishop Serifs of Antieux had been.

Why did Sublime favor such men?

Clever work in Clearenza, Principatè Delari told Hecht, joining him in the baths. Osa Stile smirked from behind the Principatè.

Thank you, sir. Lieutenant Consent deserves most of the credit.

And you used his information to sculpt a plan. You made the decision to go.

Uh…

You took a chance. It paid off. Most men would have dithered like Tormond IV, never confident enough to jump. We suffer from an absence of decisiveness. Everyone wants a sure thing.

We sure got a surprise when we discovered those Braunsknechts. Though the Imperials had gotten a big surprise themselves.

Delari chuckled.

Herren and Vernal seemed a little starstruck this morning. And unusually friendly. Stop that! Hecht told Vernal.

Delari chuckled again. Everybody loves a winner.

Theres a problem, sir.

I dont like the sound of that. What?

I thought it was my imagination till Sergeant Bechter mentioned having the same problem.

The Principatè listened. Hecht described the creepy feelings he sometimes got and that Bechter sometimes saw a particular man when that feeling got to him.

She laid some kind of curse on his tribe when she found out what they were going to do to her.

Ghort told her, Dont open up again before the dust settles. Itll choke you right now. Boy, is there any way to reach the roof from inside? The tenement stood four stories tall.

The boy said, Follow me, Commandant.

All right. Wear something that doesnt make you look like a whore.

I think you have already. Whats in the coffee? His amulet itched only faintly, though.

Delari asked, Again, are you sure your father was right, Heris?

Absolutely. He spent a fortune and most of his last year making sure. Hidden somewhere here, or at the Castella, are copies of his records. Before that, all the way back to when he first heard about us being taken, he looked for us and hunted down the men who took us. Almost every man who was on that ship.

They died knowing why, too. Excepting the last few. Starkden, who planned everything, and some Deves who financed the expedition. Wherever Father is now, Im sure hes glad about what happened to Starkden. But not about the Deves. They still havent been found.

Delari grunted. Then turned his stare on Hecht.

Hecht could feel the earth shifting. He was not ready for anything like this.

The Principatè said, Ive been trying to nudge you toward the truth gently, hoping youd figure it out for yourself. But youre exceptionally, persistently, stubbornly blind.

The blond woman sighed wearily. She came to stand in front of him. Dont you remember anything, Gisors?

Gisors? he asked.

The name my son gave you. Im not sure why. Its an eastern name. As is Heris. Well still call you Piper.

Youre comfortable with that and its the name everyone knows. So therell be no slipups. Its much too late to have you emerge as the long-lost child.

Hecht betrayed no emotion. It was too absurd to be true.

They thought they knew who he was. Some Devedian who did know must have betrayed him. Or Anna had. Or Titus Consent. This would be a trick to get him to open up.

Once he realized who you must be, your father… He forgave you the hurt you did him.

Could the Sha-lug Else Tage have fired the blast that crippled and slowly killed Grade Drocker had he suspected that the Special Office sorcerer was his natural father?

He could have. Knowing no more than that. He had had no reason to love Grade Drocker. Nor had Drocker had any reason to love him. The man had tried to kill him only days earlier.

He insisted on directing the Calziran campaign. He wanted to shield you and bring you along.

Hecht had a hundred questions. He did not mouth a one.

He would not anger anyone by arguing. Neither would he concede anything.

Something clicked. Lamplight glittered off disturbed dust.

A door, Hecht said. It must have been open a crack. I didnt catch that. His amulet had begun to itch.

The itch turned to pain momentarily.

Delari asked, Are you all right, Piper?

Stomach spasm. I have them sometimes.

The Principatè frowned. Before he followed up, Heris asked, Do we want to open this, Grandfather?

Her voice squeaked. She was terrified.

Huh? Oh. Yes. Go ahead. I just said he hasnt bitten anybody.

Bright light blasted into the corridor when she pulled on the door.

Hecht leapt past her, into a small, square room. He heard soft laughter. How come the light went away?

It was supposed to startle and distract us. But it had not prevented Hecht from seeing a man duck out.

Yes.

Your grandfather?

Your great-great-grandfather.

Still alive. Looking younger than Grade Drocker when I met him.

I dont understand, either.

Hecht said, I thought you were Lord of the Silent Kingdom.

I was. Never comfortably. But Im not it if hes still here. He was the original. He was the one who charged the Construct.

Uhm?

I dont have the flare. My father or me. We werent dramatic enough. The program is largely forgotten now.

The program might be, but not the dread. The entire Collegium feared Muniero Delari.

Come, Heris. Delari scanned the little room. It had a door in each wall. Floor and walls were a polished marble that, by lamplight, appeared to be the shade called flesh. Veined with gray, like cheese.

Principatè Delari began to chuckle. Definitely his sense of humor at work here. This door opens onto the street. On the west side of the house. Which he could use whenever he wanted without being noticed.

Do something, Grandfather. Piper is right. Well be at this all night, otherwise.

The old man turned grim. And pale.

He croaked, What have you done?

Delari said, Come meet my grandchildren.

Hecht asked, Is this really Februaren?

Why?

Its easier to roam around and stick your nose in when people think youre gone. So. Youve found me out. Come on in. Well talk about what needs doing.

Hugo was born a pain in the ass. He was half the reason I went missing. He built his career on trying to reduce my funding. And it was all personal. He stopped being an asshole as soon as Humberto took over.

My father, Delari clarified. His son.

If there was any truth to the lineage proclaimed tonight, Hecht was just the latest in a long line of bastards.

At least he had avoided becoming an Episcopal priest. And a sorcerer. Thanks be to God and his mother, he supposed.

Cloven Februaren led them into small but comfortable quarters with a lived-in look. There were no seats.

While Schneidels motives may be opaque, recall that sorcerers like Masant el-Seyhan and the woman Starkden also tried to dispatch you.

All right. Im not sure I buy all that…

There are more. The queue seems endless. And none of the would-be killers know why youre needed dead. Februaren added, For every attack that came close enough for you to notice Ive foiled a dozen.

Why?

Youre family.

Dont start…

Stop! That isnt all of it. But its a big part. And none of your fabrications change a whit who you are.

Principatè Delari asked, Youre certain, Grandfather?

There is no doubt. Excepting in his own mind, possibly. Because he doesnt want it to be true.

Delari asked, Did they know who he was when they sent him over?

No. They still dont. They sent him because they wanted shut of him. Gordimer feared his popularity with the soldiers. Er-Rashal feared him because of what he knows. He couldnt silence him there because questions would be asked.

Hecht didnt argue. The world is full of fools.

One named Piper Hecht, the Principatè said. I can figure it out third hand. It would be about the truth concerning the brothers who raided the haunted burial ground.

The man in brown said, Young Piper, you need not fear betrayal. We three alone know who you really are.

Really? You just mentioned the Rascal. What about a half-dozen Deves who helped me early on? Or Anna? Or Ferris Renfrow, the Imperial spymaster? He chose not to mention Osa Stile or Bone and his band of the betrayed.

Cloven Februaren stared. He wore a small, knowing smile. I was the Ninth Unknown, Piper. More powerful than the Patriarch. I gave that up so I could study the world through naked eyes instead of the lens of the Construct. Thus, Ive wasted the best part of fifty years. Mostly trying to deflect inimical fortune. The raid that ushered you children into slavery was a complete surprise. Had there been the least likelihood of slavers striking so far from the usual places, neither of you would have been taken. But even the gods themselves dont post guardians against the impossible.

And youd be pleased if you were in his shoes?

I wouldnt be thrilled. Stipulated. I went through it with my own grandfather. He wouldnt lie down and stay dead, either. But theres a method to my madness, to dust off a cliche. First, get Muno out of here.

Theres work to do. Now. The emotionalism and long explanations would just get in the way.

Let me confess to complete ignorance of whatever the hell it is youre talking about.

Clever. Excellent. Borrowing your attitude from your friend Pinkus Ghort.

If theres something so time-critical that the Principatè has to be hustled out…

Where was I an hour ago? Right here. But undiscovered. Just the fact that youre onto me changes the equation. Now I cant be the ghost in the walls whos your guardian angel. You knowing Im real and here, and Muno doing the same, changes your attitude toward everything. Im about to be hauled out of the realm of legend into a world where somebody besides that asshole Hugo Mongoz can see me.

Hecht did not understand. He was disinclined to pursue enlightenment.

Februaren said, Weve failed to examine one whole class of would-be assassins. The Instrumentalities of the Night.

What?

The soultaken you defeated at al-Khazen were neither the beginning nor the end of your war with the Night. Their reasoning is fallacious. Its too late to stuff the djinn back into the bottle. But the Night doesnt see time the way we do. They think in centuries. They dont often recognize individuals. But you they know. Youre a threat. Youre the Godslayer. You have to be stopped. Despite the obvious fact, from our viewpoint, that a lot of other people have figured it out, too, by now. Because youre the spark who sparked bright enough for them to see.

One who hasnt figured it out being Piper Hecht. Cloven Februaren told him, A while ago you decided to go along. Youd stop insisting that youre Piper Hecht from Duarnenia. Youd let us define what we want you to be. As once you promised Ferris Renfrow youd let him. As youve done with everyone since you arrived in Firaldia.

Right here, right now, Im telling you between you and me, boy the age of bullshit is over. I know every detail of your life. The most critical is that you stumbled on a way to kill the Instrumentalities of the Night. They dont know how you did and they dont know why it works, but they saw you spark. And your entire life since has been shaped by that night in Esthers Wood.

And your life is only one of thousands. On either side of the curtain between the world and the Night.

More so, probably, on the other side. Theyre slow to learn but they can smell a threat before it arises.

The soultaken meant to destroy you began their journey two hundred years before you were born. And though theyve failed so far, they havent failed yet.

Youve shown the world that theres a way to free itself from the Tyranny of the Night. Unfortunately, those dedicated to that end are captained by a lunatic named Sublime who is the slave of his own obsessions. And who is continuously manipulated by people who make sure he never comes into contact with any taint of reality.

Im no messiah.

Of course not. You cant crusade against the Instrumentalities of the Night. You have neither the will, the skill, nor the temperament. Youre a talisman. A totem of the living. While you live, the Night feels threatened.

Wouldnt it be threatened anyway, if the knowledge is loose?

Of course. But the Night is constrained by its own mythical thinking. You need to understand that. You cant reason with the Night any more than you can with a crocodile. But you can figure out what goes on behind the curtain by studying the shadows cast.

Im lost. I always am around this kind of talk.

Februaren said, The wells of power are weakening everywhere. The same thing happened in antiquity.

Which is partly why those people were able to tame that generation of Instrumentalities. The wells came back that time. Hopefully, they will again. Meanwhile, though, we suffer the consequences. Sea levels are falling. The ice is coming south. And building up in the high mountains. Fast. Populations are running ahead of the ice. The Instrumentalities of the Night as well as humans and animals.

Animals?

It shouldnt be many years before we see species formerly found only in the north. They shouldnt be a problem. Refugees will. They are already. But worst will be the hidden things. As they flee the ice theyll be forced into closer contact. The predators will get stronger. The confined, constrained, and shattered monsters of the past will grab the imaginations of fools, offering a lie. Free me. I will be your God, before all others, and you shall reign over all the nations. That sort of thing.

Resurrecting the old devils.

As you wish. What theyre called doesnt matter. What does is, its already happening along the edges of the ice. And in the other cold places. Theyve smelled the essence of Rook in the End of Connec. The ghost of the Windwalker has been seen up where your imaginary forbears battled the pagan horde. On the steppe…

Hang on. Kharoulke the Windwalker isnt a Sheard god. He belongs to a pantheon displaced by the northern Old Ones.

Youre right. And those Old Ones have fallen, blessings be upon you. Some of their strengths have been taken by the monster in the Jago Mountains. The survivors are locked inside a pocket reality that is, itself, trapped inside a closed realm they created for themselves long, long ago. Meaning they cant constrain the terrors they conquered when they arose anymore. More are sure to reemerge after the Windwalker.

There are worse things to come?

It will happen, Piper. Everywhere. But this time we can fight.

Uhm?

Irked, Februaren snapped, Because of your damned toy cannon! What was it called? A falcon? A silver and iron blast from one of those will stop the most powerful Instrumentality.

Even God Himself?

Februaren missed only one beat. Most likely. If He assumes a corporeal form.

Hecht shuddered. It was true. Godslayer.

Like it or not, the God of the Chaldareans, and the God of the Pramans, is just a glorified brownie.

Excuse me?

Brownie, Piper. Pay attention. A little bitty Instrumentality. The difference between a grain of sand and a mountain is the size of the rock. A brownie is a God who hasnt grown up yet.

There is no God but God.

You cant possibly be that blind ignorant. Take five minutes when you have five free. Use them to think.  Then use the next five to think some more.

Hecht started to say something underpinned by a foundation of his faith. The faith on which his life had been built since his earliest days in the Vibrant Spring School.

Stop it, Piper. Youre over that nonsense.

In a way, Hecht realized, he was. But dogma was a shield against reason. Faith was the way you defended yourself against real world evidence.

Its hard.

Its hard for everyone, boy. You spend three decades being fed half-truths and untruths by trusted elders who have an abiding interest in having those who come up behind them swallow the same nonsense that they imbibed when they were young. Then you begin to discover details of the landscape and horizon that faith just doesnt explain. You begin to grow suspicious. But youre part of a culture that just cant survive and prosper if it becomes infected by a wide-spread disbelief in the absurd.

Hecht could not restrain himself. What in the hell are you babbling about, Your Grace?

Im saying its all bullshit, boy. The Episcopal Chaldarean Revelation. Everything Praman. Any other belief system you want to toss in. Every religion. The truth is, there are the Instrumentalities of the Night.

As huge as God. As tiny as a water sprite. All neutral in fact. All wicked in declaration by true believers of other religions. The believers shape the Instrumentalities by believing. They create reality with their faith. Change the minds of the true believers and you change the face of God. Thats what the first Pramans did. And the first Chaldareans. Before Aaron and the Founders, the Devedians found that they could no longer honor the harsh God of the Dainshaukin.

Youre saying it doesnt matter what I believe? That God wears whatever face I want? That any belief, however heretical, is as valid as any other?

An uncomfortable way of stating it. But nearer the truth than most of my profession would admit.

Hecht was honest. I need the foundation.

Most people do. Its essential to their spiritual well-being. They need to be a brick in a great edifice to feel like they have any meaning.

Im happy the way I am.

Fine. Dont let it blind you when the claws of the Night are pulling you down. Remember: Neither your God nor mine showed up at al-Khazen. But gods were there.

The Godslayer reflected: Who but the God Who Is God could have inspired him to load that falcon with silver that night in Esthers Wood?

Cloven Februaren revealed another thin smile suggesting he knew what Hecht was thinking. He said, Im not shilling for the Adversary, Piper. Im trying to waken what small spark of reason you have, somewhere. You need to keep a watch for things that arent what they seem.

Yes. With a touch of sarcasm.

For example. The amulet you wear. Useful, yes? Saved your life several times, no doubt. But a huge frustration, now, to your great enemy. Who no doubt curses himself daily for having given it to you. In the form that he did.

Sir?

Relax. No one else has the skills to detect it. Though Bronte Doneto and Muno surely suspect theres more to you than meets the eye.

Hecht said nothing. He pursed his lips. He would gut it out.

I think er-Rashal discovered something distressing after he armed you with the amulet and sent you our way. Maybe from the mummies. Maybe because of what happened in Esthers Wood. Suddenly, you were more valuable dead than alive. But he cant strike directly because of the amulet. His hirelings failed the straightforward attempt in Runch…

The old man was thinking out loud, now. Failure in Sonsa. Not er-Rashals fault. Grade had been warned there might be a person of interest aboard ship, but that wasnt why he was traveling. Failure in the Ownvidian Knot. Substantial failure by Starkden and al-Seyhan, here and at al-Khazen. Failures by the soultaken and even by He Who Harkens to the Sound. And numerous failures since. Its almost as if you have a guardian Instrumentality.

Thank you.

I nearly failed with the firepowder cart. Can I be lucky forever? The amulet. I know what a boon its been. But its coming time for it to go. Its how they track you.

Hecht had begun to nod. Exhaustion was wearing him down.

The old man told him, Ill replace it with something better. As soon as I can. Does it cause much pain?

He was too tired to dissemble. When something big gets close, its bad.

Ill fix that. Er-Rashal isnt half the sorcerer he thinks he is. Sit back down. Let me see your wrist.

Februaren dropped down cross-legged, took Hechts left hand, ran fingers lightly over his wrist. The madman was cleverer than I thought. This is difficult to sense, even knowing its there.

Ouch!

Cleverer. That stung me, too. And heres the problem. Hell know the instant it comes off. And hell know where. That offers us a strategic opportunity to switch it out in the right place, at the right time, and panic someone.

Sir, I dont feel like being clever. I feel like cutting throats to get a message out. Leave my people alone.

I understand your anger. Your frustration. How many of my family have I seen victimized? But people who behave that way arent often persuaded. They havent yet gotten the message when you start shoveling dirt into their faces.

Im in a mood to fill a big hole. If we must, we will. Theres one more thing. The ring.

Uh… Ring?

The ring accidentally given you by Principatè Bruglioni. The ring of forgetfulness. Where is it?

Wow. He had forgotten it. That quickly. I gave it to Principatè Delari to study. Why?

Its of no consequence right now. But it could be, someday. If its the ring I think it is.

Grinling?

Excuse me?

A ferociously nasty and treacherous magical ring in northern mythology. Shares some characteristics with this one.

Caron ande Lette had fallen. Likewise, Artlan ande Brith. No word of the fates of the Rault brothers or the Tuldse family had reached Antieux. Brother Candle and Socia feared the worst.

Count Raymone remained aggressive but he was like an old woman chasing chickens, trying to stem the tide.

Brother Candle joined Socia Rault for dinner. The fierce Rault daughter said, Raymone wrote. Hes having trouble getting his men to do what needs doing. Theyre tired of killing and getting nowhere.

The Perfect Master shuddered. He knew Count Raymones men. Few were less hard than Bernardin Amberchelle. It was difficult to imagine the magnitude of the slaughter that would put them off their enthusiasm for murder.

Were all at the mercy of our consciences.

Conscience isnt the problem, Socia countered. Its that, if youre even a little bit sane, theres only so much bloodletting you can stand.

