Give my love to Maeve, the amazing young woman said quietly. Ill be in the lounge if you need me. Go.

I could see Seamus kneeling beside Maeve in her wheelchair when we turned into her corridor.

A lump formed in my throat when I saw the open Bible in his hand. I stopped when I watched him make the sign of the cross on her forehead. Last rites? I thought.

How was I going to get through this? Today of all days?

Somehow Maeve was smiling when I knocked on the door frame. She was all dressed up as usual, this time a red Santa hat replacing her Yankees one.

Seamus closed his Bible and hugged me hard. God give you the strength, Michael, he said in my ear. Your girl is a saint. You are too. Seamus paused. Ill be back; I need to get some air.

I guess my heart wasnt already broken because I felt something snap like a guitar string in my chest when Maeve scooped Chrissy and Shawna into her withered lap.

I glanced up at the ceiling. My familys story could become a new holiday classic, couldnt it? I thought ruefully. Christmas in the Terminal Ward.

It wasnt fair. Maeve had always exercised regularly, ate right, didnt smoke. I bit my lip as a searing pressure built in my chest. I wanted to, needed to, scream my guts out.

But something strange happened when my son Brian helped her back onto her bed and put the pageant on the TV. Maeve started laughing. Not polite little giggles either, but gaspingforbreath belly laughs. I moved next to her, and her hand found mine behind the wall of our kids.

For the next ten minutes, the hospital room disappeared, and we could have been on our beatup couch at home, watching the Yanks or one of our favorite old movies.

My useless anger exploded into guffaws as Shepherd Eddie tripped over his staff halfway up to the gyms stage.

What a great job you did! Maeve said, throwing high fives all around after the tape had ended. Bennetts bringing the house down. Im so proud of all you guys.

Would you listen to the shameful amount of ruckus coming from this room? Seamus said to giggles as he came back.

Maeve beamed as he gently took her hand and kissed it. Merry Christmas, he said, smuggling a gold box of Godiva chocolates behind her back with a wink.

It looked like someone had rolled a hospital bed into a Hallmark store after the handmade gifts and Christmas cards were handed out. Julia and Brian stepped forward with a black velvet box. Maeves smile, when she opened it, seemed powerful enough to banish the illness from her body forever. It was a thin gold necklace. The attached pendant said #1 Mom.

We all chipped in, Brian said. All of us, even the little ones.

She kissed him on the cheek as he did the necklaces clasp for her.

I want you to keep on chipping in, guys, Maeve said, leaning back, struggling to keep her eyes open. Many hands lighten the load, and if its one thing we have a lot of, its hands. Little hands and big hearts. You couldnt have made me prouder. Dad will show you what I got for you later, kids. Merry Christmas. Never forget, I love you all.
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I stayed behind after Seamus took Mary Catherine and the kids back home. For some reason, I felt strong all of a sudden, calm, completely alert, not even tired. I closed the door to the room and sat behind Maeve in the cold bed, hugging her. After a while, I held her hand, staring at where our wedding rings touched.

When I closed my eyes, I pictured Maeve from my first days of courting her in the hospital emergency room. She had always been holding someones hand then, too, I remembered. Black, white, yellow, brown, young, old, mad, maimed, broken, bloody. I thought about all the human hearts shed lifted in her life. Mine most of all. And our ten children.

As I stood up to stretch around midnight, Maeve opened her eyes wide and crushed my hand in hers.

I love you, Mike, she said urgently.

Oh God! I thought. Not now. Please, not now!

My hand went for the nurses button, but Maeve batted it away. A tear rolled down her taut face as she shook her head.

Then she smiled.

Stop!

She looked into my eyes. It was as if she could see some distant place within them. Some new land she was about to travel to.

Be happy, she said.

Then she let go of my hand.

As her fingertips left the surface of my palm, I felt as though somewhere deep inside me something shattered and a hole opened.

I caught Maeve as she tipped back. She was so light. Her chest was already still. My hand lowered the back of her head toward the pillow as gently as it did on our honeymoon night.

This is it, I kept thinking. This is really it.

The room spun as I stood there gasping. It felt as if the wind had been knocked out of me, all of my air, my spirit gone.

Everything I had ever felt happy about, every laugh, every sunset, every hope, every good thing there was or ever would be shook loose and tottered and plummeted out of my heart.

