the laughter of thirsting gods. 
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CHAPTER ONE 
KHORION IX 

 
IT WAS A heaving sea of hatred, an ocean of pure evil. 
Far below, the surface of Khorion IX was covered in a seething forest of torture racks, crosses and squares and stars of 
bloodstained wood on which were broken hundreds of thousands of bodies, mangled and wound around the wood like vines 
around a cane. It was like a huge and horrible vineyard, with rows and rows of crucified bodies spilling a terrible vintage of blood 
into the earth. The victims were trapped between life and death, their bodies exsanguinated but their minds just lucid enough to 
understand their agony. They were the servants of the Prince of a Thousand Faces, the cultists and demagogues summoned to their 
master's planet in the hope of an eternal reward that was all too real. Their bodies were merged with the wood that had grown as 
the seasons passed, twisting their limbs into canopies of fleshy branches and deforming them until there was barely anything 
human in them save for their suffering. 
They said the screams could be heard from orbit. They were right. 
At an unheard signal, the ground began to seethe. The crucified of Khorion IX began to wail even louder, their agony supplanted 
by fear, as the sodden earth burst into fountains of bloodstained soil and a hideous gibbering rose up from beneath. Iridescent, 
shifting creatures crawled up to the surface, some with long reaching fingers and torsos dominated by leering, huge-mawed faces, 
others with bloated fungoid bodies that belched multicoloured flame. There were ravenous swarms of tiny, misshapen things that 
gnawed at the roots of the crucified forest and immense winged monsters like huge deformed vultures that spat magic fire. Every 
one was a shining multicoloured vision of hell, and each was just a pale reflection of their master. The Prince of a Thousand 
Faces, the Forger of Hells, the Whisperer in the Darkness - Ghargatuloth the Daemon Lord, chosen of the God of Change. 
A tide of daemons burst like an ocean from the ground and flooded through the crucified forest, shrieking in anticipation and 
hunger, the greater daemons marshalling the lesser and the lowest of them, forming a mantle of daemon flesh that covered the 
ground in a sea of iridescence. 
The daemonic tide poured onto the surface until from far above it looked like an ocean of daemonskin, the lesser daemons 
sweeping between the rows of the crucified and the greater crushing Ghargatuloth's slave-victims beneath clawed feet. The will of 
Ghargatuloth resonated through the very crust of Khorion IX; every single one of the Tzeentch's servants felt it. 
The next turning point will be here, it said. Thousands of the Change God's plots were coming to a head in this battle, a tangled 
nexus of fates that would set the path for the future. It was fate that formed the medium through which Tzeentch mutated the 
universe to his will, and so this was a holy battle where fate was the weapon, the prize and the battleground. 
The cackling of the daemon army mixed with the screams of the crucified and the air vibrated with the din. For light years in all 
directions the insane babbling and screams of desperation gnawed at every mind, whispering darkly and shrieking insanely. 
Though the space around Khorion IX was largely devoid of human habitation, many of those few who heard the call of the 
daemon lost their minds in the prelude to the battle. 
But the minds that mattered, the minds of those who would face the horde of Ghargatuloth, were unwavering. They had trained 
since before they could remember in resisting the trickery of Tzeentch himself and the creeping corruption that had brought so 
many to the fold of Ghargatuloth. They were armed with the best weapons the Ordo Malleus could give them, protected by 
consecrated power armour hundreds if not thousands of years old, shielded from sorcery by hexagrammic and pentagrammic 
wards tattooed onto their skin by the sages of the Inquisitorial archives. 
They were ready. Their very purpose was to be ready, because when the time came to fight something like Ghargatuloth, who else 
could do it? They were the Grey Knights, the daemon hunters of the Adeptus Astartes, tasked by the Ordo Malleus of the 
Inquisition and hence the Emperor Himself to fight the daemon in all its forms. They were just a handful in number compared to 
the trillions of citizens making up the Imperium but when a threat like Ghargatuloth was finally brought to bear, the Grey Knights 
were literally the Imperium's only hope. 
There were three hundred of them bearing down on Khorion IX to have their say in the confluence of fates. And Khorion IX was 
waiting for them. 
 
THE FIRST THINGS Grand Master Mandulis saw of Khorion IX were the thick bands of cloud, white and streaked with red, as they 
rushed past the viewport of the drop-pod that plummeted through the planet's lower atmosphere. The screams from below sounded 
even through the din of the descent and the pod's lander engines, a million voices raised in praise and anticipation, calling out for 
blood and for new spirits to break on the anvil of Ghargatuloth's sorcery. 
The Grey Knights' briefing sermon had told them that an ancient pre-Imperial barrows complex was their landing zone, but the 
plans they had to go by were from exploratory records three hundred years old. There could be anything on Khorion IX. It had 
taken more than a century to track Ghargatuloth to the planet, and the daemon prince would know the Grey Knights were coming. 
It would be savage. Very probably, nothing would survive. Grand Master Mandulis knew this and accepted it, for he had sworn 
long ago that the destruction of the daemonic was of greater importance than his life. He had decades of experience in the ranks of 
the Grey Knights, he had fought across a hundred worlds in the unending hidden war against the horrors of the warp, but if he had 
to die to see Ghargatuloth banished from real space then he would gladly die. 
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But it wouldn't be that simple. 
The drop-pod's proximity alarms kicked in and filled the cramped interior with deep red light. It picked out the face of Justicar 
Chemuel, whose squad Mandulis was accompanying in the assault. Chemuel was as good a soldier as the Grey Knights had, and 
Mandulis had seen how he led his Purgation squad. His Marines carried psycannon and flamers and Chemuel had drilled them 
until they could lay down massive pinpoint fire. It would be Chemuel's task to help clear the path through Ghargatuloth's servants 
so the veteran Terminator assault squads could close with the greater daemons and even with the Prince of a Thousand Faces 
himself. 
That was the plan, but plans never lasted. The Grey Knights could fight the battles they did precisely because every one of them 
was trained and psycho-doctrinated to survive in the forge of battle alone if needs be; Chemuel like his battle-brothers would fight 
alone when the battle broke down into a slaughter. 
That was when, not if. That was the way of daemons. They wrought bloodshed and confusion because they enjoyed it. 
Ghargatuloth had surrounded himself with an immense army of such creatures, and if the Grey Knight had to fight them all at 
once, then they would. 
The restraints holding Mandulis and Squad Chemuel into their grav-couches wound in suddenly for the impact. Blood-streaked 
clouds rushed past the viewport and then they were gone. The pod's lander engines fired and again the pod decelerated suddenly, 
swooping as it came in to land. For a moment Mandulis was looking out on the twisted nightmare that was Khorion IX - the 
landscape shattered as if struck by a giant hammer, row upon row of tormented bodies staked out or nailed to crosses and arranged 
in terraced fields stretching between horizons. A waterfall of blood poured into a churning red sea in the distance. 
A network of pre-Imperial barrows, the only recognizable landmark from the ancient maps of the planet, was ringed with banner 
poles from which hung innumerable flags of flayed skin. And worst of all, the daemon army seethed, hundreds of thousands 
strong, surrounding the closest barrow in an unbroken sea of daemon flesh. 
Mandulis had been a Grey Knight since before he could remember. He had fought the Chaotic and daemonic from the heart of the 
Segmentum Solar to far-flung daemon worlds, from the halls of planetary governors to the endless slums of hive cities. Mandulis 
had seen so much that volumes of his battlefield reports filled shelves of the Archivum Titanis, and yet still in all his days he had 
never seen anything like the horde of Ghargatuloth. 
He was not afraid. The Emperor himself had decreed that a Space Marine shall know no fear. But Grand Master Mandulis's soul 
still recoiled at the sheer magnitude of evil. 
'I am the hammer,' he intoned as the landing jets pushed even harder against the drop-pod's descent. 'I am the right hand of my 
Emperor, the instrument of His will, the gauntlet about His fist, the tip of His spear, the edge of His sword�' 
The Marines of Squad Chemuel followed Mandulis as he led them in the final battlefield prayer, intoning the sacred words even 
though they could barely hear them above the scream of the drop-pod's final braking jets. 
The impact was immense, like slamming into a wall. The grav-couch restraints jolted back as the pods ploughed through the 
branches of wood and bone, into the middle of the daemon throng. A great scream rose above the din of the impact as daemons 
were vaporised by the impact, and the viewport was suddenly covered in their many-coloured blood. 
'Pod down!' yelled Justicar Chemuel. 'Blow the restraints!' 
The servitor-pilot controlling the pod's systems responded to the pre-programmed order and the bolts holding the pod's sides 
together burst with a series of sharp reports. The sides of the pod burst open and Mandulis's restraints fell away. Baleful reddish 
light and a truly appalling stench of decay flooded in, so thick it was like plunging into a sea of blood. The screams of the engines 
were replaced by the unearthly and hideous keening of thousands of daemons, like an atonal choir howling out a wall of sound. 
The weeping sky was scratched by the reaching branches of crucified limbs, the forest swarmed with daemons, the pure hatred of 
Ghargatuloth's army was like a wave of pain pouring into the drop-pod. 
Mandulis had a split second before the daemons closed in again. The pod had blasted a crater, thick with daemon gore, ringed by 
broken crucifix-trees. Blood spurted from tears in the ground as if from severed arteries. The stench that got through Mandulis's 
helmet filters was of burning and blood, and the howling of the daemons hit him like a gale. 
'Squad, suppression fire!' called Chemuel and his Marines, their psycannons already loaded and primed, thudded off a single, huge 
volley that blasted apart the daemons scrambling over the ridge of the crater. 
Mandulis saw another pod hitting home close by, throwing up a foul rain of blood and daemon body parts. 'That's Martel!' voxed 
Mandulis. 'Chemuel, give him cover and link up!' 
Two Marines ran up the crater ridge and their incinerator-pattern flamers poured gouts of blue-hot flame into the tide of daemons 
pouring towards them through the woods. Mandulis stomped after them, the servos of his ancient Terminator suit whirring, his 
wrist-mounted storm bolter barking as he sent blessed bolter shots streaking into leering daemon faces. He reached the lip of the 
crater and saw the army for the first time from ground level - gnarled limbs of iridescent pink and blue, bloated creatures that 
belched flame, the lopsided shapes of avian greater daemons lurching towards the drop zone. 
Mandulis drew his Nemesis sword from its scabbard on his back. The blade leapt into life, its power field calibrated to disrupt the 
psychic matter of daemons' flesh, the stylized golden lightning bolt set into its silver blade glowing hot with power. He lunged 
forward and cut a wide arc through the daemons clambering through the burning remains of their brothers; he felt three unholy 
bodies come apart under the blade's edge. 
It was a good blade. One of the Chapter's best, given to Mandulis when he first attained the rank of master. But it would have to 
drink more daemon's blood than it had ever done before if he was to succeed in his mission now. 
Psycannon fire from Chemuel was shrieking past, the modified bolter shells exploding in spectacular starbursts of silver that 
shredded the attacking daemons. The flamer troops moved up and were beside Mandulis, pouring more fire into the attacking 
daemons as Mandulis's Nemesis sword carved through any that got within range. 
Martel's Terminator squad cut their way towards Mandulis, the huge tactical dreadnought armour battering aside the crucifix-trees 
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as volleys of storm bolter fire cut through the forest. 
'Brother Martel,' voxed Mandulis. 'Chemuel will cover you. We are close to the first barrow, follow me.' 
'Well met, grand master,' replied Captain Martel as he speared a daemon with his Nemesis halberd. 'Justinian is close behind us. I 
think we are cut off from any of the others. ' 
'Then we will carry the attack ourselves,' voxed Mandulis. 'We knew it would come to this. Give grace to the Emperor for our part 
in this fight and keep moving. ' 
'In position!' came the vox from Justicar Chemuel. Mandulis turned to see the Purgation squad lined up on the lip of the crater, 
surrounded by the dissolving remains of charred daemons, ready to send volley after disciplined volley from the psycannon into 
Ghargatuloth's horde. 
Grand Master Mandulis could feel, thrumming through the bloodsoaked earth and cutting through the screams of the crucified, the 
deep angry growl of something waking. Below the ground, huge and malevolent, making ready to play its hand if the time came. 
The pre-battle guesswork had been correct - it was beneath the barrows and would be surrounded by the deadliest of its servants. 
Mandulis mouthed a silent prayer to the Emperor as the daemon tide came again, gibbering and screeching as they swung through 
the trees and loped along the ground, shining with flame and foul sorcery. 
Mandulis pressed down on the firing stud in his gauntlet and sent a stream of bolter shells ripping into the advancing daemons. He 
hefted his Nemesis sword ready to strike and, with Martel's Terminators at his side, he charged. 
 
THE GREY KNIGHTS' strike force that attacked Khorion IX was the strongest the Ordo Malleus could assemble. Compact, fast, led 
by three grand masters of the Grey Knights and composed of the best daemon-hunting warriors the Imperium had, it was 
nonetheless far from certain that the force would succeed. It had taken a century to hunt down Ghargatuloth, the power which, 
through dozens of avatars and aspects, directed thousands of Chaos cults in acts of depravity and terror. 
Ghargatuloth's purpose was to spread chaos and carnage in the name of its god Tzeentch, following an infinitely obscure plan that 
was all but impossible to trace. The Ordo Malleus had fought long and hard to find out that it lived on Khorion IX, an uninhabited 
and largely unexplored world deep into the Halo Zone of the Segmentum Obscurus where the beacon of the Astronomican barely 
reached. All that time Ghargatuloth had prepared and the Ordo Malleus had no choice but to send their troops into his trap, 
because they might never get another chance. Khorion IX was too isolated for a planet-scouring Imperial Navy assault and normal 
troops would last a matter of seconds on the planet. Even the Exterminatus, the ultimate Inquisitorial sanction, would not be 
enough - someone had to see Ghargatuloth die and, even with a devastating strike from orbit, the Ordo Malleus could not be sure. 
It had to be the Grey Knights. Because if anyone could survive long enough to face Ghargatuloth in battle, it would be them. 
The fast strike cruisers Valour Saturnum and Vengeful carried over two hundred and fifty Grey Knights, as large a force as could 
be moved quickly enough through the vastness of the Segmentum Obscurus. Lord Inquisitor Lakonios of the Ordo Malleus was in 
ultimate command but once the drop-pods were launched and the atmosphere of Khorion IX was breached, it was the Grey 
Knights themselves who gave the orders. 
Grand Master Ganelon, who had personally killed the Vermin King of Kalentia when still a justicar, landed well off-centre in the 
thick of the daemon army. With nearly a hundred Grey Knights under his command he fought a valiant battle of survival against 
wave upon wave of daemons, back-to-back and completely surrounded. Marine after Marine died under sorcerous lightning or the 
talons of rampaging greater daemons and Ganelon himself began the Prayer of Purification, readying the souls of his men for the 
inevitable journey after death to join the Emperor in the final battle against Chaos. 
The Marines under Grand Master Malquiant smashed into the edge of the crucified forest and formed a fearsome spearhead of 
seventy Grey Knights, tipped with the Terminator-armoured assault squads and ultimately the sanctified lightning claws of 
Malquiant himself. Huge portions of the horde swarmed to blunt the attack but those who bypassed the Malquiant's Terminators 
were cut to pieces by the massive, well-ordered crossfires from the Purgation and Tactical squads that followed. Malquiant's 
assault drained vast numbers of daemons from the forest, bleeding Ghargatuloth's horde dry in an awesome display of sheer 
bloody-minded aggression. But the horde was too vast and the broken terrain slowed the assault - Malquiant knew he would not 
reach the objective, and could only do what he could for his battle-brothers by forcing the bulk of the horde away from the 
barrows. As the assault ground to a halt Malquiant turned it into a killing zone, overlapping fields of fire and launching counter-
assaults into anything that got through. 
Grand Master Mandulis had landed closest to the barrows. Along with Squad Chemuel and Squad Martel, and Squad Justinian's 
tactical team who arrived in time to help cover the advance, Mandulis made the first strike into Ghargatuloth's lair. Over the static-
filled vox he learned of Ganelon's sacrifice and Malquiant's relentless but bogged-down assault, and knew as he had somehow 
always known that it was up to him. Those who could told him that the strength within him was the Emperor's and that with His 
will he would prevail. Then Mandulis led the charge up the slopes of the barrows and all contact was lost, as sorcery flickered like 
lightning in the clouds ahead and the daemon horde began to sing the praises of their master. 
 
