Man, this is taking longer than
         I thought. Okay, here we go. Nope, still laughing. Need another second here. I snotted myself a little. Let me wipe. All right,
         I’m done.

      RIGHT THIS VERY SECOND I AM SITTING IN THE BAR AT THE Sheraton in Novi, Michigan, just outside of what used to be Detroit. The name of the bar is 21.1.11, which is the zip code
         for Novi, except broken up by periods. The bar is very much your typical corporate hotel bar. It is just off the lobby and
         visible to everyone from every angle. There are two flat-screen TVs showing various football or baseball games. In between
         the games they show FOX News. I’ve been a regular here for the last two months while I shoot a movie here in Michigan. Like
         pretty much every hotel, the drinks are outrageously overpriced. But I get them back by never paying any money for the coffee
         that’s set out in the morning at their “honor bar.” 
      

      There have been many groups that have come in and out of the hotel for a day or two or three while I’ve been living here.
         Nothing too exciting. A wedding occasionally will liven the place up, but mostly it’s groups of people belonging to the Michigan
         Psychoanalytical Foundation, or a company of regional tire salesmen, or Peggy Hartford’s 85th birthday party or some such
         thing. But today is different. Today promises a wealth of emotions and involuntary judgments. Today there is a scrapbooking

Were it not for the
         faux gold leaf on the walls and fake crystal chandeliers, you might think you had stumbled onto some room in China or Mexico
         or the Mariana Islands where the local ladies were assembling vibrators for a penny a day.

      There’s no way I could go through all that shit. I’m not sure it’s even about the pain. I think that the nagging feeling I
         have even in the best of times (pizza party!!), the feeling that I don’t think life’s all that great, would take over eventually.
         I don’t have kids, so I won’t go through the “I’ve got to do it for the little ones” phase that might imbue me with superhuman
         strength. Perhaps in Day 2 of my dilemma, hungrier and weaker in mind and body, I might think about my baseball cards I want
         to get back to, or the new Radiohead CD due out next week that I was really looking forward to, but will that really keep
         me going? Nope.
      

      I don’t even know the first thing about survival. There are at least a dozen of those bathroom books with subtitles like “Everything
         you ever wanted to know about how to get out of every situation ever—and ten you don’t!” that tell you to punch a shark in
         the nose or to tell a bear it’s stupid and things like that, but come on—punch a shark in the nose? I guess I’d do it, but
         I would have already started the flashback of my life well before I balled up my fist and put on my best shark-punching face—i.e.,
         I would already have given up and started saying my goodbyes. If I were lost in the desert by myself, I would just lie there
         and cry for two days and then spend the rest of my time alive trying to use my shoes to light a fire or something equally
         as inane. I would probably go through a brief phase of hitting rock bottom and then having the epiphany and accompanying surge
         in strength where I would stop feeling sorry for myself, rising up and yelling out to the stars, “Get yourself together, dammit!
         You’ve got to do something or you’re dead! Now think, motherfucker!” before I got tired and looked around for a relatively
         comfortable place to lie down and die. As for kidnapping, well, I’m pretty sure that if I was kidnapped by brutal forces,
         dragged around, and beaten regularly but then found myself with a risky but maybe my only chance to try and escape, I’d probably
         still be hanging out with the kidnappers asking them if they wanted tea and did they need me to drive.
      

      Now on the other hand, if I was on one of those Survivor or Survivor-lite reality shows, I think I would do quite well. If I knew that the sound crew who were just out of frame could ultimately
         save me or set a broken bone or give me that fucking chocolate bar that every privileged egotistical crybaby with no true
         sense of sacrifice seems to miss in a way so histrionic it would make Al Pacino multiplied by Nicolas Cage divided by Tyra
         Banks blush, I would be able to get through most any “survival” condition in which I found myself (in the month we were shooting).
         Now that I think of it, though, I suppose that if I were in a real, honest-to-goodness true survival situation, I would at
         some point become aware of the financial and sexual rewards awaiting me if I were to survive my ordeal. A book, film rights
         (and since I am an actor, potential work playing the older version of myself in a fictionalized future scene. The younger
         me would of course be played by Orlando Bloom or Jude Law, whichever one is, as of the publishing deadline of this book, “hotter”
         in accordance with the scientists at People magazine). A separate book about the making of the film and how harsh the conditions were would be in the offering, too.
         It would be called My Story’s Story, and it would explain in detail how the cast and crew had to make due with very few modern amenities. (No Kiehl’s Green Tea
         Infused Eyelid Lotion available, or those towels that I like from that nice hotel in Milan, and also that time when we ran
         out of Mandy Patinkin’s

          favorite pita chips etc.) Then a documentary film of the book about how difficult it was to make the movie. My Story’s Story—The Real Story Behind the Story. Kind of like Hearts of Darkness or Burden of Dreams but not a straight documentary. I could
         then write and produce a one-man show off and then on, and then off again, Broadway about my experiences of turning the graphic
         novella written about the financing of My Story’s Story’s Behind-the-Scenes of the Making of The Story Casino, which was thematically designed and inspired from the story the way I told it on a special sixteen-part Oprah. My point is this: I would be filthy rich. But ultimately, what we learned here is that Mandy Patinkin not only loves pita
         chips but that he has a favorite kind. Can you guess what they are? Answer at the end of this piece.
      

      Oh! Hello! It’s the end of the piece!

      Answer: Roasted garlic!

   
      A Little Bit about Me,  ’Cause It’s My Book

      “I’VE BEEN TO PHOENIX, ARIZONA, ALL THE WAY TO TACOMA, Philadelphia, Atlanta, L.A. Northern California where the girls are warm so I could be with my sweet baby, yeah.” Steve
         Miller sang those words and, thanks to the borderline tragic need of aging boomers to remind themselves of a fantastic youth
         that is more than likely 75 percent imagined, probably still does at the Verizon/Delta/Capri Sun amphitheater near you. By
         the time I was in my early twenties I had been to all of those places (yes, even Tacoma), living in two of them for at least
         nine years and another for six months. I’m using this to illustrate the point that, because of an unstable childhood in which
         my family moved at least once a year if not more, and because of an early entry into the world of stand-up, traveling “the
         road,” I too, like Mr. Miller, have been all over America. The only states I have not been to are Alaska and North Dakota,
         and North Dakota doesn’t even count. And Alaska is so far away that it might as well be Tasmania. And to say you haven’t really
         been to all of Australia just because you didn’t go to Tasmania is silly. So, I’ve been all over America. 
      

      People are often lulled into attributing blanket generalizations to people of different regions—i.e., the good folks of New
         England are tight-assed and prudent, people in the South are friendly and move at a slower pace, people in the Midwest are
         useless tweakers who don’t shower for weeks on end, etc. etc. Sometimes, of course, there are some truths to these assessments.
         People in the South are, indeed, on the whole, more “polite” (in the sense that they say “hello” and stuff like that) than
         most other masses of people. That’s not to say there aren’t any racist assholes who would shoot a hippie faggot in the back
         rather than hear about two of them getting married in a strange progressive land far, far away. And I’m sure there’s at least
         one person in the Midwest who’s not selling her 9-year-old’s pussy for another hit on the ol’ glass dick. For the most part,
         these generalizations exist for a reason. I am going to do my best (through my thoroughly jaded jaundiced eyes of biased bitterness)
         to convey what a day or lifetime spent in some of these charming hamlets of care-free nuclear families grilling their bulk-bought
         Mexican hot dogs and scooping potato salad from a 5-gallon plastic bucket, is like.
      