I understand. Most men could resist armed invaders with little soul searching, but butchering the endless stream of refugees…

Socia said, Im sure Raymone exaggerates when he says hes killed more than ten thousand. But…

Brother Candle feared the converse was true. That Raymone had reported smaller numbers because of the horrific scale of the killing.

Count Raymones vigorously optimistic nature made him overlook the earthy, harsh character of his beloved.

Make that his vigorously self-delusional nature. The invaders now beginning to benefit from the moral exhaustion of the Connecs sons ought to thank their God that they did not have to face this daughter of the land.

The girl surprised him. Ive sent letters, in Raymones name, to Tormond, Peter, Jerriaux, Huntar of Biorgras, Deitrich of Cienioune, and a dozen others. I asked for the loan of troops. Strictly to support Antieuxs defenses. Raymone can afford to pay them.

Brother Candle scowled. This girl-child was even more dark and wickedly clever than he had thought.

Each of those nobles had been feeding mercenaries into the private and local armies of the Connec.

The feuding had fallen off dramatically, lately, in those counties where raiders from Arnhand had appeared. The hunchback Rinpochè, now a bishop paid for by and owned by Anne of Menand, had his own little army of eight hundred men. By dint of speed and fury he had captured Tomacadour and Firac.

Now he was stalled on the Dog River across from Calour. His troops, foraging or being too enthusiastic in their search for heretics, had strayed into Tramaine, Which garnered them no friends amongst a nobility subject to Santerin and already eager to do mischief to all persons Arnhander.

Socia asked, Where do you think the Patriarchs army will attack?

Good question. It seemed disinclined to move at all, now that it was in Ormienden. Here. If Duke Tormond fails in Salpeno. The enemies of the Connec have suffered too many embarrassments at Antieux.

Duke Tormond had gone to Arnhand to plead with his second cousin, King Charlve. A fools errand, most thought. Charlve was a lap dog of that whore, Anne of Menand. But a good sign, to others. The Duke was doing something.  The poison no longer held him in thrall.

Brother Candle mused, The Captain-General, once loosed, will come here. Then to Sheavenalle and Castreresone. Then Khaurene itself. And the Connec will lie at Sublimes feet.

And you dont think we can stop him.

He did not. The Patriarchs army was large, well trained, well equipped, paid, and competently led. It lacked the internal conflicts of a gathering of Connectens. Im telling you how I think theyll see it. It may not work out that way. Therell be resistance. But it wont be effective if our soldiers are busy with Arnhanders and Grolsachers.

Its all so awful. So frightening.

But youre the famously ferocious Socia Rault, fearless fiancee of Count Raymone Garete.

Count Raymone. Im beginning to wonder. Why wont he get back here and cure me of virginity?

Well?

All right. I know. Even though we share some sacraments with the Church, including marriage, Maysaleans arent supposed to be interested in pleasures of the flesh.

True.

So where do you get new Seekers After Light? Suppose you convert everybody? Wouldnt you run out of people pretty soon?

No need to worry on that score, child. Sin is eternal. Therell always be sinners. Which assures us an endless supply of students.

Can it work out? Without war, I mean.

War is like sin, child. Its always with us.

It could be a lot more harsh.

It could. But Sublimes demands are tolerable. Especially since he doesnt have the Emperor behind him, ready to stab him in the back.

Cant you give a straight answer?

Brother Candle thought he had. Negotiations are going on. Everyone but the Society wants to avoid a holocaust. But nobody is ready to ante up the full price of peace.

Connectens were proud, stubborn, unruly, and particularly averse to outside meddling. Devout Brothen Episcopals rode with Count Raymone, despite the Writs of Excommunication and Anathema issued against him. Despite the publication of letters proclaiming plenary indulgences, erasing the accumulated sins of anyone who joined the battle against heresy, accompanied by a decretal formalizing the Holy Fathers permission for those who fought on Gods behalf to confiscate the properties of heretics, Sublime had yet to issue the final order declaring a Maysalean Crusade.

Forces inside the Brothen Church still strove to forestall the insanity.

So rumor said.

Socia Rault was cynical. Those rumors are just wishful thinking. She was sure that any priest who became a bishop was as corrupt as Morcant Farfog of Strang or Bishop Serifs of Antieux and all of Serifss successors. Its just a matter of time till everything starts to unravel.

Brother Candle thought the unraveling was well under way.

The price of peace… Its simpler than you old farts make out.

Really? Amused.

The problem is, you old-timers just want to talk. But the real solution is, kill all the Brothen Episcopal bishops. There were eighteen to twenty-four of those assigned to the End of Connec. The number fell into a range because the bounds of the Connec were largely a matter of viewpoint. Along with anyone who has anything to do with the Society.

The Society had begun to adopt the conversion tactics of the Perfects of the Seekers After Light. Monks roamed the countryside, trying to convince common folk that the Brothen Church had a monopoly on spiritual Truth. In cities the missionaries debated leaders of the local Maysalean communities.

Those leaders usually accepted the challenge. Not smart, in Brother Candles eye. Thoughtful, articulate Seekers normally bested the missionaries, who quoted dogma rather than presenting reasoned arguments. They almost always claimed to have won, though.

That might be effective. Temporarily.

He was being sarcastic. She did not get that. Another divide between generations. The young were literal, linear, and ferociously direct.

Duke Tormond, in Salpeno, sent messengers flying in every direction. He would do anything to keep the peace, now. A serious army was poised to force what he had put off so long. He sent ambassadors to Brothe to plead with the Patriarch. He begged his nobility to restrain themselves, to disband their private armies, to restore properties they had taken from the Brothen Church. He told them to make peace with the Brothen bishops and to stop interfering with the Patriarchal Society for the Suppression of Heresy and Sacrilege. Count Raymone he directed to withdraw from the field. He should prepare Antieux to be purged of heretics and unbelievers.

Socia Rault said, As far back as I can remember people complained because Duke Tormond wouldnt take a stand. Wouldnt make a decision. Wouldnt act. Looks like they got what they wished for.

Tormond won no sympathy in the Connec or Brothe. Count Raymone never bothered to acknowledge his letters. His answer was to ambush a company of Arnhander knights and slaughter them more savagely than he had the enemy at the Black Mountain Massacre.

Tormonds cousin Charlve could do nothing for him. Though he did evade Sublimes demand that Arnhand immediately hurl its full might into the wicked province. Charlve might be dim but did understand that throwing the full resources of his kingdom at his cousin would leave him naked in the rain if King Brill or the Grail Empress decided to take advantage. And Santerin was probing already.

Charlve temporized. Adopting the habit of his kinsman. He did not deny anyone who chose to take the Crusader mantle, though. There would be stay-at-homes who could be called up if the neighbors got pushy.

Duke Tormond changed his itinerary. He abandoned plans to visit the Empire. News from home made him want to hurry back to Khaurene.

The conspiracies round Charlve worried Tormond. He slipped out of Salpeno in the middle of the night.

He and a handful of supporters raced for territory held by Santerin, just thirty miles west of the Arnhander capital.

Sixty hours later Duke Tormond found himself in the presence of the lord of the island kingdom. Whose presence on the mainland was not yet suspected in Arnhand. King Brill was waiting for the right moment to stab Arnhands heart. His encouragement and promises to Tormond were entirely transparent.

Brill did gift the Duke with a regiment of four hundred Celebritan crossbowmen whose wages he paid a year in advance. Celebritans were renowned for their deadliness on the battlefield. More than one Patriarch had threatened to place their home city under interdict if they continued using their evil weapons against fellow Chaldareans.

That interdict never quite went into effect.

News about the capture of Sonsa swept across the End of Connec. No one could figure out what the Patriarch was doing. Sublimes enemies were sure some foul scheme lay behind that action.

Not long after the news about Sonsa, word came that Brothen soldiers had surprised Viscesment and had captured the city against minimal opposition.

I HEARD AN INTERESTING STORY TODAY, MASTER, Socia Rault told Brother Candle as they settled down to a late, simple supper.

Yes? Sure it would involve bloody behavior somehow.

You remember Father Rinpochè? He was at Khaurene when we were there. That hideous little hunchback.

I remember. There arent many men more arrogant or obnoxious. What about Rinpochè?

They made him an auxiliary bishop. And gave him permission to raise his own force to deal with the Maysalean Heresy.

Hard to believe how much stupidity can be loose in the world at one time.

Not for me. Anyway, Rinpochès gang have been plundering the far northwest part of the Connec. He nearly got killed for his trouble, too.

Due to his own stupidity, no doubt. Brother Candles exposure to Rinpochè had been limited. But a man did not need to pigeonhole the hunchback. Rinpochè did that for himself. Youre bursting. So tell me.

He was on the wrong side of the Dog River to attack Calour. There are a lot of Seekers there.

Brother Candle knew. He had visited Calour. That was wild country.

Socia continued. The local men of substance got Rinpochè talking. They stalled him for almost a month, keeping him thinking he might get what he wanted without fighting. That theyd turn over the local Seekers if he treated everybody else all right. But they used the time to bring in two hundred Sevanphaxi darters.

I think I see whats coming.

Sevanphax was a remote mountain principality between Direcia and Tramaine. Several neighbors claimed suzerainty. The Sevanphaxi acknowledged none. They fought anyone who tried to tame them. And hired out as mercenaries.

Their reputation far exceeded that of the Grolsachers. They were exceedingly professional. They favored a short throwing spear, or dart, smaller than a javelin but longer and heavier than an arrow. Those darts would penetrate all but the thickest plate. And Bishop Rinpochè had only a handful of destitute knights backing him.

The darters dropped the Arnhanders by the score when they tried to ford the Dog. The Sevanphaxi captain, named something like Ghaitre, let them force the crossing, though. He fell back to the town.

Crossbowmen on the wall covered them till they got inside. The Arnhanders were tired and wet and cold after forcing the river crossing. They didnt press the attack against the town.

So…

So while all that was going on townsmen who swam the river the night before attacked Rinpochès camp. They destroyed his stores, killed his animals, scattered his camp followers. Rinpochè nearly drowned in the rush to get back over the Dog to salvage what he could. And he mightve been killed later, when the darters came out to finish his mob off.

So now there would be leaderless bands plaguing that part of the Connec. Hopefully, trying to get home to Arnhand. Defenders of the Connec would do their damnedest to keep them from making it, no doubt.

The news became less grim after Rinpochès embarrassment. The flood of refugees began to dry up.

Brock Rault got a message through to Antieux. Caron ande Lettes occupants had escaped to Ormienden. Now they were with Count Raymone. Several small encounter engagements against disorganized Arnhander forces had gone well.

Socia told Brother Candle, Its coming together. The villains will be defeated.

Pessimistic of late, the Perfect observed, Theres still a fat Patriarchal army waiting in Ormienden.

That was the great puzzle. The Patriarch had launched his might out of Firaldia with apparent gleeful anticipation of the damage it would do. But now all those soldiers were just sitting there.

Rumor suggested ongoing diplomacy. But with whom? Negotiating what?

The fighting tailed off. Count Raymone managed to protect almost all agriculture south of Yperi, the town that marked the southernmost advance of the Arnhander invaders. Raymones jubilant but exhausted followers began to arrive in Antieux. Most tarried only briefly before heading home.

Brother Candle remained pessimistic. He predicted, Next time the Arnhanders will have a strategy. And theyll have someone in charge wholl see that things get done. If the Patriarch leaves anything to attack.

He looked north-eastward, toward Sublimes Captain-General and his Collegium accomplices, poised like vultures waiting for the body of the Connec to expire.

There were a thousand dark rumors about the upsurge in activities of things of the Night. Every outsider brought tales about old wickednesses resurfacing. Especially where there was fighting.

Brother Candle reminded anyone who would listen, None of those people have seen anything themselves. You realize that, dont you? Every single tale-teller is retelling something he heard from somebody who heard it from his cousin, who wouldnt ever lie about anything.

Socia never failed to remind him, You were there when Rook went by so close you ended up squishing maggots in the morning.

He would growl some nonsense back but could not dispute the truth.

Bernardin Amberchelle slipped into Antieux with a group of pilgrims headed west, to the shrines in Khaurene and thence to the waters at St. Overdret. He had put his ferocious nature aside. He seemed a reasonable middle-aged gentleman, typical of the wealthier quarter of any Connecten city. He was portly, dark of hair and eye, and had bee-stung lips. More immediately, he stank, was dirty, and was clad in rags.

He insisted on seeing the Perfect Master and his cousins fiancee immediately.

Neither knew Bernardin well. Count Raymones local staff assured them that the man was devoted to form and ceremony. Yet he insisted on seeing them without taking a day to recuperate and prepare for the courtly behavior he loved. Socia observed, He does come from Raymone.

Amberchelle met them in Raymones room lined with stone from the Holy Lands. He could not suppress his fearful excitement. He told them, Count Raymone has a plan. You two are critical to it. The first step is to prepare Antieux for an extended, harsh siege.

They frowned, puzzled.

Raymone has discovered unexpected friends. He knows our enemies plans. And what some unanticipated allies are up to, too.

Deeper frowns from the old man and girl.

The Society has planted agents here. They arent supposed to reveal themselves until Antieux is under siege. Then theyll seize the gate in the night and open it. The enemy will rush in and kill everyone, Maysaleans, Deves, and Dainshaus first.

Dainshaus? Brother Candle asked. Ive never seen a Dainshau here.

Theyre here, Master. Several families. The Society plans to exterminate them. Here and everywhere.

Deves and Maysaleans, too. And here in Antieux they plan to kill everyone else, too. Even their own. As an example to the lesser cities that owe fealty to Count Raymone. So theyll surrender without a fight.

Socia said, Thats the insane rationality you find only in the gods…

Brother Candle squeezed her arm.

Amberchelle said, Its sanity is irrelevant. Ive been told to ready the city for a long siege. Your job is to lead the Deves, Dainshaukin, Seekers After Light, and Immaculates adherents out of here while that can still be done. The Unbelievers need to go to Sheavenalle. The Seekers should go to Castreresone or farther west. Or into the White Hills.

Socia took one deep breath, then another, getting ready to argue. Amberchelle forestalled her. Therell be some surprises. I havent been told all about them myself. I do know we all need to do our parts according to Raymones design, without question or debate, as fast as we can, if we want to see another summer.

Bernardin leaned in close to Brother Candle. Machinations are afoot. Well win the victory yet. But you really do have to make the needful moves. Now.

Brother Candle understood. Without grasping specifics. He silenced Socia before she could get her back up. Then he asked for what specifics and directions Amberchelle could provide.

The minority peoples of Antieux showed no reluctance to leave. Which surprised Brother Candle. He was puzzled, too, by the fact that Count Raymone would send away people with the fiercest reasons to resist Brothen Episcopal invaders.

The Counts lady and her spiritual adviser, accompanied by the Perfect of Antieux, led the way. The column stretched for miles. Many of Antieuxs leading families were sending their children to relatives in Sheavenalle or Castreresone, or safety even farther away.

Moving the children made sense. They were mouths that would need feeding. The bodies attached would not contribute much to the citys defense.

Country folk were preparing for war, too. Valuables and edibles were being moved into the city or fortifications nearby. Or into hiding in the hills. This county had been invaded several times in recent years. These survivors would not make it easy for the next wave.

Brother Candle could not convince himself that resistance made sense. Despite all the disorder, members of the Society continued to filter into the Connec, pressing the cause of the Brothen Church. They grew increasingly extreme as they failed to whip the land into line. Duke Tormond issued regular proclamations favoring Sublimes cause, now, but no one paid attention. The assumption was that he would change his mind the instant the Brothen Church stopped twisting his arm.

Even agents of the Society doubted Duke Tormonds sincerity.

Beyond his failure to suppress heresy, the Society found fault in his failure to suppress the followers of Immaculate II. His failure to persecute those who attacked or defended themselves against Brothen Episcopal agents. Not that that mattered much, anymore. News out of Viscesment made it pretty clear that Sublime had brought the long struggle with the legitimate line of Patriarchs to a conclusion favorable to the Brothen house. But there was still his failure to return properties seized from corrupt clerics, his fortification of churches, and his employment of Deves and heretics in the instrumentalities of the state.

On and on and on. No genius was needed to see that the Duke would never fulfill the demands placed upon him.

The Socia Rault solution might be Tormond IVs only salvation.

The Devedian and Dainshau families left the column not far west of Antieux. They headed south for Sheavenalle. The Chaldarean refugees continued eastward on the ancient road, toward Castreresone.

That road made plain how heavily age lay on the Connec. Brothen legionaries had built it fifteen hundred years ago. The bridges dated from that era, too, yet needed little maintenance even now. As the name implied, Castreresone was once the site of an Imperial regional military headquarters. Its walls rested on foundations laid down by legionary engineers.

Time lies heavy in this land, the Perfect told Socia.

She was not impressed. She was too young for the deeps of time to mean anything. Whatever happened before she was born was ancient history. But she did admit, It is kind of creepy out here. She looked back at Bernardin Amberchelle, whose party followed close behind. Some uncomfortable people were traveling with the Counts cousin.

Brother Candle felt uneasy when he considered Amberchelles band, too. He did not know those men.

Had not seen them around Antieux. Bernardin said they were lesser nobles, like the Raults, who had been driven out of their homes up near Viscesment. None were Seekers After Light. And they used a dialect that did not sound Connecten.

Socia added, Ill be glad when we get out of the country. Which seemed a remarkable thing for a country girl to say.

Her comment crystallized the unease the Perfect had felt lor days. This southern Connecten countryside was distinctly uncomfortable. For no reason that was obvious. And that was new. He had wandered this land for decades without feeling anything like this.

His thoughts drifted back to the woods above Caron ande Lette. Rook. There were rumors suggesting the return of other ancient Instrumentalities. Something in the sea. Things of the Night in the darkness. But always hearsay.

Still, the sheer number of reports suggested that the hideous and horrible were creeping forth from the graves that had held them so long.

A city seemed a good place to be, then.

The road west followed the north bank of the Laur, which ran east, back whence they had come, then southeast to Sheavenalle and the Mother Sea. Traffic had passed this way, on riverbank and water, since before men learned to remember by writing things down.

The Laur, navigable to Castreresone and beyond, boasted dozens of boats and barges of shallow draft, some under sail, some driven by sweeps. Brother Candle told Socia, Ive often thought if my life had gone different I mightve become a barger.