I looked up suddenly when I heard the singing.

The pageant tape had come on again somehow, and on the TV screen above, Chrissy was making her way across the Holy Name gym stage in her silver angel costume as the whole school sang Silent Night.

I shut it off, along with the light, and lay down beside my wife. Snow was falling lightly in the dark outside the window.

How can I still be alive? I thought, feeling my heart beat on and on selfishly in my chest.

When I found Maeves hand, I felt the cold of her wedding ring. I remembered the happy tears in her eyes, in the small church we were married in, as I slid it on her finger. The rice that mixed with spits of snow as we came hand in hand outside and down the old wooden steps.

As I closed my eyes, I could no longer hear anything. The sounds of the hospital faded in the dark, and so did the sounds of the world outside. All that was left in the universe was my wifes cold hand in mine and a nothingness that hummed through me like high voltage.
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The head nurse, Sally Hitchens, came in at 4:30 A.M. She smiled as she helped me to stand up. Shed take care of my Maeve now, she promised as I stood disoriented and crazyeyed over my wife. Shed protect her and keep her for as long as it took.

I walked the thirty blocks home from the hospital, the cold burning my skin in the predawn dark. A bartender, slamming closed the steel shutters of a bar on Amsterdam Avenue, crossed himself as I passed.

All the kids were up in the living room as I stumbled in.

I was instantly surrounded by them as I sat down. I thought I had purged away some of the pain from hours before, but I was deluding myself. My heart got heavier and heavier as my eyes slowly passed over each of my kids faces. My sorrow was as dense as a black hole as I looked upon the tears in my little Chrissys eyes.

One thing Eileen had taught me by her example was that you get up and put your clothes on and do what you can do until the day you dont get up. I guess what Im trying to say is that Maeve isnt really gone. Shes just ahead, waiting for you, Mike. Thats why you cant shut down. We Irish dont always succeed, but were pretty decent at grinding it out.

Grind it out until youre dead, I said blankly after a moment. Gentle words of inspiration from Seamus Bennett. Youre the new Deepak Chopra.

Ah, sweet, undiluted sarcasm, Seamus said, punching my knee softly as he rose. Thats the lad. Maeved be proud of ya. Music to her Irish ears.

So after I took a shower, we made arrangements. Or, I should say, Seamus and Mary Catherine did. They called the church and then the funeral home, and I just nodded or shook my drooping head. Grind it out until youre dead.
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It was stone wall to stone wall with friends and relatives inside Holy Name Church two days later for Maeves funeral. At the wake the night before, and now here at the church, my wife had managed to draw a crowd that rivaled the one at St. Patricks for the First Lady, despite the fact that there wasnt a news van or celebrity in sight.

In the sea of sad faces, I made out her former coworkers, past patients, even most of our snooty neighbors. Not only did most of my Homicide squad show, but most of the NYPD, it seemed, was there, giving their support for a brother in blue.

At the wake, so many people had shared touching vignettes Id never heard before about Maeve. Story after story about how she had comforted their kid or wife or parent as they were wheeled into surgery or giving birth or dying. The compassion she showed at the hardest of moments. We thought someone had been shot or fallen overboard, but when we arrived below in the dining room, all we could see was Maeve, wearing headphones, jumping up and down so hard she was nearly rocking the boat.

 Tino Martinez tied it up, she was screaming. He tied it up! 

Someone got a TV and set it up on the buffet table. Now, Ive listened to people say that theyve never heard Yankee Stadium louder than when Derek Jeter hit that walkoff home run in the tenth to win it, but they werent any louder than the group of us crowded around that beatup set. When I think of Maeve, I will always see her in the middle of those tired men with her fist pumped in the air. Her energy and hope and life transforming that black place and time into something unique, something I think on the verge of holy.

Seamuss cheeks clenched then. He, along with the rest of the church, was losing it.

I wont lie to you. I cant say why God would take her now. But if the fact that she was sent here among us doesnt point toward a loving God, then I cant help you. If we bring away anything from today, it should be the lesson that Maeve herself showed with every full, spent day of her life. Hold back nothing. Leave nothing in the tank.

All through the church everyone, including myself, was crying shamelessly. Chrissy, beside me, brushed my overcoat out of the way and wiped her tears on my knee.