THE CREST OF the barrow was lined with bodies whose skeletons had been deformed into tall spears of flesh and bone from which 
hung pennants of skin rippling in the hot, blood-damp breeze. The pennants were emblazoned with symbols that would have 
burned the eyes of lesser men - Mandulis recognised the same sigils that had been carved into the skin of Ghargatuloth's cultists 
and written in blood on the floors of their temples. 
Beyond the crest of the barrow, something huge roared. Mandulis, his gunmetal armour now black with blood and smoke coiling 
from the charred twin barrels of his storm bolter, turned to see the Grey Knights who had followed him. One Terminator from 
Squad Martel was down, along with several from Squad Justinian who had followed in the path blazed by Mandulis. Justinian 
himself had lost an arm and his helmet had been wrenched off by the gnarled hands of a daemon - his face was streaked with 
grime and his breathing was ragged and bloody. 
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Further back, Chemuel was forming a cordon to protect Mandulis's men from a counterattack. Mandulis had no doubt that Justicar 
Chemuel would sell his life at the foot of the barrow, holding back the daemonic tide with flamers and psycannon. It was a good 
and honourable way to die, but it would mean nothing if Mandulis could not press home the attack now. 
'Martel! With me!' voxed Mandulis. The captain ran up the slick earth of the barrow, his Terminators following. 'Grace be with 
you, brother. Over the top.' 
Under cover from Justinian, Mandulis and Squad Martel charged over the crest of the barrow. Before them stretched the whole 
barrows complex, a series of concentric circular mounds surrounding a ruined stone tower like the stump of a huge tree. Twisted 
trees, once Ghargatuloth's most loyal cult leaders, grew in tormented tangles everywhere, forming knots of screaming, blackened 
flesh. In the depressions between the mounds, blood had drained into deep moats, blood that churned as something massive 
writhed beneath the ground. 
As Mandulis watched, the ground seethed and he saw pale shapes clawing their way from the earth. Stone coffins broke the 
surface and spilled mouldering bones and grave goods onto the ground. So massive was the evil beneath the barrows that those 
who had originally been buried there, thousands of years ago before Khorion IX had ever been discovered by the Imperium, were 
clawing their way from their graves to get away from it. 
Mandulis led the charge. As he ran full pelt down the reverse slope of the first barrow there was a titanic eruption of earth nearby 
and something pale, towering and monstrous burst from the surface. A wave of daemonic sorcery washed over everything and the 
wards tattooed onto Mandulis's skin burned white-hot as they fought off the daemon's magic. He saw a hunched, twisted body, 
with a foul distended stomach, rotting skin sprouting feathers, and a long neck from which hung a wickedly grinning beaked head. 
Wings of blue fire spread from its back as it lunged and stamped down on Brother Gaius, shattering the Grey Knight's leg with a 
taloned foot. Storm bolter fire streaked up at it and Brother Jokul's psycannon punched holes into its decaying chest, but it just 
shrieked with joy as it picked up Gaius and tore him in two with its beak. 
'Press on!' yelled Mandulis into the vox. 'Brother Knights, with me! Chemuel, Justinian, move up and give cover!' 
Mandulis heard Gaius die over the vox, the Grey Knight's last breaths gurgling prayers of hate as he hacked at the greater daemon 
with his Nemesis weapon. Brother Thieln, Justinian's flamer Marine, died a moment later, cut in two by a huge rusted metal glaive 
wielded by a second greater daemon that tore itself out of the slope of the barrow. 
Ghargatuloth's inner circle of daemons - Lords of Change, the cultists called them, generals of the Change God's armies - were 
bursting from the barrows to slaughter the Grey Knights who dared attack the Prince of a Thousand Faces. This was the heart of 
Ghargatuloth's trap.

Glowing hands were reaching from beneath the soil, large enough to pick up Brother Trentius and hurl him so hard that his body 
smashed into the stone tower at the centre of the barrows. One of the daemons held a staff of bloodstained black wood, pink 
lightning spilling from the bundle of skulls nailed to its top, arcing off power armour, blasting Marines off their feet where the 
other greater daemons could move in for the kill. 
Squad Chemuel were buying time with their lives. They were surrounded, the towering avian daemons ablaze with blessed 
burning fuel and smoking from holes blasted by psycannon rounds.

TETHYS 

 
ONE THOUSAND YEARS passed. The Imperium endured - men and women died in uncountable numbers to ensure that. 
Armageddon was lost to the orks. The Damocles Gulf was conquered and strange new species were encountered. The Sabbat 
Worlds were overrun by Chaos and an immense crusade launched to reclaim them. 
Stratix died in screaming plague, Stalinvast in the fiery extremes of the Exterminatus. The Eye of Terror opened and hell poured 
out through the Cadian Gate. The Inquisition continued to torture itself for the good of mankind, the Adeptus Terra tried to unpick 
laws and declarations from the will of the Emperor. The warp created new hells outside real space. Whole systems were lost in 
madness and new ones settled in their hundreds. 
There were only two constants in the galaxy. The first was the Imperium's bloody-minded refusal to die beneath the weight of 
heresy, secession, alien aggression and daemonancy. The second was war - an unending, merciless, and all-consuming tide of 
warfare that formed the Imperium's bane, function, and salvation. 
One thousand years of hatred, one thousand years of war. Enough time for a great many new horrors to rise, and for old ones to be 
all but forgotten. 
 
WHEN THE FIRST shot had hit, Justicar Alaric had thought of the final days - the days when the Emperor would be whole again, 
when the heroes of the Imperium and the soldiers of its present would be led into war as one, and the final reckoning would come. 
With the second shot, the one that punched through his leg and tore up into his abdomen, he had realised that he was not dead and 
that the final days would not come for him yet. He remembered red runes winking maddeningly on the back of his eye, telling him 
that his blood pressure was falling and both his hearts were beating erratically, that two of his lungs had been punctured by the 
shot to the chest and his abdomen was filling up with blood. He remembered dragging himself into cover as overcharged las-shots 
ripped into the stone floor beside him. 
He remembered the shame as his consciousness drained into a dim grey oblivion, willing his limbs to move so he could loose a 
last volley of shots against the cultists who had wounded him so badly. 
That was what Alaric felt as he awoke again. Shame. It reminded him of how young he was compared to some of the grand 
masters who had walked the halls of Titan. He had the crystal-pure mental core of a Grey Knight, that was certain, but wrapped 
around it was a mind that still had much to learn. Not about fighting - that knowledge had been sleep-taught to him so deeply that 
it had displaced any memory of Alaric's childhood - but about the great discipline that meant not even shame, rage, or honour 
could get in the way of a grand master's sense of duty to his Emperor. 
Alaric was all but submerged in a vat of clear fluid, a concoction of Titan's apothecaries that helped flesh heal and kept infections 
at bay. He felt tubes snaking all around him, feeding medicines into his veins and sending information back to the cogitators he 
could hear thrumming and clicking away around him. He was bathed in light coming from lumoglobes arranged in a circle on the 
stone ceiling above him. The whole of the Grey Knight fortress-monastery was carved from the same dark grey living stone of 
Titan, snaking deep beneath the moon's surface in layer upon layer of cells, chapels, training and instruction halls, medical 
facilities, parade grounds, armouries and, deepest of all, the tombs of every Grey Knight who had fallen in battle during the 
Chapter's ten thousand year history. 
Alaric turned his head to see the brass-cased cogitators quietly spewing sheet after sheet of paper onto which were scribbled the 
long, jagged ribbons of his life signs. The medical facility was one he had been to before - it was here that he had received the 
hexagrammic wards that formed a thin lattice of blessed silver beneath his skin. Medical orderlies were moving quietly between 
other recovery tanks and auto-surgeon tables, checking on the patients - some were troops or other personnel from the Ordo 
Malleus. Others were the inhumanly tall and muscular forms of Alaric's fellow Grey Knights. The facility was like a vaulted 
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cellar, the ceiling low and oppressive, the stone cold and sweating. The lumoglobes casting pools of light around the patients, 
surrounded by shadow where cogitators and hygiene servitors hummed gently. 
Alaric recognised Brother Tathelon, one arm blown off at the elbow and his body covered in tiny shrapnel scars. Interrogator 
Iatonn, who had accompanied Inquisitor Nyxos in the assault, lay with his entrails exposed as the dextrous metallic fingers of the 
auto-surgeon worked to knit his innards back together. Alaric had seen Iatonn fall, a blade plunged through his gut. Nyxos, as far 
as Alaric knew, had made it out unharmed, but of course Alaric had not seen the final stages of the assault. 
One of the orderlies, one of the blank-faced, mind-scrubbed men and women the Ordo Malleus used for menial work, saw Alaric 
was awake and came to inspect the life signs streaming from the cogitators. Alaric stood up in the tank, pulling electrodes from his 
skin and needles from his veins. The black carapace, a hard layer beneath the skin of his chest and abdomen, had a large ragged 
hole in it where the first shot had broken through his armour and Alaric could see through the crystallized wound to the surface of 
the bony breastplate that had grown together from his ribs.

Apothecary Glaivan was hurrying over from the far end of the facility. Glaivan was ancient, one of the few Grey Knights currently 
in the Chapter who had reached the extended old age a Space Marine's enhancements could grant him. Glaivan's hands had been 
replaced long ago with bionic armatures that gave him a surgical touch far finer than human hands, with splayed fingers tipped 
with scalpels and pincers. Grey Knights usually wore their power armour when outside their cells or at worship, but Glaivan had 
long since left his battlegear behind. Beneath the long white apothecary's robes his body was braced with steel and brass, and his 
redundant organs had been removed to leave Glaivan a shell of a Marine. His face was long and so heavily lined it was hard to 
believe there had once been a younger man in there. Glaivan was more than four hundred years old, all but the first handful of 
those having been spent in service to the Grey Knights and the Ordo Malleus. 
'Ah, young justicar,' said Glaivan in a voice lent a faint buzz by his reconstructed throat. 'You heal well. A good thing, borne of 
willpower. They were high-powered las-burns, justicar, very deep. I am surprised that you are awake so soon, and very little 
surprises me.' 
'I didn't see how it ended,' said Alaric. 'Did we�' 
'Seven dead,' said Glaivan with a hint of melancholy. 'Twelve were brought to me here, most will be made well. But yes, Nyxos 
was successful. Valinov was taken alive, they have him on Mimas.' 
Alaric climbed out of the tank, feeling the tightness in his muscles. Alaric had seen Valinov, just as the storm of las-fire had 
ripped out of the underground temple from the cultists under Valinov's command. He had seen a tall slim man with a sharp face 
and shaven, tattooed head, barking orders in a foul warp-taught language. His cultists - the mission briefing had suggested several 
hundred of them in the underground temple complex - were hunched and pallid-skinned, wearing tattered robes of grimy yellow, 
but they had been well-armed and perfectly willing to die beneath the storm bolters and Nemesis weapons of the Grey Knights. 
Alaric had been one of the first in, leading the squad he had recently come to command. 
Now the assault was over and the survivors were back on Titan. 
'How long?' asked Alaric. The orderly handed him a towel and Alaric began to wipe off the fluid - the healing fluid was cold and 
sticky, and pooled on the cold stone floor around his feet. 
'Three months,' replied Glaivan. 'The Rubicon made good speed back. They wanted to make sure Valinov was placed in Mimas as 
soon as possible. That man is pure corruption.' Glaivan spat on the stone floor, and a tiny hygiene servitor scuttled over to clean up 
the spittle. 'To think. An inquisitor. Radicalism grows ever stronger, I fear.' 
It was a measure of the respect in which Glaivan was held that he could voice such concerns freely. The Grey Knights were 
technically autonomous, but the Ordo Malleus were in practice their masters, and they certainly didn't want the Grey Knights 
harbouring seditious opinions about the Inquisition. Radicalism was, officially, a non-existent threat, and that was all the Malleus 
would officially say to the Grey Knights about it. 
Alaric sifted through his last memories of the raid - gunfire streaking through grimy underground tunnels, battle-brothers charging 
in a storm of explosions. If the Rubicon had indeed made good speed then Alaric had probably been in Glaivan's care for a couple 
of weeks. 'Who was lost?' 
'Interrogator Iatonn will not survive.' Glaivan glanced sadly at the interrogator's body, opened up beneath the autosurgeon. 'LeMal, 
Encalion and Baligant died in the assault. Gaignun and Justicar Naimon died on the Rubicon, Tolas and Evain in my care.' 
'Encalion and Tolas were my men.' Alaric had attained the rank of justicar three years before, and he had lost men before - but he 
had seen them die. It was part of the bond between Alaric and his squad that they had all shared in the deaths of their battle-
brothers, but this time Alaric had not been there. 
'I know, justicar. There is a place for them in the vaults. Grand Master Tencendur has decreed they will be interred after your 
debriefing. I shall tell him you are fit.' Glaivan picked up one of the long sheets of parchment and passed it through his metallic 
hands, reading the patterns in Alaric's heartbeats and blood pressure. 'I should not say much until Tencendur has had his say, but 
from Nyxos I hear that your battle-brothers did you proud. When you fell they pressed the attack for revenge instead of faltering in 
despair. I have seen many leaders in this Chapter and what marks them out is that whatever they do, even falling to the Enemy, 
they inspire the men who follow them. Your Marines thought you were dead, and they fought on all the harder. Remember that, 
young justicar, for I feel you shall not remain a mere justicar for much longer.' 
Alaric pulled out the last of the needles from his skin. 'I need to get back to my cell,' he said. 'There are Rites of Contrition for my 
armour before the artificers can repair it. And I must have missed out on much prayer.' 
'Do as you see fit. Soon you will be ready to fight again. Chaplain Durendin is receiving confessions in the Mandulian Chapel and 
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it sounds as if you could use his counsel before debriefing. I shall have the servitors bring you a habit.' 
Glaivan waved an order and two of the menial servitors rolled off through the cellars of the apothecarion on their tracks to fetch 
Alaric some clothing so he could walk through the corridors of Titan with suitable humility. There was a great deal Alaric had to 
do after any battle, let alone one where he had been both severely wounded and been exposed to potential corruption. He would 
have to confess, receive purification, have his battlegear repaired and reconsecrated, see his name entered in the immense tomes 
recording the deeds of the Grey Knights, and be debriefed by Grand Master Tencendur and the inquisitors who had been 
ultimately responsible for the attack. 
The life of a Grey Knight was ritual and purification punctuated by savage combat against the foulest of foes - just a few days of it 
would break a lesser man, and sometimes Alaric was grateful he could not remember anything else. But this was not the time to 
skirt the edges of heretical doubt. Valinov was captured and his cult shattered. There was a victory to celebrate, and there were 
fallen brothers to remember. 
 