      Let’s start with where I was born and where I return to at least a couple of times a year—Atlanta, Georgia. Now I don’t want
         to turn this into a memoir, as I’m a bit young for that yet. But I do have some pretty amazing stories to tell. You can turn
         to page 54 for a teaser of some of the stories I’ll be relating in the memoir that will be forthcoming at some point down
         the line. When people find out that I grew up in Atlanta, they will usually say, “Where’s your accent?” which is ridiculous,
         since everyone should know by now that I sold it to Larry the Cable Guy for twenty bucks and a set of “Git-R-Done” tire covers.
         Actually I grew up in Roswell, a sleepy (read: boring) suburb just north of the city. Now it’s all connected and pretty much
         part of the poorly planned sprawl of Greater Atlanta (see “The City in Mind” by James Kunstler for a sensible, well-researched
         essay on how and why Atlanta blew it), but back when I was a kid it wasn’t.
      

      Not everyone acquires an accent from wherever they are from. How come Jewel doesn’t sound “Alaskan”? Why doesn’t Stephen Colbert
         have a thick South Carolina drawl like that retard who works at the “Lil’ Peach” on Sundays? What about Amy Sedaris? Or David
         Sedaris? Or Dan Rather? He’s from Texas, for chrissakes! What about James Taylor? He’s from Martha’s Vineyard. Why doesn’t
         he sound like some elitist, liberal Kennedy-lite asshole? And how about Marlon Brando and Johnny Carson? They were from Nebraska.
         How come they didn’t sound like horses? Etc. etc. But as I’ve said before on my Grammy-losing
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          CD Shut Up, You Fucking Baby the Southern accent, in particular the “redneck” accent, the accent of the stupid and lazy, is mysteriously the most ubiquitous
         regional accent in all of America. Outside of the annoying upspeak of teenage (and not so teenage, sometimes) girls—which
         is its own, albeit less mysterious, phenomenon—the redneck accent can be found in places as diverse as Modesto, California;
         Hot Springs, Arkansas; and Cumberland, Maine. I don’t know why. I’m no sociologist, so stop asking. It just is.
      

      One of the more curious but lasting things about the South is the amount of science/blacks/Jews/fag/progessive-liberal/secular
         atheist/foreigner haters that particular region has a history of producing (albeit thankfully decreasing) and the corresponding
         cultural vacuum that exists outside of the larger cities. Is there a correlation to be made? Probably, but that would just
         open me up to cries of “elitist” or “condescending prick.” Hey, come to think about it, that doesn’t sound so bad to me. Who’s
         gonna call me a condescending prick, anyway? Jeanette Dunwoody? That Baptist home-schooling mom who will never even read one
         of my dirty devil words, or Cooter Dupree, that government-cheese-eating, welfare-soaking asshole alchoholic who does nothing
         all day but watch The A-Team and mildly torture his dog? I don’t give a shit about them, anyway. Nope, most likely I’ll be set upon by the other kind
         of narrow-minded, tone-deaf clown that is the biological sister to the lunacy of the well-heeled, Jello-salad-serving pride
         of the South—her counterpart to the northwest.
      

      The northern Californian über PC, well-meaning but sadly  feckless lover of all living colors of the rainbow, be they black,
         white, brown, yellow, blah blah blah. I loves me a good hippie/ “anarchy now” dialogue. While there is very little if nothing
         I can appreciate about the couple in Vernon, Georgia, who will stamp their feet in anger and twist and sputter about at the
         idea of two gay guys in San Francisco who want the right to be legally recognized as married, I do somewhat empathize with
         that same gay guy who is upset with my “intolerance.” But sometimes it gets out of hand. A couple of years ago I did a show
         in San Francisco. I usually have pretty good shows there, but quite often, and this has been true of doing shows there my
         entire career, I will face pockets of invariable and wholly predictable PC anger at something I’ve said. By far, most of the
         time the audience has my back, and if they didn’t necessarily agree with my point, at least understood the exaggerated comic
         intent of the bit. But sometimes sincerely well-intentioned people are so overly sensitive and myopic that any sense of irony,
         parody, or satire is squeezed out of the bit, leaving a bone-dry statement devoid of humor lying dead on the hot sidewalk
         in its wake.
      

      At this show I did a bit that at its core was about how an atheist running for office in America (this was in 2006 during
         the beginning of the primaries), no matter how viable, equitable, and universally accepted his ideas for improving the lives
         of all might be, will never be a major party candidate in my lifetime. Then I talked about how Mitt Romney (who was doing
         very well at the time) could very likely end up being the Republican nominee and then talked about what he, as a Mormon, believes.
         Obviously there are no jokes in the above. I just wanted to give you a synopsis of the bit, which was probably ten minutes
         long and wouldn’t translate all that well on the page. So I did the bit, made my point, and moved on to some hilarious abortion
         jokes. A couple of days later, because back then I was foolish and vain enough to have a “Google Alert” for myself, I stumbled
         upon a blog entry from someone named Emily who had been at the show. Here it is, quoted in its entirety from the blog SFist:

      SFist was excited to hit SketchFest’s Comedy Death-Ray act last night at Cobb’s. The lineup (full of Mr. Show and I LOVE the ’80’s alums) looked promising. After the usher told us to give him $10 we landed front row seats. Which served us well for the surprise
         star of the night, Paul F. Tompkins—who had by far the strongest set of the night. Seriously, give that guy his own TV show!
         The other notable act was the vocal stylings of Hard ’n’Phirm, who ended the night with their rendition of a Latin power love
         ballad, which brought down the house, and which SFist is secretly hoping someone will sing to us this Valentine’s Day.
      

      SFist, like most of the crowd, were there to see David Cross, and able openers only served to increase our anticipation for his
         set. Cross’s work on Mr. Show and Arrested Development are some of the funniest in contemporary comedy. Sadly, SFist was really disappointed (appalled might be the better word) by David Cross’s routine. In addition to getting the smallest laughs from the crowd, it was the
         most blatant public display of bigotry we’ve witnessed in person. 
      

      It’s difficult to define the difference between making fun of something and attacking it. It’s a fine line, but many comics
         get it right: the greatest cultural and religious satire takes the beliefs held by a group of people and spins it to show
         the comedy inherent in those beliefs. For example, South Park has covered the very same ground in terms of joking about Mormons by going through the Joseph Smith story (which was what
         Cross went through as well). South Park explicates the story to hilarious (and irreverent) effect by making it into a musical, complete with ditties about translating
         golden plates, angels appearing, and the plates conveniently disappearing whenever outside sources ask for evidence. Cross,
         on the other hand, simply laid out the story of the religion’s foundation, and at the end of major points essentially said,
         “Isn’t that dumb?” “Can you believe how stupid these Mormons are?” Baddum-chee! Get the joke? We didn’t. Showing why something
         is ridiculous is comedy, telling you it’s dumb is more of a soap-box lecture. People at the club paid for comedy, not a lesson
         in religious beliefs punctuated with statements like “How dumb is that?” The letdown here is that SFist, like a lot of fans there, were hoping for the type of awkward comedy Cross does best, not the kind of bit you’d expect from
         a talk radio show host.
      