Didnt you have tummy troubles going over to Shippen und back?

The open sea is something else entirely. Only a lunatic would subject himself to that as a way of life.

I learn something weird about you every day.

You should be learning something new and weird and wonderful about something every day, child.

Their path to Khaurene last year had passed thirty miles north of Castreresone. That storied city had been the seat of the governors of the Old Imperial province of Closer Endonensis. Khaurene had been the capital of Nether Endonensis.

Closer Endonensis had been fruitful and pacific and therefore much favored by the Brothen emperors.

Castreresone was an impressive sight. Some called it the White City. The limestone sheathing its walls was nearly as pale as marble. And those walls, though set on ancient foundations, were the most modern and best maintained in the Connec. Improvements were under way now, the outer curtain being heightened, machicolations being added at key points, roofing being installed over the wall walks. New curtain walls with D-shape mural towers were under construction around two wealthy suburbs that had come into being during the last century.

Castreresone held an odd place in the feudal order of the End of Connec. Its overlord could claim suzerainty over most all Connecten coastal territories from Terliaga to the delta of the Dechear River, excepting those fiefs belonging directly to the Dukes of Khaurene. Such as Sheavenalle. But there was no fixed family of lords in Castreresone. Traditionally, the city belonged to the Duke of Khaurenes heir.

Tormond IV had no declared successor. So Castreresone was held by an uncle, Roger Shale, who was actually younger than Tormond. A Maysalean who never married, Roger Shale had no legal heirs. His niece Isabeth was his designated successor.

Roger Shale was nothing like Tormond. He was energetic, efficient, and organized. He had kept order locally during the recent troubles. But he had no power in the broader affairs of the Connec. He spent his energies making Castreresone the best protected city in the End of Connec.

Brother Candle said, Weird and wonderful. I dont know about that. But I can say this: This quiet, beautiful city is much nearer being the soul of the Connecten nation than is Khaurene, Antieux, or the Altai. The Altai being that part of the Connec, center north, that was most mountainous and most inclined toward heresy. Many Seekers had taken refuge there already. The Altaien population as a whole were convinced that they were the only true Connectens.

The column from the east first spied Castreresone in the early morning light. The white walls shone. The road went down to a bridge over the Laur wide enough for eight men to march abreast. On the south bank the road traversed half a mile and rose a hundred feet to approach the acre of flat, open killing ground in front of the huge, complicated barbican that guarded the main entrance to the White City.

Black wreaths hung on the wall, sad memorial to events in Viscesment.

It was there, as they waited to be let into the city, that the news about the god worm caught up.

What does it mean? Socia asked, absent all her usual spiteful spirit. She was subdued because the old man was so obviously deeply shaken.

I dont know. Except as a signal that the Instrumentalities of the Night have begun to move into a whole new level of involvement with the world.

The gods will walk among us again?

It may be. It may be. And that terrifies me.

The movement north and east went too smoothly for the Captain-General. I worry when things go right,

he told his staff as the army settled in to rest near the monastery complex at Dominagua. You people cant be that good at what you do.

The backhanded compliment sparked smiles.

The high excitement soon faded.

Ghort said so. The Connec is, too. What we saw of it.

Well get to see that part again. Sublime is close to obsessed with taming Raymone Garete.

Lot of that infecting the Society, too. Id as soon not. It wont be close to easy. Even with a pair of heavyweight sorcerers tagging along.

One sorcerer. Principatè Delari isnt here to participate. Hes here to keep an eye on your boss.

On my boss? On you? I thought hed, like, adopted you.

On Doneto.

Doneto? What do you mean, Doneto? I dont work for him. I work for the City. What do you mean, Delari wants to keep an eye on him?

You still live in his house, Pinkus. And he thinks youre his man. He still tries to lay claim on me, sometimes. I dont know what the problem is between him and Delari. Maybe its all just Delari. But there is bad blood.

He hides it pretty well.

He does. I wouldnt know about it at all if it werent for the boy.

Armand? Theres something weird about that one, Pipe.

Wow! Cant get anything past you.

What I mean is… Can it. The demon himself. Bronte Doneto had come out for a stroll. Not unusual.

But his constitutional kept bringing him closer.

Hecht said, Go snatch Sonsa. If you need more than the Brothen contingent…

They should be plenty. How soon?

Im done telling. Its your mission, now. Do what you need to do and go when youre ready. Your Grace.

Gentlemen.

Ghort said, I was just telling Pipe that this looks like the place I want to retire, I get lucky and round up enough booty. Go into the winemaking business.

Hecht said, Youd probably suck down all the profits.

Ghorts man Bo Biogna left camp with a picked team that same night. Next morning the entire Brothen contingent departed. Hecht told the morning staff meeting, Ive given Pinkus a special mission. If our master unleashes us, hell catch up.

There were questions. Hecht did not answer them. These men did not need to know.

Principatè Bronte Doneto was among those asking. Maybe Pinkus had moved beyond a sense of obligation to him.

Maybe.

Forget Ghort, he said. We need to move up to the Dechear. Colonel Smolens, I suggested a feasibility study to you and Lieutenant Consent. Mainly to keep you out of trouble. Did you follow up?

Smolens admitted, We did. It should be easy. Sir. The honorific added only because members of the Collegium were present.

Titus Consent said, There is no plan for stopping you. Assassination is their only worry.

Hecht considered Muniero Delari from the corner of his eye. The old man showed no special interest. He hoped that meant this would not get to Osa Stile. Good. Get out warning orders to prepare to move up.

Smolens, you get the other job.

Is that an execute, sir? Smolens asked. He was eager.

Put it together and do it.

Delari was paying attention, now. And suddenly suspicious.

Whatever anyone thought, Piper Hecht was still his own man.

The Patriarchal army drifted westward, covering barely a hundred miles in ten days. Forward elements reached the Dechear and staked out camps at likely crossing points. The nearest surviving bridge was way upstream, at Viscesment. The Captain-General divided his forces, the better to reduce the strain on Ormienden and to remain tactically prepared. How high are the walls? Therell be a lot of deep topsoil around if winemaking is serious business.

You lost me there.

Something we dont do much anymore, that they did a lot in ancient times. Build a ramp to the top of the wall. Raise it higher than the wall if you can, so you can attack downhill.

Clever members of the Brotherhood of War had done that in the Holy Lands in the early crusades.

Praman castles were no longer sited where that would be possible.

Titus Consent entered the room, which was on the second level in an old windmill. The mill had not worked in years. There was no obvious reason for it having been abandoned.

Hecht said, Something?

Several. All hitting at once.

And?

Smolens has done his job. Had a little problem with Immaculates guards, though.

They didnt back down?

Not soon enough. Smolens got the bad end of the casualty equation.

I was afraid of that. But why were they still there if the Empress went over to Sublime?

I dont know. But Braunsknechts do take themselves seriously. Which could be a problem.

Meaning?

Weve got one downstairs. He wants to see you.

Smolens took prisoners?

This one came from Plemenza. He doesnt know what happened in Viscesment. Yet.

It would not be long before the news reached the ends of the Chaldarean world.

That world now knew that Patriarchal troops had occupied Sonsa. Already there were rumors that Sublime had attacked the city because of a deal he had made with Dateon or Aparion. Or possibly Peter of Navaya, whose Plataduran allies wanted the Sonsan holdings on Artecipea.

This Braunsknecht came from Plemenza? That meant from the Princess Helspeth.

This had to be handled carefully.

This Braunsknecht say why hes here?

Because he wants to talk to you. He thinks youll want to talk to him.

I dont get it.

He did say it has to do with the monster in the Jago Mountains.

Ah. That was much less dangerous. There was something else?

Colonel Ghort is ready to leave Sonsa. The Three Families have sworn allegiance to Sublime. Theyve promised the use of their fleets come time for a new crusade into the Holy Lands, hoping that comes soon. They have sailors starving and ships rotting at the quayside while Platadura is taking control all over the western Mother Sea.

Hecht nodded. The real message was that Pinkus had taken prisoners and had dug out all the information he could. Thats good news. Anything else?

One more thing. Colonel Smolens says there were some weird people in Viscesment when he got there.

They took off before he could catch them. Into the Connec. Just a creepy feeling, he says, but he wants you to stick close to your lifeguards.

Hecht shivered. His bodyguards were all down below. He did not like having them so he tended to keep them at a distance. All right. Tell Madouc I need to see him, soon as youre done here.

Yes, sir. One more thing.

You said that already.

I almost forgot this.

Well?

Count Raymone may be more clever than weve credited.

Whats he done now?

Its what it looks like hes ready to do. Hes telling all the Connecten Devedians and Dainshaus that they should emigrate somewhere where Sublime and the Society are powerless.

Does that make sense? Hed deprive himself of his educated class.

It does if he thinks theyre spying. Which theyve been reluctant to do. The Society has won us no friends. It makes even more sense if he expects to lose his war. We wont have anyone to keep records.

Or any records, either, probably.

Strategic thinking, not tactical. Interesting. So. Unless you have another one more thing, bring the Braunsknecht, then fill Madouc in on the warning from Smolens.

Hecht met the Braunsknecht outside the mill. He frowned. I should know you, shouldnt I?

Algres Drear, sir. I commanded the company that took you prisoner when you were withdrawing from your previous Connecten adventure.

Ah. Yes. The Plemenzan captivity. I hope you didnt offend Bronte Doneto too much, back then. Hes a member of the Collegium, now. And hes here with us. Again.

Hecht studied Drear while he talked. The man was in his middle thirties, looking older. Gray speckled his beard and temples. His brown eyes were almost soullessly without motion. This was a hard man used to the hardships of the field. Who found himself in too comfortable circumstances in his current assignment.

And who was not troubled in the least by the possibility of enduring the displeasure of a member of the Collegium.

Stupidity? Or ignorance?

Hecht said, You asked to see me. Im giving you time. In deference to the family you serve. But I do have a war to get ready for. So what do you want? He stifled any hope that Drear had brought some special message from Princess Helspeth.

She wants to know how to kill a god.

Not much could have been a bigger surprise. Kill a god?

An Instrumentality. A demon, if you will.

I dont understand. How much had Ferris Renfrow told Princess Helspeth?

You do. You killed the Gray Walker. At al-Khazen. Deliberately and methodically. The Princess needs the know how.

Ill bite. Why?

Drear talked about the monster preying on travelers in the Jago Mountains.

Its a giant bug?

Not many people have survived to describe it. The Grand Duke Omro va Still-Patter is the best known and most reliable. He managed to cut a claw off it. He kept the claw. He describes the monster as a huge praying mantis with a lot of extra legs.

I know the thing. It was at al-Khazen. If I understand right, it used to be a man. Now its an insane Instrumentality. I didnt make the connection then but I think it was active just north of Alicea last year.

How do we kill it?

He did not want to admit that he had an answer. He was not sure why. The secret was spreading, if slowly. But no one understood why it worked.

Captain Drear read him well. How do I reassure you?

I dont know. Im not sure why Im worried.

Is it because you dont know how?

Its easy. You didnt need to come to me. The Princess saw the Gray Walker destroyed.

Not strictly true, sir. Not strictly true. Drear removed a doeskin wallet from inside his shirt. The Princesss personal appeal, sir.

Hecht accepted the letter. He read. The contents underscored just how much the girl trusted this man.

Otherwise, she would never have dared commit such thoughts to paper. She trusts you more than I could ever trust anyone. I suspect with reason, because your mission is to protect her. Why should I trust you, though?

Drear understood him. True. I serve the Grail Empire. I cant make you trust me. Maybe you can explain why its important to you not to let anyone know how to dispatch the Instrumentalities of the Night.

But… Yes. Everyone did know. Iron and silver. The metals that had afforded some protection for thousands of years. But…

Yes sir. What would that be, sir?

Take two falcons to Plemenza. With their crews. Id recommend Varley and Stern, but the choice is yours. Take two special loads for each falcon.

Proseks eyebrows jumped. His eyes widened. Sir…

Theres something ugly in the Jago Mountains. Something of the Night. You were at al-Khazen.

Captain Drear tells me this is the monster that got away from us there.

Proseks eyes got bigger. Even Bechter showed some reaction.

Hecht continued. Go figure out how to ambush it, or trap it, then kill it. Do whatever you have to do.

Then get yourself back here because by that time well probably be besieging Antieux and well want you there to starve with us.

Yes sir. Ignoring his Captain-Generals tone. Prosek turned to Drear. Drago Prosek, sir. He extended a hand. Drear seemed surprised.

Hecht met Drears eye. Thats what I can do.

Good enough. I think. Thank you, sir.

Take this letter to the Princess. He passed the doeskin wallet back. Prosek.

Sir?

Dont let these people tell you what to do. Not even the Princess herself. Make them support you.

Youre smart enough to know what needs doing. And bright enough to figure out how to do it.

Yes sir.

All right. Everyone go. I have thinking to do.

At the best of times the Connec is a loosely structured realm. Anarchy is one tomorrow away.

Connectens have enjoyed a comfortable life since Imperial times. Theyd tolerate anything as long as people tolerated them. Until Sublime decided to stick his nose in.

So… Oh-oh. Principatè Delari had appeared.

Some people felt no need to get permission to drop in on the Captain-General. All of them were members of the Collegium.

See you later, Consent said. He was not comfortable around Principatè Delari. Despite the mans sponsorship.

Youre talking? Never mind. Im sure Bronte Doneto has motives for being here that arent those of his cousin. Nor those of any conspiracy to thwart Sublime. Doneto has an abiding hatred for Antieux. Bad things happened to him there.

He asked for them.

That isnt relevant, Piper. If an enemy is so arrogant as to defend himself and defeat you…

Titus Consent returned without being invited. He was pale and confused. Sir, theres a message from Colonel Smolens. Somebody assassinated Immaculate.

What? Damnit! Damnit! I wish I could swear like Pinkus. Get in here, Titus. Talk to us.

Thats it. Somebody got into the Palace of the Kings. The Braunsknechts werent on duty anymore.

There wasnt any reason for a heavy guard. Immaculate had been overthrown.

I understand.

Consent continued. Hes made arrests. The assassins were clever getting to Immaculate but not clever getting away.

The news isnt a hundred percent bad, then, is it?

The men they caught were all members of the Society, Captain-General. They were defiling and destroying symbols of the Viscesment reign when they were captured.

That isnt good, Principal Delari observed. Weve just gotten us thousands of new enemies.

Delari squeezed till Hecht ground his teeth.

Hecht growled, If the executions are of somebody besides some poor spear carrier.

Doneto glared at him, for the first time in his recollection directly angry.

Principatè Delari squeezed his elbow again.

Titus, thats how well do it. He bowed slightly to Doneto. Its in your hands, Your Grace. Please move swiftly, lest the wound fester.

I do understand that, Captain-General. Ill be on the road within the hour. Doneto turned and left.

Give the man his due. He traveled without an entourage. He could move fast when he decided to do so.

Hecht waited fifteen seconds to ask, You think he was behind it?

Heartbeat normal again, Hecht said, Titus, Colonel Ghort is bringing prisoners from Sonsa. Meet him.

Take charge of them. Bring them to Principatè Delari. Any couriers going to Viscesment are not to say anything about Ghort or Sonsa.

Hecht tried to get back to the work of the day. He was too restless. He told Delari, I need to get out in the air. Walk some of this energy off.

I understand.

Sergeant Bechter followed Hecht out of the mill. Several lifeguards did the same. Hecht wanted to tell them all to go away. He did not waste his breath. They would not go. Bechter said, Sir, I saw that man in brown again this morning.

What a wonderful peaceful, prosperous world it would be if everybody in it was like Pig Iron and Joe.

Six lifeguards tagged along. They remained at a distance once Hecht left the confines of the camp. They knew where he was headed.

Februaren laughed outright at Hechts expression. Thats not true. But, face it, Piper. Youre a bit of a stick.

Why are you here?

To swap your amulet for a new and improved version that wont let your great enemy track you. And for the same reason Im always nearby. To be your guardian angel.

Hecht prepared to quarrel.

Hecht counted off, starting with the effort by Benatar Piola, in Runch, on the Brotherhood island of Staklirhod.

Very good. At least you do recall the ones you were aware of at the time.

Sarcasm doesnt become you, Piper. Lets get this amulet change done. Your bodyguards have begun to develop a vague notion that something is going on. Give me your left hand.

Whatever happened next, it did not stick in Hechts mind. After some vague fumbling around his left wrist, there was a moment when he felt like he had been relieved of the weight of the world. Then he was standing in the middle of the meadow, alone. His left wrist itched horribly.

Why are they here?

Bechter shrugged. Aparion? Sonsa?

The old man is the one I want.

On the way, then.

The ground nearer the grub gash was still hot. It hurt through Hechts soles. Defunct sheep and goats spotted the slope. With their herd dog.

Delari gasped, Theres your mutton.

Well eat well tonight. He looked down. And saw what he expected. There. The egg-shaped thing.

Still glowing.

Yes?

He had to force it. Ive seen one before. In the Holy Lands. I dont know what happened to it. Which was as forthcoming as he could be. He glanced at the curious tide approaching. Most were distracted by distorted falcons, dead men and animals, and the gross impact of the god grubs demise.

Pinkus Ghort seldom seemed thoughtful. This was one of those rare times. That dont make sense, Pipe.

None of us ever had nothing to do with nobody from out there. I dont think. You? So how come somebody from there is hot to put you under?

I ask myself all the time. All I can come up with is, the Instrumentalities of the Night dont love us.

He got no reply. The chief foreigner herded his gang out of there. Berto Bertrand, Bernardin Amberchelle, and Socia crowded Brother Candle.

He said, Its a signet ring. Like none Ive ever seen. Uhn. That looked like specks of dried blood. Ive seen these symbols somewhere before. In the mountains north of Khaurene, the Altai, come to think.

Back in the dark woods, where Eis, Aaron, and their fellows were come-lately and the Old Gods, though no longer worshiped, were not forgotten.

Bernardin. Find out why your friends are upset. He wanted to quiz Socia about how it had come into her possession.

He did not want to accept her claim. Even he might panic if he believed there were invisible men afoot in Castreresone.

Amberchelle growled, no longer as pleased with his associates. Berto Bertrand said, Ill spread the word that people who have somewhere else to go should do so.