The sun came out for the burial at Gates of Heaven Cemetery up in Westchester. The kids filed past Maeves casket with roses. I almost lost it again behind my sunglasses when Shawna kissed her flower before she put it down with the rest. And again when the high, bittersweet skirls of an NYPD pipers Danny Boy blew off the headstones and frozen ground.

But I didnt.

I asked myself what Maeve would do, and I swallowed my tears and hugged my kids and promised myself and my wife that I would somehow get us through.
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Id offered to stay home from work with the kids, who were off on Christmas break, but Seamus and Mary Catherine wouldnt hear of it.

Sorry, fella, Seamus told me. These kids need to be spoiled like no one has ever been spoiled before, and with the mood youre in, youre going to have to leave that job to me and Mary C. Besides, you need to get outside of yourself there, Mick. Throw yourself into something positive. Stop sitting around and go and collar those pathetic mopes who jacked the cathedral.

 Collar the mopes? I said with a faint grin.  Jacked?

So I watch NYPD Blue now and then, Seamus said with a fantastic roll of his eyes. Is it a sin?

So the Monday morning after the funeral, I arrived back at my desk inside Manhattan North Homicide in East Harlem. Harry Grissom, my boss, and the rest of my squadies were irritatingly supportive and polite. Who would have ever thought that youd miss being the butt of practical jokes? Soon enough, I thought, knocking the dust off my mouse.

I put in calls to Paul Martelli and Ned Mason. And I learned that nothing really new or promising had been discovered. Every square inch of the churchs granite, marble, and stained glass had been searched and dusted for latent prints, but there had been nothing. These criminals had been extremely tidy.

There had been some excitement when a hijackers body was found in the archbishops crypt under the altar, Martelli told me, but it ended when it was discovered that the mans hands and head, along with any chance at identifying him, had been removed by his coldblooded partners.

The phone was ringing on my desk when I came in the next morning.

I paused, wondering if the Times reporter was just playing up to me. She certainly sounded sincere, but I was wary, and I ought to be. Shed made me and the department look like fools. But then again, having a Times reporter owe me a favor could certainly come in handy.

Accept my apology, Mike, Calvin tried again. I feel like a jerk.

Well, at least youre selfaware, I said.

I knew we were going to be friends eventually, Calvin said quickly. The reason I called was Im doing interviews with the celebrity victims. Well, I should say, failing miserably because I cant get past most of their lawyers and agents. But I did speak to the civil rights activist, Reverend Solstice, and do you know what he told me?

The racebaiting quasipolitician Solstice was famous for basically one thing, I knew. Hating cops.

Im holding my breath, I said.

He said he thinks the hijackers were cops, Calvin went on. I just wanted to call and let you hear. Also to tell you that I refuse to print such bullshit. Okay? See, Im not all bad.

Okay, I said. I appreciate the call.

After I hung up, I leaned back in my chair, thinking about Solstices accusations. Though he was known to court controversy, the man was savvy enough to realize he needed something  however outrageous  to back it up and get some attention. So what did Solstice know? Was it anything important? Was he involved somehow?

I called back Calvin and got the reverends number.

Solstice answered on the first ring.

Hello, Reverend. This is Detective Michael Bennett of the NYPD. Im investigating the cathedral hijacking. I hear you have an insight into the case. Id like to hear it.

Ha! Solstice said forcefully. Insight my butt. I know what youre doing. What youre trying to pull. Its starting already.

What is it you think Im starting exactly, Reverend?

What you punks are best at. The coverup. Sweeping the truth under the rug. Listen, man, I know. I been inside. I know cops. Only pros like you could handle us the way you did. Oh, yeah, and then everybody just conveniently gets away. Just missed em, I bet. You cops pulled this off, and now youre covering it up. Same as its always been.

Could that be true? I sure doubted it.

But Solstice had raised two serious questions: How did the hijackers know so much about siege tactics? And how did they always seem to know what we were going to try next?
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There are actually ten prisons on Rikers Island in the Bronx, housing as many as seventeen thousand inmates. Rikers is almost a small town, with its schools, clinics, athletic fields, chapels and mosques, grocers, barbershops, a bus depot, even a car wash.