INQUISITOR GHOLIC REN-SAR Valinov had been a member of the Ordo Malleus since his recruitment as an interrogator by the late 
Lord Inquisitor Barbillus. 
Barbillus was an old-school inquisitor, the kind of man sculpted into the friezes of Malleus temples and used as exemplars of 
righteous valour in sermons. Barbillus had worn armour covered in gold filigree depicting daemons crushed beneath the Emperor's 
feet and wielded a power hammer with a head carved from meteoric iron. He had ridden his war pulpit into the deepest pits of 
daemonic horror. He was a soldier, a fighter, a smiter of the foul and a scourge of the heretic. When the citizens of the Imperium 
heard rumours of the Imperium's secret defenders in the Inquisition, they imagined men like Barbillus. 
Barbillus had an extensive staff, mostly of warriors who rode with him into battle, recruited from martial cultures all over the 
Imperium. But he also needed people to get him to the battlefield. Investigators. Interviewers. Scientists. Some of Barbillus's rear 
echelon staff went deep undercover for him, infiltrating noble houses suspected of daemonancy or vicious hive-scum gangs 
sponsored by hidden cultist cells. They were disposable and exposed, both to the violence that would follow discovery and the 
madness that could result from seeing too much of the Enemy. They did what they did because it was their way to join the fight 
against Chaos. 
Very few of them survived to advance in Barbillus's private army. One of them was Gholic Ren-Sar Valinov. 
The Ordo Malleus's records of Valinov's origins were patchy, mainly because he erased or altered most of the information held 
about him in Inquisition archives. He came from the Segmentum Solar, that was certain, from one of the massively industrialised 
worlds of the Imperium's heartland where only the sharpest and most ruthless could hope to gain recognition from off-world. 
His birthplace was not recorded but Barbillus recruited him during a spectacular purge of the debauched naval aristocracy on 
Rhanna. 
There were some suggestions that Valinov's position in the Administratum on Rhanna gave him access to the statistical 
information that, in the right hands, led Barbillus to cells of sorcerers and pleasure-seekers in the planet's nobility. Other 
inquisitors had been adamant that Valinov's skills could only have been honed in the Adeptus Arbites, or the Planetary Defence 
Force, or even the criminal gangs that ruled huge swathes of Rhanna's underhive. But Valinov's most useful skills were clear from 
the start - he was an archmanipulator of people, capable of flattery and coercion alike. He could draw the most sensitive 
information out of the wariest suspects. 
Valinov was just the man for Barbillus's rear echelon staff, joining noble families or wealthy guilds or criminal cartels to hunt 
down sources of heresy and forbidden magic. Over six years, Valinov's work led Barbillus to the heart of K'Sharr the Butcher's 
criminal empire, the hidden cults that had seeded the dockyard world of Talshen III with heretics, the savage pre-Imperial human 
tribes of Gerentulan Minor, and a dozen other pits of corruption. He was good. Barbillus saw promise in Valinov and marked him 
out as senior interrogator. It was expected that Valinov would become Barbillus's advisor, coming out of the Imperium's 
underworld to ride at Barbillus's side. 
Then came Agnarsson's Hold. If Barbillus did not die fighting the Daemon Prince Malygrymm the Bloodstained on that planet 
then he certainly died when the Exterminatus was brought to bear. It was not the first time Barbillus had ordered the death of a 
world. This time it was his personal staff who launched the cyclonic torpedoes from Barbillus's fleet of warships, having been 
ordered by Barbillus to destroy Agnarsson's Hold if he didn't return from the daemon-infested surface. Senior Interrogator Valinov 
had watched from Barbillus's flagship as the verdant agri-world was swallowed up by the magma welling up from its ruptured 
crust. Malygrymm was destroyed, but Barbillus never returned to his ship. 
Temples were built in the name of Lord Inquisitor Barbillus. Statues of him, grim-faced and battered, invariably smiting some 
indistinct horror with his ensorcelled hammer, adorned Inquisitorial fortresses throughout the Segmentum Solar and beyond. His 
name was inscribed on the wall of the Hall of Heroes in the Imperial palace and written in the pages of Imperial history. 
The Inquisition's files were clear on how Barbillus's staff and resources passed into the control of the Grand Conclave of the Ordo 
Malleus, and how Valinov served a second apprenticeship with a dozen inquisitors. No records remained, however, to indicate 
under what circumstances Valinov was recognized by the Ordo Malleus as an inquisitor in his own right, though doubtless it 
happened. He was active somewhere near Thracian Primaris during the brutal campaigns around the Eye of Terror, and probably 
played a part in the subjugation of Chaos-infected species discovered during the tail-end of the Damocles Crusade. But there were 
no details. Valinov had been thorough. Probably he had turned by then, and would have covered his tracks as he went in case 
another inquisitor found clues of his changing allegiances. 
There was almost no information at all about Valinov's biggest mission. He went to the hive world of V'Run with a division of 
storm troopers from the Lastrati 79th, a coven of sanctioned psykers from the Scholastica Psykana and a squadron of Sword-class 
escort starships. He was officially following up reports of a devolution cult that ruled large swathes of V'Run's underhive and ash 
wastelands, but afterwards it was concluded that Valinov had created the threat to give him an excuse to intercede. 
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All that was known about the V'Run mission was that two weeks after Valinov arrived the planet was swallowed up by a boiling 
lightning-scattered veil of incandescent stellar cloud, a warp storm so localised and complete that it could only have been 
deliberately created. The hive world was drowned in the nightmare dimension of the warp. The storm was impenetrable and no 
one could be sure what happened to the nineteen billion men, women and children who made up the population of V'Run, but 
astropaths reported hearing screams emanating from the planet for light years around. 
Valinov left a trail of atrocity across the Segmentum Solar. He immolated the capital of Port St. Indra by overloading the city's 
heatsinks. Chaos-worshipping pirate ships wiped out a pilgrim convoy off the Nememean Cloud and named Valinov as their 
leader. As if desperate to commit depredations in the name of Chaos, Valinov wreaked indiscriminate havoc. The Ordo Malleus 
had by now deployed several inquisitors to trail him and anticipate his next moves, and they tracked him to the plague-stricken 
communities of the Gaolven Belt. Valinov had joined up with a cult formed from plague survivors who believed they owed their 
survival to the pantheon of Chaos, and welded them in a matter of weeks into a well-armed and fanatically motivated army 
manning a fortified asteroid. 
The Ordo Malleus concluded that Valinov was preparing for a last stand. If that was what he wanted, then that was what they 
would give him. The Conclave approached Grand Master Tencendur, and he agreed to send a force of Grey Knights to spearhead 
the assault on Valinov's fortress. 
The first man out of the boarding torpedoes and into the breach had been justicar Alaric. 
 
THE MANDULIAN CHAPEL was a long gallery with a dizzyingly high ceiling, thick with columns and with statues in niches running 
along the walls. To reach the huge, three-panelled altar at the front of the chapel, a Grey Knight had to walk past the unwavering 
stone eyes of hundreds of Imperial heroes. Some of them were legends, some had been forgotten, and they represented every part 
of the web of organisations that kept the Imperium together. Closest to the altar was the statue of Grand Master Mandulis himself, 
who had died a thousand years before - his figure was carved into one of the pillars as if he were holding up the chapel's ceiling. 
The message was clear. Mandulis, like every Grey Knight, kept the Imperium from collapsing. 
Alaric walked down the centre aisle, the filters built into his nose and throat picking out particles of incense that billowed from 
censers high up in the shadows by the ceiling. Flickering candles ringed the columns and were tended by a tiny servitor that 
hummed through the nave lighting extinguished wicks. The faltering light glinted off the gold on the altar, wrought by Chapter 
artisans three hundred years before. The centre image depicted the Emperor in the days before the Horns Heresy his face turned 
away as if in recognition of his near-death in the closing days of the Heresy. The scene was flanked by scenes of Grey Knights - 
not crushing daemons or heretics but kneeling, their arms laid down. It was an image of humility that formed the centerpiece of 
the Chapel to remind the Grey Knights that no matter how strong they were, they could only prevail with the will of the Emperor. 
Alaric had not yet had his battle-gear returned by the artificers and so he wore a simple black and grey habit. He felt naked in that 
place of worship, his bare feet against stone worn smooth by centuries of armoured boots. His wounds still hurt and he could feel 
the channel of rapidly healing scar tissue where the las-bolt had burned through his abdomen. His skin felt raw from the healing 
tank. But worse, the idea of helplessness was hot and angry in his mind. He had not been there when his battle-brothers died. 
Chaplain Durendin was waiting in the otherwise empty chapel. The chaplain wore his enormous suit of Terminator armour as he 
always did when he was seeing to the Chapter's spiritual health. One arm was painted a glossy black to signify his office as 
chaplain and the rest was the traditional gunmetal grey. Durendin wore the same pair of ornate lightning claws that had been 
passed down since the Chapter's earliest days. 
Alaric reached the altar where Durendin stood, and quickly kneeled before the chaplain. Then both men kneeled to the Emperor's 
image on the altar. 
'Tencendur told me you would wish to see me,' said Durendin as they stood again. The chaplain's face was mostly obscured by the 
cowl he wore, and like any good chaplain he was a difficult man to read. 
'You know what happened, chaplain. I was wounded and unconscious. Encalion and Tolas died. I have lost men before, but I was 
always at their side. I wasn't there this time.' 
'I will not absolve you of those deaths, justicar. Every one of us must accept responsibility for the deaths of our battle-brothers. 
You have not been a justicar long, Alaric. You clearly have capacity to lead but you have only taken a few steps on the path.' 
'That is what worries me, chaplain. I have never felt this doubt. Everything I have learned as a Grey Knight has told me that once 
the core of faith is breached then I am worth nothing as a warrior.' 
'And you think that if you cannot forget that feeling of helplessness you felt when Valinov's men shot you down, you cannot trust 
the purity of your soul?' Durendin turned and somewhere under that cowl he stared deep into Alaric's spirit. 'Remember it, Alaric. 
Remember what it means to be broken and laid low. The mark of a leader is not whether you can avoid such misfortune, but 
whether you can take it and turn it into something that makes you stronger. Your battle-brothers are dead, but you can ensure their 
lives had meaning. That is what it means to lead.' 
'I knew it would not be easy, chaplain,' said Alaric, 'but the size of the task has never been more obvious. I know that this will not 
be the first test, and certainly not the hardest. I am only just beginning to really understand the sacrifices the grand masters must 
have made for the Knights to follow them. Their faith must be absolute. I do not think there is a higher aim in the Imperium than 
to be trusted as a grand master by the Grey Knights.' 
'But you can do it?' 
Alaric paused. He looked at the slices of polished red gemstones that made up the armour of the gilded Emperor, at the shadows 
covering the ceiling far above, and at the figure of Mandulis holding up the Imperium on his own. 'Yes. Yes I can.' 
'That is the difference, Alaric. You cannot believe anything else. What you call doubt is the pain of learning a hard lesson. That 
you learned it at all proves what the Chapter has always thought about you. You have curiosity and intelligence, and at the same 
time the trust of your men. You represent a rare combination of qualities that means you will never be satisfied until you see your 
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duty done at the highest level.' 
Alaric stood and bowed quickly to the gilded Emperor. 'Tencendur will be waiting for me, chaplain. I will think about what you 
have told me.' 
'You may not have that luxury, justicar,' said Durendin as Alaric turned to leave. 'Given what was found at the Gaolven Belt, 
catching Valinov may have been just the first step.' 
 
THE ORDO MALLEUS had taken the rings of Saturn shortly after the inception of the Inquisition, and had turned them into its own 
unofficial domain. The lord inquisitors of the Ordo Malleus ruled Saturn's moons absolutely, because that was the only way they 
could ensure the security of their facilities. The Malleus controlled some of the most dangerous artefacts, texts, and people in the 
galaxy. The immensely complicated geometry of Saturn's rings means it was all but impossible for any enemy force to penetrate 
the thousands of turbolaser defences that bristled from asteroids captured by Saturn's gravity. The ordo controlled the only reliable 
way in and out of the rings, the naval fortress on the outermost major moon Iapetus. 
Mimas, the closest major moon to the vast swirling mass of Saturn, was disfigured by an immense impact scar covering a quarter 
of the surface. Built into that crater was the Inquisitorial prison where the worst of the worst were held in complexes of isolated 
cells with psychic wards woven into the walls, guarded by gun-servitors and a regiment of Ordo Malleus storm troopers. 
Encaladus, the next moon out from Mimas, housed the Inquisitorial citadel, a vast and imposing palace where the lord inquisitors 
of the Ordo Malleus held court and the most senior of the ordo's inquisitors maintained personal estates. 
Tethys was the location of the Librarium Daemonicum, the repository of dangerous knowledge gathered over thousands of years 
of fighting the darkness. The Librarium was completely hidden from the surface - thousands of void-safe cells and galleries of 
crammed bookshelves filled a sphere hollowed out of the moon's core. Untold millions of tomes, data-slates, scrolls and pict-
recordings were refrigerated to preserve delicate pages and unstable datacores. Access to them was given only on the authority of 
the lord inquisitors themselves, and the more restricted sectors formed some of the most sensitive locations in the galaxy. 
Titan, the largest moon, concealed beneath its thick orange atmosphere the immense fortress-monastery of the Grey Knights, 
covering the surface as if the whole moon had been carved with a pattern of towers and battlements. 
The docks of Iapetus, the furthermost major moon, extended kilometres out into space and were always hosts to whole roosts of 
cruisers, escorts and battleships, including the strike fleet of the Grey Knights and enormous Imperator-class battleships 
requisitioned from the Battlefleet Solar. 
It was only by controlling this miniature empire that the Ordo Malleus could ensure the safety of the terrible knowledge it 
collected and the dangerous individuals it captured and imprisoned. It was this security that meant Valinov's possessions could be 
isolated and contained. It was here that Inquisitor Briseis Ligeia could examine them properly. 
 
A THIN, PALE blue-grey light filled the research floor, weakly illuminating the reams of books and data-slates that filled shelves 
lining walls one hundred metres high. Spider-like archiver servitors scurried up the walls on thin metal legs, the fleshy once-
human parts scanning book spines and labels for the Malleus research staff who spent their lives poring over ancient texts for their 
Inquisitorial masters. Many higher-ranking Malleus inquisitors had a personal researcher or two on Tethys, whose sole purpose in 
life was to find obscure and potentially vital information on the enemies of the Emperor.

A tiny guide-servitor droned on ahead of her, 
weaving through the various workstations and down a couple of flights of steps to where Valinov's possessions had been 
assembled for her. Ligeia wore bulky furs and an overcloak trimmed in ermine - she affected the clothing of an extravagant 
Imperial noble because that was who she was, or at least had been.

THE GATHERING WAS called in the Fallen Dagger Hall where Grand Master Kolgano, centuries before, challenged the Grey 
Knights under his command to an unarmoured dagger duel and promised his jewel-encrusted Terminator armour to anyone who 
could beat him. Kolgano was long gone, buried with his righting dagger deep in the heart of Titan's catacombs, but the hall 
remained lofty and echoing. 
It was used for drills, close combat training for newer recruits and sometimes, as now, for meetings between the Ordo Malleus and 
the Grey Knights. 
A large round table of dark hardwood stood in the centre of the hall, flanked by rings of Malleus storm troopers in parade dress, 
their faces hidden by silvered masks. Inquisitor Nyxos attended most official functions with this silent, sinister honour guard, their 
faces never shown. He sat at the table flanked by two standing advisors, one an astropath of almost impossible age, the other a 
brilliant young woman rumoured to have been poached from the finest officer academy of the Imperial Navy.

Grand Master Tencendur entered, wearing his customised Terminator armour. He had removed his helmet, revealing a face with a 
broad, strong jaw and plenty of frown lines. He was accompanied by his own squad of Terminators and by Justicar Alaric, 
reunited with his repaired wargear and walking behind the squad. 
Alaric had been fully debriefed by Tencendur and had briefly spoken with his squad. They had begun the process of mourning for 
their fallen battle-brothers.

'Grand master,' said Nyxos, rising from his seat in respect. His servos whirred slightly. 'My apologies for the short notice. Many 
protocols had to be waived.' 
'I understand that sensitive material was recovered from Valinov's possessions,' said Tencendur, his voice inhumanly deep and 
gravelly thanks to the ruinous throat wound that had nearly killed him back when he had been a justicar. 'Were it not suitably 
important I am sure you would not have asked to meet me here at all.' Nyxos indicated Ligeia, who placed the book on the table 
and pushed it towards Tencendur.

When he saw Alaric, he straightened in 
surprise. Ligeia had been right, of course - Alaric, nearly three metres tall in his massive polished power armour, was a usefully 
impressive sight. 
'Inquisitor Ligeia,' he said in a sharp and surprisingly strong voice, standing to greet her. 'I have been expecting you.' 
He nodded at Alaric, 'Justicar.' Alaric nodded back. Klaes had not been expecting the Grey Knights. 
'I fear we have arrived at a time when you are overwhelmed.' Ligeia indicated the screens and the printouts. The screens were 
displaying pict-stealer recordings, columns of statistics, and reams of texts. The printouts were spooling onto the floor. 
'Information is our lifeblood, inquisitor,' said Klaes. 'Even these days the Trail of St. Evisser creates a lot of it. I am the only one 
here with the authority to do anything about what he sees, so I have to see it all.' 
'Then we will need to work closely, Inquisitor Klaes,' said Ligeia. She walked over to Klaes's nest of screens and cogitators and 
ran one of the spooling printouts through her fingers. 'We have reason to believe there is a daemonic threat emerging or due to 
emerge somewhere on the Trail. It is my job to find it and, with the help of Justicar Alaric and his men, to destroy it.' 
Klaes walked up to Alaric. Alaric saw a heraldic crest on Klaes's sword and wondered which noble house had owed Klaes so 
much they had given him one of their heirlooms. 
Klaes held out a hand to shake, and Alaric took it. 'Justicar, a rare pleasure. I have heard of the Grey Knights but here in the 
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Hereticus details are scarce. Welcome to the Trail of St. Evisser, for what that is worth.' 
'There isn't much to tell, inquisitor,' said Alaric, slightly uncomfortable with diplomacy. 'Our purpose is simple. We are soldiers, 
and we need support just like any soldier.' 
'Of course. But you understand�' here Klaes turned to Ligeia, 'the Trail has fallen a very long way. I am the sole permanent 
Inquisitorial presence for the whole of the Trail and the resources of this fortress are limited. I can call upon the Adeptus Arbites, 
who are far more numerous than the Hereticus troops, but they are quite embattled themselves.