      It was surprising and a little confusing that a comedian of Cross’s stature and talent would spend so much time on pure vitriol.
         Cross seemed to deflate some of the exuberance of the evening (which was buoyed by a strictly enforced two-drink minimum),
         and the lag showed with paltry applause. Moreover, his bit seemed derivative of recent attacks on Mitt Romney’s candidacy
         that have appeared in Slate and elsewhere, and which are based not on his political record so much as on his Mormonism (which is the way Cross began
         his piece). The difference is that the Slate authors weren’t trying to be funny. Any religion, plus political aspirations on the part of one of its adherents, could equal
         pure comedic gold, given a proper witty treatment. Sadly, Cross fell short of the task he set himself. Cross ended his piece
         with “Mormons are F***ing idiots”—not one of the more socially tolerant statements we’ve ever heard. But hey, maybe nobody
         told him it was Martin Luther King Day. 
      

      I promptly wrote back, which I rarely do because as we all know it’s a losing situation,
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          but I felt obligated to clear up this issue, since it lives on forever on the Internet and I don’t like being called a bigot.
      

      Dear Emily,

      I just read your review, and I would like to address a number of things that I find to be either disingenuous or just plain
         wrong (sometimes mildly irresponsible, and other times so wrong it borders on libel). I won’t get into who had what kind of
         set and argue about quantifying laughs and then the quality of said laughs, but I take great issue with your calling me a
         bigot. You call me a bigot and then fail to represent truthfully what I said and ignore the context in which I said it, two
         very important tools in comedy. And keep in mind that the set was taped. I have it all on tape. Every word, every laugh, every
         pause, every quiet moment. Everything. 
      

      And Emily, if that was “the most blatant display of bigotry [you’ve] ever witnessed in person,” then you have lived a charmed
         life, for sure. I think you are being hyperbolic and overdramatic, to say the least. While it’s true that I made fun of Mormons
         and their beliefs, you completely ignored the context in which I did it. The ENTIRE premise of the piece was first prefaced (and this lasted over a minute) by saying that, should I ever choose to run for any
         kind of office, that, no matter how many good ideas I might have to improve the quality of everyone’s life or implement a
         universal health care plan etc., that I could never get elected because I am an atheist. For the simple fact that I don’t
         believe in God, most people wouldn’t vote for me. I then brought up that Mitt Romney, a Mormon, had just announced his candidacy.
         I then explained that a lot of pundits thought that his prior stance in support of gay marriage might turn voters away. Then I said,
         “so his support of equal rights for all Americans would be the thing that made people suspicious of him, not his belief that . . .”
         and here is where I described the story of Joseph Smith along with side commentary about the angels names sounding like they
         were members of Sha Na Na, and comments about the Freemasons etc.
      

      I appreciate your pointing out that there is a difference between making fun of something and attacking it, and that scientists
         have discovered a fine line between the two, but when you go on to say that “the greatest cultural and religious satire takes
         the beliefs held by a group of people and spins it to show the comedy inherent in those beliefs,” you imply that I didn’t
         “spin” it or “show” it. I disagree with you, and my tape of the set and the laughs that I was receiving are evidence that
         the audience (minus some, of course) disagreed with you as well. I can’t (nor should I ever) assume that each audience I ever
         do that bit in front of is familiar with the South Park episode, the Slate article about Romney being Mormon (which I am not familiar with, but I would imagine any good journalist might find it to
         be an interesting subject), or even the basic tenets and history of Mormonism itself. And looking over your review I notice
         that I did in fact mention everything you cite as being so integral to the South Park episode. 
      

      To represent on this website that bit the way you do is damaging, if not worse. Emily, you can’t simply reduce everything
         I said and its obvious (to most, at least) intent to merely a vitriolic, bigoted soap-box lecture wherein I just say, “This
         is what Mormons believe. Aren’t they fucking idiots?” That is being either purposefully dishonest or at the very least lazy
         and irresponsible. In addition, your numerous references to how poorly I was received seem put in there to bolster your position.
         This just wasn’t the case. Again, the set and entire evening were taped. I have the proof on tape. You have your clearly biased
         memory of events, which do not match reality. 
      

      Having said all that, I do think it’s astoundingly stupid and lazy to believe in Mormonism, given it and its founder’s history. I do agree with you,
         though, that Paul F. Tompkins had the strongest set of the night.

      Bill O’Reilly Fantasy

      I DON’T UNDERSTAND HOW THE O’REILLY FACTOR AND THERadio Factor are still on the air. By that, I mean allowed to stay on the air. The amount of misinformation that’s disseminated from the
         host, Bill O’Reilly, is so vast and consistent, that you wonder what it would take. What absolutely, 100 percent wrong “fact”
         that Bill O’Reilly cites that becomes the basis for a twenty-minute diatribe in which his audience is encouraged to take his
         outraged position will be the straw that breaks the camel’s hypocritical back? It’s hard to imagine, given the egregiousness
         of his many “errors.” I can’t really think of another job where one would be allowed so many mistakes or actual lies. (Outside
         of “Page Six,” TMZ, various gossip sites, politicians, cereal manufacturers, lawyers, P.R. firms, government officials, pundits,
         infomercials, the tobacco companies, pharmaceuticals, Monsanto, real estate companies, Henry Kissinger—oh wait… I get it.)
         
      

      In a perfect world, knowingly lying about something would be a punishable offense. But it’s not. Unless you lie under oath
         à la Scooter Libby, you can glide through the whole process like a greased pig on a buttered Slip ’n’ Slide, and even then
         you can be pardoned. Think about it: if a history teacher at any level of teaching in any school outside of Appalachia or
         an Indian reservation, public or private, were to teach the same amount of completely wrong information that Bill O’Reilly
         dispenses each day, he or she would be rightfully fired. Then they would never be allowed to teach in America again. That
         shit may fly in China or Azerbaijan, but America? No, thanks. We’d rather have the facts correct, please.
      