Bernardin Amberchelle was not in charge. The consuls of the city, its magnates, and its urban nobility listened only because he was Count Raymones cousin. They nodded politely, then did things their own way. Rejecting the presence of a large enemy army as any reason to create a strong central authority.

Everything is going the way they planned! Theyve retaken the New Town. They pulled those towers down that were shooting into the Burg. Her excitement faded. They havent put all the fires out, though.

Brother Candle slept on a reed mat. He sat there now, his ragged blanket pulled around him. It had turned cold during the night. There was an actual surprise?

Completely!

He was unprepared to believe that was not an enemy ploy. Back out of here for a minute. Let me get dressed. Sodas life at Caron ande Lette had been rude, simple, and relaxed. That would not do in Castreresone. The Count of Antieux could not have his betrothed acquiring a tail of rumors.

Come on! Socia enthused as the old man left his cell. I want to see!

He refused to be hurried. He stopped to break his fast: bread smeared with a dark, heavy, almost bitter honey. By the time the girl chivvied him forth from the keep there was light in the east as well as the north, where the Burg continued to burn. I suppose we should head for the eastern wall.

The streets were filled with nervous men, all under arms. The arsenals had been emptied out. These men were supposed to capture the Laur bridge and its defenses.

Brother Candle believed he was looking at walking dead men.

The families were out and underfoot as well. Their fear was thick. They knew some of these fathers and husbands would not be coming back.

The soldiers began their sally before the pair reached a good vantage. The rush through the gate almost caught them up. Socias lack of manners saved them that unexpected adventure.

They did not get a good place among the observers. The best spots had been occupied long since.

The Castreresonese descended the hill to the Inconje works in a roiling mob, tripping over one another.

They were too numerous and disorganized to march. Brother Candle groaned. What a waste! This city is run by idiots.

He did not care that several idiots were within earshot instead of out with the men running to their deaths.

The raiders captured the unfinished guard tower at the western end of the bridge: They charged the tower at the eastern end.

That tower held out for two hours. The enemy used the time to bring up artillery and crossbowmen. They laid steady missile fire on the bridge. Bernardin Amberchelle showed up. He was depressed. Theyve recaptured the tower on the far end of the bridge. And theyve started building a floating bridge. Well try to wreck it tonight. But I dont expect well have much luck. There arent many citizens willing to go out there again.

Each day the staff selected two promising prisoners. The Captain-General took time to interview them while Madouc and his lifeguards hovered. Titus. Im suspicious.

Sir? About what?

These prisoners. Are they being chosen to tell me what I want to hear?

You need more bad news? Or more defiance?

Never mind. How much longer will this take?

This being?

Castreresone.

Thats up to them. Isnt it? If youre determined to limit casualties and damage. The staff insisted that the White City could be taken whenever the Captain-General ordered it. But thousands would die and the city itself might be destroyed.

Im not in a hurry. Yet.

You could offer terms. Sublime isnt here.

Still no respect for our master?

Not in our lifetime.

Dont be too public about it. Society types are everywhere. Popping up faster than these Connectens can murder them.

I have trouble remembering that the rest of the world runs different than our little slice here.

Dont. You have a family. Wheres Bechter? I havent seen him for days. Bechter was always underfoot when that was inconvenient.

Making the rounds of the siege works. He has experience from the Holy Lands.

Have you recruited any solid sources? Anywhere?

Consent shook his head. Looked vaguely defeated. The Devedian and Dainshau communities wont talk. Theyre getting out. Going to Terliaga, Platadura, anywhere where the Society wont be able to follow.

Hecht was baffled. Peter of Navaya, Lion of the Chaldarean Reconquest, openly accepted Unbelievers into his dependencies. And insisted that they be treated well.

Hecht shrugged.

Pretty much, sir. Those guys arent ignorant. They know the theory just not the practical knowledge.

Typical of soldiers. Indifferent to why something worked, so long as it did when the arrows started flying.

Prosek continued. On the up side, sir, theyll get decent medical care. Which most of them needed. Both falcons committed suicide. I made sure the firepowder was used up.

The monster. The Instrumentality. What about it?

We didnt kill it. But I dont think itll be a problem again. It cant be much more than what it was when it was still a man. And its badly crippled. It could barely crawl.

Good. Good. Ill ask Principatè Delari what it all means. Then we have to figure out how to make these confrontations go our way faster.

I had a lot of time to think while I was traveling. I had some technical and tactical ideas.

Hecht listened patiently. Prosek amazed him. Stunning. And expensive. Godawful expensive.

Not my money, though. And worth it if you really want to break the Tyranny of the Night.

Lieutenant Consent. Work some financial sorcery on these ideas. The rest… The way to speed the firing cycle… Thatll have to go to the foundry people. Traps, though… Well get to work on those. We can experiment right here. The Connec has become an Instrumentality-rich environment.

Consent said, I dont have to do a lot of calculating to tell you there isnt enough silver in the world. So long as the wells of power keep producing. A vigorous push against the Night could even be counterproductive.

Explain.

The wells are fading. Which is cyclical. This time looks like the worst ever. For us, that means more people pushed into smaller territories having to survive on dwindling resources. Fighting over those makes things worse because much of the resources are destroyed in the fighting. Right here, we can see how that works. You see people worried about where food will come from for the first time in centuries.

And that connects with the Night how?

The wells of power produce the food and wine of the Night. Again, dwindling resources. If we remove an entity from the competition, therell be more resources for the rest.

I think I see.

I didnt make that as clear as I should have.

Clear enough. Dont the big ones feed on the little ones? Like bugs and fish?

In a sense. I think.

Would destroying the little ones starve the big ones?

Consent shrugged.

Hecht said, Prosek, stay out of the way. Get back in shape. And keep thinking. I may put you in charge of figuring out better ways.

Prosek looked to Redfearn Bechter for a cue. Bechter did not offer one.

Delari asked, Have you seen Cloven Februaren?

There was a rumor about an invisible man spying on the leadership inside Castreresone. If that was him, he hasnt bothered letting me know what theyre saying.

Im worried.

Oh?

Not by what hes doing. Hes like the weather. All you can do is live with it. No. I think theres trouble in Brothe.

Politics. Certainly. Hecht wished he did not have to suffer that side of the human condition. But if people could get along he would be unemployed.

Could that be why weve seen so little of Saluda, Linczski, and Doneto lately? Pinkus Ghort had visited twice and was expected again. Principatè Doneto had not visited once.

Could be, Delari admitted. Doneto not wanting to draw notice. The other two are here mainly to keep an eye on us.

I let them go up to the gates today. To offer Castreresone a chance. Evidently, the wealthy havent suffered enough.

And arent sufficiently frightened.

Letting the city levies run wild wasnt intimidation enough.

They wont surrender while Isabeth is sitting there barely a day away. I know you dont want King Peter for an enemy. But to finish here you need to end any hope of relief. Before Church politics yanks the rug out from under you.

Engaging Queen Isabeth would support the mission he had been given in Dreanger. Particularly now that Sublime had an accommodation with the Grail Empire.

I wanted a minimum of death and destruction.

Hecht was not unprepared to assume a more aggressive strategy. Plans had been made. That was what he and his staff did while artillery pounded the walls, patrols kept the Burg and New Town cleared, and pickets harassed anyone trying to get in or out of the White City. While the engineers continued undermining and overtowering, trying to overawe but preparing for an assault as well.

Ill deal with Isabeth first, I suppose.

Not going to be easy.

I know. Peter wont have sent her without his best men to protect her. She has between eight hundred and a thousand men now, maybe half of them men Duke Tormond raised.

Heavy cavalry.

Yes. He had to find a way to diminish that fierce advantage. Numbers meant little if unprepared infantry had to face men in armor, atop warhorses running shoulder to shoulder.

I know. We have ideas. Which would not work. These Navayans had survived all the traps and trickery of the Pramans of al-Halambra.

He wished he had Buhle Smolens and Pinkus Ghort with him. They managed to execute the strategies he chose to employ.

It was time to find the limit of Hagan Brokkes talents.

Probing attacks found the White City in a state of excitement. Its defenders swarmed to every assault site and made themselves thoroughly obnoxious if the crusaders persisted.

Hecht did not sustain any assault for long. He was taxing the enemy. Wearing his will to rush hither and yon.

The artillery never stopped. Even the dimmest and most devoted Castreresonese could foresee the inevitable end to that.

One day the Captain-General would decide there were breaches enough and order a general assault.

The Castreresonese could not resist everywhere at once. But hope remained. Encouraging messages did get through.

Hecht told Consent, These people have made a career of war. Theyre probably eager to teach us not to challenge our betters but smart enough to see the dangers. They wont charge into a trap.

So youre doing what?

Creating options. Options theyll see clearly. If they sit, Ill gradually surround them. Their only hope will be Duke Tormond. Unless they fight.

And Tormond does nothing but talk.

He hasnt done anything else so far.

Theyll have the interior position. If they go after Brokke we wont know in time to help.

Well know. We have scouts camped in their saddlebags. He had a roster of the Navayans in Queen Isabeths force.

Where can you fight them? Theres no good place out there.

Too true. The best strategy looks like attrition. While waiting for them to do something stupid before I do.

Is that likely?

Titus! Sarcasm? I like that. I think. Smile gone, Hecht said, You could have a point. Im feeling some time pressure. Things are happening in Brothe. And people there are trying to keep me from hearing about it.

Did it occur to you to ask me?

After a moment, No. My spymaster? Why consult him? Because Ive been too focused on whats in front of me? What do you know?

My contacts in the Devedian community arent what they used to be. But some still think being friendly could pay dividends. They tell me when theres something they think we should know.

And?

Most Brothens think Sublime is dying. The gang around him want to make sure they can name his replacement. The Fiducian, Joceran Cuito, looks like hell be their candidate.

The Direcian. Peter of Navayas man. That could lead to interesting times. A Navayan? Were still not over the last non-Brothen who won a Patriarchal election.

Consent shrugged. Im just telling you what I hear. They say Peter wants it. And has the money to make it happen.

I see. And Im being kept isolated because?

Because you have an army. You could veto the outcome of an election. If you had the inclination. Like a general from Imperial times.

Hecht chuckled. What would Gordimer and er-Rashal think? Their throwaway agent was in a position to influence the selection of the next main enemy of the Kaifate of al-Minphet.

Consent asked, You thought about who youd rather have take over if Sublime went away?

Hecht assayed tone and expression. Was he being felt out? He decided not. Something else to worry about.

Always plenty.

Where is Principatè Delari? I dont see him around anymore.

Nor do I. But hes out there. Maybe missing Armand.

Maybe. Hecht did not miss Osa Stile even a little.

Seeing the diminution of the besieging forces, the magnates of the White City launched another desperate night sortie. The Captain-General saw it coming. Every sally had been presaged by the gathering of watchers on the city wall.

A lot of dead men decorated the slopes when the sun rose. Few were Patriarchals.

The revenant Instrumentalities were busy all night. There were numerous reports of encounters in the form of sound or stench, but only a few had seen anything.

Hecht asked his staff, Are they rattled enough to fall apart if we attack?

Consent said, Our men are exhausted, too. Those who were away from the main action wore themselves out mounting diversionary attacks.

And had gained several footholds inside the main wall.>

Ill let the Principatès give them one more chance to surrender. Whats this?

A courier. With news that Queen Isabeth was moving. Her whole force was headed east, two hundred fifty knights, their associated sergeants, squires, and infantry, and nearly eight hundred Sevanphaxi and Terliagan mercenaries Tormond had conjured somehow. Nearly two thousand men, almost all veterans.

Hecht scanned the message again. Theyre coming straight at us. To see what well do, I imagine.

Theyre in no hurry. Thats good for us. Otherwise, theyd be right behind the news. He sent messengers flying. To Hagan Brokke. To the scouts watching Isabeth. To those whose job it was to watch Mohela ande Larges.

Consent asked, Is it? Id bet its being just as obnoxious to those people back up the road.

The skirmishing ended at nightfall. The Navayans withdrew into a tight encampment. Which suggested that the Night was, indeed, being impartially obnoxious.

Not this time. Just passing through. Wanted to caution you to be careful with Isabeth. Shes in a tight place. She has to be seen trying to do something. But neither she nor her captains know what. This war is nothing like what theyre used to in Direcia, where they know who the enemy is. And people dont change sides when the whim strikes.

Hecht knew of no fickle, shifting allegiances, except during the little county wars that faded once the Grolsacher and Arnhander incursions began. I havent seen any of that.

You will. All those towns and castles youre taking, that have sworn fealty to Sublime and the Church.

Theyll turn in an instant if they sense any weakness.

Hecht had not thought about that. It sounded true, though. Those people were not joining the Brothen cause for love of Sublime V. Makes sense.

I have further advice. Whatever you hope to accomplish here youd best get done soon. Big changes are coming. And round up any Artecipeans you can. Theyre behind the resurgence of the Night. Theyre a third side in this war. They arent friends of the Connecten factions but theyre helping them because theyre your worst enemies.

The old man bowed his head as though in contemplation. He said, They want to destroy you for the reason theyve always wanted to destroy you. A conviction on the part of certain Instrumentalities that you could become the mechanism of their destruction.

Every encounter Ive suffered has been initiated by the Night.

This prince, that duke, a random count, strikes before some enemy can carry out a potential attack?

Im tired. And, as usual, youre just being vague. So Im going to sleep. You can get back to watching over me.

Sarcasm? Interesting. The old man grinned. Despite his antiquity, he had a full set of teeth. Go ahead.

Ill hover like a guardian angel.

News came early. A fresh contingent of forty-day men from Firaldia, not told not to, had attacked the White City through breaches from the New Town. The defenders were unprepared for a heavy assault.

The invaders were running wild in Castreresones streets.

Hecht said, We have to go get a bridle on this before the officers go loot-crazy, too.

Titus Consent asked, What about those people over there?

Theyll hear about it. Theyll have to make a decision. Let Castreresone go? Or charge in where their prospects are grim?

Shortly afterward the Patriarchals reached hastily prepared defenses meant to break a cavalry charge.

The Navayans attacked, without enthusiasm, because the situation compelled them. Their appearance stiffened the resolve of the citys defenders.

Freezing rain turned to light, steady snow.

Come nightfall, the Queens men withdrew. The Captain-General launched several nighttime counterattacks. He suffered the heavier losses. Sergeant Bechter, we want to move into the Counts keep as soon as possible. You need to figure out what we need for a permanent headquarters.

Hope he doesnt mind the mud.

Hell be distracted by the damage to the vineyards.

Hecht laughed. No doubt. Have you seen the Principatè?

Which? The Bruglioni and the Aparionese fellow are leaving, I hear. Going to leave us to our fate.

Delari. The only one who ever interests me.

Hes in the city. Keep an eye on the Bruglioni. Madouc tells me he looks like a man nursing a secret grudge.

Paludan Bruglioni and Gervase Saluda have never forgiven me for abandoning them to go to work for the Patriarch.

Bechter scowled. He did not believe that for a moment.

Redfearn Bechter seldom said anything not involved with getting on with work. But he had eyes and a brain. Hecht feared the man was picking up more than he needed to know. Which was why the Brotherhood had him next to the Captain-General in the first place.

If Gervase Saluda had developed a true grudge, he might be putting things together, too.

There were always people who knew uncomfortable things. Some could not resist gossiping.

Its time we went up there and saw this gem weve added to the Churchs crown. Right after I see Colonel Ghort.

Bechter was not pleased.

Theres a problem, Sergeant?

I doubt it. Theyve had enough. They dont want us to do the White City the way we did the lesser towns.

Gosh, Sergeant. Imagine that. People who resist opportunities to be robbed and burned alive. How un-Chaldarean of them.

Have a care, sir. The Society grows stronger every day. They might enjoy the opportunity to pull down somebody important, just to feed the fear surrounding them.

Good point. Tell Madouc I intend to move into the keep. He should be safe there. That fortress within had been built to provide a refuge from the Castreresonese themselves, not as a place to make a last stand against invaders.

As you will, sir. Bechter making his disapproval amply clear. One point more. I saw that old man in brown. Be careful.

Once Bechter left, the Ninth Unknown asked, How does he do that?

Hecht squeaked. How do you do that? Popping out of nowhere?

He shouldnt be able to see me.

You have a special reason to scare the pants off me?

No. Except to reinforce what Bechter said. Dont irritate the Society. Theyll get thick as flies now.

Then I got Doneto barking in one ear and that pile of monkey shit Farfog howling in the other. That prick dont know how lucky he is to be alive.

The Brotherhood doesnt love him, either. Sooner or later, theyll butt heads. If Sublime doesnt rein them in.

Man, you wrecked this place. Itll take years to fix these walls.

Hows your bombardment?

Theres gotta be sorcery involved. Or something. We keep pounding away. And the rocks keep bouncing off.

There must be a way.

Starvation.

What about mining?

Working on it. From half a dozen directions. Antieux is built on the hardest damned limestone Ive ever seen. Well get there eventually. If our bosses are patient enough.

Principatè Doneto hasnt been any help?

Debatable. Hes ferocious about tearing the place apart. But he never did anything useful. If hes really some heavyweight sorcerer, he does a damned good job of hiding it.

Makes you wonder, doesnt it?

Uhm?

If he really is. You hear it all the time, hes one of the great bull sorcerers in the Collegium. But he never does anything. That fight under the hippodrome might be an exception. Though that had not been public and there should have been no survivors.

Is he behind his own rumors?

Hecht shrugged. Were here. At the keep of the Counts of Castreresone. Madouc led them to a large, poorly lighted room where several dozen locals waited nervously. Hechts most trusted soldiers lined the walls.

The vultures didnt take long to gather. Black-robed Society brothers were much in evidence.

Hecht said, Bechter, clear those crows out. This isnt religious business.

Ghort whispered, Be careful. They have Sublime convinced that religious law trumps civil and martial law.

Hecht understood. The Church meant to follow his hammer strokes by insinuating its agents into every facet of Connecten life, intent on making everything subservient to the Brothen establishment. Soon enough, the Captain-General would have to be replaced with someone less competent but more ideologically dependable.

Bechter went to work with enthusiasm.

How much the Brotherhood resents the Society.

Useful to know, down the road.

Im thinking so.

Ignoring the protesting Society brothers, Hecht assumed the role of Captain-General. Lets have some order. Pay attention.

Silence. The Castreresonese were intensely interested in the victorious generals comments.