As I arrived there early the next morning, I was hopeful again. Id had an idea during the night, and now I had the opportunity to execute it.

At a little past eight, I walked by the Amnesty Box, where prison visitors are allowed to deposit drugs or weapons without fear. I had neither, so I proceeded inside and was escorted to a small meeting room inside Rikers Central Punitive Segregation Unit, also known as the Bing.

About a quarter of the inmates at Rikers are poor people who cant afford to post bails of five hundred dollars or less, but I was more interested in the hard cases. For the next four hours, I sat in the room and met dozens of inmates.

I played them a tape of excerpts with Jacks voice from the negotiations. Maybe somebody would recognize Jack from a previous stay at Rikers or one of the other prison facilities around New York.

But not Angelo, a burglar with an exaggerated shoulder curl, like a boxer always ready to fight.

Not Hector, a gang player with two tear tattoos at the corner of his right eye, signifying hed killed two people so far in his twentyone years.

Not J.T. either  a white thug from Westchester with a serious drug habit who was a walking Merck Manual on pills and meds.

Or Jesse from 131st Street in Harlem, placid face with one lazy eye, soul patch under his lip, inside Rikers for alleged felonious assault.

In fact, not any of the seventynine inmates who came to see me in the cramped meeting room space had anything for me. How depressing was that?

Until my eightieth visitor, Tremaine, a skinny older guy, maybe forty, though he looked fifty, at least that. He said he thought maybe hed heard that voice before  Jacks voice. Dont know for sure, but maybe.

On the way back from Rikers, I called One Police Plaza and told Lonnie to run the prints from the dead hijacker through the city, state, and national law enforcement employee records.

It was an hour later when the fax rang back at my office. The cover sheet told me it was Lonnie with the results.

It seemed like a month before the second sheet hummed out of the machine.

I lifted it up slowly, careful not to smudge the ink.

It wasnt the smiling ID picture of the dead hijacker that I couldnt tear my eyes away from so much as the captioned information underneath it.

Surprise mixed with a sick, guilty feeling that washed through my stomach like battery acid.

Unbelievable, I thought.

I took out my cell and speeddialed Commander Will Matthewss office. This is Bennett, I said when I had him on the line. I think we got em.
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It started to snow as we crossed over the city line, racing north on the Saw Mill River Parkway. Myself and an eightvehicle convoy of FBI sedans and NYPD ESU trucks had already passed over the Harlem River and were now speeding through the Westchester woods, but it wasnt to grandmas house we were going.

We took the exit for Pleasantville and rolled west down toward the Hudson. At the very bottom, alongside the windscoured river, we stopped before high, harsh gray concrete walls decorated with razor wire. A barely legible sunfaded sign was bolted to the rock.

Sing Sing Correctional Facility, it said.

Nope, not grandmas house, I thought. The Big House.

Infamous Sing Sing.

Up the River.

There was a distinct chill in the air as I got out and stood next to the prison walls. It was as if cold emanated from the place itself. I felt it get even chillier when an armed guard, in what looked like a miniature airport control tower above the wire, swung his sunglasses in my direction. The barrel of the M16 he carried across his chest seemed the only gleaming object for miles.

All this time we were running around trying to send the hijackers to the slammer, I thought, staring across the gravel parking lot at the maximumsecurity facility. And wouldnt you know it, they were already here.

The print of the deceased hijacker in the car dealership had belonged to Jose Alvarez, a corrections officer whod worked at Sing Sing prison until six months ago.

A call to the wardens office revealed that a dozen men on the prisons threetoeleven tour had staged a sickout the week of the hijacking.

Suddenly, so many things made sense to me. The tear gas, rubber bullets, and handcuffs, the street lingo mixed with quasimilitary terminology. The answer was right there in front of us, but it had taken Reverend Solstices suspicions and the memory of a prisoner at Rikers named Tremaine Jefferson, who had previously served time at Sing Sing, to set it free.

Prison guards, as well as cops, were capable of handling crowds and containing people professionally, and capable of being efficiently violent.

Ready, Mike? Steve Reno asked as he stepped in front of a dozen ESU SWAT cops.

Ive been ready since the minute I got to St. Pats that morning.