I need 
details. Interviews with the investigators if possible. I am afraid I need complete access, too. Total jurisdiction.' 
'Many of my interrogators are in deep cover and I cannot withdraw them at such short notice. Most of the rest I could make 
available but I will be undoing many Hereticus protocols and I will have to answer to the sector Conclave. I would need to know 
what threat you are investigating.' 
'Hmm.' Ligeia thought for a moment. 'If you are willing to ignore protocol then so am I. The creature we are hunting is known to 
some as Ghargatuloth. Justicar Alaric will be able to tell the story better than I. Justicar, if you will?' 
Alaric was not expecting to turn storyteller. But he supposed Ligeia was right - to the Grey Knights the story of Grand Master 
Mandulis and the Prince of a Thousand Faces was almost a religious parable, an exemplar of the Grey Knights' sacrifice and the 
supernatural evil they were sworn to face. 
Alaric told Inquisitor Klaes the story of the death of Mandulis and the banishment of Ghargatuloth, telling it the same way the 
chaplains had told it to him when he was a novice still in awe of what he would become. 
When he had finished, Inquisitor Klaes sat down in front of his screen and watched them for a few moments, columns of figures 
streaming past his eyes. 
'Our records are in a sorry state,' he began. 'The Adeptus Mechanicus withdrew lexmechanic support two hundred years ago. I 
have had interrogators try to disentangle it but we have only made limited headway.'

'Good, then you will know everything we know. I will put you in touch with Provost Marechal, he's the highest level Arbites 
contact.

I can offer you berthings for your ship here and anywhere else on the Trail with the facilities to handle a 
strike cruiser, not that there are many. I'll have the fortress staff prepare rooms for you, and the justicar can have access to the 
barracks, they're half empty anyway.' 

'I am glad you understand the importance of our mission here, 
inquisitor. I shall need to begin immediately, I shall bring my staff down from the Rubicon and start work in your records.'

INQUISITOR KLAES HAD two hundred staff at the fortress, mostly drawn from the Administratum and the Adeptus Arbites, as well 
as the three hundred Hereticus storm troopers in the garrison. The fortress archives were administered by a small cadre of ex-

'I shall need to look at your organised records,' said Ligeia, removing her velvet gloves and feeling the word-heavy air tingling 
against her skin. 'I shall require any information you have on active or defunct heretic cults. Give particular priority to apocalyptic 
sects. Find out if there are any survivors imprisoned on the Trail. I shall start here.' 
'Of course, inquisitor,' said the archivist, unable to completely hide the bemusement from her voice. 
Ligeia held out her hands as the archivist left. She could feel the weight of meaning in the vault, most of it stodgy and grey with 
irrelevance. But there were seams of violence and heresy running through it like veins in marble. The faint echo of the Trail's 
fallen splendour reached her - though the Trail was still home to billions of Imperial citizens it had in truth been dying for some 
time, and it mourned the loss of its celebrated piety and wealth. War had touched the Trail where nations or planets tried to gain 
independence from the Imperial yoke, and when legions of men and women had left to fight in the wars that constantly raged 
around the Imperium. 
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She started with the world she stood on, its details illuminated by the inventories and maintenance records of the fortress itself - 
she let the information flow into her. She could see that Trepytos's society had been almost laid bare, leaving only the cold, 
diamond-hard core of the Inquisition, dwindling smaller and smaller but still desperately trying to hold the Trail together.

Alaric though for a moment, then went back into the cell and found the data-slate onto which he had downloaded the basic 
information about the Trail. Sophano Secundus, he read, was a backwater, a feudal world that hadn't yet reached blackpowder-
level technology, where the sole Imperial authority was a preacher of the Missonaria Galaxia. The world had been bypassed by the

SOPHANO SECUNDUS HAD been discovered so long ago that it was all but impossible to trace its whole history under nominal 
Imperial rule. In the latter years of the Great Crusade, when the Emperor was already worshipped as a god, missionaries from his 
fledgling church had sent one of their number to Sophano Secundus to preach the word. They found a world mostly barren and 
drab with only one habitable continent that could only support a handful of feudal kingdoms around a few cities. Such 
rediscovered worlds were common, because the scattered human worlds had been torn apart in the Age of Strife and during the 
Crusade many were found that had been forgotten since the first waves of colonization. 
The Missionaria Galaxia maintained a presence on Sophano Secundus, which was why there were any records of it at all. The first 
missionary to be named in the records, Crucien, described primitive but broadly harmless kingdoms that bowed before an Allking 
and occasionally settled disputes with pitched battles. At some point the planet was forgotten by the Administratum and so a 
formal settlement order was never drawn up for Sophano Secundus - it became, by default, the responsibility of the Adeptus 
Ministorum, who were unwilling to waste any more resources on the backwater than the personnel required to keep a mission on 
the planet. 
There were many such planets in the Imperium, most of them on the outer reaches of settled space or scattered through the Halo 
Zone, but more than a few surrounded by more developed systems. The Imperium's official policy was to ''civilise'' such worlds 
and open them up for settlement, but even at the best of times there were more than enough wars and rebellions to keep Imperial 
efforts elsewhere. And times were never the best. 
Sophano Secundus, according to the reports that had filtered back to the Trail authorities from the missionaries, was almost 
deliberately bad at accepting new technology and ideas. In any case, the Ecdesiarchy knew better than to cause a perfectly good 
Imperial flock to decimate itself by giving them lasguns. The Allking had therefore ruled over a feudal nation for as long as the 
records stretched back, knowing nothing of the Imperium other than that the missionary was holy and untouchable and that fire 
would rain from the sky if heresy ever showed its head. The missionaries considered the population's faith to be relatively stable, 
albeit prone to the sorts of misunderstandings inevitable when existing beliefs came into contact with the Imperial faith. There was 
no suggestion that the Ecclesiarchy had been forced to quell any rebellions or cult activity (although the Ecclesiarchy kept such 
things to itself) and other Imperial authorities seemed not to have even visited the world for several thousand years. Aside from 
the missionaries and perhaps a few curious wealthy visitors keen to observe how humans survived outside the hive cities, 
Inquisitor Ligeia would be the first ''outsider'' to set foot on Sophano Secundus for all that time. 
Alaric reviewed this information on a data-slate as he waited on the bridge of the Rubicon for Ligeia's shuttle to drop out of orbit 
and start its descent. He tapped the slate mounted on the rail around the captain's pulpit, trying to work out why Ghargatuloth 
might want to make his presence felt on such a world.

Somewhere in the middle of it was Hadjisheim, named after a legendary Allking, the capital of Sophano Secundus. It contained 
the Allking's palace and the temple built around Crucien's original mission, and it was where Inquisitor Ligeia was headed.

Sophano Secundus. 
'Wish me luck, justicar,' said Ligeia cheerfully over the bridge's vox-casters. 
'You don't need it, inquisitor,' replied Alaric. 'Just find out what they're hiding down there.' 
An inset image showed the faint orange streak as the shuttle entered the atmosphere, and then it was gone. It was time, thought 
Alaric, for Ligeia to do with words what the Grey Knights could not do with strength. 
 
THE FIRST TASTE Inquisitor Ligeia had of Sophano Secundus was from the warm, slightly damp air that filled the passenger cabin 
of the shuttle as the rear ramp slid down. It was faintly spicy, faintly dusty, with a slight taste of the forests that rolled out across 
the continent. The light that streamed in was bright and yellowish, a stark contrast to the cool harsh lumostrips of the Rubicon and 
the feeble illumination in the archives of Trepytos. 
She hoped the change would do her good. She had been suffering headaches and painful joints, and she had been woken by 
sudden sharp nightmares where invisible hands clawed at her while she slept. She had rarely used her powers as intensively as she 
had done scouring the Trepytos archives for information on primitive sculpture and the trade in artwork through the Trail, and it 
had taken its toll. She was reminded that she was not a young woman any more. 
'Taici,' she said to the leader of her death cultists, who surrounded her in a silent, sinister honour guard. 'Follow.' The death cultists 
slunk out of their grav-couch restraints to surround her. Xiang, a deceptively slightly-built young woman whose death cult mask 
showed only a pair of exotically-shaped eyes, carried a plain black case containing Ligeia's effects.

Thalassocres was a great beacon of worship, a lynch-pin of the Change, and the Conclave caused much mayhem in the minds of 
humankind. Although mankind's sages searched long for the reasons behind rashes of madness throughout their galaxy, to them 
Thalassocres remained hidden. 
When Tzeentch spoke, the planet shook. Its crust and mantle were torn off and to this day, they say, Thalassocres is not one planet 
but a shoal of drifting continents surrounding a single core. Those not strong enough to hear the words of Tzeentch were thrown 
off into the warp, but the strongest stayed, their courts remaining glorious on the floating shelves of melting stone. 
Tzeentch spoke to them of impossible things, of the tangled threads of fate that ran through the universe like threads of a tapestry, 
of the immense shifting components of reality - time, space, the massed minds of humanity and the dozens of alien species that 
had yet to play their parts, the mindless hordes of predators teeming in the warp, the powers of Chaos themselves. The greatest of 
Tzeentch's followers could divine meaning from the stream of concepts the voice of Tzeentch conveyed. Some found intricate 
plots for them to enact on reality. Others saw glimpses of a future they could alter, or bring to pass. Some saw only desolation and 
hatred, and revelled in it, for they were the most savage agents of the Change. 
Some were destroyed, unable to comprehend the majesty of the Change God's vision. 
Ghargatuloth was not destroyed. Nor did he skim some plan from the surface of Tzeentch's words. Instead, the Prince of a 
Thousand Faces immersed himself in his god's message. Knowledge streamed around him, and straight through him until he was 
wallowing in a raging torrent of information like a white river of flame that coursed through the broken heart of Thallasocres. 
For days on end, measured in the strange timescale of the warp, Ghargatuloth received the revelation of Tzeentch. The other 
daemon princes looked on in awe, hatred and jealousy. Some were certain that Ghargatuloth would be destroyed. The daemons at 
his feet were swept aside by the tide of revelations. The substance of Thalassocres was further fractured by the sheer power of 
Tzeentch. There was a permanent scar left on the warp, a dark barren shadow, but Ghargatuloth remained. 
In real space, Ghargatuloth's daemonic body shuddered with the effort of receiving the revelation. Some say this caused the sages 
of mankind to first realise that the Prince of a Thousand Faces was in their midst. The indigenous life of Khorion IX was 
extinguished, and space was tormented for light years around. 
Then, at last, it was over. The white river of knowledge stopped. Thalassocres fell silent. 
And when Ghargatuloth arose again, a thousand new faces looked out upon the warp. 
 
LIGEIA SNAPPED HER head back in her seat, trying to shake out the images that filled it. She pulled her hands away from the book 
on her writing desk, the skin on her fingers and palms burning with the unholiness of the knowledge covering the pages. 
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The dark wood panelling and lustrous furnishings of her quarters filtered back into view. She was back on Trepytos, in the 
quarters Inquisitor Klaes's staff had supplied - but the images in her head were still ghosted over her vision. Ghargatuloth, a 
formless chaotic monster, bowing beneath a raging river of obscene knowledge. The words of Tzeentch - the god of change, 
trickery and sorcery, one of the foremost of the Chaos powers - echoing around the warp and shattering a world with their power. 
The contents of the book were even more invasive than the brief flashes of blasphemy she had received from the wooden 
sculpture.

'Ah. Xiang, yes. Please excuse me.' Ligeia managed a faltering smile. 'I need you to perform an errand for me. It is rather menial 
but I need to know it will be done. Here.' 
Ligeia took a folded piece of parchment from her desk, on which she had written her orders in her elegant, sloping hand. Xiang 
plucked it from her hand, and read it. 
'I know,' said Ligeia. 'One of the justicars would probably be more efficient. But� you are mine, you four. They do not belong to 
me like you do. I have arranged for Inquisitor Klaes to supply a ship - it is small and lightly armed but it is very fast. You should 
be there within two weeks, if you leave immediately.' 
Xiang bowed her head and, without turning around, backed swiftly out of the room. Ligeia had never worked out how the death 
cultists communicated with one another - she could sense the meanings of their conversations without seeing any movement or 
hearing any sound - but Xiang would be going to tell her fellow death cultists what Ligeia wanted of them. 
There were only four left now. Death cultists, almost by definition, did not grieve - death was a welcome end for them, as long as 
it came in such a way that their own lives were offered to the Emperor in sacred combat. But they had lost two of their number on 
Sophano Secundus, and Ligeia was saddened to see two such highly trained and devoted servants of the Emperor lose their lives.

He was one of the best shots the Grey Knights could 
field and, even with the existing wargear rites, many of the Grey Knights who knew him would ask him to check their guns for 
flaws they could not detect. A storm bolter might be working perfectly as far as other Marines were concerned, but Genhain would 
know if it was too likely to jam, to buck in the hand on full auto, to lose its accuracy in certain conditions. 
'Do not neglect your own men on my account,' said Alaric. 
'My squad are doing well,' said Genhain. 'They are observant and in good spirits. I'd rather not lead them too closely when it 
comes to prayers and suchlike. It always feels better to lead yourself in such things.' 
'And their guns?' 
Genhain smiled and took aim at the same target again. 'Their guns are good.' He fired again, the bullet hole appearing just above 
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the first. 
'They fought well on Sophano Secundus.' 
'They did. I am proud.' Another shot, this one wide. Genhain bit down a curse and began to inspect the bolter's firing mechanism. 
'I was worried about the inquisitor.' 
'Ligeia?' 
'I don't think she is a fighter. She looked rattled.' 
'Ligeia is a strong woman, justicar. You're right though, she'd rather leave all the fighting to us.' Alaric thought for a moment. 
Genhain led his men very differently from Santoro or Tancred, and Alaric knew Genhain's judgement was sound. 'What do you 
think of her?' 
Genhain looked up from Alaric's bolter. 'Me? I think she is very good at her job, just not as good at ours.' 
'Well, she won't be fighting any time soon. They broke Valinov back on Mimas and he let slip that Ghargatuloth can only be killed 
by a "lightning bolt". The Nemesis sword Mandulis used was fashioned into a lightning bolt, so Ligeia has sent her death cultists 
to get it from the catacombs on Titan.' 
'They could have trouble,' said Genhain. 'It is difficult even for inquisitors to get into Titan, let alone have one of the grand 
masters disinterred.' Genhain tightened the firing mechanism and took aim again. 'But at least it shows Ligeia understands us.' 
'How so?' 
'She asks us only to fight and doesn't expect anything else. She could have sent you to Titan, and you could have retrieved 
Mandulis's sword far more effectively, but she didn't. She respects us. Some of the Ordo Malleus think the Grey Knights were 
created to serve them, but we are a sovereign and independent Chapter, as much as the Space Wolves or Dark Angels or anyone 
else.'

If there was one danger in the way Grey Knights 
were trained and indoctrinated, it was that their own spirits would be so crushed beneath the weight of dogma and duty and they 
would not be able to form their own judgement. 
'If I cannot trust my commander, Alaric,' replied Genhain, handing Alaric his bolter, 'then who can I trust? This gun could have 
lost accuracy in a protracted firefight, but its machine-spirit has been persuaded to be more co-operative.' 
Alaric took the gun and fitted it back onto his gauntlet. It felt subtly different, as if it belonged there. 'Thank you, justicar. It 
always helps to shoot straighter.'  
'You have to trust your gun,' said Genhain with a smile. 'Otherwise, where would we be?' 
 
WHEN SOPHANO SECUNDUS fell, a silent call went out across the Trail. 
On Volcanis Ultor, a sect hidden deep in the underhive of Hive Tertius overloaded the city's geothermal heatsinks and caused 
several layers of hive city to be swallowed up in nuclear fire. 
Even as ships sent by Inquisitor Klaes pounded Hadjisheim into smouldering ash from orbit, a mutiny in the small sector 
battlefleet caused three cruisers to be scuttled with all hands. 
A prophet appeared on the forge world Magnos Omicron preaching the new word of the Machine God, demanding innovation and 
creativity over the worship of the Omnissiah and the endless search for perfection. Before he was found and killed, he had rallied 
three forge cities to his cause and it took a minor civil war amongst the tech-guard to stop his crusade. 
Provost Marechal lost thousands of Arbites as he shuttled them from world to world to douse the flashpoints where heretics 
suddenly played their hands. From an orbital command station around Victrix Sonora, Marechal co-ordinated hundreds of 
Precincts as they battled riots and rebellion across the Trail. 
On the garden world of Farfallen, once a playground for the Trail's rich, a previously unknown tribe of feral humans crept out of 
the overgrown botanical gardens to slaughter the planet's isolated Imperial communities. 
The governor's villa on Solshen XIX, an agri-world whose wide oceans teemed with fish that fed the Trail's hives, was 
transformed overnight into a charnel house overrun with daemons. A cult led by the governor's own son had summoned creatures 
of the warp in response to visions from the Prince of a Thousand Faces, and the governor had been hanged in a noose of his own 
skin from the cliffs surrounding his villa. 
Many thousands on the Trail's downtrodden hive worlds would starve with the planet lost to Chaos and anarchy. 
A hundred cults broke their cover and engaged in wanton, apparently purposeless destruction. Places of worship were looted, 
hundreds in one night in a seemingly co-ordinated strike against the Ecclesiarchy and the Imperial Church. 
It could not last long. The cults could only do so much before the combined efforts of the Arbites, the Imperial Navy and the 
horrified population stamped them out. And in a way, that was the worst thing about the uprisings on the Trail of St. Evisser - they 
had all the hallmarks of an endgame.