      Right? Hmmmm, maybe not. Okay, let’s approach this differently. What might happen if video footage of a news/opinion show
         host from, say, Russia or Venezuela using the exact same tactics that Bill O’Reilly uses when engaging someone he disagrees
         with started making the rounds on the Internet. It would be used as an example of the dangers of state-run media in an authoritarian
         government. We would watch it and be thankful we don’t have that kind of thing over here. We learned our lesson with the circus
         sideshow that was Morton Downey Jr. and Wally George. So it is curious and frustrating that not only is Bill O’Reilly not
         in jail and/or dead by his own contrite hand, but that, worse, he is a millionaire a hundred times over. If he were to call
         himself a comedian, of course, he could get away with a few fact boners (as I like to call them) every once in a while. But
         he doesn’t. He takes himself seriously. So… 
      

      Back in June of 2006, I had been asked to appear in studio on The O’Reilly Factor on FOX News. This was due to this very story that you are now reading. Appearing on his show was not a decision I made lightly,
         nor was it made alone. I had seen firsthand Bill O’Reilly’s mendacious, insulting, and immature way that he would conduct
         a “discussion” with people he didn’t agree with or even remotely like. His was well-known and documented habitually uncivil
         behavior, and I wondered if I wanted to put myself through that potentially frustrating and deflating experience. I consulted
         several people, including many past guests of Mr. O’Reilly, and, after getting their takes on their experiences as well as
         advice, often unsolicited and imparted with passionate urgency, I called the show back and accepted their invitation. I felt
         a heavy sense of duty. I was David Cross to his Goliath O’Reilly.
      

      There were numerous rules that they insisted I adhere to before I was allowed on. And these weren’t just wardrobe ideas or
         verbal rules for while on the set. These were written in triplicate by his lawyers and held within a seventeen-page waiver
         that I had to sign and have notarized in front of three witnesses. Among the numerous points of interest in the waiver:
      

      
      	You are not to mention Mr. O’Reilly’s smell. It’s a genetic problem that he has had since he was a teen. The clinical name
         is Irritable Syndrome, and it causes the host body to reek as if it were rotting from within, which it is, spiritually. 
      

      	You are not to get within six inches from Mr. O’Reilly’s fingers. If Mr. O’Reilly starts to waggle his fingers at you, it
         is solely up to you and you alone to get out of the way of their path. Neither Mr. O’Reilly nor FOX News are responsible for
         any damages occurred from poking, pointing, and/or waggling.
      

      	You are to take the blue pill forty minutes before the interview. You will take it with eight to ten ounces of water. Both
         the water and pill will be provided for you, although the cup will not be. You may rent the cup for a one-time charge of two
         dollars. Should you lose the cup you will be charged a one time fee of thirty-four dollars twice.
      

      	If you happen to be on the show during the official one millionth time that Mr. O’Reilly mentions his “blue-collar roots,”
         there will be a brief pause in the interview, which will be signaled by a wailing siren. Several balloons will drop from the
         ceiling, and the “No Spin” dancers will enter the set to the “No Spin Zone” song (by country and western superstar Dilbert
         Creek). There will be a one-minute and thirty-second celebration, and then it will be back to the interview. Your name will
         also be entered into the giant drum, making you eligible for the grand prize trip to Aruba. 
      

      	You are to read and sign that you understand the Krugman Rule, wherein you are to feign ignorance and/or indifference to
         Mr. O’Reilly’s misinformation. You are encouraged to say your point and get out as much information as you are able to, but
         if Mr. O’Reilly corrects you and you know for a fact that he is wrong, you are to address this in writing after the show has taped! This is very important, and failing to heed this will result in a suspension of appearing on not only
         the show but the network itself. 
      

    

      Again, this was a partial list of rules. I got a record of some of the past guests from a “for pay” website link from FNC
         (FOX News Corp.) and got in touch with the ones I was able to.

          I heard from Tom Duckett, a truck driver for “Aunt Grannies Old-Fashioned, Country Tyme Chemotherapy.” Mr. Duckett had been
         asked to appear on the show to represent the transportation industry drivers who were then claiming to be under intense duress
         due to the passage of the Pharo/Haman bill, allowing increased workloads and decreased available time allotted to deliver
         said loads. Mr. Duckett explained to me that he was under the impression that he would come on and talk to Mr. O’Reilly about
         general “working-class experiences” and how, through driving in the heartland, he was able to see the real Americans out there
         and how they live a proud and simple life, unlike the fake Americans who live in cities on the East or West Coast.
      

      He was slated to appear alongside Blaire Harmon, an ex-lobbyist, current rapist who was now working to educate the public
         against the dangers of a bill before Congress that would legally reduce the number of hours an employee of any business would
         be allowed to drive a truck. Mr. Duckett would routinely be asked to drive up to 2,000 miles and back in a 48-hour period.
         Mr. Duckett, who initially welcomed what he thought would be extra income, had lost his ability to operate a truck seconds
         after losing his left eye and the use of his jaw for five months after getting into an accident stemming from a hallucination
         of a family of deer trying to cross the highway after he had driven for 32 hours straight. What he thought were deer were
         in fact a Mexican family and just one deer. Although, to be fair, the Mexican family was acting “deerish.” Mr. Duckett found
         himself blindsided by Bill O’Reilly when, after correcting Bill that Montana’s speed limit of 75 miles per hour was not “an
         example of the Socialists trying to take over,” Bill called him a liar and a pinhead and went to lengths to say that his head
         was not unlike a pin. “Idiot,” “fraud,” “dangerous,” and “anti-American” were also said, along with “jerk nose,” “baby brain,”
         “goofy gus,” and “shit-storm Stanley,” as well as “poo feet,” “Indian-giver extraordinaire,” “the opposite of decent,” and
         “a real dink,” once Mr. Duckett’s microphone was turned off and burned. Also, “dickbuttballs,” “stinky noise maker,” “worse
         than Tutankhamun” “gold digger,” “fascist elitist,” and “caramel-coated candy apple faggot wannabe.”
      

      I rode my bike up to the FOX studios on Sixth Avenue and, after going through security (ID check, background check, voting
         record, retinal scan, credit report, and optional anal probe), I was ushered through the lobby and through to the second security
         area (flight records checked, blood test, urinalysis, B. F. Skinner box placement, Pledge of Allegiance, and optional anal
         tuck and roll). A pleasant but rather formal young woman named Gretchen greeted me with a smile and a chocolate American Flag.
         She was very nice but walked super-quick, though, as if I had a steadycam strapped to me and we were shooting a scene from
         Grey’s Anatomy. Also, she wore an earpiece and bulletproof Kevlar vest. I asked her what was up with all the security.
      

      “Ever since 9/11, we’ve been on threat level Ultra Red… or at least trying to be.” She slowed as we approached a thick, foreboding
         door with an animatronic likeness (at least I think it was a likeness) of Sean Hannity. Gretchen stood in front of it and
         said, “You’re a great American, Sean.” “And you, too, my friend,” said the robot, and the door opened. Everyone was really
         nice, and I was soon introduced to Bill O’Reilly.
      

      He was more pleasant and avuncular than I expected, and as he graciously offered me a cup of coffee he told me how excited
         he was that I was on the show and mentioned twice how impressed he was with my courage for coming on. We talked very briefly
         about his newish book, A Bold Fresh Piece of Humanity. I asked him about the title and what made him decide upon one that could be so easily mocked. He told me he didn’t know what
         I was talking about and asked what I meant. And I’ll be honest here, I was more than a little nervous and hemmed and hawed.
         “Well, you know, you could substitute almost anything for the word humanity.” “Hmmmm, you mean like ‘cake’ or something? A Bold Fresh Piece of Cake. Ha ha! I get it. That’s a good one. I never thought of that.” He said he had to get ready and thanked me again for coming
         on and walked into Hair and Makeup. While he got ready, I spent the next three hours reading the old copies of Newsmax and Alan Colmes’ book Huh? that were prominently placed in my dressing room. Finally we were ready to tape the show.
      