Hecht presented Sublimes directives, which had not changed. He presented a list of heretics and enumerated steps to be taken to suppress, convert, or evict Unbelievers. In return, he expected thos oaths to be fulfilled absolutely. Rebellion would be dealt with harshly.

The Captain-General went through the motions, tired. But he studied the Castreresonese closely.

He did not identify a single potential troublemaker.

Titus Consent approached, grim as he weaved between Hechts lifeguards. He whispered, Bad news from Hagan Brokke.

Ill finish as soon as I can.

Now that he had seen the human face of the city there was little more he wanted to do. Plans for the occupation had been made long since.

He what? Hecht asked.

In the vernacular, he got his ass kicked, Consent said. He slid out of Mohela ande Larges, as directed.

He made a show of threatening Khaurene again, then headed east. And ran into Isabeths mercenaries.

An encounter engagement. Which escalated. Both sides seeing an opportunity that wasnt really there.

Brokke had the advantage till the Navayans arrived.

Hecht said nothing. There was no point. Things happened. There were no guarantees. Genius was not infallible. And… things happened. Finally, How bad?

Not sure yet. Pretty bad. But he didnt lose his prisoners.

Good. Torturing them will make me feel better about losing those men.

Youre in a fine mood.

I dont take misfortune well. As you see. And I want to go home. I havent seen Anna or the kids in half a year.

You are unique in your exaggerated pain, sir. Why is Colonel Ghort blessing us with his company?

Im not sure. It must have to do with Principatè Doneto and Morcant Farfog. But he isnt as forthcoming as he once was.

It couldnt be just that he needs to relax with someone hes known since before the responsibilities started piling on?

The Captain-General closed his eyes. He drifted into a fantasy realm where he, Ghort, Bo Biogna, Just Plain Joe and the mule Pig Iron, and a few comfortable others surrounded a campfire, swapping tall tales.

The good old days, when they were hungry but had the luxury of being able to relax.

Could be, Titus. How scattered are we? How disorganized? How long to pull it all together to march on Khaurene?

I dont want to get above myself. But these guys need some rest. They need to relax. They need to get in out of the Night. Which wont get any better because we took Castreresone. Despite Proseks efforts.

Whats that?

The racket? Probably Archbishop Farfog insisting on seeing you so he can give you your orders.

Here are some orders for him. Go away. Stick to robbery and saving souls. Ill handle the war business.

Sure you want to offend him?

I dont mind. Do you?

Sir?

They say he keeps records. On everyone. Im sure youre one of his favorite suspects.

I hadnt thought of that.

It wont be a happy world if Farfog is running free. Maybe we ought to help him become Patriarch. He enjoyed Consents startled response. The Patriarch gets so isolated he has to drill through layers of hangers-on to have much impact outside Krois. Farfog isnt a leader. Hes a pusher. Hed drown in the bureaucratic swamp.

Consent chuckled. Interesting idea. Disarm the idiots by putting them in charge, then let their own incompetence destroy them.

Something like that. Hecht did not think Farfog would destroy himself. But he was venal and corrupt enough to render the Church a cripple, incapable of undertaking another massive religious offensive.

When you tell him to go away, feel him out about how much the armys support might be worth to him.

Consent did not like that. But he did not question it.

PRINCIPATÈ DELARI WAKENED HECHT. WHO WONDERED how the man had gotten past his bodyguards. Problems in Brothe, Piper. I have to leave.

What is it? Saluda and Linczski have gone already.

And Doneto. He has a big lead.

What is it?

Sublime is gone. Or going. His gang is trying to keep it secret.

Weve been hearing that for months.

Its true, now. All the Principatès away from Brothe will be moving that direction. Like flies to a cow flop. Wanting to reach the Chiaro Palace in time to get in on the first vote.

Members of the Collegium not on hand for the initial vote could not participate in subsequent polls. The rule helped keep the Patriarchy in the hands of members of the Firaldian primates.

Youve been sharing wine with Pinkus Ghort.

With my grandfather. I dont see him often enough. Nor sounded like this opportunity had gone that well.

Ill miss you. Ill feel naked, having you go just when the Night has begun this escalation.

Youll be protected. Hell be out there somewhere. Hovering. Trying to make the world run according to his own weird prejudices.

Im not worried about me. Im worried about the other twenty thousand men…

Talk to him about that. I need to get busy. Im way behind.

Take a boat down to Sheavenalle. Then a ship across to Brothe. Youll get home weeks ahead of everybody. You can fix it up to be the next Patriarch yourself.

I dont want it. Wouldnt take it if it was handed to me.

If you get a chance, see Anna and the kids. I think that would mean a lot to them. He did not know what else he could do. Ill give you a letter for them before you leave.

Hecht told Ghort, I liked it better down in Inconje. This place is dark, dank, and smells bad. He exaggerated. The keep had not been built for comfort. The offending smell was the result of generations of cooking with unfamiliar spices.

They were alone except for a couple of lifeguards. Ghort was sampling local vintages.

Hecht asked, Whats really on your mind?

I dont know if we can take Antieux. An assault would just get a lot of people dead. They arent getting hungry in there. They arent getting thirsty. The walls wont come down. Winter is closing in. Were starting to see sickness in the camp. Probably brought in by all the hangers-on weve accumulated. And were having trouble with Night things. Trouble that looks like it could get bad.

We have that here, too. Ive got a man, Drago Prosek, who seems to be on track to controlling it.

I heard the falcons.

Thats for the big ones. Ive got more falcons being cast, including a test kind that can be fired faster. But thats in Brothe. Which doesnt do us any good here. Where he is doing good, here, is with traps. You should see the things hes caught. A whole menagerie of stuff that shouldve been extinct since the Old Empire. Stuff no ones ever seen before.

But not dangerous?

Hecht shrugged. I dont know. Im short my adviser on those things.

Delari? Yeah. Doneto was useful that way, too. When you figure on moving west?

Itll take a week to get organized. Then it depends on the weather. Much more snow and mud, I may just sit down here and keep warm. May just wait to see what happens in Brothe. If Sublime went, would all his lunatic drive to rid the Chaldarean world of heresy and Unbelievers go with him?

Should Sublimes successor be indifferent to goals set by the present Patriarch, what would become of the Captain-General and his army?

My guys arent going to like winter… Oh! This is awful! Ghort shoved an earthenware bottle away.

Have you been getting ready? Pinkus Ghort, Hecht suspected, had let things slide on the assumption that long-term thinking was a waste of time for a soldier.

Probably not enough, Ghort confessed. Sedlakova, more than me.

Then you know what you need to do.

Winter is coming. We dont have a lot of stores. Count Raymone cleared the countryside.

Youre on a river, Pinkus. And theres a road to Sheavenalle. I have no trouble supplying my people.

That Ghort was less than fully prepared was no surprise. He was not a born manager. Which was why Clej Sedlakova was in charge at Antieux. Sedlakova recognized his own weaknesses and chose under-officers to deal with them. Is Sedlakova having trouble? Are you managing things separately?

Ive got to, Pipe. Even working for pay, Im City Regiment, not Patriarchal.

Point. But the fact remains. You need to do the scut work. Or find yourself a Titus who can.

Admonished, Ghort nodded. Understanding the message behind the message. Friendship could not trump the welfare of the soldiers. Not with Piper Hecht. Who stared pointedly at the wine in front of his friend.

He had reason to believe that Pinkus spent too much time sampling the vintages at Antieux. Time better spent preparing for winter.

Ghort asked, What do we do if Sublime does die?

We may have to look for work. If Joceran Cuito succeeds.

The Fiducian? Why him?

I dont know. Ive heard hes the front-runner. Backed by King Peter.

Madouc, the lifeguard captain, entered. Hagan Brokke has arrived, Captain-General. You asked to be informed.

Thanks. Ill see him as soon as he feels up to it.

He isnt in good shape. He may need time with the healing brothers.

Then I can go to him. He shifted to Ghort. Any chance youll take Farfog with you when you head back?

You dont have muscle enough to bully me into that, Pipe. That guy is the worst asshole Ive ever met.

He makes old Bishop Serifs look like a fairy-tale princess. Its too bad the Connectens didnt kill his ass when they had the chance.

Ive avoided him so far. I wont be able to forever.

Something to look forward to, then. If were lucky, the next Patriarch will get rid of him. Hell, if we could just get him up in front of the Collegium… Hed make such an ass of himself, theyd appoint him chief missionary to the Dreangereans. Or something bad. You got anything for me to take back when I go?

Just find Prosek. Have him tell you how to handle your Night things. If you need to, tell Sedlakova he should bring in people from the Special Office. Im sure he knows a few.

If he isnt one himself.

Cloven Februaren appeared as Hecht was crawling into bed. The feather bed being the one thing he found positive about having moved into the keep. He groaned. I was hoping to get an extra hour tonight.

Im only here to tell you I wont be around for a while. Youll need to stay closer to your lifeguards.

Hecht suspected that Februaren had a severely inflated notion of his own importance. Yet the old man might have stopped any number of attempts to assassinate the Captain-General. How would he know about attempts that failed? Ill try to remember.

They only need be successful once. Its important that they not be.

Im glad you share my viewpoint.

I worry that you arent serious enough about sharing mine. Very worried. Its important that you survive.

Hecht agreed. But he and the old man were not talking about the same thing. It was not personal with Februaren. Februaren was a man with a plan. And that plan hinged on a supposed remote descendant.

Again, I wont be out there. So you have to think about your own safety whenever you choose to do something. Every single time.

Ive got it. Really.

Februaren did his turnaround thing. Hecht snuggled down into the warmth of the feather bed. He fell asleep wondering if he had it in him to be paranoid enough to satisfy the Ninth Unknown.

Three thousand of the best-rested troops headed west. Hecht hoped to provoke Duke Tormond into doing something unwise now that he had invoked his feudal right to summon his dependents to war.

Hecht was not eager for a fight. But a fight would stir the political cauldron. And he did want that kept bubbling, whether or not his most secret self remained faithful to the mission given him by his first master, Gordimer the Lion.

Been too busy to socialize. Sir. Biogna scowled at all the bodyguards. Madouc must have had a dream visit from Cloven Februaren. He had increased the protection significantly.

Are you involved in this?

I was out there with Brokke. Being his Titus Consent. Keeping him convinced that we needed to take a few prisoners.

Why such a mob?

Most of them can be ransomed. The men insisted. But there are some interesting ones, too.

Them? Hecht indicated the men in the pen.

Artecipeans. Every one. Probably useless for anything but Society food.

Uhm?

Theyre not just heretics, theyre Unbelievers. Trying to bring back the Old Gods. Virulently dangerous.

Unlike those ones back yonder in the other pens. That whole clutch there are Khaurenese we picked up at Mohela ande Larges. One of Immaculates bishops, a Praman priest of some kind, and a Deve elder.

A couple days later, we found a Perfect Master hiding in some brush. Wouldnt have known it. He wasnt in costume. But the ones from Khaurene knew him. One of them said something before his brain checked in.

Hecht considered the Artecipeans. They avoided his gaze. Ive seen some of these men before. One face, in fact, he recalled from the crowd of gawkers outside Annas house the night they moved her to Principatè Delaris town house. Ill work up a list of questions. Whoever answers them honestly wont get turned over to Archbishop Farfog. Show me what else youve got.

The captured soldiers were not impressive. Prisoners of war seldom were.

Biogna said, This might be the best catch. Bernardin Amberchelle. Count Raymones ugly cousin. In the top five on the Societys wanted list. He killed a bunch of their thugs. Thats the Perfect Master over there, with the girl. He was traveling with Amberchelle. Says the girl is his daughter. He was trying to get her to safety in Khaurene. Hes lying. She has a different accent. Theyre both very careful to protect her.

Shes got to be somebody important.

Pity Ghorts gone. He might be able to use the cousin to get to Raymone.

Send a messenger. He can use the information.

Good work. Keep after these people. Use Farfog as leverage. Hecht considered the old man and the girl. The girl appeared to be about twenty, possibly not unattractive under the grime. She had a ferocious look.

The Amberchelle person. Was he wearing or carrying anything we can send to Antieux? To prove we have him?

Ill find out. Skirting the certainty that the soldiers who caught him had relieved him of everything of value.

Do that.

Hecht avoided Morcant Farfog for two more days. By which time he had Castreresone under control. It was not a pleasant interview. Those who had reported the Archbishops failings had not exaggerated.

Hecht endured what he had to endure and gave the minimum in response to demands. The Archbishop went away thinking he had won several major points. In fact, Hecht had yielded little.

He told Titus Consent, That man must be beloved of God. Hes too stupid, venal, and opinionated to survive otherwise.

Long as she earns her keep.

She will. Shes a good woman. She just needs to be shown what to do.

Madam Scarre was not convinced.

They wouldnt say. They didnt seem very patient.

Get your strength back. Then go tell them Im tied up in another assassination attempt. As soon as I survive Ill hustle over there to see them. Where were we, Titus?

Rudenes Schneidel.

Ah. So what have you found out about him, intelligence chief?

His name is Rudenes Schneidel. And he holes up in the High Athaphile, the mountains that form the spine of Artecipea. He has a castle up there. Arn Bedu. A legendary place on top of a mountain. He may be a pagan priest of some kind. His name comes up every time theres any serious talk about Weaver, Hilt, or any of those Instrumentalities trying to make a comeback.

Thats it?

Yes. Hes a shadowy guy. And a scary one, according to his assassins.

Hechts party had begun gathering before Hagan Brokke appeared. Madoucs men wanted to hurt some people. Hecht wished they would all go away so he could talk to Cloven Februaren. But he could not run them off. They would not go, now.

Buhle Smolens was last to rejoin. Ive made a few contacts here. I put out word that were interested in Artecipeans. Dozens of them have shown up since Sublime died. And they have no friends here.

Hecht was not going to get a chance to talk to the old man in brown. We came down to watch the ships come in. So lets watch the ships.

Everyone, of course, argued against taking the risk. And Titus Consent insisted on reminding him that there were important men who wanted to see him.

Colonel Smolens had established himself in the home of a wealthy Praman who had fled Sheavenalle ahead of the approaching Patriarchals. Hecht felt a mild melancholy nostalgia there. The place showed strong Praman architectural influences. Entering, he spun off orders for dealing with prisoners and wounded. His visitors from the fleet heard the hubbub and came outside.

Redfearn Bechter had collected every man Hecht had ever suspected of being Brotherhood. They were arrayed around the newcomers suggestively, only a few of whom understood that they were surrounded.

Hecht read it fast.

These people had arrived with an attitude problem. And had failed to make themselves beloved.

Someone had said something unflattering about the Brotherhood of War.

The Brotherhood did not care if you were a king. They were a kingdom unto themselves.

Hecht had seen only one of the newcomers before. He was a Witchfinder who knew his way around the Brothen catacombs. He was extremely uncomfortable right now.

The Principatè, too, understood and was thoroughly unhappy, but mainly because he was not in control.

The ingredients were there for a nasty pissing contest.

Hecht was tempted. He had reason. But the long game compelled him to be amenable. Sergeant Bechter. Have these gentlemen been made comfortable? He told the outsiders, Were in a difficult situation, here. But we can protect you if you dont wander around. Weve swept up a lot of villains since they tried to kill me this afternoon.

Hustle was the critical tool, here. Moving the outsiders around fast. Implying that a swift response, if not thoroughly effective, was better than any alternative.

Hecht asked, What did you gentlemen want to bring to my attention, now that were safe?

Hecht kept moving, maneuvering the outsiders into the sprawling groundfloor space he had chosen for his center of operations in Sheavenalle.

He settled into a heavy oak chair. Gentlemen. Again? You hurried in here, ahead of the fleet. You must have something you want to discuss before Gods enemies find out that youre here.

The Witchfinder seemed ever more uncomfortable. He searched his surroundings constantly. Cloven Februaren? Sobering thought. Well?

The Principatè took control. I am Hernando Ernesto Ribiero de Herve, Patriarchal legate assigned to bring peace to the End of Connec. Too, Ive been directed to crush paganism on Artecipea. Pacificus Sublime believes Rudenes Schneidel and his revenant Instrumentalities are a greater threat than the pacifist, dualist Connecten heretics.

Hecht exchanged glances with his staff. De Herve noticed. I see you agree.

I never understood why Sublime was so adamant about exterminating them.

Did you ask?

I did. I got a rambling answer that made no sense. But Im not paid to ask questions. Im paid to get things done. The Witchfinder made a startled squeak and spun. Everyone stared. He said, Must have been a flea. But he did not believe that.

Knock it off, old man, Hecht said.

Now everyone stared at him, the Witchfinder with abiding suspicion.

De Herve said, Pacificus Sublime wants the crusade shifted to Artecipea.

Which explains the fleet.

Yes.

You cant manage Artecipea with the troops you have there now?

The Principatè managed to appear baffled.

King Peter has put several thousand soldiers in there. Sonsa is involved, too. And wasnt there a significant victory not long ago?

Each victory makes it more difficult to manage the survivors.

The Witchfinder said, Were convinced that the chaos in the Connec has Artecipean influence behind it.

That it was meant to be a diversion from whats going on over there. What we found in Calzir, especially at al-Khazen, has led some of us to believe theres a greater threat than Praman ambition. We first encountered the name Rudenes Schneidel there. We think that Schneidel developed his dread of the Captain-General after seeing what happened there. For some reason, the Night has decided that Piper Hecht is a walking, talking doom destined to destroy it. Unless hes destroyed first.

What?

De Herve nodded agreement. Brother Jokai puts it plainly. All who commune with the Night know the Instrumentalities fear you irrationally and excessively.

Hecht felt a chill. Those who communed with the Night might learn more about the Godslayer than he wanted known. I dont understand.

Jokai said, You dont have to, Captain-General. None of us do. We accept what is and deal with that reality.

A man from the Special Office of the Brotherhood of War talking about accepting the Night as it really was?

De Herve said, Thats neither here nor there. The Patriarch wants to know if youll stay on if the crusade shifts to Artecipea, Rudenes Schneidel, and his corpse birds, these Asparas of Seska.

That startled Hecht. Asparas were Sky Dancers. Minions of Kharoulke the Windwalker. Seska, the Endless, was an Instrumentality of the same ancient age and dark dominion, but from the pantheon that had preceded all other pantheons in Dreanger. Seska? Asparas I understand. For the Windwalker they were like the ravens who brought rumors and whispers to Ordnan.