Our suspects were inside the prison, on duty. To arrest them, we were going to have to go in, enter the belly of the beast. Though jail is one of the least favorite places cops like to find themselves, I was looking forward to this. I was especially looking forward to matching Jacks face to his wise mouth. I was psyched, completely fired up.

Though the wind cutting off the choppy water was like a Mach 3, I was actually smiling. Lets go meet Jack, I said.
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We had to cross a footbridge bonneted in razor ribbon just to get to Sing Sings main gate. Though none of us was too happy about it, because firearms are under no circumstances permitted in maximumsecurity facilities, the dozen of us cops and Bureau agents had to check our weapons at the window of the arsenal before being buzzed inside.

The men who staged the sickout have already been summoned into the lineup room, Warden Clark said as we arrived in the drab hallway outside his office.

An urgentsounding squall ripped from Warden Clarks radio as we were coming down a flight of stairs on our way to the muster room. The warden listened closely.

What is it? I said.

ABlock, the warden said. Somethings happening. A lot of screaming and yelling anyway. Probably nothing. Our guests are always complaining about the service.

Are you sure all the men from the shift are there? I said as we arrived at the meshwindowed door of the muster room.

The warden looked intently through the wired glass at the nervouslooking uniformed corrections officers.

I think so. Wait. No, the warden said. Sergeant Rhodes and Sergeant Williams. The two shift foremen. Theyre not here yet. Where the hell are they?

The shift foremen, I thought. Sure sounded like ringleaders to me. I thought about the message the warden had just gotten on his radio.

Let me guess, I said. The shift foremen are stationed to ABlock?

Clark nodded. Our largest maximumsecurity building, he said.

We have to go in there, I told him. Now.
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Like the investigation itself, everything seemed to be moving uphill in Sing Sing. Trailing behind Warden Clark and a half dozen of his most trusted corrections officers, I climbed countless concrete stairs and several graded, paintchipped corridors before we came to a steel door leading to a barred gate.

The gate buzzed open harshly, and there was a metallic snap like the hammer of a gun on an empty chamber. Then the door swung wide.

I could feel the sound of the prison knock against my chest as we passed through the enormous chamber of the multitiered cell block. Radios, inmates yelling, the constant hard and booming echo upon echo of steel on steel. It sounded like some form of torture, coming up from a bottomless metal well.

The prisoners in the closest cells rose immediately, screaming obscenities from behind doublethick bars as we passed. All along the doublefootballfield length of the building, I could see the glint of mirrors held out between the steel forest of cell bars. I hoped to hell we didnt get gassed, a nasty soup of urine and feces hurled down by an inmate.

Lets check the gym before we go upstairs to the different galleries, the warden yelled above the racket surrounding us.

We were buzzed through another locked door at the blocks opposite end. There was no one at any of the weightroom benches or pullup stations. No one on the basketball court. No one hiding behind the stands. Where the hell were they? Had Jack and Little John gotten away again? How did they stay a step ahead of us?

I was leading our group back out onto the bottom level of ABlock when I was shoved from behind. I went down! The weight rooms steel door boomed to a close as I skidded my palms and knees against the concrete floor.

I turned to see two of the wardens most trusted corrections officers smiling above me as the warden and Steve Reno and the other cops, sealed in the gym behind, began pounding on the steel door.

You made another mistake, Mike, he said. Only this ones kind of fatal. Coming into a mans house uninvited. You thought I wouldnt anticipate you might find us? Shit, even a broken clock is right twice a day. You think that fat bastard Clark is in charge here? This is my prison. My turf, my people.

Its over, Jack, I said.

I really dont think so, Mike, Jack said. Think about it. We got out of one fortress. We can get out of another. Especially now that we have hostages. Hell, Mike, maybe Ill even let you negotiate your own release. How does that sound?

Sounds great, I said, taking a half step back. My heel struck the flat, hard steel of the door. There was nowhere to run.

The heavy radio Id been given by the warden was the only thing remotely resembling a weapon. I hefted it as Little John pulled his baton out with a sickening smile. The bastard had a face as repellent as a stinkbugs.

Why dont we just talk about this for a second? I said as I reared back, then hurled the radio. Roger Clemens would have been proud. The radio and Little Johns nose exploded simultaneously. He screamed; then he and Jack lit into me and I was lifted right off the floor.