The Ecclesiarchy responded with uncharacteristic speed. The Order of the Bloody Rose sent a Preceptory of Sisters of Battle to be 
co-ordinated by Cardinal Recoba on Volcanis Ultor, and their request for additional manpower was met by the Imperial Guard,

CHAPTER TEN 
MIMAS 

 
THERE WAS A place on Mimas, just outside the great crater, where the earth was torn and scarred. It had been dug up thousands of 
times by servitor labourers and covered over again. Here and there seismic activity had caused broken bones, even the odd 
grinning skull, to break the surface, only to be re-buried by roving patrol servitors. In the centre of the broken land was a single 
building in the High Gothic style, its every surface tooled deeply with images of punishment and retribution - sinners burning in 
the many indistinct hells of the Imperial cult, vengeance crashing down on the heads of the heretic, the eyes of the Emperor seeing 
every sin and the servants of the Emperor exacting revenge. Men were killed in scores of ways, from hanging to dismemberment 
to exposure in the toxic Miman atmosphere, all recorded in sculpture on the building's pillars and pediments. 
Dozens of gun-servitors guarded each door. A garrison of Ordo Malleus mind-scrubbed troops stood permanently at attention in 
their quarters below the building, ready to react to any threat. The building itself was formed around a central chamber with many 
galleries looking onto it, where a single raised platform stood surrounded by seating for dignitaries, technicians and archivists, like 
the slab at the centre of an anatomist's theatre. 
Gholic Ren-Sar Valinov was brought to the execution chamber on Mimas seven weeks after he had been broken by Explicator 
Riggensen. Valinov had not said one more word since that day. If anything he appeared more sullen and uncooperative than 
before, as if cursing himself silently for letting Riggensen's interrogation crack his mask of infallibility. And so the interrogation 
staff on Mimas had advised the lord inquisitors of the Ordo Malleus that Valinov was of no further intelligence value. 
The Conclave of the lord inquisitors unanimously approved the execution of Valinov. It transpired that Ligeia had indeed been 
bluffing when she had first questioned Valinov - there would be no elaborate psychic half-death, just an old-fashioned execution. 
Valinov had been convicted of several capital charges but it was as punishment for grand heresy that he was brought from the 
prison to the execution chamber just outside Mimas's crater, and Imperial law required that the punishment for grand heresy was 
death by dismemberment. 
 
IT WAS A solemn occasion. There was no sadness that Valinov was about to die - there was, however, a shame-tinged regret that a 
fellow inquisitor, once a greatly respected and valuable man, should have fallen so low. The Ordo Malleus had lost inquisitors 
before to Radicalism and worse fates, but every time it happened the wound was as deep. The Malleus was proud of what it did, 
and every traitor amongst them was an affront to that pride. 
Explicator Riggensen was there to take down any deathbed confessions Valinov might make. He had witnessed executions before 
but the antiseptic smell of the execution chamber and the gleaming insectoid shape of the servitor-mangier suspended from the 
ceiling still made him uneasy - which was saying something, considering his occupation. 
An official clerk sat at a lectern in front of Riggensen, a pale and heavily augmented woman who scratched details of the 
execution with quills mounted on metal armatures she had instead of arms. The clerk's head darted from side to side as she noticed 
who entered the darkened, circular chamber - several more clerks and archivists observing particular aspects of the execution 
entered, shuffling along in their long robes. 
Inquisitor Nyxos entered next, wearing ceremonial crimson robes over his whirring exoskeleton. His two advisors were with him, 
the ancient astropath and the young tactical officer in her undecorated Naval officer's uniform. 
Medical technicians were next, the chief medicae manning the controls for the servitor-mangier and the others checking the 
lifesign monitors attached to the table in the raised centre of the room. There had been occasions in the past where the executed 
criminal had not died in spite of the comprehensive nature of the servitor-mangier, and so the chief medicae would be required to 
assert that lifesigns had ceased. 
The next individuals to enter were a surprise to Riggensen. Four death cultists walked in, lithe and athletic figures in glossy 
bodygloves festooned with daggers and swords. Riggensen glanced over the clerk's shoulder as she wrote down that the death 
cultists were representing Inquisitor Ligeia. It seemed right to Riggensen that Ligeia would want someone she trusted to witness 
Valinov die with their own eyes. Otherwise she might never have believed he was truly dead. 
The various dignitaries and adepts filled the seats around the pedestal. The lumoglobes dimmed until only the pedestal was lit, 
bathed in a pool of pale unforgiving light. Then a set of mechanical security doors slid open and Valinov was brought in. 
Stripped to the waist, with his hands and feet shackled, Valinov was still an imposing figure. His heavy dark tattoos gave him an 
almost feral look, accentuated by his sharp, intelligent face and the cords of muscle wrapped around his arms and torso. His head 
was high and he showed no fear - but then true heretics never did, not until their souls were removed from their body and thrust 
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before the vengeful gaze of the Emperor. 
Just by looking at the prisoner, every witness to the execution could tell the ex-inquisitor was a dangerous man. Not even the 
rigorous work of Mimas's interrogators and explicators had broken him, save for Riggensen's sole moment of fleeting triumph. 
Death, most of them would agree, was too good for Valinov - but when someone this dangerous was still alive, there could be no 
guarantee he was safe. 
An old preacher stood in the front row, his heavy crimson and white robes dark in the dim light. He read from a battered leather 
prayer book, giving Valinov the Cursed Rites that would mark his diseased soul as an enemy of the Emperor. 
'Though your spirit is rotten and your deeds most heinous, we call upon the Emperor to look upon that spirit in pure and just 
judgement�' 
The preacher's voice droned on through the familiar lines. The chief medicae made a last few checks of the mangier apparatus 
while his orderlies affixed various electrodes and sensors to Valinov's shaven skin. The clerk seated in front of Riggensen wrote 
constantly, noting every correct procedure as it was completed. The blood drains were opened in the chamber's floor. Riggensen 
himself was handed a data-slate and quill, so he could sign that he had witnessed Valinov's death. The servitor-mangier unfolded 
and each of its six bladed manipulators were tested quickly in turn as the preacher's assistants made the sign of the aquila over 
Valinov's chest. 
The orderly carrying the organ bucket stood ready. The various parts of Valinov's body - head, torso, viscera - would be buried 
separately in the plain of unmarked graves around the execution building, to prevent some dark power from bringing the corpse 
back to life. It was a lesson that had been learned the hard way. 
The death cultists observed keenly, their eyes expressionless, their bodies motionless save for the occasional twitch of their drum-
taut muscles. 
The preacher was finishing. The two Malleus troopers flanking Valinov manhandled the prisoner onto the pedestal, where his 
manacles slotted neatly into the locks at the base and above the head. 
The mangier descended, the chief medicae working the controls. The clerk scribbled with greater rapidity. 
The front rows would be spattered with blood, but it was worth the indignity to ensure that another foe of the Emperor was dead. 
'�and so, Lord Emperor, we place this wretched soul before you and remove it from this body whose hands have committed such 
foulness. May there be redemption for this soul in the eyes of the God-Emperor, and when there can be no redemption, may the 
hatred of the God-Emperor destroy it for ever.' 
There was a pause before the mangier did its work. It was traditional, like so much of the execution - the prisoner to be executed 
could, if there was some possibility of redemption, cry out for mercy from the Emperor. No one expected Valinov to speak. 
'So it has come to this,' he said in a low, quiet voice, as if speaking to himself. 'The threads are drawing taut. This death is the 
death of galaxies. You may begin.' 
As if in response, the hand of the chief medicae reached for the switch that would begin the dismemberment. His hand never got 
that far. 
There was a flash of silver, like a tiny sliver of lightning arcing across the room, and suddenly a long bright blade was stuck 
quivering into the seat behind the medicae and his severed hand thudded onto the floor beneath him. 
Riggensen saw the chief medicae look up at his attacker and stare into the unblinking, unforgiving eyes behind the mask of a 
death cultist. 
The mind-wiped troops standing by the pedestal reacted first. The lasblasts from the hellguns they carried spattered across the 
room but the death cultist had read their movements perfectly and she twisted like a gymnast, the blasts ripping through the air 
centimetres from her skin.

The 
preacher threw his old, frail body between the cultists and the pedestal, but he didn't even slow the cultist down as he was neatly 
bisected by the cultist's sword. 
Riggensen carried an autopistol as a sidearm, and he took it out from beneath his plain explicator's uniform as he stood up. He 
snapped off a shot at the cultist who had just cut off the medicae's hand, but the cultist jinked to the side faster than the bullet.

He was showered in the blood of the cultist who had died for him, 
and his hard dark eyes were glancing back and forth as he evaluated all the many threats to his life that were unfolding. Nyxos 
with his plasma pistol, who would at least have to wait a few seconds while the weapon recharged.

CHAPTER TWELVE 
THE VAULTS 

 
THEY SAID YOU could feel the years on Titan, layers of history weighing you down. The truth was that Titan's gravity was slightly 
heavier than Terran standard due to the superdense core that had been injected into the moon some time during the lost Dark Age 
of Technology. But there was some truth to the saying - history was literally etched into the rock of Titan, faces of forgotten 
heroes, inscribed litanies of deeds once famous, murals depicting terrible battles against the forces of Chaos. The whole surface of 
Titan was inscribed as if by a huge chisel, forming a network of battlements and citadels, and it had been carved layer upon layer 
since before the dawn of the Imperium. There was so much history there that it would overfill all the libraries of the Inquisition, if 
only it could be unlocked. 
Justicar Genhain wondered how much the Imperium could learn if its scholars could properly read all the images and messages 
that covered the walls of Titan's vaults. Beneath the upper levels of Titan, where the Grey Knights lived and prayed, were the 
catacombs where their dead were buried. Down here, there were vaults and tunnels carved by artisans from before the Ordo 
Malleus had even been formed from the fires of the Horus Heresy. As Genhain followed the procession down to the vault where 
his battle-brothers would be buried, he saw faces of Grey Knights in archaic marks of power armour, locked in endless combat 
with leering stone daemons. A column was wrought to represent an unnamed saint of the Imperium. The names of battle-brothers 
covered the vaulted ceiling; Grey Knights who had died in action but whose bodies had never been recovered for burial. Genhain 
walked behind Chaplain Durendin. In full black power armour, the face of his helmet a skull of gunmetal grey, Durendin had 
walked these tunnels many times before. As a chaplain, he was the guardian of the dead just as he guarded the spiritual health of 
the living brothers. 
Behind Genhain, the battle-brothers of his squad carried the biers on which lay the body of Brother Krae, the dead Grey Knight 
from Squad Tancred that Genhain had brought back to Titan on the Rubicon. Brother Caanos had died on Sophano Secundus, too, 
but his body had been left on the planet. Genhain knew that if the Grey Knights were to close in on Ghargatuloth, there would be 
many more to bury beneath Titan before it was over. 
Krae was covered in a white death caul, draped over the huge plates of his Terminator armour. The shape of his Nemesis halberd 
was visible, placed on his chest with his gauntleted hands folded over the hilt. Behind Krae's bier, several novices walked. They 
were young trainees who had only just begun the transformation into Grey Knights - they carried the censers that filled the close 
air of the catacombs with the dark, spicy smell of sacred incense. Genhain remembered the time, almost hidden in the fog of 
psycho-doctrination and endless medical procedures, when he had walked behind the funeral procession of a dead Grey Knight 
and wondered how long it would be until it was his body on the bier, draped in white. 
The procession moved in silence through the catacombs. Here and there the walls opened up into cells cut into the stone, each 
holding the mouldering bones of a centuries-dead Grey Knight. Here and there were inscriptions on the floor, almost obliterated 
by the marching feet of countless funeral processions, detailing the names and histories of the battle-brothers lying nearby. 
Genhain read fragments of names as he passed. Some of the dead down here would not even be recorded in the histories of the 
Grey Knights, having fought and died in times skipped over by the earlier records. 
Durendin reached the chamber where Krae was to be buried, and led Squad Genhain and the novices in. Several stone coffins lay 
on pedestals, perhaps fifty of them, ranged through the chamber. Three of the pedestals had no coffin, and it was onto one of these 
that Krae was placed. 
Krae would lie there until Squad Tancred returned from the Trail, when Tancred and Krae's battle-brothers would remove Krae's 
armour and Nemesis weapon, ritually cleanse his body, and oversee the Chapter artificers as they built the coffin around the body. 
In the earliest days, great heroes of the Grey Knights would be buried with their weapons and armour. But the valuable 
Terminator armour could not be spared, and soon it would be worn by a Marine newly inducted into one of the Chapter's 
Terminator squads. Krae's gene-seed, harvested from the body just after his death by Tancred himself, would be implanted into a 
novice and a new Grey Knight would take shape. His weapon would be handed to a Marine just receiving his first sacred blade, 
his bolter ammunition would be redistributed amongst the Chapter. In this way Krae would continue to fight the Great Enemy, and 
have his revenge against the foul forces that killed him. 
'Before the sight of the Emperor most high, in the face of the Adversary, did Brother Krae fall in combat with the forces of 
corruption.' Durendin's voice was low and grim, and seemed to fill the whole catacomb. The Liber Daemonicum contained dozens 
of different funeral prayers, and Durendin had spoken each of them hundreds of times. Brother Krae had chosen one of the 
simplest to be spoken at his death - Genhain remembered Krae as a humble man, one who followed Justicar Tancred's orders 
absolutely, seeing himself as nothing more than an instrument of the Emperor's will. 
Genhain and his Marines bowed their heads as Durendin continued. Behind them, the young novices hung on the chaplain's every 
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word, seeking meaning for themselves in the eulogy for the fallen Krae. 'The Enemy found no purchase in his mind, and no mercy 
from his arm. In the Emperor's sight did he fall, and at the Emperor's side will he fight to destroy the Adversary at the end of time. 
In the name of the Golden Throne and the Lord of all mankind, let our Brother Krae live on through our fight.' 
Durendin's prayer finished, the young novices filed out silently. They would return to their cells and meditate on all the battle-
brothers like Krae who had fallen before, and whose gene-seed organs were now implanted in the novices to regulate their 
transformation into Grey Knights. 
Genhain turned to Brother Ondurin, the Marine who carried his squad's incinerator and acted as unofficial second-in-command. 
'Ondurin, take the squad back to the Rubicon and have the crew prepare to take off. I shall be with you shortly.' 
Ondurin nodded and silently led the Marines of Squad Genhain back out of the chamber. It would take them two hours to reach 
the entrance to the catacombs. 
Justicar Genhain was left alone in the chamber with Durendin. 
'Brother-Captain Alaric did Brother Krae a great honour in delivering his body to Titan,' said Durendin. 'But he did not send you 
and the Rubicon just for that.' 
'You're right, chaplain. He has sent me to make a request.' 
Durendin nodded. 'I received your astropath's message. It is a rare request. I do not know of a similar request being made for many 
centuries. It is even rarer for such things to be granted. Alaric explained all of this?' 
'He did. He also explained that he has the authority of an acting brother-captain and that he can demonstrate an urgent need for the 
item I am here to collect.' 
Somewhere within the skull helmet, Durendin smiled. 'Of course, justicar. But you understand the meaning of what you ask. As 
one of the guardians of our dead, I must consider such things very carefully. Follow me, justicar.' 
Durendin walked off between the pedestals. Genhain glanced down and saw stone faces looking back up at him. They were stern 
faces covered in scars, and Genhain knew that the spirits of these Grey Knights were not at peace - they were still fighting, 
battling the Adversary as the Emperor did from the Golden Throne, and they would carry on fighting until the end of everything. 
An arched doorway led off into a corridor, and Durendin led the way down it. Genhain followed into the gloom. Lumoglobes 
down here were spaced far apart and many had failed. The niches in the walls held bodies that had been there for centuries. 
The tunnel curved downwards, describing a tight spiral that corkscrewed into the crust of Titan. Sculptures so old the details had 
been ground away by time lined the walls. Durendin's armoured footsteps echoed against the smooth stone floor. 
The air got warmer. Genhain saw glimpses of carved Grey Knights wearing long-obsolete marks of power armour, of which a 
handful of examples survived on display in the Chapter's chapels and scriptoria. Exposed skeletons were all but handfuls of dust 
and gleaming white teeth. 
Some way down, the tunnel opened up into a huge underground chamber. It was so wide that the far wall was like a horizon, the 
roof like a sky of stone. Large, elaborate structures filled the chamber like the buildings of a wealthy, sombre city of marble and 
granite. 
'Our dead were not always buried side by side as brothers,' said Durendin, his voice low in the silence. 'Few realise it, but the 
Chapter does change. These levels survive from a time when the Grey Knights were buried like heroes in these cities of the dead.' 
'How long ago?' said Genhain, almost unwilling to speak. Like every Grey Knight he had fought truly terrible things and 
witnessed sights that would drive lesser men mad, but still the oppressive, silent necropolis struck him with awe. 
'The last was just over nine hundred years ago,' replied Durendin. 'Follow, justicar.' 
Durendin walked out beneath the stone sky, down a broad avenue tiled with gleaming granite. Tombs rose on either side, many 
several storeys high, each different. Carved relieves of battles adorned some, others bore monumental carved symbols - the 
stylised ''I'' of the Inquisition alongside the sword-and-book symbol of the Grey Knights. Genhain saw a painted mural, the 
colours faded, of a Grey Knight in archaic Terminator armour fending off a tremendous horde of pestilent, tentacled daemons. 
Another tomb was topped by a massive marble Thunderhawk gunship, poised as if to ascend at any moment carrying the soul of 
the Marine buried beneath it. 
Durendin turned a corner and Genhain saw, at the far end of the avenue, a building shaped like an amphitheatre. Arches in the 
circular walls looked in onto an area where hundreds of stone figures sat silently watching the raised obsidian block in the centre. 
Durendin entered the amphitheatre. It was huge, the size of one of the grand gladiatorial arenas that could be found in the 
Imperium's more brutal hive cities. The watching figures were hooded and cowled, and wore the symbols of the various Imperial 
organisations - the Inquisition, Adeptus Mechanicus, Ecclesiarchy, Administratum, even the Adeptus Terra. The symbolism was 
powerful � every man and woman of the Imperium, whether they knew it or not, owed an impossible debt to the Grey Knights. 
'You see why we bury our dead as brothers now,' said Durendin. 'Not kings.' 
Genhain was momentarily lost for words. Saying such things had seen more than one novice chastised for impiety. 
'The Grey Knights have made their own mistakes, justicar,' said Durendin. 'Alaric trusted you enough to send here, so I trust you 
to understand. Whole Chapters of Marines have fallen to pride before. No Grey Knight has ever fallen from grace, partly because 
the chaplains have seen such sins as pride and tried to guide our brothers away from them. That is why we no longer bury our 
dead here.' 
Durendin carried on down the steep steps, into the shadow of the obsidian tomb. Words in High Gothic were inscribed into the 
glossy black stone - names of worlds and crusades where the entombed Marine had fought, allusions to daemonic enemies he had 
vanquished, the honours bestowed on him by the lord inquisitors of the Ordo Malleus. 
The last battle honour listed was Khorion IX. 
Durendin spoke a whispered prayer. He passed a hand over a panel set into the sarcophagus and slowly, with a deep grinding 
noise from within, the obsidian lid slid open. The stone around the sarcophagus rose up to form marble steps leading up, and as 
the steps formed Durendin walked up them to stand over the head end of the sarcophagus. There was a strong smell of spices and 
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chemicals, the resins and incense with which Grey Knight bodies were once prepared before burial.