      I was the second guest on that night, following a panel consisting of William Bennett, Newt Gingrich, and the ghost of Dennis
         Miller discussing “What’s wrong with kids today with all their rapping and drugs and video games?” I was introduced as the
         “iconoclastic author of I Drink for a Reason,” and as I smiled somewhat tightly (I was still a little apprehensive about all of this) I felt a strange sensation on my
         ass, as if my chair had the tiniest mild shock going through it. I fidgeted a bit and tried to not let it bother me. I thought
         it might have something to do with my mic pack. After a couple of soft, friendly questions about how this book was doing,
         he asked me to share some amusing anecdotes about a promotional reading I gave at Brooke’s Chinook Books, an independent book
         store in Fairbanks, Alaska, selling books to North American Indians and their salmon. I took the bait (no pun intended) and
         quickly got hooked by O’Reilly (no pun intended). He then began to reel me in (pun intended) and left me dangling on the line
         with a fishhook in my mouth (no pun intended) as I flopped around the deck gasping for air (no pun intended) like a fish out
         of water (pun intended).
      

      As I started to mention giving a reading of a piece I had written entitled “In Anticipation of Reading This Right Now,” which
         you’ll find elsewhere in this book, he jumped on my general description of the salmon in attendance as being “one of the dumber
         fish out there.” “Hey! Uh-uh! Not on my show, mister! That kind of invective may make your far-left zealot pinhead fans laugh,
         but it has no place on this show. NO PLACE!” It took me aback, and I stammered for a second, but then I got my bearings. I
         started to reply that it was just a joke, like my earlier joke about what if the holes in Jesus’ hands and feet didn’t heal
         up properly because of the lack of medicines available back then, and what he could then use the holes for when he got to
         Heaven in a practical sense. It was meant to be a lighthearted look at his Jesus, but O’Reilly refused to let me explain by
         cutting me off and going to the other guest.
      

      I had a moment to think and calm myself down, and it was then that I again noticed the feeling in my seat like a mild shock,
         but it felt slightly stronger now. I tried to ignore it but couldn’t. I debated whether to tell someone but ultimately decided
         against it. I didn’t want to give the impression that I was nervous or, worse, crazy and just trying to deflect the charges.
         I started to interject and then the shock became unbearable. I lept up out of the chair and yelled involuntarily. As I did
         this, Bill jumped up as well (as if in anticipation) and grabbed my arm. While the other guest ducked, Bill pulled me toward
         him, saying, “Look, you little punk, you want to go a few rounds with me? Fine! You name the time and the place, and I will
         bury you, but I won’t let you try to subvert my program!!” With that he pushed me back into my chair. The electrical charge
         shocked me once again and I jumped up immediately but this time made a sound that was closer to “owww” than the first sound,
         which was more like “nrgggh.” O’Reilly ducked under his desk and then came up with a wooden table leg that he yanked off from
         the bottom of his desk. He lunged at me, swinging the table leg at my head. I managed to duck and grab onto the table leg
         with my left hand. I flipped over while still holding onto the leg and twisted his arm, dislocating his shoulder. I am hard-pressed
         to tell you what was more disturbing, the quiet crunch and pop sound from his shoulder or the girly scream of pain he shrieked
         out. He muttered some obscenities, saying, “Fuck it! We’ll do it live!” before staggering to the back wall clutching his arm.
         Another guest was shooting the whole thing on his cell phone camera, which seemed odd as we were in the middle of taping.
         The floor director and producer came running over to me to see if I was all right. “I’m fine,” I said, catching my breath.
         “Just a little shaken up.  I’ll be fine. Can I get some water and… holy shit! Look out!!”
      

      O’Reilly had gotten back up and started running for the producer, a woman named Michelle. He was holding a razor-sharp copy
         of Atlas Shrugged, which he whipped at Michelle’s neck. I checked Michelle against the wall and out of the way while hoisting myself up onto
         the desk and kicking the book right as it sailed overhead. It rose up and sliced a cable, which brought a 300-pound light
         crashing down. Bill, exhausted, slumped down and started to whimper. I walked over to him and knelt down. “Hey… what are you
         doing?” I asked. “What is this about?” Bill started sniffling, and his sobs became deeper and harder for him to control. “I
         don’t know! I’m sorry. I’m sorry. I’m scared! I’m afraid I won’t get into Heaven. I have sinned. Oh dear sweet Jesus, forgive
         me for all the pain I’ve caused. I don’t know what’s wrong with me.” I patted him on his good shoulder. “Hey, it’s all right.
         We all get like that from time to time.”
      

      “No. no, it’s not all right. I’m a monster. A greedy, self-absorbed monster who doesn’t know what the hell he’s talking about
         half the time, and the other half, when I do know what I’m talking about, I’m lying through my teeth.” Despite some misgivings, I gave him a hug. I gave Bill O’Reilly
         a hug. He thanked me and hugged me back. I could feel his hot tears soaking my sweater. “Okay, it’s okay, let it out.” He
         squeezed even harder. And then he slipped a hand down the back of my pants, which had become loosened during the ruckus. “Okay,
         none of that, now.” He took his middle finger and slid it down the crack of my ass, which was slick with sweat. With one fluid
         motion he shoved it up to the second knuckle into my asshole. I jumped, which just made it worse.
      

      “I love you,” he whispered through sobs. I was very confused and also in a strange place comprising both pain and pleasure.
         “You need to take your finger out of my ass.” He bit my earlobe and then said, “I’ve got a present for you.” He stood up,
         with his finger still in my asshole, and haltingly, with his bad arm, undid his belt buckle. His pants dropped to the ground,
         revealing a pair of bloomers with a cartoon of a depressed duck sitting slumped over at a desk, saying, “I’m so happy I could
         just shit!” He wiggled his way out of the bloomers, revealing a gnarled but adorable penis, no bigger than half of a ladybug.
         Even from the ground five feet away I could smell what seemed to be a combination of raw sewage, scallions, and menthol. He
         waggled his tortured cock over my face and grinning said, “Don’t worry… it gets slightly bigger.” This was starting to get
         crazy. As I punched Bill O’Reilly in the nutsack and spat on his nub in disgust, the FOX security force finally got there.
         I was immediately relieved and gladly allowed them to force me up and handcuff me and drag me back to the green room where
         Neil Cavuto was getting audited by a pilled-up Greta Van Susteren. I can’t say it was the greatest day of my life, but hey,
         how often do you get to punch Bill O’Reilly in the nuts? Even if only in a story, it’s still very, very satisfying.
      