Jokai explained Seska. Great Old Gods must be his specialty. He concluded, Seska is something like an older, darker Adversary. Some think Seska has survived into modern times, in reduced circumstance, hiding parts of himself in the devils of our age.

All right, Hecht said. I dont get it. But I dont have to. Im a soldier. I get paid to get things done.

Principatè, are we supposed to ship over to Artecipea right away?

Yes. Sorry. The campaign hasnt gone well, lately. The thinking…

Excuse me. Titus, see what that man wants.

The meeting would not be interrupted for trivialities.

Consent came back. He didnt say how the information came. Theres been some big sorcerous event in the catacombs in Brothe. Not as destructive as the one that destroyed the hippodrome, but Principatè Delaris house fell into a hole. The catacombs collapsed underneath it.

The temperature dropped suddenly and dramatically. Hechts ears popped.

De Herve asked, What just happened?

Jokai said, Something left us. I felt it before. Now I dont. He seemed more worried than ever.

Hecht asked, Could that be connected with this?

What happened in Brothe?

Yes. Hecht watched closely. The Witchfinders were close to Bronte Doneto. Though Cloven Februaren claimed that Hecht and Principatè Delari had misinterpreted events in the catacombs badly.

That those Witchfinders had not been in league with the monster Delari slew under the hippodrome. The animosity between Doneto and Delari was, however, real. And there had been congress between the Witchfinders

and Rudenes Schneidel, the latter unaware that he was dealing with the former. Schneidel thought he was manipulating ordinary Special Office sorts, his goal the destruction of the Godslayer. The Witchfinders wanted to worm deeply enough into Schneidels scheme to get at the man trying to resurrect the horrors of antiquity. Hechts walk-through in Sonsa, with Pinkus Ghort, had started all that unraveling.

The Ninth Unknown had reported all that in snippets during the Connecten campaign. He had discovered no real significance to Vali Dumaine, however. He could not even confirm old Bits claims about the girls origins.

Probably. The Artecipeans have been active there. As you know.

Yes.

You seem particularly disturbed by this news.

Ive been close to Principatè Delari. Hes been especially kind to me and mine. In truth, though, what troubled him was confirmation that Cloven Februaren could move from one place to another without setting foot to the ground between.

There was much to learn about his guardian angel.

Principatè de Herve asked, How long will you need to get ready for transport?

I could start some units loading tomorrow. But our animals might be a problem.

De Herve said, Transport wont be any trouble. These crews know how to move troops and animals, both. Loading in this port could become an adventure, though. Sea levels have dropped so far that only smaller vessels can warp in to the wharves and still have water under their keels at low tide if theyre loaded. The pilot who brought us in said the dredges cant take any more mud off the bottom.

Sheavenalles senate

has talked about building new wharves farther out. But if the Mother Sea keeps getting shallower theyll have the same problem again in a few years.

They should build floating wharves that can be pushed out as the shoreline moves. That seemed obvious enough.

But they arent there now. Its now that we need to load.

Hecht made himself unpopular by talking about loadmasters and cargo other than human. His force came with an immense amount of duffel, weaponry, equipment, and animals. A lot of technical, dull business stuff had to be managed so the men with sharp steel could show up where they were needed, with tents to sleep in, food to eat, and horses to ride.

His lifeguards and the Brothers were relaxed, now. They no longer expected a head-butting contest.

Once he had bored the newcomers cross-eyed witty workaday details of army management, Hecht said,

Colonel Smolens, assemble the officers. Explain what weve been asked to do. Be clear. I want them to poll the troops. Find out how many will stick with us. There had been a lot of talk about seeing Brothe again, at all levels.

Smolens said, I dont think many will drop out.

We need hard numbers. We have ships to load. We have a new war to plan. In a land almost completely unknown.

The Captain-General was tired. He was seeing double. It was deep in the night. He was studying bad maps with men from the transport fleet, none of whom had been to Artecipea. They knew only that the new Patriarch wanted them to land on the west coast of Artecipea, near Homre, a fishing port on the north lobe of the island.

Artecipea consisted of two distinct land masses joined by an isthmus at one point only slightly more than a mile wide. The northern mass was a third the size of the southern. The northern people spoke a language not unintelligible to the folk of the End of Connec. Those from the south could make themselves understood to outsiders only with difficulty. According to Principatè de Herve Artecipea strongly preferred the Seska revivalists, other pagans, Pramans, and several varieties of primitive Chaldareans, to the Brothen Episcopal Church. Brothen Episcopals controlled only a few port cities. God and the Church had a more solid grip up north, though the mountain peoples there were all pagans, too, and lately devoted to Rudenes Schneidel.

All the fighting, so far, had occurred on the southern lobe.

Pacificus Sublime wanted to land an army behind an enemy focused south and east. A powerful, veteran army commanded by a man who had scores to settle with Rudenes Schneidel.

Hecht understood the thinking. He could not find fault with it. He could not imagine Schneidel having anticipated what was about to happen.

A change of Patriarchs changed the world.

Titus Consent, scarcely able to keep his eyes open, brought news Hecht would have waited, willingly, years to hear. Its a day for harsh news, boss, Titus said.

Give it to me. Im numb enough to take anything, now.

King Charlve suffered a massive stroke and died. It looks legitimate. Anne of Menand was nowhere around when it happened. But she was ready to go. She got hold of the instruments of power before anyone could catch their breath. Thats just in from Salpeno.

Whats it mean for us?

Not much. It may mean a lot for Arnhand and the Connec. Despite her loose behavior, Anne is very religious. And ambitious. The Connec, with its heretics, has already given her excuses to express the one through the other.

Hecht frowned. Oh? Which is which?

Write it yourself. It doesnt matter.

Were out of it now, though, arent we?

We should be.

Are you going home? Or are you coming with me?

Im going to Artecipea. Reluctantly. I have a child Ive never seen.

Noë deserves sainthood. On a throne in Heaven right beside Anna.

Anna is more used to being her own mistress.

Do you wonder about the Night determining times of drastic change? About what forces might be in motion?

You just lost me, Captain-General.

In an historically minuscule time span weve lost a powerful Grail Emperor, a driven Patriarch, and the sovereign of the most militantly religious Episcopal Chaldarean kingdom. All harbingers of dramatic change. Especially considering the advance of the ice.

Titus grunted indifferently. He was too tired to worry about it. Im going to bed. Court-martial me if you want. Execution is starting to smell sweet.

So waste your life on sleep, weakling. Hecht settled into a chair, out of the way, and tried to relax, rest, and recuperate while he eavesdropped on his deputies and the men from the fleet.

Hechts ears hurt suddenly, briefly. For one instant the air. seemed dense and oppressive. He did not care. He was too tired.

False alarm, someone breathed into his ear. Muniero is fine. Heris is fine. Anna and your children are fine. Ive brought letters from all of them. There was some damage to the town house. Likewise, certain other properties. There is little likelihood of further problems. In the short run. Joceran Cuito has a new vision for the Church.

Piper Hecht pretended he heard the voices of distant ancestors, out of nowhere, all the time. What will the new situation in Arnhand mean? Hoping to catch the Ninth Unknown out He did not. Misery for the End of Connec. In time. Youll be able to throw up your hands and say it wasnt your fault You were gone before the real wretchedness started.

Hecht had no idea what the ancient was babbling about. He did have brainpower enough to realize that his mutterings were attracting attention. Jokai, in particular. The Witchfinder had that constipated look again. Hecht said, Gentlemen, I need to go lie down. Ive started talking to myself. His staff could see what needed doing and could get on it without detailed instructions.

Hecht removed his boots before lying down. Nothing more. I meant what I said about resting. Theres nothing that needs talking about so desperately that it cant wait till Im able to uncross my eyes.

I brought letters.

Theyll be there in the morning. Go away. He closed his eyes. Briefly, he wondered how Februaren accomplished so much in so little time. Then his lifeguards were rousting him out. One told him that Madouc would survive his wound. Again. The man needs to retire. You cant win, you keep throwing the bones with Death.

That got him some looks.

Despite obstacles and confusion, a dozen loaded ships warped out next day. To Hechts surprise, most of the Patriarchal soldiers had chosen to stay. He blamed that on the harsh times.

Those who had become part of the army during its progress through the Connec were those most inclined to leave. Men with families did not want to leave them behind.

HECHT WAS ABOARD SHIP AND EXTREMELY UNCOMFORTable. He did not like travel by ship. And this ship in particular disturbed him.

Titus Consent joined him at the rail, in the waist of the vessel, where he stared back at Sheavenalle. Its official, sir. The ships will have to make two trips. Were moving more people and animals and stuff than I wouldve thought possible.

Its pretty impressive when you lump it all together. Hecht caught a glimpse of a man in brown trying to avoid notice on the crowded deck. That was good for a boost.

Consent asked, Why the bleak look?

Ever been out on the Mother Sea?

No.

Youll figure it out.

When were you ever out?

When Ghort and I sneaked off to Sonsa. Sonsa? The wrongness about the ship hit him. He had been aboard her before, coming over from Staklirhod.

What now? Consent asked. You look like you just saw a ghost.

I just remembered how awful it got when we hit bad weather. Pray there arent any storms. Are there storms sea this time of year? Do you know?

No. Of course not.

Hecht caught a passing deckhand. Are there storms out there this time of year? Whats this ships name?

Head cocked, not quite sure about the Captain-Generals sanity, the deckhand said, Not so many storms this time of year, sir. In another month, month and a half, maybe. Her name is Vivia Infante, sir.

Consent asked, Why does the name matter?

Where I come from people worry about the names of ships. Crewman, do we have a veteran crew?

Men who have been aboard a long time?

Yes, sir. All experienced hands. Well get you there safely, sir. I promise. He got away from the crazy man as fast as he could.

Consent said, Sir, youd better get hold of yourself. Youre being watched. The men have never seen you show fear or a lack of confidence. Headed into a war with a sorcerer of the apparent stature of Rudenes Schneidel is no time to strain their faith.

Youre right. Of course. You always are. He had meant to mask his interest in the possibility that there might be someone aboard who could recall a down-on-his-luck, homeward-bound crusader named Sir Aelford daSkees. But I cant help thinking about whats swimming around down there, waiting to eat me.

Its good to see you have a human side, sir.

Sarcasm duly noted, Lieutenant. In your intelligence capacity, find out why Sonsa is suddenly best pals with King Peter. Theyve been in a halfhearted war with Platadura for the last hundred years.

That ones easy. Economics. Sonsa lost. Theyve joined the winners. Its their alternative to economic extinction.

Probably true, Hecht thought. But… was there still some hidden connection with the Brotherhood of War?

Good thing it was Pinkus Ghort and the City Regiment who occupied Sonsa. Otherwise, these sailors might see a chance to pay off a grudge.

THE CROSSING WAS NOT SUPPOSED TO TAKE LONG. A little voice in Hechts ear promised him good weather all the way. He stayed out from underfoot and, when opportunity afforded, dipped into the letters from Anna and the kids. Over and over. Anna was stoically living the life of a woman whose man had a career that kept him away, a sort of benign, resigned, artificial widowhood. The children were living the excited lives of kids who had no wants and few fears. Pellas letter was, in the main, a vehicle for showing off his rapid grasp of learning. Hecht was impressed but thought Pella needed to improve his penmanship.

Valis letter was brief and clearly a work of obligation. She was well. She hoped the war would be over soon so he could come home and make Anna smile more. Anna worried too much. There was a lot of rioting in the city, lately. She did not understand. She liked Lila, the girl he had sent.

And that was that. Except for the missive from Principatè Delari, which just told him to take care. To be prepared to undergo an intense educational experience once he returned to the Mother City.

Half of Hechts staff was aboard Vivia Infante.  Colonel Smolens had been left behind. Hecht hoped to keep him in Sheavenalle, in control, indefinitely, as a logistical root for the Patriarchal forces in Artecipea.

Rather than having that support come out of Brothe, at the mercy of whatever political wind happened to be blowing there.

Staff work proceeded, as best it could with limited information. Hecht could not find anyone who had visited the area where he was expected to land. Some genius in Brothe had picked it off a map because it looked like a handy place to get behind the pagans. Brother Jokai full name Jokai Svlada, from Creveldia assured him that a Brotherhood team had crossed over from the Castella dollas Pontellas to explore the region. Quietly. They would be waiting for the fleet.

Thats good thinking.

The Brotherhood has a lot of experience at these things.

What are the chances theyd be spotted by the enemy and captured? I wouldnt want to show up and find an army waiting for me.

Theyre good. Theyre used to operating inside Praman territory in the Holy, Lands. Those who dont learn how to do it dont live to try it again.

I look forward to meeting these paragons.

Clej Sedlakova came round. Stomach all right, boss? You dont seem as rattled as you were.

Im fine. Too busy obsessing about the deep trouble we could be in after we get there to worry about being seasick. Seasickness was troubling him not at all. Might Cloven Februaren be to blame?

He wished he could talk to the old man. But that could not happen. In his most private moments two lifeguards were within touching distance. Always. Even now. To them every Sonsan crewman was a potential assassin.

None of those men recognized Hecht. He wore his hair shorter now, affected a small goatee beard, and dressed like a Brothen noble. He bore no resemblance to the ragged, hirsute Sir Aelford daSkees. He did recognize several deckhands. None paid any attention to him.

Hecht consulted Drago Prosek often. Just three falcons remained functional. He wanted them instantly available for any confrontation with a major Instrumentality. He was sure something would come from the deeps to attack the fleet. There were old thalassic Instrumentalities uglier than any revenants stirring ashore.

A little voice told him he was wasting his worry. This enemy had no traffic with gods of the sea, nor with any lesser Night thing living on or under the water. Hecht refused to be reassured.

The first day the fleet followed the Connecten coast eastward, barely making headway. It was ninety miles from Sheavenalle to the mouth of the Dechear River. The fleet reached that around noon the second day. It hugged the coast thirty miles more, then turned directly south. The sailors expected to spy Artecipea before sundown the third day. Winds permitting. They would then follow Artecipeas western coast to the landing site.

Piper Hecht experienced it as a far longer journey ihan the actuality. The first day was intense, the second more relaxed. There was nothing to do but talk. He pulled rank and forced himself on the ships master.

He wanted charts showing the land he had to invade.

Horatius Andrade was cooperative. So much so that Hecht became suspicious. But he trusted almost no one lately, Consent reminded him.

The charts were reliable, Andrade insisted, but concentrated on the waters off Artecipea, noting only those land features useful as navigational aids. Hecht asked, Have you been this way before? Have you seen these coasts?

A long time ago. On another ship. Its never been a friendly coast.

You know Homre?

Only by repute. Its a glorified fishing village at the mouth of the Sarlea River. I havent been past in over twenty years. Sea levels have dropped. But even then we couldnt have brought any of these ships into that harbor.

Are there beaches we can use?

Not there. Farther south. Do I know you? Your voice sounds familiar. Have you been aboard ViviaInfante before?

No. But I did sneak through Sonsa on a secret mission last year. Caused a big stir around a sporting house with galleons in the name.

Maybe. Strange. I remember voices better than faces.

I used to not have the beard and wore my hair in the Brotherhood style. Thanks for your help. I dont think well land at Homre.

Clej Sedlakova joined Hecht late the second afternoon, after what little information anyone had about Artecipea had been talked to death. Sir, I dont know how, why, when, where, any of those damn things, but when I dipped into my locker to dig out something for supper, I found these under my stuff.

Sergeant Bechter says he thinks we have a guardian Instrumentality.

Vivia Infante had scores of lockers on her main deck, in places out of the way, there so travelers could stow their possessions.

An interesting find, Colonel. An interesting find indeed. And so conveniently timed.

Maybe Bechter is right. Maybe not all the Instrumentalities are our enemies.

That occurred to me, too. Lets hope its true. Sedlakova had discovered copies of several ancient maps. The commentary on them was in Old Brothen. Not the Church version, either. They showed Artecipea as two islands. In modern times an isthmus joined them. Titus Consent said, Sea levels have really dropped since classical times. Which means the changes in the world have been going on for a long time.

The Unknowns had been following the process for centuries.

There were too many secret things going on. And too many perfectly banal, openmouthed evils driven by ambition or fanaticism distracting everyone from the creeping apocalypse.

Hecht saw no man in brown that day. Februaren must have polished his turn sideways trick. Neither Jokai Svlada nor Redfearn Bechter was particularly uneasy, either, so it might be that the old man was no longer aboard.

The Ninth Unknown had skills more frightening than those boasted by er-Rashal al-Dhulquarnen. And the man was his ancestor? How deep did this madness run? What had he stumbled into?

Who are you talking to? Consent asked.

Huh?

Youre muttering. You do that a lot these days. How come?

Hecht told the truth. Trying to get advice from my grandfathers grandfather. Titus would not believe him.

All right. That might be useful.

Tell the captain I want to talk. Were definitely going on down the coast. Would the Direcian Principatè accept that? How would he get word to the other ships?

The sailors were more clever than Hecht expected. They used signals and fast boats to communicate between ships. They had done this before.

The Principatè did not object. He asked Hecht to explain his thinking. The Captain-General did so. Ships forced to lighter cargo ashore needed beaches more congenial than the dangerous, rocky coast around Homre, where sea levels had dropped a dozen feet since Andrades most recent charts had been drawn.

The boats would be too easily broken up in the pounding surf.

Landfall came the third day, just after noon. Soon pillars of smoke arose inland. Hecht said, They were watching for us. So much for surprising them.

Brother Jokai observed, Surprise shouldnt be necessary. There cant be two hundred thousand people on all Artecipea. A lot live in the cities and are good Brothen Episcopals.

Or Deves, or Pramans, or Dainshaus, from what I hear. But I also hear that Rudenes Schneidel has found a lot of followers back in the mountains.

Another reason Hecht had moved the landing. The northern lobe of Artecipea featured an almost complete circle of mountains forming a vast natural fortress. Someone seemed to have thought he should fight through that and dispose of the Unbelievers there. Hecht saw no point. The soul and center of the problem lay inside Arn Bedu, in the western mountains of the larger southern lobe.

Why are they fighting? Hecht asked. Any of them?

To restore Seska, the Witchfinder said, shuddering. To resurrect one of the darkest, oldest Instrumentalities.

I get that. But, why? The pagans in the mountains, maybe theyve fallen under the spell of a glib talker.