Upsydaisy, Mike! Jack yelled in my face. Then they both threw me down on my face.
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I thought the prisoners had been loud before, but it turned out they were only warming up. I swung from my toes at his jaw. He ducked, but too little, too late. I broke the baton across his temple. He hit the concrete a half second before the splintered wood.

The inmates were cheering something wicked as I stumbled around the big guards bleeding, unconscious hulk. Their ragefilled voices met in a violent mantra as I stepped toward the inmate who was choking Jack with both monstrous hands. Jacks face was turning blue.

I picked up the other dropped baton. Got myself ready for this.

Kill, kill, kill, kill! the inmates screamed in unison.

I have to admit, the suggestion was tempting. I swung the baton hard.

But I didnt hit Jack.

I hit the tattooed hand that was very close to throttling the life out of him. The inmate yowled and he let go of Jack, who slumped unconscious to the floor.

Hey, like, youre welcome, bro, said the muscular convict behind the bars in a hurt voice. He was nursing his injured hand.

Sorry, Charlie, I said as I started dragging Jack around the barrage of projectiles toward the sealed gym door. I cant arrest him if hes dead.

But I can give him one good kick in the teeth. For old times sake, Jacko. Because were such buddies.

And thats what I did  one kick  and the inmates went wild.
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Of course it couldnt be quite that easy.

They found the two actual shift foremen, Rhodes and Williams, handcuffed in one of the cells on ABlock.

It turned out that Jack and Little John, whose real names were Rocco Milton and Kenny Robard, being close to the warden as shift supervisors, had heard we were coming. Theyd convinced the warden that theyd had nothing to do with the siege of St. Pats, even though theyd taken part in the sickout. Then theyd ambushed the two innocent foremen  whod been in on the sickout but not the hijacking  and hidden them inside the cell block to shift suspicion and to get us to go into the population so they could make a play. Milton and Robard had many contacts in the inmate population, the warden told us, so who knew what their next move would have been. A riot, more hostages, a mass prison break.

I Mirandaed Rocco Jack Milton in the parking lot of Sing Sing. For both business and pleasure, I made sure to do it right in front of Steve Reno and his men before opening the rear door of my cruiser and shoving him in.

Reno left in a paddy wagon filled with the rest of the suspected hijackers. Kenny Little John Robard was on the way to the hospital with a fractured skull. I couldnt help hoping the EMTs took the long way.

I stood outside for a moment, figuring out how to play things. Then I retrieved something in the trunk of my cruiser before I climbed behind the wheel to drive Jack to New York City.

Funny as it sounds, a lot of suspects are dying to tell you what theyve done. And the more full of themselves, the more they want to give you the dirty details. I had a feeling Jack was pretty fond of himself.

I stayed silent for the first part of our trip back to Manhattan and let his annoyance build. Comfy back there? was about all I asked. Temperature okay?

Did you know, Jack finally said, that in the summer of ninetyfive four guards were taken hostage out on Rikers? Did you know that, Bennett?

I glanced at him through the mesh behind me.

Is that right? I said.

Only two of us made it out.

You and Little John? I said.

On the money as usual, Mike, Jack said. You ever think about trying out for Jeopardy!? Suffice it to say that nobody gave a crap about a few corrections officers, especially the mayor.

So thats why you killed him? Why you stabbed him? Burned him with cigarettes?

Jack scratched his chin ponderously. Between you and me? he said.

I wouldnt have it any other way, I said, smiling back at him.

You better believe it, he said. The animals whod gotten their hands on us blinded one of my buddies with a butter knife and put out cigarettes on our arms. Wouldnt you know it, Hizzoner decided he was above negotiating with the inmates on that one. Guess some men are created a little more equal than others. You know, its funny. I didnt see the mayor by my dead buddys widow at the funeral either. Guess you have to be a smoke eater or a flatfoot like you to get that kind of special treatment.

I nodded neutrally. I wanted Jack to keep talking, something he liked to do anyway.

When my posttraumatic stress disability claim was denied by the city for the third time, I decided, to hell with it, Im done. I was going to pull off something large, or die trying. The St. Pats idea came to me when I moonlighted as security at the state funeral for the previous cardinal. I thought it was going to be so impenetrable, with the legendary Secret Service and all, but I found out what a joke it was. Like the rest of the security assholes, those guys were soft, all show.