Grand Master Mandulis had been buried without his armour, for he had died in a time when all precious suits of Terminator 
armour were passed on to Grey Knights who had just been granted Terminator honours. His shroud was old and yellowed and it 
clung tightly to the skeleton beneath, so the bones and the features of the skull were clearly visible. Genhain could see the surgical 
scars around the eye sockets and on the cranium, the breastplate of fused ribs, the holes where lifesign probes and nerve-fibre 
contacts had once connected to the body.

'Forgive my intrusion, your blessedness,' he began graciously with slight bow, 'but we are better served by dealing with one 
another directly. I bring news critical to the defence of Volcanis Ultor, and to the survival of the whole Trail.' 
Recoba felt slightly less aggrieved. 'What authority do you represent?' 
'I am honoured to bring the tidings of the Holy Orders of the Emperor's Inquisition,' said the visitor, taking a small Inquisitorial 
rosette from inside his cloak. 'I am Inquisitor Gholic Ren-Sar Valinov, and I fear our Enemy may be even more dangerous that 
you suppose.' 
 
THE BATTLEMENTS OF the Trepytos fortress were bleak and cold. The dark granite blocks of the fortress formed grim, blunt teeth 
along the edge of the battlements and the dismal half-decrepit city around the fortress spread out towards a barren grey-brown 
plain. Trepytos used to be beautiful. Now, it was drained and dying. The fortress was still formidable, with sheer unscaleable 
walls and a massive set of gates protected by watch towers and scores of gun emplacements - but the emplacements had rusted 
solid and the garrison that once permanently manned the walls was long gone. The fortress had been there since before the Ordo 
Hereticus chose it as the Inquisition headquarters for the Trail, but it was difficult to imagine anything for it now but slow, grim 
decay.

'Brother-Captain!' called Justicar Tancred over the driving wind. He was walking towards Alaric in full armour, and he was taller 
even than the megalithic teeth of the battlements.

There are backwaters more decrepit than the Trail, there are whole sectors of empty space where 
he could hide. What makes the Trail of St. Evisser special?' 
'Saint Evisser?' said Tancred. 
'Saint Evisser. Ghargatuloth has his cults collecting Imperial relics. He needs the biggest relic of all to complete the ritual that will 
bring him back.' Alaric held up the data-slate. It was showing a set of planetary coordinates. 'The Hall of Remembrance on 
Farfallen was the biggest Ecclesiarchical archive on the Trail. As far as we know it's still there. We are going to find out where the 
body of Saint Evisser is buried, because that is where Ghargatuloth will rise.' 
 
THE PRIMARY DEFENCES of Volcanis Ultor described a semicircle around the base of Hive Superior, several hundred kilometres of 
hastily-dug trenches, prefabricated bunkers and command posts, endless rolls of barbed wire, emplacements for Basilisk self-
propelled guns and even an immense Ordinatus artillery piece manned by Volcanis Ultor's class of tech-priests. Hundreds of 
supply Uenches zig-zagged back through the pollution-bleached ground into the outer reaches of the hive, crawling with 
thousands of men from the Balurian heavy infantry, Methalor 12th Scout Regiment, 197th Jhannian Assault Regiment and 
Volcanis Ultor's own PDF.

You will see things that may make 
you despair, things that you cannot understand, but you must fight. The Enemy fights with lies, and will use confusion and dissent 
to break your resolve.

Valinov paused. The existence of the Inquisition was officially suppressed, but rumours were the most universal currency of the 
Imperium. Guardsmen talked over bottles of bootleg spirits about the figures who could kill planets with a word and purge entire 
populations to root out the taint of corruption. Valinov would be one such figure - a legend come to life, a story made real. The 
soldiers had flinched when they realised that an inquisitor was in command - a real, genuine inquisitor!

'For ten thousand years those Traitor Marines have held their grudge. Now they are returning, for the Eye of Terror has opened 
and the eyes of the Enemy fall again on the galaxy.

I tell you this because the Traitor Marines are coming here, to Volcanis Ultor. I have been sent ahead of them by the daemon 
hunters of the Inquisition to ensure that you understand what you are fighting. In a few days they will be here. They were once the 
Imperium's finest soldiers, now corrupted beyond redemption, but they are expecting to meet no resistance. We have the 
advantage of surprise. That is why the battle will be here, and that is why it must be won. Recognition documents are being 
circulated to every officer now. Understand the form and markings of this enemy! In their arrogance they proudly display the 
marks of their heresy. The sword and the book is their symbol. To parody the nobility of what they once were, they call 
themselves the Grey Knights. They bring with them daemons and foul sorcery, but we have the hearts of Imperial citizens and the 
steel of the Emperor's will!' 
Valinov could taste the heady mix of emotions. Fear, because every Guardsman had heard of Space Marines but never expected to 
see one, let alone have to go against their legendary strength in battle. Pride, because they were the ones trusted to stop them.

The Ecclesiarchy, who could claim the greatest credit for the Trail's prominence, maintained a great estate on Farfallen, and used 
it as the seat for the Hall of Remembrance where the Trail's religious legacy would be collected and compiled for posterity. The 
Administratum took a tithe of land from the garden world, so Consuls Majoris of the Administratum could themselves retire in 
splendour. 
With a stable ecosystem, hardly any predators, a predictable temperate climate and the protection of the Adeptus Terra, Farfallen 
had been a rare paradise in the grimness of the Imperium. But that had been a long time ago. 
Much of Farfallen was untended and overgrown. Landscaped gardens fell into disrepair and tree roots broke up the marble 
buildings. With fewer fortunes to be made on the Trail only a handful of noble families remained, ageing and cut off, repeating 
into their estates as Farfallen became wilder. Imported game predators could no longer be controlled by hunting and they turned 
the jungles into savage places. And somewhere, somehow, the uninvited had come to Farfallen - feral humans who infested the 
deepest jungles. For centuries no one noticed them, and they remained hidden from Farfallen's dwindling Imperial population. 
Then Ghargatuloth's call went out across the Trail, and suddenly hundreds of thousands of savages poured from the forests to do 
the work of the Change God. 
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THE GREY KNIGHTS had lost two Thunderhawks on Sophano Secundus and so Alaric took only as many Marines as would fit into 
the remaining gunship - he chose his own unit and Squad Genhain. He might discover something unpalatable, and he trusted 
Genhain to cope with it best of all.

In the dim distance foothills rose, framing the 
much smaller Hive Verdanus, but behind Ludmilla rose the true prize of Volcanis Ultor - Hive Superior, the seat of government 
for the planet, the system and the Trail. 
The battle could be over in moments if the Ordinatus stationed amongst wasteland fringing the hive could home in on the landing 
enemy forces and send pinpoint salvoes of multiple warheads on top of them. Ludmilla, however, knew it would not happen that 
way. The attack would be spearheaded by Chaos Marines, the heretics of the Traitor Legions, who would use the speed and 
strength of all Space Marines to get amongst the defenders before most knew they had even landed. This battle would be won not 
on the plains but at the range of a bayonet, the attack dragged down and stifled by the ranks of defenders. 
Ludmilla looked over her own defences, which had been built in admirable time by drafted hive citizen labourer gangs. The squat, 
ugly plascrete processing plant formed a bastion that went right up to the edge of the lake itself, and Ludmilla had placed several 
Retributor support squads on the plant's roof to cover it with heavy bolters and multi-meltas. Two Excorcist missile tanks guarded 
the sealed gates of the plant and several Sisters squads were in cover around rockcrete defences.

They would be used as a 
rapid counterattacking force to charge any enemy getting past the first line of trenches. 
'I want priority given to the join in the lines. The Balurians are good but the enemy will exploit the gap.'

'Go on.' 

Very few of us have 
met the Traitor Legions in battle before. The Schola Progenia taught us they didn't exist.'

'And Sister?' 
'Canoness?'

Lachryma saluted and left the bunker to join her Battle-Sisters. Ludmilla watched her go - Lachryma was a tall woman, given 
greater bulk by her power armour and the flaring jump pack mounted on her back. The black sleeves covering her glossy blood-
red armour bore the bleeding rose symbol of the Order. In the days before the Horus Heresy, Space Marines had painted kill 
marks on their armour to proclaim their battle-prowess - the Sisters of Battle did nothing so vulgar.

Traitor Marines and daemons. There were few more potent forces in the Enemy's arsenal. She understood why Valinov wanted to 
inspect the Sisters' preparations - it was not just political showmanship, but a genuine concern. The daemons would strike here, on 
the very edge of the line in the hope of gaining a foothold and then rolling up the defences before turning in towards the hive. The 
Sisters had to hold.

THE RUBICON HAD left the Hall of Remembrance to burn. The ferals would tunnel into the lower vaults soon and when they did, 
the defenders would die alongside their books. Serevic would probably be one of the last, cowering amongst his burning tomes. 
Alaric knew all this and left anyway - he could spare no Grey Knights to help the defenders fight a hopeless battle. He was a 
leader, and leaders could not waste the lives of their men on lost causes. 
The bridge of the Rubicon was silent save for the distant thrumming of the engines and the clicking of the bridge cogitators. The 
coordinates had been plotted and in a few moments the short warp jump would begin. It would take only a few more hours to 
make the jump to the Volcanis system, and the Malleus Navigator was good enough to put the Rubicon well within system space.

Ultor has gone the way of Farfallen we might not have a friendly reception.' 
'Understood. I'll brief my men.' 
Alaric stepped down from the pulpit so he was on the same level as Santoro. The justicar's face, as always, betrayed little. 
'Justicar, I know you are frustrated at not being able to fight. Ghargatuloth wants to use that as a weapon.' 
'The Enemy will find no weapon in me, brother-captain.' 
'I know, but he will try to find one. This fight will not be on our terms.' 
'They never are. Not for Mandulis, not for us.' 
'Make sure your men understand.' 
Santoro saluted and walked out. Alaric knew the justicar didn't trust him completely as a leader yet - Alaric himself knew that the 
grand masters wouldn't have chosen him as brother-captain on his own merits, and it had taken the madness of Ligeia to put him 
in command.

It was about billions of Imperial servants who would die, or worse, if the dark star of 
Ghargatuloth rose again. 
'Navigation is go for warp jump,' said one of the crewmen at the nav helm. 
'Engineering go,' was the vox from deep in the Rubicon's stern. 
The ship's commands counted off. The ship was ready. 
'Take us in,' ordered Alaric, and the Rubicon dived headlong into the warp. 
 
THE NAVAL DEFENCES around Volcanis Ultor were the strongest the system - the whole Trail - had seen in centuries. The 
Unmerciful was an old ship but a proven one, its multiple fighter decks crammed with Starhawk bombers and Avenger torpedo 
craft flown by battle-hardened pilots who had been expecting their next action to be around the Eye of Terror. The Holy Flame 
was newer and tougher, with a proud crew whose rapid gunnery could throw out broadsides massive enough to turn huge swathes 
of space into a shrapnel-filled killing zone. Absolution Squadron, comprising three Sword-class escort craft, was almost brand 
new, paintwork gleaming as bright as the day they had first been launched from the dockyards of Hydraphur. 
Drawn around Volcanis Ultor, the two warships and three escorts could cover the whole of the planet with ease, sensor fields 
overlapping over population centres, information from out-system monitoring stations flowing in constantly. All commercial 
shipping in the Volcanis system had been halted, and anything that moved was to be considered a threat. 
Inquisitor Valinov's orders had been very clear. The enemy were coming. Everything else was secondary. They would try to make 
landfall, and the best way of destroying them was to engage their ships in high orbit where they would be vulnerable as they 
delivered their payloads. 
Captain Grakinko of the Unmerciful liked the odds. Of the oldest Lastratan stock, Grakinko had seen dozens of engagements 
through a born officer's analytical eyes. The new-fangled tacticians said battleship broadsides were the ultimate weapon but 
Grakinko knew better - wave upon wave of fighters and bombers could achieve what no one battleship could, and in the close 
quarters of this coming engagement they would be as deadly and swift as a swarm of spitewings.