   
      How to Play “Mafia,” the Funnest yet Most Unnerving Game Ever Invented

      LISTEN, I LOVE GAMES JUST AS MUCH AS THE NEXT FELLA, BUT I, like you, tend to get a little apprehensive when one of my friends decides to hold “game night” at his or her (or its—not leaving you out, hermaphrodites!!) apartment. “Yay! We’re gonna order pizza, y’all! And Brian is gonna bring his DVD
         of that duck getting shot by that kid on the lake!! You HAVE TO see it! It is BEYOND fucked up!!” If you are not logged into
         Evite, then please do so now.
      

      Game nights usually start off a little slow and often a little awkward, then you kinda get into it for a bit, and then, once
         the beer has run out and talk turns to making a liquor store run, it peters out and you just want to take one more hit for
         the road and leave. Right? Of course I’m right! I’m talking to me! My personal favorites are Scattergories, Celebrity, Apples
         to Apples, shit like that. I guess because there’s hyper, time-sensitive arguing that goes along with them. But… But… 
      

      But what if I told you there’s a parlor game that blows those games away? This game makes those games feel about as exciting
         as attending a day-long seminar on something as mundane as how to paste photos into a scrapbook and what color crepe paper
         you should use to border said photos (by the way, the photo is of you and your family standing in front of Nebraska’s largest
         potato salad). I, right here and now, am guaranteeing you a fun, emotional, exhaustingly good time. NO! Great time! Yes. Here
         it is:
      

      And believe me, I know it sounds like the corniest Christian-camp-organized fun you could imagine, but seriously, please trust
         me; you will instantly become addicted to it, guaranteed. The game is called “Mafia,” and a Russian psychologist developed
         it in the early ’70s. Here’s the deal: you get a minimum of twelve players (you can play with up to eighteen) and you sit
         in a circle. I know, I know, sitting in a circle is already pushing up the queer quotient, but bear with me. Everyone in the
         circle is part of the Village. One person acts as the “Mayor” who basically runs the show. I suggest making a male the Mayor
         as men are smarter at this kind of thing, and there’s no danger of getting menstrual blood all over everything (Ed. note—a White male would be even better, no?). The Mayor then has the Village “go to sleep,” which entails simply everyone closing
         their eyes and putting their heads down. The Mayor will then walk around the circle and, without making a sound, tap three
         people on the head. These people are now the “Mafia.” The Mayor will ask the Mafia to QUIETLY open their eyes and acknowledge
         each other.
         
            *
         
          When this is done, the Mayor (again, it’s important to have a man do this because a woman will start to silently think about
         everyone’s shoes and get distracted) will have the Mafia close their eyes again and will then walk around the room, this time
         tapping one person, announcing “You are Detective #1.” Then the Mayor will walk around some more and tap one last person,
         announcing, “You are Detective #2.” The Detectives do not have to open their eyes. For reasons I will explain later, they
         do not want to reveal themselves.
      

      Okay, now the hijinks begin. Basically the goal is simply this: the Village needs to kill off the Mafia before the Mafia kills
         off the Village. There are two rounds consisting of “day” and “night.” At nighttime the Mayor (after announcing “It’s nighttime;
         Village go to sleep”) will have everyone close their eyes, then the Mayor (I can’t stress how serious I am about making the
         mayor a guy, because at this point a woman will start to bitch about something she read in Us Weekly and take everyone out of the game) will have JUST the Mafia wake up and ask them to SILENTLY choose one member of the Village
         to kill. The Mafia quietly does this and, once the Mayor confirms the victim, close their eyes again. Now the Mayor will ask
         Detective #1 to wake up. The Detective is allowed to pick one person and ask the Mayor (again in silence) if he or she is
         in the Mafia. The Mayor either shakes or nods his head, tells the Detective to go back to sleep, and then awakens the other
         Detective. This action takes place each round until the Detectives are killed off.
         
            *
         
          More on this later, but right now it’s time  for the second stage—“Morning.” The Mayor will now say, “Village, wake up; its
         morning,” and everyone opens their eyes and lifts their head. Those new to the game that have been picked to be in the Mafia
         usually make a big show of “waking up”—it’s a pretty good sign of guilt, trust me. Now for the fun part. After a brief pause,
         the Mayor continues, “Village, wake up; its morning… Brian, you’re dead.”
      

      Oh, shit!! Now Brian (and all “dead” people) may not say a fucking word. They have to get up and out of the circle immediately
         without any of that, “Oh man I TOLD you it wasn’t me! It’s April! I’m telling you!” None of that. It is the Mayor’s job to
         strictly enforce this rule, because some stupid people inadvertently give shit away as they’re leaving. Brian will now stand
         outside of the circle and observe the mechanics of your friends lying to your face. This becomes, second to none, the best
         part of participating, once the game is moving along and the paranoia starts seeping into the room like so much Zyklon B.
         Now things start to kick in as the Village all talk amongst themselves, trying to suss out who’s in the Mafia. Accusations
         are flung far and wide. Sometimes with some expertise and sometimes its just a bunch of “I don’t know, you just seem suspicious
         the way you’re sitting there all un-suspicious-like” bullshit. The Mayor lets the Village prod and discuss for a few minutes
         and, then, based on the Mayor’s discretion, will step back into the circle and call the Village to order.
      

      Now it’s time for people to make formal accusations as to whom they think is in the Mafia. If someone seconds someone’s accusation,
         then the accusers explain why the accusation has been made. Then the accused is allowed to defend themselves. Usually there
         are two to four people accused per round. Then, when everyone is satisfied that they’ve had their say, a vote is taken. You
         only get to vote once each round, and you can’t change your vote unless there is a revote. The person (let’s call him Jaleel)
         with the most votes is killed. Again, they have to leave immediately and can’t say ANYTHING! They can’t do that half-mumbly
         “This is bullshit. I know Amy’s in the Mafia, I’m telling’ you. You guys fucked up.” The Mayor will then turn to the Village
         and say, “Jaleel was… [pause for nail-biting, hanging on the edge of your seat, dramatic effect . . . ] NOT in the Mafia (or
         IS, if that’s the case). Also, if Jaleel was a Detective (Ed. note—a BLACK Detective?!), the Mayor will note this as well. Now the shit starts to get weird. The Mayor should immediately have
         the Village go back to sleep. Sometimes you have to yell at the top of your lungs, “Village, it’s nighttime! Go to sleep.
         Go to fucking sleep, for Christ’s sake! Judy, this means you. Judy, shut the fuck up! Now, Mafia, open your eyes and choose
         somebody to kill.” Well, this goes on and on until either the Mafia kills off the entire Village or the Village kills off
         the Mafia. As you can imagine, it gets really intense toward the end, especially if out of five or four players left, two
         or three Mafia remain among them. You get to see people pleading their innocence as if they were hostages. Husbands and wives
         will turn on each other and lie to each other’s faces with an earnestness and stoicism worthy of Patrick Henry.
      

      The real beauty of the game comes when you’re playing your third or fourth consecutive game (each game lasts anywhere from
         half an hour to forty-five minutes, give or take) and you’ve had an opportunity from the sidelines to watch how slick or not
         so slick your friends who are secretly in the Mafia are.
      