But whats in it for Rudenes Schneidel? What is he promising them? What does he get for opening the way?

Jokai cocked his head, considered the coast. Immortality? Power? The things that turn up in all the stories about wicked sorcerers? Ascension? That sort of went out of fashion after Chaldareanism and al-Prama began promising an eternal afterlife.

I have no idea what youre talking about.

In ancient times a clever, powerful man, unencumbered by any concern for his fellows, could ascend to Instrumentality status. Could become a god. Which explains those old Dreangerean gods with the heads of animals and bodies of men. They started out as real priests who elevated themselves by preying on the rest of Dreanger. Facilitating their own ascension through alliances with older Instrumentalities.

Seska was a particular favorite.

Is that what Rudenes Schneidel is up to?

I think so. The Special Office thinks so. Weve had no luck convincing anyone else. This expedition isnt about that. This is Pacificus Sublime paying off King Peter for making him Patriarch. Peter wants Artecipea for its location and resources. And because it will make him lord of more lands than any Chaldarean but the two emperors.

Things to think about.

The fleet raised Homre late in the afternoon. Too late to land. The shoreline was inhospitable. The bottom was muddy and not far down. The vessels closed up and anchored. The charts showed the mouth of a small river, the Sarlea, which was not obvious to the eye. There was none of the brown outflow common at the mouths of major rivers.

Brother Jokai went ashore to find his Brotherhood compatriots. He returned with six lean, hard men within hours. Only one was injured.

Jokai said, Youre right to move the landing site. There are thousands of pagans in the hills up there.

They mean to swoop down while were landing tomorrow.

Ah. So not only did they know we were coming, they knew where we were supposed to come ashore.

Jokais ripe henchmen nodded. They did most of their communicating by gesture. Their mouths were busy eating.

Interesting. You have to ask yourself how they managed that.

Their great sorcerer leader can spy on people from afar.

Hecht thought Rudenes Schneidel had agents spying for him.

Jokai continued. They tell me the sorcerer is desperate and frightened. He believes that Piper Hecht is the only thing that can thwart his ambitions. He believes that powers greater than you are using you to block every effort he makes to relieve himself of your threat.

Good to hear. Though every time I turn around, here comes another Artecipean assassin.

One of the recon brothers paused long enough to say, Thats how come the sorcerer thinks you got allies inside the Night. Clever things never get near you. Clumsy assassins do. Schneidels followers were convinced that some great, grim sea Instrumentality would devour you during your crossing. It didnt happen. Nothing even tried. Now theyre all terrified that you might be a revenant yourself. Maybe one of the old war gods who infested the lands around the Mother Sea in pagan times.

Hecht shook his head. Weve stumbled into a superstitious age, havent we?

Jokai and the recon brothers eyed him narrowly, themselves not entirely sure that he was not more than just a man.

Hecht said, Its dark enough. Time to move on.

Men began making a racket all through the fleet, singing to mask the sounds of capstans hoisting anchors.

Carefully, showing stern lights that could not be seen from ashore, ships drifted southward.

Silence returned. Though silence was never complete where wind moaned through rigging and timbers creaked as a vessel rose and fell upon the seas. Hecht rejoined Jokai. On a completely different tack, do you know anything about people called the Unknowns?

Librarians for the Collegium, I think. Ive heard that they keep a big map of the Chaldarean world.

Why?

Im not sure. I heard some talk when I was working at the Chiaro Palace. Principatè Delari had a connection with someone he called the Eleventh Unknown. Im not sure why that got to nagging me right now. I never thought much about it before.

A long time ago, the Special Office thought the Unknowns were an unholy cabal inside the Chiaro Palace. I suppose they found out differently. This is the first Ive heard them mentioned since I was a student.

It was a tense sea passage, that night. The move was supposed to deceive people ashore. Would it?

Hecht slept only fitfully.

Dawn came. The right number of mastheads were visible. None had gone missing. Andrade guessed they had moved them thirty miles down the coast.

Signal smokes rose ashore. Hecht thought they seemed panicky.

He was thirty miles from where he was supposed to be. The rising breeze would push him along faster than his enemies could run.

Unloading began shortly after noon. Only a handful of men were ashore when friendly locals pointed out that just a mile back north the ships could move closer inshore and dramatically shorten the landing process. These people were Brothen Chaldareans. They had been persecuted lately. The arrival of the fleet had deluded them into believing that the Patriarch wanted to rescue them.

The Captain-General went ashore as soon as his lifeguards permitted. Earth underfoot, he sighed, said,

This is pure chaos. There must be a better way. If there was anyone here to resist us wed be getting slaughtered. He spoke to no one in particular, though Redfearn Bechter, Drago Prosek, Titus Consent, and Jokai Svlada were all close by. Titus, talk to these people. Get a feel for the ground. Hire some guides. I expect to have to fight off a major attack. Will we need to include the Night amongst the enemies we expect? Keep Prosek in the know.

By nightfall the ships were headed back to Sheavenalle. A solid camp had been established, in the Old Empire fashion. It had a timber wall with a ditch at its foot. Scouts with local guides crawled all over the surrounding countryside.

Two miles up the coast, on the south bank of a creek the locals called a river, was a fishing village cleverly named Porto. It had been called something else in Imperial times and had been bigger then, anchoring the north end of trade across the narrow strait that had existed at that time. The villagers were proud of their history, religion, and dialect, which resembled Old Brothen more closely than did modern Firaldian. They had suffered numerous turns for the bad since the fall of the Empire, as Artecipea passed through the hands of frequent conquerors. With, always, the hinterlands pagan storm just over the horizon.

Piper Hecht spent his first night on Artecipea as a guest of the leading men of Porto. They insisted that he was a deliverer. He wasted no time disagreeing.

The people of Porto delivered intelligence enough to show Hecht what he must do to withstand the approaching pagan storm. In numbers that astonished everyone. Somehow, Rudenes Schneidel had gathered almost eight thousand men to throw the Patriarchals back into the Mother Sea.

The local chieftains son, going by the unlikely name Pabo Bogo, told Hecht, You destroy this bunch, youve won your whole war, Lord. There cant be many more down south. They say the Sonsans and Platadurans and King Peters soldiers have cleared two-thirds of the High Athaphile. Only the evil sorcerers witchcraft keeps them from complete success.

Ill do what I can. Hecht hoped to use the lay of the land to get the better of an imbalance in numbers.

The transports were gone. Two Plataduran warships anchored close inshore, to be artillery platforms.

The first pagans arrived in the afternoon. They were a wild and ragged lot, reminding Hecht of Grolsacher refugees seen in the Connec. They were overheated from their rush south, and were tired, thirsty, and hungry. Hecht had positioned his visible force with the afternoon sun behind them. The pagans saw only a few men between themselves and the food and water inside the Patriarchal camp.

The chieftain of Porto was aghast at the magnitude. Its going to be a hard winter in the mountains.

Itll be a hard rest of their lives with so many hands not there to do the work anymore, Hecht said. Its bound to be a better world once we get this Schneidel beast. Im going to walk through the camp and talk to the men.

A lifeguard said, That wouldnt be wise, sir. If theres a counterattack, thered be no better time than tonight, when the men are worn out. You should stay here, with the falcons around you. He was worried about the Night.

Im going walking through the camp. He needed to burn off nervous energy.

As you wish, sir. With great unhappiness.

Yes.

Hecht visited the hospital tents first. The armys few surgeons were hard at work. So were any veterans who could manage minor field surgery. Hecht found everyone cheerful. Some of the wounded seemed grateful as puppies that he had come to visit.

Here, Captain-General, Svlada said from the far side of the tent. Sewing men back together.

Good. Tell me. Why did de Herve run away?

I dont know. Maybe he thought his work was done.

That matched Hechts suspicions.

Minutes later he reached the area where the animals were tended. He heard a familiar voice. Bo? That you?

Biogna jumped as though ambushed by a ghost. Oh! Sir. He looked at the bodyguards. You startled me.

Whatre you doing out here?

Helping Joe. Thiss when he needs a friend. It breaks him up when the animals get hurt.

It bothers me, too. Beyond Bo Biognas small fire Hecht saw Pig Iron, Just Plain Joes signature mule.

Strictly speaking, Joe had broken the rules by bringing the mule to Artecipea. Pig Iron did no work.

Pipe. Just Plain Joe came into the light. He carried a big copper bowl full of surgical instruments and bloody water.

Joe. How bad was it?

Im only glad youre not a cavalry type. We havent had to put too many of them down. But even one is cause for tears.

Hecht felt the sorrow rolling off Just Plain Joe, potent enough to make his own eyes water. He rested a hand on Joes shoulder while the man cleaned his instruments. Items he had less business having than he did Pig Iron. There would be complaints. The Captain-General would ignore them when they came.

You keep on, Joe. Youre the truest man Ive got. He left the man to his calling.

Nowhere did Hecht find cause for complaint. The work of recovery was under way everywhere.

He climbed his observation tower, considered the moonless night. To seaward the stars shed just enough light to give hints of breakers rolling in. Elsewhere, torches floated through the woods like will-o-the-wisps. A mortal shriek explained that. Chaldareans from Porto were sending their pagan countrymen to their rewards in order to grab loot not worth whatever they called their fractional copper here.

Fires burned in Porto. Were they celebrating?

He stared at the town. Something had come to mind during the fighting, a question he wanted to ask those people, but he could not now, for the life of him, remember what it was.

No. Youre safe. I wont be far off. Trust the amulet, the ring, and me. And your lifeguards. Youll be all right. Your suspicions are on the mark, by the way.

Which suspicions?

About you and your army being sent here mainly to keep you from intervening in Firaldia.

One candle burned inside the shelter. It was all the light and heat the Captain-General enjoyed. I suspected that?

Or the like. The Patriarch expects you to be chasing Rudenes Schneidel for years. He doesnt know about me. He doesnt plan to bring you out of Artecipea once you do bring Schneidel down. Though King Peter might salvage you.

While we were preoccupied in the Connec, and while Brothe was getting a new Patriarch, al-Halambra gained a new Kaif. And how strong his hold on his Praman allies is.

And my part would be?

No part. Youll be here, trying to exterminate Rudenes Schneidel. But if things go bad for King Peter you can expect to see Direcia before long.

I have family in Brothe. My men have families.

Next time you see the Patriarch ask him how much he cares.

Should I ask what his problem with us is?

You have the power to make kings. You have a large force of skilled, experienced soldiers who are loyal to you. He judges you by what he would do if he had what you have. Its a common weakness.

Whats your advice?

Send people to Brothe to see whats what. There are plenty of local boats. Finish Schneidel fast. Then cross over to the mainland yourself. Youll be safe. Pinkus Ghort still runs the City Regiment. Which has gotten a renewed lease on life and a fattened budget since a foreigner managed to become Patriarch.

Youll have Muno and me behind you, too.

Sounds good. You think Rudenes Schneidel might turn up tomorrow morning, ready to give up?

No. Youll have to lead these men into the High Athaphile and root him out of Arn Bedu. Which should be easier than it sounds. Ill be along.

You. Yes. Ive seriously begun to wonder. What are you, really, great-great-grandfather?

That. And the Ninth Unknown. Go back to sleep.

Hecht had an angry question but sleep snatched him quick as a sharks strike.

The dreamstalker did not get close again.

The pagans learned, first disaster. No more confrontations. Their guerrilla efforts were ineffectual, however. The Patriarchals had learned the cure while in the End of Connec. To keep anyone else from getting them. Those in the business kept working. They knew somebody would pay a lot for a more efficient way to kill people.

It isnt people I want to kill. I can do that now. My concern is the Night.

The Night is at our mercy. So lets see what we can do about its servant on the mountain.

Madouc, recovered enough to work now, and several other lifeguards all frowned over Consents suggestion. They were quite willing to take it easy as long as there was food and drink and their pay came on time though there was nothing to spend it on in the High Athaphile.

Hecht asked, What about our situation here? Will there be problems if we try to come home?

Who could stop you? If you come up with the transport?

I dont know. I cant make sense of the political situation. He watched the men dragging up the new falcon batteries, kegs of firepowder, cases of ammunition, and other weaponry. Most of those men would rather be working the mines under Arn Bedu. That did not necessitate climbing the mountain carrying a hundred pounds. Men from the Direcian camp watched, too, obviously troubled. They suspected Hecht was about to pull something.

And? Weve known that for months.

There have been a lot of changes in Arnhand because of it. And now it looks like Anne is trying to buy the new Patriarch, too.

Meaning?

She has Sublimes letters of blessing. Shes put Regard on the Arnhander throne.

Hecht chuckled. She paid enough. To our profit.

Now she wants something more. Shes called out the entire feudal levy to help King Peter stop the Almanohides.

The what?

The who. The Almanohides. Praman tribal fighters from the other side of the Escarp Gebr al Thar.

Oh. Hecht had not heard that name for those people before.

The new Kaif of al-Halambra summoned them.

That Hecht did know. The process had begun before their departure from the Connec.

Hes determined to crush Peter before he can be any more successful. He means to keep on moving north if he breaks King Peter. He sees nothing to stop him now that weve moved over here to Artecipea.

Hecht understood the hidden message.

A new storm was coming. It was time to keep an eye on their backs, in case the uneasy alliance here fell apart.

Hecht said, Lets put the fear of God in our friends. Well let them see the firepowder weapons at work.

Speaking of which. You need to find Drago Prosek right away.

The situation in Direcia had another interesting effect. The Patriarch himself postponed the marriage between Empress Katrin and Jaime of Castauriga.

Hecht had not thought much about events inside the Grail Empire. Interesting.

Want some more interesting? You were invited.

Say what?

Anna showed me the letter. With the Imperial seal. Signed by the Empress herself. Requesting the presence of the Captain-General at the celebration mass. And so forth.

I dont understand.

Dont ask me to explain.

Was it Helspeth? One more puzzle to keep me awake at night, then.

Plenty of puzzles to keep me up.

Hecht frowned. Consent sounded unhappy. How so?

There have been a couple more suicides amongst my Devedian relatives and acquaintances.

And? Im not understanding. Were they that upset about you converting?

No. None of them believed I meant it. I was the Chosen One. How could I run out? Theyre only now starting to believe it. But theyre still cooperating. They still think they can profit from the connection.

And Im still confused, Titus.

My problem is, these men who killed themselves, Ive known them all my life. I cant believe any of them would become that hard a slave of despair. Devedians and despair are intimates. Life partners. Soul mates. They wouldnt kill themselves.

So whats going on?

I dont know! Thats the horrible part! Men who wouldnt kill themselves at the worst times did it in front of witnesses.

Hecht sighed. He sensed Consents pain. But what could he do? I can pray for them, Titus. Thats all. I didnt know them. I dont know what drove them.

Never mind me, Captain-General. The new falcons are here, including the ones Prosek designed. Along with tons of firepowder and ammunition. If you want to provoke the Night, now is the time.

Which is why you need to get together with Drago Prosek.

The pagan stronghold had not suffered much from traditional artillery. The besiegers had not been able to build many engines. Lumber was scarce. What little there was had to be hauled a long, hard way before it could be used.

Ammunition was plentiful, though. There were rocks everywhere.

The falcons could do little damage, either. They did not have the power. But those that Prosek had redesigned could be fired faster than the others.

The Mountain and Az, or Bone, were always close by when Hecht talked to Iskandar and Count Hercule. He got few chances to visit. Nor did the Ninth Unknown create many opportunities for communication. Yet the man in brown was often there, in the corner of Hechts eye.

Redfearn Bechter reported sightings every day. Bechter was troubled. Bechter was no longer convinced by his Captain-Generals protestations of ignorance.

Cloven Februaren did manage when he cared enough. Usually deep in the night, when sleep was more precious than rubies. Employing one of those time-stopping spells. Freezing the lifeguards on duty. Who panicked when the spell wore off. They always knew that something had happened. They never came close to guessing the truth.

Piper! The old man spoke softly but insistently. Wake up, Piper.

Piper Hecht grunted and rolled away. It seemed he had just gotten to sleep.

Come on, boy. Wake up and listen. Or youre going to be dead. Real soon now.

That moved him. Some. He cracked an eye. And found himself nose to nose with Cloven Februaren.

What?

Theres going to be an attack. By the Night. Soon. You need to get ready.

Hecht said something rude and tried to turn over.

A bee sting pain hit his right buttock. He almost cried out. Boyhood training stopped him.

Tears did flood his eyes.

Are you listening?

Yes.

The Night will come. Your great enemy has told it where to find you. Thats always the Nights great challenge when it reaches into our world. Finding the right man in the right moment. The Night sees our world through nearsighted eyes.

So Ive heard. Tone suggesting that Februaren make his point.

You must prepare.

Hecht believed he was prepared. Im listening.

Its time to use the ring.

Uh? Ring? What was the man blathering about, now?

The ring you appropriated from the Bruglioni. The one you forget about. The one you wear on a chain around your neck, along with your silver dove and iron pomegranate. Symbols from the earliest days of the Chaldarean faith in metals the Night most despised.

Hecht rooted beneath his shirt and brought out his symbolic disguise. A gold ring hung between the pomegranate and dove. Where did that come from?

The Ninth Unknown was disinclined to waste time reeducating him. The old man touched his left temple.

He remembered.

Put the ring on.

Uh?

Pick a finger. Any finger. The one that it fits tightest. Put it on. Then put this on behind it. Februaren extended a gaudy silver thing encrusted with small gems.

Hecht fumbled the gold band a couple times getting it off the chain and onto the middle finger of his left hand. It felt like the damned thing was trying to get away. Cloven Februaren helped herd it, then forced the garish bauble on after it.

Thats your safety lock. It wont come off till I release it. So the other will stay where you need it until I do.

Hecht did what he was told, thinking the ring could still get away. If it could get his finger amputated. He asked, Why are we doing this?

Were denying the Night the focus that Rudenes Schneidel and er-Rashal have tried to give it. The nearer it comes to you the more distracted it will get. Distracted? Thats not quite right. But Im too tired to find the perfect word.

You seem chipper enough to keep me awake all night.

Youve done what I came to get you to do. You have the ring on. You still wear the amulet. I can fade away and you can get back to wasting your life on sleep. All before these dedicated boys of yours can wake up and be terrified because they almost did something that might have put you at risk.

What in the name of the Adversary did he mean by that?

The old man touched him again.

Sleep came instantly.