The Holy Flame, in contrast, was crewed by a well-drilled core of officers almost all of whom were graduates from the Imperial 
Navy Academy on Hydraphur, and were near-fanatical adherents to the belief that superior gunnery and discipline could 
overcome any enemy Pryncos Gurveylan, ninth-year valedictorian and highest-scoring graduate for a decade, was the captain, but 
the whole officer corps on the Holy Flame functioned as one decision-making machine trained to analyze every situation and 
apply strict Naval doctrine. The fighter swarms of the Unmerciful would doubtless serve as a useful distraction but it was the guns 
of the Holy Flame that would win the day. 
The captain of the Holy Flame shared a second cousin with the vice admiral who had commissioned the building of Absolution 
Squadron and so a quick private communication with the squadron's captains had ensured that they and the Holy Flame would 
fight as one. With the guns of the Flame firing at full rate and the escorts of Absolution Squadron to herd the enemy into range, 
nothing could approach Volcanis Ultor without being forced through a withering curtain of disciplined fire. 
Pryncos Gurveylan was confident, as a captain must be, that every eventuality had been covered. The bridge of the Holy Flame 
was all wood panelling and upholstery, mirroring the old halls and lecture theatres of the Academy - the ship itself was an 
extension of the Academy, a repository for the best received wisdom the Navy had to offer. Gurveylan's fellow officers bustled 
efficiently, poring over large parchment system maps with compasses and rulers, relaying orders to engineering and ordnance, 
manning the constantly chattering communications helms. 
It was just then that an urgent communication arrived from the outer system monitoring stations. A ship had just entered the 
Volcanis system unannounced, apparently at full battle-readiness. To all intents and purposes it was a Space Marine strike cruiser 
but its speed and ornate design were of unknown origin. 
Both the Unmerciful and the Holy Flame received the message at the same time, and both knew there was only one explanation. 
Just as Valinov had said, the Traitor Legions had arrived. 
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CHAPTER SIXTEEN 
HOLY FLAME 

 
'INCOMING!' YELLED SOMEONE from the nav helm as scores of angry red hostile blips appeared on the bridge viewscreen. 
'What have you got, comms?' ordered Alaric. 
The crewman on the comms helm looked up. 'We sent an acknowledgement message to Volcanis Ultor but there was no reply.' 
Alaric gripped the sides of the pulpit. It didn't make sense. They had been in the Volcanis system less than an hour and suddenly, 
without even challenging the Rubicon over the comms, a carrier warship was steaming towards them and sending out waves of 
fighter-bombers, armed up and aggressive. 
'Archivum, I want the class and designation of that ship. Any others in-system. Someone told them we were coming and they said 
we weren't friendly.' 
The other justicars were listening in to the situation over the vox. 'Has the system fleet been compromised?' voxed Justicar 
Tancred. 
'I don't know,' replied Alaric. It was a possibility. If Ghargatuloth had corrupted the crews of the warships in the Volcanis system, 
it would explain their aggression. But at the last count Volcanis Ultor was standing relatively firm, its defenders rallying around 
Cardinal Recoba - if the whole system had been corrupted then it had happened with impossible speed. 'More likely 
misinformation. If they think Ghargatuloth sent us then they'd attack on sight. Nothing we said would make a difference.' 
How many Imperial citizens had heard of the Grey Knights? Very few. Even if the command crews on the warships could see the 
design and livery of the Rubicon, would they be able to recognise it? 
Alaric felt that Ghargatuloth would like nothing better than for the Inquisition's own secrecy to be used against it. Whether the 
ships heading to engage the Rubicon were controlled by Chaos or not, the Grey Knights would have to fight this one through. 
'How long do we have?' asked Alaric. Gradually the noise and bustle on the bridge was increasing as warning alarms sounded and 
the various command helms sent messengers to other parts of the ship. 
'Less than twenty minutes,' came the reply from the navigation helm. 'Then the first wave will hit.' 
'I want every defence we have in space. Chaff, ordnance, everything. Then we punch through them into upper atmosphere. We're 
not here to engage them, we're here to get a force onto Volcanis Ultor.' 
Ordnance helm started barking orders and several Malleus crewmen and women began running as messengers off the bridge, 
heading down to the gunnery decks where torpedoes and anti-ordnance charges would be loaded and ready to fire. Short-fused 
torpedoes would fill space with enough debris to throw off the first fighter waves, but the Rubicon would be short of armaments if 
it had to tangle with another warship. 
'All justicars, get to the launch bays now. I'll take the Thunderhawk. Tancred, you'll be with me. Genhain and Santoro, you'll have 
to go in by drop-pod. I want you loaded up before the fighters reach us.' 
The justicars sounded off. They were already armoured up - the Grey Knights would take just minutes to reach the launch deck. 
Alaric would need to be with them soon. 
Alaric spoke through the bridge vox-caster so the whole crew could hear him. 'Crew of the Rubicon, your objectives are clear. 
Your goal is to reach the upper atmosphere of Volcanis Ultor and allow for deployment. All other concerns are secondary. This 
includes the survival of this ship and yourselves. Sacrifice the Rubicon if you have to. You may also have to sacrifice yourselves. I 
know the Ordo Malleus has prepared you for this but you cannot know if you are truly prepared for death until you face it. The 
Emperor trusts that you will do your duty in this. I trust you, too. Helm commands, you have the bridge - use whatever means you 
deem fit but get us close to that planet. You do not need to know what is at stake. It is enough that I must ask you to do this. Go 
with the Emperor, as He goes with you.' 
There was a brief moment of silence, a reaction of considerable emotion considering the mind-scrubbed and psycho-doctrinated 
nature of the crew. Then the bridge bustle kicked in again as the blips on the viewscreen display crept closer to the position of the 
Rubicon. 
Alaric stepped down off the command pulpit. An officer from the navigation helm gave Alaric a quick salute as he took over the 
pulpit controls. Alaric watched as a messenger was sent to engineering to make sure the engines were primed ready for evasive 
action. The ordnance helm began counting off all the various stores of ammunition that would be expended when the first wave 
was upon them. Officers at navigation were plotting the positions of the other ships in-system - three escorts and a cruiser, lying in 
wait around Volcanis Ultor, ready to pounce on whatever the carrier left for them. 
The archive helm, with a small crew of scholars surrounded by mem-banks, had identified the closest ship as the Unmerciful, a 
veteran of Port Maw in the Gothic War. That was good. It meant the ship was old, and old ships were usually slow. The Rubicon 
could skirt around her and her fighter swarms. Then the real battle would begin, where the air of Volcanis Ultor met the void. 
Alaric had rarely even noticed the crew of the Rubicon, composed as they were of efficient but almost invisible men and women. 
Some had been literally bred for anonymity, the product of breeding programs that produced easily-doctrinated individuals. But 
Alaric was glad of them now. They were efficient and unshakeable. They could never have the leadership to take a ship through 
war on their own but now they didn't need it - they just had to do things by the numbers, keep the Rubicon going long enough for 
the Grey Knights to get onto the planet. 
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They didn't need Alaric now. He hurried off through the bridge doors to join his battle-brothers, and left the crew of the Rubicon 
to their work. 
 
CAPTAIN GRAKINKO ON the bridge of the Unmerciful watched the huge holographic tactical display where the fighter blips 
swarmed towards the Chaos ship. To think, the enemy had even tried to claim they were Imperials, and asked to be allowed to 
land at Volcanis Ultor! Inquisitor Valinov had predicted their every move. If they thought an old ship like the Unmerciful was 
easy pickings, then they were woefully wrong. 
'Fighter command! I want the torpedo ships to the front. Pull the Starhawks and the assault boats back, we'll soften them up first!' 
'Aye, captain!' came the enthusiastic reply from the fighter command helm, manned by several dozen petty officers most of whom 
had been born on the ship during its long service history. The pitch of activity on the bridge was rising as the Unmerciful worked 
itself up to full battle-readiness. The medicae crew were manning triage stations near the engines and fighter decks where 
casualties were always highest, and the chapel staff were scattered throughout the ship leading prayers. Refuelling crews waited 
nervously on the decks, ready to re-fit and bomb up the first wave of fighters and bombers when they returned. 
'It's beautiful, isn't it?' said Grakinko, beaming proudly. 'Damned beautiful.' He turned his considerable bulk in his seat and opened 
up a panel in the arm of his throne, pulling out a bottle of finest sparkling Chirosian wine. With a fleshy thumb he popped the cork 
out and held up the bottle in salute. 'To war!' he bellowed. 
Several of the bridge crew returned the toast enthusiastically. A chatter rose from the fighter command crew as they gave final 
approach orders to the attack craft. 
As the first orders to open fire were given, Captain Grakinko took a good swig to mark the beginning of the battle. 
Good wine, he thought. 
 
THE FIRST WAVE of torpedoes was met by a return salvo from the Rubicon. Short-fused ordnance from the Space Marine cruiser 
burst in a shower of debris, bright blossoms of flame imploding in the vacuum leaving storms of silver metal shards like a 
glittering curtain. 
The first wave of attack craft, maybe thirty craft strong, launched their own torpedoes and banked sharply to avoid deterrent fire 
spattering from the Rubicon's turrets. Most of the torpedoes were detonated by the wall of debris and massive pulses of exploding 
munitions ripped silently through space, sending ripples through the debris like stones thrown into water. Some torpedoes, 
inevitably, made it through, and great black flashes played over the hull of the strike cruiser as the ship's shielding absorbed the 
blasts. 
The real damage was done. As the damage crews on the Rubicon fought to restore the shields to full strength the next waves 
approached, Starhawk fighter-bombers this time, sweeping in through the debris field. Many were lost as their engines were 
clogged by debris but most of them made it through, for the fighter pilots of the Unmerciful were veterans who had mostly done 
this many times before. Instead, the debris shielded them from the Rubicon's turret fire and they emerged in formation, close 
enough to make their attack runs. 
They banked into long swooping strafing runs and with nose-mounted turbolasers began spattering the gunmetal hull of the 
Rubicon with fire. 
In the gun decks and maintenance runs of the strike cruiser, men and women began to die. 
 
ALARIC HEARD THE strafing runs hitting home, dull chains of explosions rippling along the outside of the hull. He was inside the 
Grey Knights' remaining Thunderhawk, strapped into a grav-couch ready to launch, alongside his squad and Squad Tancred. 
With Krae lying dead in Titan's vaults, Squad Tancred now numbered just Tancred himself and his remaining three Terminator 
brothers. Tancred cradled his Nemesis sword, Locath and Golven held halberds, and Karlin carried the squad's heavy incinerator. 
The Terminator Marines were much like Tancred himself - uncompromising assault troopers who lived to do the Emperor's work 
up close where their massive armour and Nemesis weapons would bring them the greatest advantage. 
Karlin was a regular student in the chaplain's seminary, where his incandescent brand of faith echoed the blessed burning fuel he 
sprayed over enemies. Locath was as strong as Tancred himself, and the Nemesis halberd he carried was a powerful relic given to 
him by a brother-captain he had once attended on as a novice. Golven was a skilled halberd fighter who had earned his Crux 
Terminatus boarding abandoned spaceships and fighting Chaos-tainted genestealer cults. 
Alaric carried the Nemesis sword of Mandulis under one arm. 
'This is yours, justicar,' he said, handing the weapon to Tancred. 
Tancred took the weapon and looked up at Alaric in surprise. 'Brother-Captain, I do not feel I have earned the�' 
'You are our best soldier, Tancred,' said Alaric. 'It took Captain Stern to beat you. We need you to carry the Lightning Bolt. It's 
what you do the best of all of us.' 
Tancred put his own Nemesis sword to one side and held the sword of Mandulis. It was an abnormally large weapon but it fitted 
Tancred perfectly - it was made more for strength than for finesse but in combat Tancred had plenty of both, and it looked as firm 
and balanced in his hand as it must have done when Mandulis held it. The inside of the Thunderhawk was lit by the gleam of its 
blade - Tancred seemed to loom even larger in the reflection from its blade, darker and stronger, a reflection of the spirit inside 
Tancred. 'The sword that banished Ghargatuloth,' said Tancred, almost to himself. 'I can believe it.' 
He turned the blade, weighing its point of balance, checking the razor sharpness of its edge and the flawless surface of the blade. It 
seemed like an extension of Tancred, a weapon he had been born to hold. To Alaric it was a sacred relic, but to Tancred it was a 
sword the Emperor wielded through him. 
Another sequence of dull ripping explosions echoed overhead, so close the strafing ran must have scored hits along the side of the 
launch deck itself. Secondary explosions sounded somewhere in the ship. Alaric could hear the vibrations running through the 
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deck as the Rubicon's manoeuvring engines were fired up. 
'Pray to the Emperor that you will get the chance to use it,' said Alaric, as the high resonant vibrations of failing shields thrummed 
through the hull. 
 
THE ENGINES OF the Rubicon kicked in even as strafing runs tore ruby explosions from its hull. The strike cruiser, using its 
superior mobility, darted forward suddenly, ploughing forward through its own debris field and right into the upcoming fighter 
wings. Many pilots were forced to adopt new formations as the ship bore down on them, launching runs that impacted only 
against the Rubicon's thick prow armour. Attacks down the side of the hull were shortened as the craft flashed by and those 
fighters who banked for a second ran were targeted by the turrets now free of debris interference and reaping a harvest of burning 
fighter hulls. More than seventy craft were destroyed or disabled, their valuable pilots killed or stranded with little hope of rescue, 
munitions detonating in firing tubes before they could be fired, attacks scattered as the huge silver beak of the Rubicon ripped 
through space. 
The strike cruiser's ordnance was depleted, and it was bleeding fire from scores of wounds. The Avengers and Starhawks had done 
their work, but they had not finished the Rubicon off. 
Leaving shoals of attack craft whirling in its wake, and with the follow-up squadrons of attack boats and boarding torpedoes 
fleeing before it, the Rubicon headed at full speed towards Volcanis Ultor. 
 
CAPTAIN GRAKINKO, ON the bridge of the Unmerciful, listened in to the sounds of his fighter assault breaking up. Crackling 
screams as cockpits filled with fire. Static-filled chains of explosions as ammunition cooked off. Transmissions cut short as power 
plants detonated. The crewmen operating the fighter command helm were used to hearing such long-range death and Grakinko 
had lost thousands of men in naval engagements before, but it was still disheartening. 
'Navigation!' bellowed Grakinko above the growing din on the bridge. 'Why are we standing still? Where are they going?' 
'Heading for the planet, sir!' came the reply from somewhere in navigation, where dozens of junior officers were wrestling with 
system charts and compasses while the cogitators smoked with the effort of calculations. 
Grakinko let out a barking, triumphant laugh. 'Then we'll get in front of 'em and give 'em a broadside! Let's see the gakkers run 
away from that!' He slammed his hand down on the arm of his throne. 'Gunnery! What are our rates?' 
The gunnery officer - seventh-generation Naval man, Grakinko remembered playing three-board regicide with his father - stood 
up smartly. 'Fresh gangs and fully loaded, captain. At their speed I can give her three full volleys to the prow.' 
'And if we hang about to get them in the backside?' 
The gunnery officer thought. 'A good two half-volleys to the stern.' 
'I've got a bottle of dry amasec older than I am. Give me three half-volleys to her stern and it's yours, you hear?' 
'Yes, captain!' 
The Unmerciful wasn't a pure gunnery ship, but it had been refitted (against Grakinko's wishes, he admitted) with plenty of guns 
after the Gothic War and by the Emperor it could give a decent volley when it had to. Three full volleys, and then three half-
volleys from the depleted gun gangs, should be enough to cripple any ship at point blank range. Then it was a matter of bringing 
the surviving fighters in and bombing the gak out of the strike cruiser until it came apart. 
Grakinko thought he might let the escorts of Absolution Squadron get a sniff of the kill, too. It was the done thing, a gesture of 
courtesy to fellow captains. 
Those upstarts on the Holy Flame could go gak themselves, though. 
'Navigation, get us side-on to them now!' ordered Grakinko. He felt the Unmerciful lurching as its engines turned its old creaking 
hull round and hauled it into the path of the strike cruiser. 
The holographic tactical display on the viewscreen zoomed in, leaving the scattered attack craft out of its field of vision. Instead it 
concentrated on two blips - the shining blue symbol denoting the Unmerciful, and the red triangle of the Chaos strike cruiser, 
streaming burning fuel and debris as it hurtled towards Volcanis Ultor. 
 
ALARIC WAS STRAPPING himself into the grav-restraints when he heard klaxons going off all over the Rubicon. 'Collision 
warnings,' he said to himself, as the ship's engines roared louder. 
 
THE UNMERCIFUL OPENED up with a few straggling shots, range finders that streaked past the oncoming prow of the Rubicon. The 
gunnery sergeants denoted the target in range and closing, the officer at the gunnery helm concurred. With that order, every gun 
on the port side of the Unmerciful let loose. 
Against a ship with full shields and the ability to return fire, the effect would have been damaging but ultimately unspectacular. 
Against a ship with few shields and in no position to return fire, the guns could pour volley after unanswered volley into the strike 
cruiser's prow. The massive armoured beak of the strike cruiser, shielded with layers of adamantium and covered in engraved 
prayers of warding, was first battered and then pierced by the munitions fired by the massive guns. Plates of armour were ripped 
off, flung spiralling through space, trailing fire. Secondary explosions sent walls of flame spurting from between the seams of hull 
plates. With a single titanic eruption the whole prow was blasted off, a rushing cowl of flame billowing out from the front of the 
Rubicon.