      Truly the best moment in the game (outside of being alive and on the winning team at the end) is, after you’ve been killed
         and have taken your place outside the circle, and your anger has subsided and you’ve gone to the kitchen with the other dead
         people milling about pleading your case, and you’ve guessed incorrectly as to who’s in the Mafia and then the Mayor says,
         “It’s nighttime, Village; go to sleep… Mafia, wake up and pick somebody to kill.” And you watch as the people you weren’t
         even close to guessing slowly and quietly raise their heads and pick off one more Villager. “I can’t believe its Tonya and
         Patrick and Leslie?! Those fucking assholes! Can you believe that line of shit she was feeding everybody about being too tired
         to be in the Mafia? FUCK! I can’t wait to play again!”
      

   
      I Don’t Have Children

      I DON’T HAVE CHILDREN, AT LEAST NONE THAT I KNOW ABOUT. HA ha! High-five me! (And by “know about” I mean that have survived.) But I imagine someday that I will. And I suppose that
         I will face the same difficult moral challenges that all parents face. And I suppose, too, that I will find those challenges,
         mistakenly, to be unique to my generation. What life lessons will I teach them? What lessons should be better left to television
         to teach? Where do I draw the line at individual freedoms? What little white lies will I tell about my past, and what dirty
         truths will I reveal? Should I leave the room when their generation’s equivalent of Keeping Up with the Kardashians comes on TV? Or should I act as an addendum to the show and explain that if you want to attain a respectable level of celebrity
         in our culture, then there is no better, easier, faster way than to be videotaped sucking cock like a champ. 
      

      “Honey, I know you’re only thirteen, and you’re going through a lot of changes, and since your mom chose to leave us after
         learning how to drive, I have had to be both a mother and father to you. As well as a great-aunt, which I will explain when
         you’re older, but come here, sit down. I wanna talk about something.
      

      “Honey, I want you to know how proud of you I am, and how much I believe in you. And I know how much you’re looking forward

      Hi. The above e-mail was sent to one of the guys in the SubPop publicity department to inquire about… well, you just read
         it, so you know what it’s about. Apparently there will be some inevitable backlash against me, in part, because of the cumulative
         effects of the various projects I am working on. I suppose if I took on just a couple of these projects (“jobs” I like to
         call them, in my Protestant work ethic way) that might lessen some of the ill feelings that are slowly but surely working
         their way toward me and my sarcastic ’tude, but seven or eight of them in the same calendar year!? Forget it! That’s got “Go
         away! I don’t want to see your smirking face or hear your blah blah blahs for like two years, at least!” written all over
         it.
      

      Here’s my theory: Backlash and Backlash 2 are “inevitable” because people feel like there is a somewhat vague sense of hypocrisy
         to what is now my life. I’ve spent years making fun of people and things both serious and light and have received growing
         attention because of that. Thus, I am now reaping the benefits associated—i.e., making money, getting on the guest lists of
         shows I want to go to, and fucking beautiful women that are WAY out of my league (and by that I mean my girlfriend, who is
         beautiful and WAY out of my league). That’s part 1a. Part 1b is that the more work that I do that isn’t Mr. Show or Arrested Development adds up to a whole bunch of stuff that, simply put, isn’t Mr. Show or Arrested Development. Those shows were cancelled. They were great, and I’m happy to have been a part of HBO’s pre-golden years as well as FOX’s
         trash bin, but that’s all over.
      

      Now I earn my living by being a sarcastic crank, or “asshole,” which is just one of my many onstage personas (I’m working
         on a new one where I amuse folks through gentle self-deprecating joshing, à la Garrison Keiller). I certainly understand why
         people would grow weary of my ’tude. I’ve felt the same way about others in my position. And I react with the same eye-rolling,
         “Yeah, yeah, whatever. You don’t like the president and you don’t like Hollywood douchebags, I GET it. Say, though, how was
         that bump that you did backstage at the White Stripes show in L.A.? I hope it didn’t delay your guest VJ spot on MTV2… jagoff”
         to others in my position. And this kind of thing compounds the problem. It seems that my career is entering the “Shut up already”
         phase. Those who were with me in the beginning before I showed my true colors as I willingly and exuberantly lapped at the
         feet of my indie heroes while preparing to play a game of televised poker with strangers are currently loading their blogs,
         ready to trash and deny. This means that I will now be left with just the people who recognize me from Men in Black or Just Shoot Me to look to for succor. I will while away the hours answering questions about what Will Smith is really like and whether Laura San Giacomo’s breasts are really as big as they seem. Hmmm, actually that doesn’t sound like much
         fun.
      

      Okay then. With that in mind, I will turn to the aforementioned Self-Loathing Hipster’s Guide to the Universe (published by Knopf) and plan the rest of my life accordingly. I can go underground (a real place; it is a cavernous lead-lined
         bunker in the Yucca Mountains in Nevada) with, amongst others, the guy from the Manic Preachers and Debra Winger. There I
         can bide my time and write occasional op-ed pieces for fanzines and websites under a fake name suggesting that David Cross
         is running guns in Columbia or hooked on opium in Karachi. All the while I will be scouring the Internet to see if sufficient
         time has passed to quell the backlash. Then and only then will I resurface in Iceland, years later, where I “had been the
         entire time.” I will have a full beard, large pot belly, and a moderately successful eco-friendly bookbinding business that
         I will have run with my Icelandic wife, Gjo. I will make a brief appearance in the upper left corner box on The New Hollywood Squares, where I will renounce my American citizenship and show my new tattoo, then it’s back to the bunker where… man, fuck that.
         I’m going to embrace my backlash… make it my own… cherish it and hold it aloft to the heavens like a newborn African babe.
         Yes. Bring it, I say. Let it inform me and shape me. Let the backlash give me new insight into the human spirit. Let it take
         me to greater heights and lower lows! Let it lift me onto a precipice from which I can see all! Let it change my outfits!
         May it swell to numbers too great to print in a family publication! If it means I get to work more, I’m all for it. See you
         backstage, fuckers!

The slow fade-in on “An Eagle in Your Mind” is the lonesome
         sound of a gentle wind brushing the surface of Mars moments after the last rocket back to Earth has lifted off. 
      

      —why not listen to Only the Proletariat Flosses by Screaming at the Mirror. With a truncated syncopation and approach that rivals only Tosh Guarrez pre-“FartFlap,” S.A.T.M
         has taken steps to dismantle what was previously only dared mantled by the great Gilda Thrush when she fronted Cycle Clause.
         It’s as if Genghis Khan got together for breakfast with Oliver Wendell Holmes and Virginia Wolf and ordered just a bowl of
         homemade granola and then skipped out on the check. RATING—11.–111
      

      6. When you’re enjoying the review of the M.I.A./Diplo album  Piracy Funds Terrorism, Vol. 1 (here’s the beginning of that one)—

   	Hi, everybody! The following is a letter I wrote after picking up Git-R-Done: The Larry the Cable Guy Story (ghostwritten by Susan Sontag). I have to warn you that this letter is nearly nine pages long. But I think it’s chock-full
            of life lessons for all of us, and if you’re not careful, you just might learn something!