Sleep ended, sudden as the man in blacks sword stroke, slain by the bark of falcons.

Waking with mind fuzzy, Piper Hecht tried to recall the name of the goddess of sleep. That seemed terribly important for a dozen seconds. Until he understood. That was not thunder, never heard up here anyway, but the crude speech of weapons designed to thwart the Will of the Night.

Drago Prosek and his henchmen were on the job, as alert and ready as they had been told to be.

This was why the Night dreaded Piper Hecht. Destroying Instrumentalities was about to become no more special than any other death stroke.

The night lighted up when an immense flash appeared against the base of Arn Bedus northwest mural tower. A roar like all the thunder in the world at once followed a moment later. That was so loud it deadened the ear. There was no hearing the crash and grind of stone as the tower and nearby wall surrendered to gravity and came down, but it felt like an earthquake.

Nearly a ton of new, refined, more potent firepowder had been packed into the mine under that tower.

Because I dont want the Special Office tempted by the evil that surrounds him. And only the Special Office could manage him. So let the Pramans punish him.

The Praman Nassim would put an edge on Schneidel and use him against er-Rashal. And right now er-Rashal al-Dhulquarnen was the most dangerous man in the world. In Piper Hechts mind.

You could be right. Unbelievers they may be. But they tolerate wickedness and truck with the Night less than do our own true believers.

Hecht knew better but did not say so. He was just a bright boy from the far north who got lucky.

He climbed the mountain. His lifeguards tagged along. Madouc complained all the way. Ahead, Prosek and the falcon crews warily recovered shot expended during the assault. Several dark things flapped through the breach in the wall. Falcons dispatched them in seconds.

Prosek came to meet his Captain-General. The loading pots worked perfectly, sir. As did the falcons.

Not one blew up. You got to hand it to them Deves. They know what the hell theyre doing when it comes to casting brass.

Prosek frowned, puzzled.

Madouc told Prosek, Hes determined to go poke around. Get some of them damned thunder busters up there with us. Hes got no fucking idea what the hell is still hiding inside that rock pile.

Hecht paused at Arn Bedus open gate. He had not thought of that. And there was definitely a tingle round his left wrist.

All his thoughts had been focused on Cloven Februaren. What part had the old man played in Arn Bedus fall?

There was no way it should have gone so smoothly and quickly. The Ninth Unknown was the only explanation for Rudenes Schneidel turning so meek in the end.

Bad water and too much wine might mean that the Ninth Unknown had not been the key.

Hecht was not ready to buy it. Not whole. The Ninth Unknown was huge in everything. He was totally sure.

Hecht did not move again until Drago Prosek brought up all his falcons.

Arn Bedu was a sad, barren shell. Evidence that it had been occupied by real, living human beings was limited. And there had been fewer prisoners taken than expected.

Arn Bedu was no standard castle. The wall did not shield inner courts. It was the outside wall of a building occupied by a rich, deep darkness. The interior was mazelike as well.

Piper Hecht lost his compulsion to prowl and investigate seconds after entering the fortress. The place was haunted by a bleak despair so deep it recalled the creeping fractions of fallen gods reawakened in the End of Connec. By a despair so deep it had become a part of Arn Bedus stone.

The first falcon reiterated its declaration.

Prosek and Rhuk had brought weapons capable of rapid speech.

Godslayer. You have won nothing! Fading. Surrender to the Will of the Night!

The falcons spoke again. And again. Shot rattled and whined off the walls of the passage, searching for the mystical flesh of the Old One, Seska. The revenant, the Endless, who must be but a shadow of the original.

The insane, shrieking something surged forward, psychically far more powerful than any of the bogons that had crossed Hechts path. But Drago Proseks falcons grumbled their basso profundo aria, proclaiming the passing of an Instrumentality of the Night.

The tide of Night reached Hecht. It tried to devour him. His amulet burned. It froze. He cried out. The pain!

The revenant screamed inside minds, continuously, incoherently, its only discernible thought a driving need to destroy the Godslayer. It struck like a cobra, over and over, its aim never true.

Reason set in. He noted that he was not alone. A priest from one of the healing orders hunched over a charcoal brazier. Madouc and Titus sat near the entrance, still as battered gargoyles.

You made it. Cloven Februaren.

How deep did you go? The voice came from behind him, from out of sight.

I dont know. I dont know what you mean. I was out. I had nightmares. Now Im awake.

It never got its claws into you. Lucky you, you were wearing that ring.

Why am I tied down?

So you cant hurt yourself. Theyll cut you loose after I leave.

What happened?

You found Seska. Then Seska found you.

And?

You survived. Seska didnt. It might have done if everything hadnt been in place ahead of time.

Everything? In place?

You with the proper amulet. You with the ring. You with the falcons behind you. And me behind the falcons. You need to leave this place, now. The Night is in chaos at the moment. But it does know where the Endless was before it was ended.

It wasnt really the Endless, though. Was it? Wasnt Rudenes Schneidel building himself an imitation Seska?

It was Seska, Piper. The Seska. The real thing. Almost fully reborn. Almost ready to step back into the world where it was first imagined. Where it would have rewarded Schneidel and er-Rashal richly for having given it back its reality.

The old man had grown ferociously excited. You definitely filled the role of Godslayer this time. Youve won the attention of all the Instrumentalities of the Night, now. The human race is lucky that the wells of power have weakened so much.

Hecht had trouble following the old man. His mind had not yet fully cleared.

And his amulet had begun to itch. And more. Something is coming.

I feel it. Ill deal with it.

Cant blame them. Its what I want to do. Its damn well what I plan to do before nightfall, too. But first he meant to present the troops in the Closed Ground. Theres people at Krois belonging to families that have been underfoot there for fifteen generations. All of them take bribes from anybody with a piece of silver.

Sneigon showed them workers dipping the tips of the little arrows in molten silver. We produce the darts fast. The bottleneck is silver application. Quantity doesnt seem to matter with the silver. As long as its there. One tiny bit on the tip is enough.

We can save a lot on silver, then?

Fortunes. Given time, I think well work out how to use a hundredth of the silver were using now. Youll be spending way more for the iron, the firepowder, and, especially, the falcons themselves.

Hecht was amused by how well Pella managed to fake an understanding of the discussion.

Hecht was fascinated by everything at Krulik and Sneigon. These people were determined to produce new and ever more amazing weapons for deployment in the struggle against the Tyranny of the Night.

The darts amazed him. Their battering by steam dramatically expanded their surface area, which meant that more iron would be brought into contact with whatever Instrumentality the missile hit.

Hecht said, I understand what youre doing. But these darts wont go far, or fast. And the reason firepowder weapons work is, the shot moves too fast for the Instrumentalities to get out of the way.

Smart man, Sneigon said. And right. These charges are for when youre up close, smelling their bad breath and seeing the whites of their eyes. Which we figure would be most encounters. Were looking at a variety of other projectiles for longer ranges.

Very good, Hecht said. How are we coming with the firepowder?

Substantial improvements there, too, Sneigon told him. Weve developed three distinct formulations suitable for several different tasks. He grinned a big white grin behind his black forest of a beard. You leave these boys free of worries about where their next meal is coming from, then hand them a big intellectual challenge, they end up going after it fifteen hours a day. Besides, its fun, making all the stinks and bangs.

Not mine anymore. Except by blood.

Mr. Sneigon, Titus said. You were there when my uncle committed suicide?

Sainted Eis. Here we go again. Once he had reminded Hecht of what he was talking about, he said,

Give it back. Its becoming a liability. They know you have it. The servant, Polo, remembered. You dont want to provoke them more than you have already.

Hecht started to protest that he had done nothing… They dont know about that, do they?

Gervase Saluda has suspicions. Hes mentioned them to Paludan. Neither believes it. Yet. They cant get it to make sense. They dont know the history that brought Divino Bruglioni low. Returning the ring ought to disarm them.

And the Night?

Well find another way to blind or distract them.

The Night. That war cant be won.

Muno?

Grandfather?

You can only kill the older gods. The discrete Instrumentalities. Not the diffuse modern ones.

Delari had his audience. Only Heris moved at all, slowly lifting her coffee cup to her lips. He asked,

Piper. How would you kill God? Our God, not something like Rook or Weaver.

Hecht intuited the problem. Id have to get Him to manifest so I could shoot Him.

But that cant happen. Not with our God, the God of the Pramans, or the God of the Deves or Dainshaus. Pretty much the same God wearing different masks for the benefit of the faithful. The problem is, unlike Ordnan or Seska or whichever, this Instrumentality is expected to be everywhere at once. He does that by putting a little bit of Himself into each place that is consecrated to Him. Which is God doing to Himself what the sorcerers of the Old Empire did to the most powerful Instrumentalities of their time.

Which might be why theres no credible example of God stepping on stage since back when the Dainshaukin murdered goats in His honor. Cloven Februaren stabbed the air and grinned. He had marvelous teeth.

Delari said, To destroy God youd have to visit every church and shrine in the world, find the bit of God consecrating them, and treat it. A thousand Witchfinders working for a thousand years might only get to the point where the surviving fragments could pull themselves together from places you didnt know about and places you couldnt reach because theyre under the ice.

No one wants to destroy God, Heris said. Just the Instrumentalities. The things that make human life awful.

Februaren said, Humans make human life awful, girl. Instrumentalities are a handy excuse.

Speaking of making life awful, Hecht said. Have you been making people kill themselves?

I? Why? Who killed himself?

Hecht explained.

Interesting. Maybe you have more than one guardian angel.

Hecht did not believe that. Nor that the old man was innocent.

It matters not, if they belonged to the ring that sold you into slavery.

It matters… Hecht noted real emotion in Heris. For the first time. The hatred rolled off her like clouds of black steam. Not those men. The others 

Februaren looked like he might really be surprised. Others?

Men have died, by their own hands, who had nothing to do with slaving.

Youre certain?

Yes.

Possibly their lives had lost meaning. Better yet, name me three you know were innocent.

Hecht could not do that.

Better still, give me another motive.

While Hecht and the Ninth Unknown glared at one another, Principatè Delari visited a small sideboard, took a scrap of greenish paper from a thin drawer. It had been folded once, crosswise. He dropped it in front of Hecht. Thats your fathers list. Exculpate whomever you can.

It was a long list inscribed in tiny characters in the crabbed hand of a man near the end of a painful terminal disease. Tick marks had been placed beside a score of names. Hecht recognized only a few.

Youre thinking it. If only obliquely. Being dishonest with yourself.

You cant kill everyone who knows about me.

Muniero Delari said, You cant kill Armand.

And why not, Muno? Hes a spy. A slimy spy.

I know that. I always knew that. When he was in my household I controlled what he reported to Alten Weinberg.

Anna and Titus Consent are immune, Hecht said. Ferris Renfrow he was not so sure about.

Heris muttered to herself as she continued to glare at Cloven Februarens list. I said there are names missing, double-great-grandpa.

Im listening, sweetheart.

Heris named three men and a woman against whom she enjoyed abiding grudges. After questioning her, Februaren concluded, Only the woman Hasheyda fits. The rest were just slaveholders. They treated you the same as their other slaves. The woman, though, has come up before. She may have helped finance the slaving expedition. Her front man paid his due before she became suspect. Shell be interviewed.

Heris muttered, Id like to interview her. For about a year, in a torture chamber.

You wouldnt come out any happier.

Hecht changed the subject. Principatè. Where have you been since you got back? Everyone keeps asking.

They dont need to know.

I wouldnt tell them. But the asking leaves me curious.

Ive been down under. With the Construct. And in the catacombs.

Staying out of the way?

I came up to vote. Twice. And to campaign against myself in the second election. The world is getting harsher every day. I have no time to waste socializing with idiots who cant see whats coming right at them.

Februaren suggested, If you spent time with them you might open their eyes.

Delari snorted. The only one out there interested in anything but his own power and pleasure is Bronte Doneto. And hes interested for the wrong reasons.

Hecht said, I was impressed by Hugo Mongoz. Though our interview wasnt as thorough as it might have been.

Ill give you Boniface. But the man wont be around long. And most of what he gets done is because people are humoring an old man.

Fix him up with enough time to do some good.

Eh?

Hecht pointed at Februaren. Hes figured out how to hang around forever. Fix it so the Patriarch stays with us for a while, too.

Nice idea. In theory, Februaren said. Probably impractical. But Ill think about it. The ring, Piper.

Tomorrow. Get shut of it. Its important. The Instrumentalities are about to figure it out.

Hecht nodded. He asked Delari, Do you know the whole story about Osa Stile?

The Principatè frowned. Osa Stile?

Armand? Osa Stile is his real name.

How would you…? Hes an agent of Ferris Renfrow, the Imperial spy. He arranged embarrassments for the Church in the Connec before I inherited him.

Osa was a gift to Ferris Renfrow from Dreanger. He was made by er-Rashal al-Dhulquarnen. Hes almost my age. His first loyalty is to the Rascal, not Renfrow. Nor his lovers. I believe er-Rashal subtly suggested Osas use in the Connec. Where al-Dhulquarnen and his allies would experiment with resurrecting banished gods. They didnt count on Bishop Serifs being so awful that a Braunsknecht would fling him off a cliff.

Delari asked, You know this for a fact?

About Osa Stile? Yes. Im speculating about er-Rashals conniving.

And where does your loyalty lie now, Piper? Februaren asked. Since you were sent west to die, and have been attacked repeatedly because you wont stop breathing.

I dont know. Honestly. Intellectually, I know Ive been betrayed by Gordimer and al-Dhulquarnen.

Februaren nodded. The one called the Mountain. Hiding amongst the Pramans at Arn Bedu. Hes in Lucidia, now. Supported by the Kaif of Qasr al-Zed. Hes gathering Sha-lug willing to turn on Gordimer and er-Rashal. But hes got-ten less sympathy than he expected. Hes survived several assassination attempts. Hell need luck to keep on.

Tomorrow, Delari said. Evidently lost inside his own head.

Everyone stared. He did not go on.

Muno? You were going to say something. Februaren put an edge in his voice, adult to inattentive youngster.

Uh? Oh. Yes. Tomorrow. Heris. You start Pipers education with the Construct.

Piper has to visit the Bruglioni.

Afterward, then. But tomorrow. We need to get on with it. It cant be that long before he has to go off to the Connec again.

I dont have time! Hecht protested.

Make time, Piper, Februaren said. Trust your staff. This is important. Muno and I arent immortal.

I have no talent for sorcery.

Talent not required. No more so than to throw a rock. Well both be there to instruct you. Right, Muno?

The Principatè nodded. But he was drifting again.

What did you talk about? Anna wanted to know when Hecht slipped into their borrowed bed.

Yesterday, today, and tomorrow. Depressing stuff.

And secret?

Naturally.

Politics?

That, too. But youll get help with the killer in your neighborhood.

And you have to…?

I have to study something with Delari before I go back to the Connec.

Disappointed, she murmured, How soon will that be?

Depends on Boniface. He doesnt seem to be in a hurry. Certainly not till all the troops from Artecipea are over and rested and refitted.

Anna pressed against him, head to toe. I dont want you to go.

I know. But I cant not.

I know. You cant stop being you.

That was not really it. Or, maybe it was.

Youre the last person I expected to see, Paludan Bruglioni said, looking startled. Youve gotten us out of your life. The man was nervous. He had trouble meeting Hechts eyes. He had lost hair and gained weight.

Not at all. I owe you. You gave me work when I was new here. I gave you my best while I was here.

Grudgingly, Paludan admitted, You did turn us around. You did win back the respect wed lost. Lost because of Paludan Bruglionis indifference toward management of the family he had come to head at too early an age.

But you were unhappy with me anyway. So I hear.

Hecht offered to shake hands. Bruglioni passed. It was not a current custom. He told Hecht, Good luck in the Connec. Clean them out this time.

I mean to try.

Paludan let out a startled squawk soon after Hecht left him.

That old man was going to get himself into something he could not handle, someday.

Principal Delari was in a dark mood. Youre late.

Hecht said, Your grandfather played one practical joke too many. We almost didnt make it out of the Bruglioni place.

Februaren managed to look sheepish. For a moment.

Hecht joined Heris. She was looking down at the giant map of the world. Thereve been changes. Heris was grub-bier than usual.

The ice line?

That. That was obvious. But some more subtle things, too.

Theres the sea levels rising in the Negrine and those two lesser seas farther east. More snowfall to the north means more meltwater during the spring and summer.

Youre well informed.

Grandfather has been sneaking me in here all year. To learn the Construct. Hoping Ill be able to work it someday. Now he wants to crash train you, too.

What? We dont have an ounce of talent for sorcery between us.

He claims it doesnt matter. The sorcery is in the engine. You just have to know how to tell it what to do. Februaren is a true master. He doesnt even have to talk to it. Maybe hell teach us. Grandfather isnt good at getting ideas across.

If Februaren can stop pinching bottoms and tugging ears. How did you get here? Bribe the guards? The only women allowed in the Chiaro Palace were nuns of the Bettine Order. And those nuns down there, updating the map.

I come in underground.

That explained the dust and grime. Wow. You have more guts than I do. Ive only been down a few times. I wont go again unless I have to.

Grandfather told me. But its tame, now. Hes made sure. The old man helped.

Hecht sighed. I dont know how he gets around and gets all those things done.

The Construct. Heris gestured at the map. Hes a virtuoso.

Thats how he skips all the walking in between?

Yes. Hes the only one who can do it today. The wells of power are too weak and too many revenants are competing for what power there is. Your work in the Connec should help. Grandfather really wants the good old days back. He couldnt even get himself out of that hole where you found him that time.

When he still thought he was Lord of the Silent Kingdom.

While they talked Cloven Februaren sparked around the vast chamber, looking over the shoulders of people working on the Construct. He restrained his urge to startle.

Principatè Delari did the same, using ladders and catwalks.

Hecht glanced southward. There was no sign now of what had happened last year. You lose him, you wont have to explain to me. Ill just feed you to Anna. What now?

A rider was headed back alongside the road, as hard as he dared without trampling anyone. The soldiers had begun stopping and falling out as word spread that a change of plan was in the works.

The rider was one of Drago Proseks falconeers. They had been first to cross the river.

Captain-General. Sir. Some Connecten nobles want to talk. One is that Count Raymone Garete.

Never stops raining, Hecht said. Captain Drear, stick with me till I can deal with you more fully.