The ship didn't slow but it did veer dangerously, systems without number damaged, fires coursing along maintenance ways and 
corridors, bulkheads bursting into hard vacuum. The bridge was rocked, and had it been set a few metres further forward it would 
have been torn apart, too. Thousands of Malleus crew died, immolated, blown apart or sucked out into space. The wrecked prow 
shed armour sections, plumes of debris, and broken, frozen bodies. 
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THE THUNDERHAWK WAS thrown sideways, slamming against its moorings as the Rubicon rocked. 
'Injuries?' voxed Alaric. 
'None,' said Genhain, whose men were loaded into one drop-pod alongside the Thunderhawk. 
'None here,' echoed Santoro. 
Alaric checked the Marines in the Thunderhawk with him - his Marines were unhurt and it took more than that to injure one of 
Tancred's Terminators. 
Alaric voxed the bridge. 'What was that?' 
'Took the prow off,' came the reply, warped by the damaged vox systems. 'All forward locations lost.' 
'And the bridge?' 
'Minor damage. Nav is correcting our course. We'll hit the atmosphere in twenty-two minutes.' 
From the tone of the crewman's voice and the background noise on the bridge, Alaric knew he wasn't alone in thinking that was 
too long. 
 
THE RUBICON PASSED close underneath the Unmerciful, close enough for the wreckage raining off it to spatter like iron rain 
against the Unmerciful's underside. 
Gun gangs on the starboard side of the Unmerciful were under-manned and under-munitioned compared to those on the opposite 
gun deck, but they had their part to play, too. As the stern of the Rubicon emerged from under them the ship tilted to give them a 
better firing angle before they poured everything they had into the aft section of the strike cruiser.

The bridge's primary link with the engine section of the Rubicon was gone. As far as the state of the engines went, the ship was 
flying blind. 
The starboard guns of the Unmerciful ran dry. The Rubicon passed underneath it, prow gone, stern badly chewed, spewing air, 
plasma and wreckage. But it was not dead yet. The fleet records on Iapetus would witness that it had survived worse. 
Plasma reactors thrumming with the strain, the Rubicon plummeted on towards the pale disc of Volcanis Ultor. 
 
CAPTAIN GRAKINKO LOOKED up to see the gunnery officer standing on front of him, the buttons of his neat starched uniform 
gleaming. 
'That was a few shots short of four half-volleys from the starboard guns,' said the officer. 
Cocky little prig, Grakinko thought, taking the bottle of amasec from within the arm of his command throne. Never taking his eyes 
of the officer he smashed the neck of the bottle on the edge of the arm and poured the whole bottle down his throat, letting it spill 
down his chin and the front of his uniform. When it was empty he threw the bottle to smash on the bridge floor. 
Heretics or not, those gakkers knew how to build themselves a damn spaceship. 
 
CAPTAIN PRYNCOS GURVEYLAN, seated behind one of the many banks of cogitators that made up the bridge of the Holy Flame, 
watched the Rubicon trailing wreckage as it ploughed through the curtain of fire from the Unmerciful's starboard batteries. The 
Unmerciful was not a ship known for its guns, but it had opened fire on a closing opponent at point blank range, with everything it 
had. It was a testament to the toughness of the enemy strike cruiser that it was still going. 
Gurveylan was not a ship captain in the old sense. His word was not law on his ship - he left that privilege to Security Officer 
Lorn and Ship Commissar Gravic. He did not rule his bridge with an iron fist, since he could rely on his officers to do their duty. 
He was, instead, the executive arm of the Holy Flame's officer corps. That was how they had done things at the Academy - 
teamwork, responsibility, obedience. 
The giant holoprojection unit filled the bridge with the image of the enemy strike cruiser, its prow chewed off, ribbons of 
congealing plasma coiling from its engine section. The projection of the Unmerciful drifted through the ceiling of the bridge as the 
strike cruiser carried on, tracked by the Holy Flame's sensors. It was headed directly for Volcanis Ultor - not taking any evasive 
action, just streaking towards the planet. 
'I want a damage report on that ship,' said Gurveylan. 
One of the several dozen engineering officers took the bridge vox-caster. 'The ship's an unknown marque, captain. It's a Space 
Marine strike cruiser. We don't have the specifications for it.' 
'Give me your best guess.' 
'Extensive prow damage, non-essential systems only. Command structures probably intact. One major plasma breach, engines 
down to seventy per cent. Crew casualties thirty to fifty per cent.' 
'Gunnery and logistics!' snapped Gurveylan. 'If we match her speed and hit her with rolling broadside volleys, what is the 
probability she'll be crippled?' 
There was a long pause as gunnery officers and lexmechanics scrabbled and calculated. 'Eighty per cent,' came the reply. 
'Good. Comms, contact Absolution Squadron and have them take up high orbit in case the enemy gets through. Everyone else, I 
want us alongside the enemy ready to open fire in seven minutes. I think after this is done I shall shake Captain Grakinko's hand 
for softening her up for us. All stations, to your duties.' 
At the order the hundred-strong officer corps of the Holy Flame snapped into action. The wood-panelled theatre of the bridge was 
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full of activity. Navigation had to plan complex vectors. Gunnery and ordnance had to flood the gun decks with gangs to work the 
enormous broadside cannons. Engineering had to place damage control teams at strategic points because even the depleted 
firepower of the enemy strike cruiser could, with bad luck, cripple key systems of the Holy Flame. 
A warship was a beautiful thing: every part and crewman directed at the same goal, bound by the same duty. From the short-lived 
labourers of the engine gangs to the command crew and Gurveylan himself, the whole of the Holy Flame was united towards a 
common purpose. 
If all the Imperium were run like the Holy Flame, the Enemy would be thrown back into the darkness forever. But for now, 
Gurveylan was content to see the Chaos Marine strike cruiser reduced to flaming wreckage. 
 
VALINOV COULD SEE, through a break in clouds of pollution, the white streaks of fire in the sky as the Holy Flame opened up on 
the Rubicon. He knew how much firepower the Holy Flame could bring to bear. If Valinov had pulled the right strings, if the 
threads all came together as they should, then the end was almost here. 
Valinov was in an open-topped groundcar driving through the final dregs of rains and shanty towns that marked the western edge 
of Hive Superior. In front of him the dry broken earth was cut through with lines of trenches edged with razorwire, and studded 
with large plasticrete bunkers.

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'Can we get to low orbit?' shouted Alaric. 
'�systems down, engines� down to twenty�' Alaric couldn't tell which one of the Malleus crew was speaking. It sounded like 
the bridge itself had sustained damage. How many of the command crew were dead? How many would it take before the Rubicon 
was left blind and crippled? 
The Thunderhawk shook violently in its moorings, as if it was flying through heavy turbulence. The Grey Knights were held fast 
by their grav-restraints as explosions groaned through the ship. 
Suddenly the static on the vox was gone and a clear voice was layered over the sounds of the dying strike cruiser. 'Brother-Captain 
Alaric, we've lost the bridge. We've set the Rubicon on a final deployment run but control systems are gone so there's no one to 
correct if the approach is wrong.' Alaric recognised the voice of the officer who held the comms helm, a man Alaric couldn't 
name. 'We will hit high atmosphere in six minutes if the engines hold. We're heading down to your decks now to make sure the 
hangar doors open.' 
'Good work, officer,' said Alaric as the vox filled back up with static. 'What's your name?' 
'None of us have names,' came the faint reply. 'Deployment in six minutes, brother-captain. The Emperor protects.' 
 
THE STRIKE CRUISERS used by the Chapters of the Adeptus Astartes weren't built for gunnery. They were built for speed and 
resilience, since their primary purpose was to move Space Marines quickly and safely and to take part in boarding actions. They 
could take a hell of a lot of punishment, the equivalent of Imperial Navy ships of far larger classes, and so the Holy Flame had 
calculated that it would take almost its whole stock of munitions for its starboard guns to destroy the Rubicon. 
The Rubicon, however, was not just a Space Marine strike cruiser, as rare and remarkable as those were. It had been 
commissioned by the Ordo Malleus whose resources dwarfed those of the highest Naval admiral. The Rubicon had been built 
using alloys and construction techniques so advanced the Adeptus Mechanicus could no longer replicate them. The Ordo Malleus 
demanded the best of their Chamber Militant, the Grey Knights, and they provided the best as well. The Rubicon was as solid a 
ship as had flown since the Dark Age of Technology. 
The slow dance of the Holy Flame and the Rubicon twirled into the first wisps of Volcanis Ultor's atmosphere, the thin air ignited 
into long bright ribbons by the shells that pumped from the Holy Flame's starboard guns.

The Fede Imperialis began to echo around the front line as the Battle Sisters took up the hymn. 
'From plague, deceit, temptation and war, our Emperor, deliver us�'

The acropolis was just above the Grey Knights, a final encrustation of parasitic buildings between the Knights and the summit. 
The roofs of the buildings were edged in gold but all around the Grey Knights was deepest shadow. There were no roads between 
the looming buildings - the Grey Knights would have to make their own path up. One more row of buildings, and they would be 
there. One last place of shelter before they reached the top. 
Alaric led the way into a tattered basilica, a domed building that seemed to ooze out of the steepening slope. Its steps crumbled 
beneath his feet and once inside the shadows swallowed him, turning his vision dark and grey. High above, indistinct writhing 
figures were carved, covering the dome in an illusion of movement.

There was silence for a moment, broken only by the breathing of the Grey Knights, the psychic babble of the tomb far away 
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beneath it. 
Dvorn hefted his Nemesis hammer and walked across the basilica to the far wall, where faceless carved figures squirmed around 
each other to get away from him. Tancred followed, Locath and Karlin ready for one final charge. Dvorn mouthed a silent prayer 
and swung the hammer. 
The back wall came apart beneath the impact and light flooded in, silhouetting Dvorn and Squad Tancred in shocking brightness. 
'You'll make a leader yet, Alaric!' called Tancred, and charged into the glare. Alaric and Genhain followed, their auto-senses 
straining to keep from burning out. 
Alaric ran through the back wall, up the steep marble slope, and out onto the acropolis. 
The psychic din was replaced by a single, strident note, like a vast choir singing. Light streamed down from above. Alaric 
glimpsed cherubim, such as those depicted attending on Imperial saints, fluttering above a huge block of white marble that shone 
so brightly to look at it was like staring at the sun.

Alaric ignored the pain and the screaming in his head and charged once again. St. Evisser knocked the blade of his halberd aside 
and Alaric barely kept his footing, but Santoro was behind him, smashing Evisser's hand away with his mace. Alaric stabbed 
upwards again and felt monstrous ribs turning the blow away, but he wasn't trying to kill St. Evisser this time. 
St. Evisser reached down and Alaric rolled out of the way of the gigantic fist that slammed into the rock behind him. He heard the 
impact of Santoro's mace against the saint's ribcage and knew the creature would be reeling - Alaric cut down at Evisser's leg and 
was rewarded with a shower of bone. 

'I am the sword in His hand, I am the 
point of His spear�'

to stay alive for a few moments more, because St. Evisser was the vessel through which Ghargatuloth would be born and only 
Tancred could kill it now.

Evisser lifted its head to howl and the sword of 
Mandulis lashed out in a bright crescent, shearing right through the neck of the fallen saint. 
St. Evisser's head, its face twisted in the shock of a second death, toppled to the side. From the stump of the neck a shaft of pure 
light leap upwards, piercing the dark sky. 
The screaming rose to a shriek almost too high-pitched to hear, spearing right down into Alaric's soul. 
With a sound too loud to be heard, the acropolis exploded in a starburst of white light. 
 
GHOLIC REN-SAR VALINOV reached the inside of the tomb in time to witness the rebirth of his lord. 
Behind him, the Balurians stumbled and faltered in horror as they saw the sprawling, corrupt world that Chaos had built around St. 
Evisser's corpse. The rotted shell of a city that crawled with the seventy-seven masques, the heaving stone sky heavy with destiny, 
the shattered marble and hungry chasms, and the daemon carrion creatures that circled over the shining acropolis. 
Many of the Balurians lost their minds there and then, even before the acropolis exploded. Valinov had already bent them to 
breaking point, using the subtleties of his words and actions to whip them into a frenzy and direct them to the tomb. Now they had 
served their purpose he didn't need them, so he let them go insane.

You embody what I first tasted in Mandulis when he died. You run from the very elements that once made you human. You have 
become less than human - you have shut away the only parts of you that could ever be enlightened by the Changer of the Ways.

'Keep that pride, Alaric. It gives you so much more to lose.' 
'Well then,' said Alaric resignedly. 'Let us go through the motions. A Grey Knight should have some heroic last words, that's what 
the stories tell us. A final denial of the Enemy.' 
'Indeed. Something to remind you of how futile your death was.' 
'Good.' Alaric forced himself to focus on the figure's face. He concentrated until Ghargatuloth's eyes were drawn into view - they 
were hard, expressive, determined. A lot like Alaric's. 
'Tras'kleya'thallgryaa�' began Alaric, and suddenly the world shifted back to full speed as the face of Ghargatuloth shattered. 
 
A TENTACLE OF daemon flesh reached out from the column, bending gracefully over the wreckage of the disintegrating tomb 
towards where Valinov stood, surrounded by dying Balurians. Hundreds of hands reached out from the shimmering skin and lifted 
Valinov up, drawing him face-first into the body of Ghargatuloth, bestowing on him the ultimate reward for his devotion to the 
Lord of Change and his herald.

ABOVE VOLCANIS ULTOR the thousand faces of Ghargatuloth suddenly recoiled, slipping back into the column of flesh. Tentacles 
writhed, looping in tortured knots around the pulsing central column. The clouds flared with angry lightning, the daemon's pain 
made solid, arcing in brutal red streaks to the ground. The iridescent flesh rippled with mottled dark colours, like wounds beneath 
the skin. 
Daemons shrieked and were thrown back, their flesh becoming unstable, one daemon flowing into another and dying as their 
burning blood and organs spilled out onto the bleached stone.

Alaric began to walk towards the fallen daemon prince, followed by the remains of his command. He still had work to do. 
 
IN THE END, it wasn't the Grey Knights who killed Ghargatuloth. It was mostly the Balurian heavy infantry, who marched in a 
cloud of ash wheeling anti-tank guns to finish the job the Grey Knights had started. None of them knew what had happened or that 
the Grey Knights were even there - all they knew was that immense destruction had been unleashed on Volcanis Ultor, that many 
of their regiment were dead, and that the fallen beast was responsible. A couple of Leman Russ tanks were brought up and the few 
surviving officers began to direct their fire into Ghargatuloth.

The Balurians advanced, the Methalorians by their side. Lasgun fire flashed in a crimson storm, turning Ghargatuloth's blood into 
clouds of foul steam. Both regiments fixed bayonets and, filled with the hatred they had felt when Ghargatuloth first erupted from 
beneath the ground, set to hacking it to pieces. The Sisters joined in, intoning prayers of righteous wrath as they blasted 
Ghargatuloth to pulp with their bolter fire and the Sisters Superior laid into it with their chainswords. 
Few noticed the Grey Knights. There were few of them, and everything was obscured by clouds of smoke and steam. Alaric and 
Genhain stood side by side as they hacked with their halberds, grimly and methodically reducing Ghargatuloth's daemonic body 
into a filthy viscous lake of daemon's blood.

As the Chimera trundled across the battlefield towards Hive Superior, Alaric looked back, once, at the huge dark stain that 
remained of Ghargatuloth.

Xiang had finally completed the last orders 
of her mistress Inquisitor Ligeia, and ensured that the daemon prince was brought into real space so that the Grey Knights could 
have their chance to destroy it. 

She had once served the sect of the Imperial church that 
demanded blood sacrifice for the Emperor, and after that had sworn allegiance to Ligeia. Xiang had never been without a master, 
and it was a strange feeling - her thoughts, her movements, her decisions were her own now.

Her taut muscles barely registering the effort, Xiang began the long walk. 
 
THE AIR WAS cold deep beneath Titan. The psych-warded chamber was small and bleak, lit only by a single guttering candle. The 
chamber had been excavated only a few days before to serve as a secret, secure repository for information that had to be kept 
secure - and more importantly, that should never be forgotten.