      An Open Letter to Larry the Cable Guy

      HELLO, LARRY. IT’S ME, DAVID CROSS. RECENTLY I WAS SHOOTING something for my friends at Wonder Showzen (the funniest, most subversive comedy on American TV at the moment), and when we were taking a break one of the guys on the
         show asked me if I had seen some article in something somewhere wherein you were interviewed to promote your new book Please-Git-R-Done (published by Crown Books, $23.95 U.S.) and they asked about your devoting a chapter to slamming me and the “P.C. Left.”
         Since I stopped following your career shortly after you stopped going on stage wearing a tool belt with cable wrapped around
         your neck (around your appearance at “Laffs ’n’ Food” in Enid, Oklahoma, Aug 23–26, 1999?), I said I wasn’t aware of the article.
         They went on to tell me that you said basically (and I am not quoting but paraphrasing their recall) that I could kiss your
         ass, that I’ve never been to one of your shows (true), and that I didn’t know your audience (untrue).
      

      So, I went and got your book Gitting-R-Donned and excitedly skimmed past the joke about that one time you farted and something farty happened, on past the thing about
         the fat girl who farted, and finally found it—Chapter 5, Media Madness. Well, needless to say, I farted. I farted up a fartstorm
         right there in the Flyin’ J Travel Center. I fartingly bought the book and took it home with an excitement I haven’t experienced
         since I got Bertha Chudfarter’s grandma drunk and she took her teeth out and blew me as I was finger banging her while wearing
         a Jesus sock puppet in the back of the boiler room at the Church of the Redeemer off I-20. (I don’t care who you are, that’s
         funny.)
      

      Anyhoo, I got home and read the good parts. It seems that you were pissed off at Rolling Stone magazine, and I can understand why. You made some good points in your argument as well. I agree that there is an elitism
         and bias in the press, and too often a writer will include asides to show the readers how smart he or she is and how “above
         it” they are. But come on! Surely you can’t be surprised, or worse, hurt or offended, by this. You even say in the book that
         you knew what you were getting into (Rolling Stone being all “lefty” and whatnot). Certainly I’m not surprised that they took a ten-minute phone conversation with me and chose
         to print only the most inflammatory paragraph within it. That’s what they do.
      

      But I want to address some of the things you write about me in Git-to-Gittin’-R-Done. In response to the Rolling Stone article, but first let me say this: you are very mistaken if you think that I don’t know your audience. Hell, I could’ve
         been heckled by the parents of some of the very people that come see you now. I grew up in Roswell, Georgia (near the Funny
         Bone and not far from the Punch Line). The very first time I went on stage was at the Punch Line in Sandy Springs in 1982
         when I was 17. I cut my teeth in the South, and my first road gigs ever were in Augusta, Charleston, Baton Rouge, and Louisville.
         I remember them very well, specifically because of the audience. I remember thinking (occasionally, not all the time) “what
         a bunch of dumb redneck, easily entertained, ignorant motherfuckers. I can’t believe the stupid shit they think is funny.”
      

      So, yes, I do know your audience, and they suck. And they’re simple. And please don’t mistake this as coming from a place
         of bitterness because I didn’t “make it” there or I’m not as successful as you, because that’s not it at all. Since I was
         a kid I’ve always been a little oversensitive to the glorification and rewarding of dumb. The “salt of the earth, regular,
         everyday folk” (or lowest common denominator)—who see the world, and the people like me in it, as on some sort of secular
         mission to take away their flag lapels and plaster-of-paris Jesus television adornments—strike me as childishly paranoid.
      

      But perhaps the funniest (oddest) thing in your book is you taking me to task for being P.C. Have you heard my act?! I’ll
         match your un-P.C.ness any day of the week, my friend. I truly believe, and have said onstage amongst other things, that Orthodox
         Jews are, bar none, the most annoying people, as a group, that walk this earth. I absolutely refuse to say the term “African
         American.” It’s a ridiculous and ill-applied label that was accepted with a thoughtless rush just to make white people feel
         at ease and slightly noble. I also believe that in the right setting that, as unfortunate as it may be, retarded people can
         be a near constant source of entertainment (fact!).
      

      Larry, whether Northern, Southern, straight, gay, male, female, liberal, conservative, Christian, or Jew, I’ve walked them
         all. It didn’t matter if it was a roomful of “enlightened” hippie lesbian Wiccans at Catch a Rising Star in Cambridge, MA,
         or literally hundreds of students at the University of St. Louis (a Jesuit school) or a roomful of the cutest, angriest frat
         boys in Baton Rouge all threatening to beat me up, I un-P.C.’d the shit out of them. That’s another thing that bothers me,
         too. I honestly believe that if we had worked a week together at whatever dumb-ass club in American Strip Mall #298347 in
         God’s Country U.S.A. and hung out that week and got good and drunk after the shows, that you and I would’ve been making each
         other laugh (I imagine we would have politely disagreed on a few things). But not only would we be laughing, but we’d often
         be laughing at the expense of some of the audience members at that night’s show, and you know it. I’ll address your easy,
         bullshit sanctimonious “don’t mess with my audience” crap further on. But for now, let’s “Gittle-R-Ding-Dong-Done!”
      

      Okay, here’s what I said in the RS interview: “He’s good at what he does. It’s a lot of anti-gay, racist humor—which people like in America—all couched in ‘I’m
         telling it like it is.’ He’s in the right place at the right time for that gee-shucks, proud-to-be-a-redneck, I’m-just-a-straight-shooter-multimillionaire-in-cutoff-flannel,
         selling-ring-tones-act. That’s where we are as a nation now. We’re in a state of vague American values and anti-intellectual
         pride.” You took umbrage at my calling a lot of your act anti-gay and racist and said that “according to Cross and the politically
         correct police, any white comedians who mention the word ‘black’ or say something humorous but faintly negative about any
         race are racists.” Well, first of all, your act is racist. Maybe not all the time, but it certainly can be. Here, let me quote
         you back, word for word, some of your “faintly negative” humor, and I’ll let people judge for themselves.

Is Muslim now the official religion of the United States!… First these
         peckerheads (ironically, “peckerhead” was a derogatory word slaves and their offspring used to describe white people) fly
         planes into towers and now theys [sic] prayin’ before conventions! People say not all of ’em did that, and I say who gives a rats fat ass! That’s a fricken slap
         in the face to New York city by having some Muslim sum-bitch give the invocation at the Republican convention! This country
         pretty much bans the Christian religion (the religion of George Washington and John Wayne) virtually from anything public,
         and then they got us watchin’ this Muslim BS!! Ya wanna pray to Allah, then drag yer flea-infested ass over to where they
         pray to Allah at!”

For instance, if they know that Jamaraqui (an awesome player) is innocent, but the Village,
         getting desperate, is singling him out to kill, the Detective has to somehow steer the focus elsewhere without being too obvious,
         lest the Mafia smell a rat and kill them in the next round. “I don’t know. I gotta say, I’m not sure Jamaraqui is in the Mafia.
         He hasn’t been farting, and usually he farts when he’s nervous. But Toniqua, on the other hand… I think it might be Toniqua,
         because . . .”
