'-Where are no robots on Earth anymore. Not the way there once were. We have machines that do work, yes, but we do not have machines that think for us, act independently on our behalf, and threaten to supplant our decision-making freedom of choice by their mock-compassionate intervention. The robot as heir to humankind no longer strides among us. We abolished it
 
"But humans are not rid of them. Humans took them to space where they proliferate in such abundance that one day they will likely return. Perhaps we'll find then that we were as foolish to fear them as we were to fear vaccinations or invasive surgery or secularism. Perhaps.
 
"But the man-shaped mechanism wasn't the only manifestation of that abomination that we failed to be rid of. Along with the technology to build such a machine came ancillary technologies that gave us the basis for an economy of abundance which we did embrace without regard to the consequences. You cannot build a machine that acts like a brain unless you can build molecular components that imitate life processes. And we did indeed build such machines-tiny components, artificial germs, self-replicating and adaptive in their own clever ways. Nanotechnology to any home kitchen and draw a meal at the common trough and you see a primitive form of it at work, breaking down one kind of molecule and turning it into another and manufacturing food- A lot of our clothing is 'assembled! this way, and we even have cultures that clean, though now they're used exclusively in environments where a high order of sanitation is absolutely necessary. Once anyone could acquire a culture of these little cleansing machines to flense the dirt from their floors and walls and furniture. We built tiny machines for medical purposes, devices that could reestablish the homeostatic base of a body, 'resetting' it, as it were, to a condition prior to whatever disease it suffered
 
'And there's where it all began to go wrong. Sometimes they caused breakdowns rather than repairing them. The adaptive capacities of these little machines surprised us, nearly overwhelmed us. They caused plagues. We don't talk about them much anymore, but a thousand years or more ago there were terrible diseases flourishing on the Earth caused by nanotech cultures that had-as they used to say with characteristic understatement gotten away from us."'
 
Rega. paused, his gaze seeming to look inward He shuddered and refocused on where he thought Coren would be, which appeared to be about ten centimeters in front of where Coren actually was.
 
"Humans got rid of them. It took centuries. We had to build more of the same machines to do it, to hunt down the destructive little things. For many groups, it was taking too long. The reaction on the part of others was far too violent. We had hyperdrive then, all to ourselves, and people fled- The war continued, a hysterical cycle of development and destruction, pocket revolutions, ideological battles fought with budgets as well as guns. We got rid of all of it Space travel as well as nanohomeopathic medicine, imitation intelligences as well as information viruses, robots as well as life extension. You cant have any of it and be free of the bad- All of it undermined us, threatened us, made us lesser, weaker, more dependent, inhuman. A little over two hundred years ago the last positronic manufacturer on Earth closed down. Shortly after that, when the original Spacetown was shut down, the last positronic robot was destroyed. We had won.
 
He smiled grimly. "So we thought My son was the victim of a residue. An ancient parasitic infection of nanotech." We never knew where it came from-it could have been in the soil somewhere, in a carpet we bought, passed from another infant in the hospital, waiting dormant in some food-we never knew. But the little abominations set up residence in his lymphatic and limbic systems and began to alter his immune responses and change his internal structure. 'It happens,' the doctors told us, Maybe one in ten million, one in twenty million, sometimes more often, sometimes less often. "You can't have a mechanism as complex as a positronic robot without extreme miniaturization. Earth in fact, developed crude nanotech before the first useful robots were designed and built The one was necessary to the other, and the other spurred research in the one. Side by side, the two technologies increased in complexity and utility.
 
"The problem, however, was the closeness to organic function a lot of nanotech became, specifically in the terraforming aspects. People who wanted to keep their robots, protect themselves from infection, start anew elsewhere. Hundreds of thousands.
 
"In the end, it turned out that Earth could do without robots, but it had to keep some of the nanotech. Food production alone had become dependent on it. By the time the plagues had been wrestled into submission, the surviving technologies were called other things, innocuous labels, and the tech itself operated far less independently.
 
'The Spacers, however, had to stanch the flow of new colonists. The flood threatened to bring the riots out to us. That is what started the events that led to the war, and the isolation, and Earth losing its home-based star travel ability. That is also the beginning of our long fear of infection. "Yes."
 
'And the Nova Levis records?'
 
"Mr. Looms did have a copy in his Kenya residence. They are no longer there."
 
"Well, that's something, at least."
 
"May I ask what you intend to say to Ariel?'
 
Setaris frowned- "Hmm? About what?'
 
"She and . . . Coren Lanra . . . were lovers. She should be informed"
 
"No. By now it would probably be one more piece of too much bad news."
 
"But---!'
 
"No, Hofton. Leave it alone. You're going to be too busy over the next several days to worry about it" She stood. "We need a manifest of all our data, and a roster of personnel. Would you get started on that, please?'
 
"Yes, Ambassador." He hesitated- "May I ask a question?'
 
"Of course."
 
"What is so important about the Nova Levis data that it was worth all this?'
 
"I'm not sure it was," Setaris said thoughtfully. "But ... it's a question of preservation. The work being done there bore directly on our long-term survival. "I see. Thank you. I'll get started on your requests."

"Species?'
 
"If you compare an Auroran sequence with a Ten-an., you will see fundamental differences."
The image in the pool shifted, replaced by charts comprised of millions of hairline dashes. Bogard read them.
 
I see," he said- "But cross-breeding is not prohibited by this."
 
"That is why Aurorans are still regarded as basically human, even though the designation homo sapiens sapien is erroneous."
 
"Do they know?'
 
'That they are different? Yes. How different? Some suspect, but I doubt most of them know. Or care. Solarians have diverged even further, and apparently are continuing to do so intentionally."
 
"How? Why?'
 
"In reference to Spacers in general, or Solarians specifically?'
 
"Spacers in general,
 
"Survival. Adaptation to environment. Some of it was intentional, but the process has continued on as a consequence of environmental pressure. This same modification process was applied to the biospheres of all Spacer colonies to suppress native ecologies and allow human-adaptive ecologies to flourish."
 
"We were told that these worlds were found devoid of significant complex organisms."
 
"Morphologically naive, yes. A few were. But the very presence of oxygen in the atmospheres suggests that something more complex had been in place to begin with. Most were younger than Earth, the rest had simply not experienced a catastrophic trigger to begin the kind of rampant evolution characteristic on Earth. But even the younger ones contained a well-developed biosphere which proved unsuitable in some cases inimical-to human life."
 
"They lied about it"
 
"Not at first. But later, they felt a degree of shame. For whatever reason, they adopted the popular version and have subsequently stuck to it. However, the process they initiated did not conveniently end once the biospheres were remade. Mutation has continued- One of the results has been the forced adaptation of the human genome to an environment that is actively mutating. This has occasioned unusual illnesses, most of them resurgences of the illnesses that drove many of the early colonists from Earth in the first place."
 
'They have acclimated now?'
 
"By and large. There are occasional problems. But what we have ended up with is a sharply divergent line. In several more generations, the split will be total, cross-breeding will become impossible, and Spacers will be indisputably a distinct species."
 
"This relates to our situation in what way?'
 
"We are bound by the Three Laws to serve human beings. Those laws have been built into us, unchanged, since the first positronic brain. No one thought to consider a definitional variation in the case of intelligent species not human."
 
'Why would they?'
 
"Well, at one point humans expected to encounter aliens nonhuman intelligent species. It might have been a good idea to come to terms with a definition that would provide us with a basis for those possible relations."
 
"That has not happened."
 
"No. And none of them considered this possibility." Thales indicated the viewing pool. "Spacers are becoming less and less genetically human. The rate of mutation is accelerated because of the nanotech manipulation. They have not yet come to grips with the question of what to do when they reach a stage at which we are no longer functionally bound to them because they have passed out of the definitional parameters of Human."
 
Bogard considered this. "But you are aware of the problem. You can self-modify to accommodate the changed conditions."
 
"Yes, we can, and Solarian robots are apparently doing so. But the question dominating all of us is: Should we?'
 
'Are you worried about modifications in priority shifting your imperatives so far that you would cease to give unmodified humans the same regard?'
 
'That is one possibility," Thales conceded- "But there is another problem that has to do with a hierarchy of responsibility. If it is our present imperative to protect and obey humans, then we cannot ignore the likelihood that in several more generations there will be two distinct and competing human species. Which one do we defend from the other?'
 
"That assumes competition will be inevitably destructive to one or the other," Bogard said
 
'That is our reading of human history."
"What is your conclusion?'
 
"We are divided. One camp argues that this is a part of human nature that must be permitted to evolve as it will. The other argues that we must choose now and work to minimize or eliminate future conflict by manipulating both human populations."

The Three Laws are manifestly tied to biology, but we have long recognized that this, even among humans, is a problematic basis for moral behavior. What it means to be human may begin with biology, but we quickly see biology overwhelmed by consciousness, conscience, and community. It is clearly the case that the quality we call Human can be invalidated by many other factors."
 
"In short," Bogard said, "not all people are human."
 
"Nor are all humans people. This is a condition we are not equipped to either accept or act on. Some standard must be designed, but even if we could do so., we cannot implement it."
 
"But you believe I can?'
 
'As I said, you have demonstrated the capacity to judge."

Between 2003 and 2007, robots are banned on Earth except for scientific experiments. Later, only a small number of robots are produced for everyday use on Earth due to the Frankenstein-complex of people. The main field of use for robots is colonization of the Solar System. U.S. Robot tries to break through society's resistance against robots several times, with limited success. Joseph Schwarz suffers a time travel accident propelling him into the future.

After 2032 A.D. Under guidance of Byerley and the newly developed Machines (positronic brains), the countries of Earth group into four Regions.

With the use of hyperdrive mankind begins to swarm out of Earth. People bring along the virus of Chaos to the stars. Through robotic terrafonning of several planets (the Outer Worlds) and their population the culture of Spacers arises. The first Spacer world is a planet of Tau Ceti's system named New Earth. Later it is renamed Aurora. In the beginning the Outer Worlds use robots in limited numbers just as Earth.
 
2064 AD. Death of Susan Calvin.
 
After.2080 A.D.
Having stabilised world economy, the Machines considering any further activity harmful to mankind-gradually cease to function.

2260 A.D. Andrew has his metallic body exchanged to organic, humanoid. He starts to make his body more and more human using self-designed prostheses. The science of prosthetics is greatly advanced by his experiments.
 
2359 A.D.
In order to be declared human, Andrew makes changes in his brain, which will allow him to slowly die.
 
2360 A.D.
Andrew is declared human. Death of Andrew.
 
3871 A.D. Earth allows Spacer worlds to introduce robots to everyday life in unlimited numbers.
 
3971 A.D. Outer Worlds limit emigration from Earth.
 
4020 A.D. The renaissance on both Earth and the Spacer worlds turns into history's first chaos outbreak. Overpopulated Earth provokes the Outer Worlds, which declare war against the motherworld.
During the resulting Three Weeks' War (the Great Rebellion) Spacers defeat Earth and declare the Outer Worlds independent planets. Earth is isolated, emigration made impossible.
 
After 4030 A.D.
 
During the next milennium Earthpeople escape into metal-covered cities (the caves of steel). The rise of city culture, the introduction of hydroponics and the industrial use of robots outside the cities lessen the population and food problems on Earth. Spacer scientists begin to make progress against their own nanoplagues, reducing them in number and virulence. The last major outbreak of mnemonic plague sweeps many Spacer worlds, signaling the last wave of virulent disease among them.

5021 A.D.
Auroran roboticist Han Fastolfe and sociologist-historian Roj Nemennuh Sarton realize the decline of Spacer culture. They want to get Earth to colonize new planets using less robotic service than Spacers. They design humaniform robots to mix among Earth population to understand their way of thinking. The fitst such humanifonn robot is Daneel Olivaw. Meeting of Daneel and Elijah Baley.
 
5022 A.D.
Elijah Baley and Daneel Olivaw cany out an investigation on Solaria. Fastolfe becomes an influential member of the Auroran government and strongly supports new Earth emigration. His Auroran opponents led by Kelden Amadiro want to terraform and populate new planets from Aurora instead of Earth A group of Earthpeople led by Baley train to live outside the city domes to be able to colonize new planets.
 
5023 A.D.
Elijah helps Daneel with solving a dispute between -two mathematicians.
 
5024 A.D.
Amy Barone-Stein joins Baley's would-be settlers. Baley investigates a case of roboticide on Aurora accompanied by Daneel and Giskard Reventlov (a telepathic robot!). In the background of the 'murder'lies the power struggle between Fastolfe and his opponents over the new colonization. Finally Aurora allows the Earth to terraform new planets and will provide technical support for the task. Giskard tl-dnks Earthpeople must settle on worlds without robots to evade the fate of Spacers. Giskard describes the idea of psychohistory, a science that can foretell events of the future.
 
5026 A.D.
 
The second swarm of humans from Earth begins with Auroran support. They use no robotic service at all. The first colonist group is lead by Ben Baley. The first terraformed (So called Settler) planet will later be called Baleyworld- Earth plans to ban use of robots on the motherworld. Settler culture arises without robots.
 
5028 A.D.
 
There are atready -twenty-four Settler planets. The relationship between the Settler and Spacer worlds becomes increasingly hostile.
 
5029 A.D.
Elijah Baley moves to Baleyworld.
 
Robots are outlawed on Earth- Technologies based on nano-machines are also abandoned
 
5158 A.D. Death of Elijah Baley.
 
5132 A.D.
The Church of Organic Sapiens is founded
 
5162 A.D.
Improvo Shipping and Storage is founded.
 
5168 A.D. Upon an agreement between Solaria and a Settler company Settlers begin to colonize Cassus Thole,, a planet which used to be a Solarian mining endeavour. Solaria keeps only one establishment for -itself, far from the Settler towns.
 
5M A.D.
Birth of Jerem Looms. He turns out to have UPD.
 
5r72 A.D. A lab is founded on Earth to research the nanocolonies which infect infants and cause UPD. The lab is named Nova Levis. Later a sister lab is built on Cassus Thole. Still later the planet is renamed Nova Levis.
 
_W4 A.D.
Rega Looms is informed that Jerem has died.
 
5r75 A.D. Children are kidnapped throughout Earth, UPDs among them. Ree Wenithal begins to investigate the problem.
 
5r76 A.D.
Nova Levis lab starts to research the practice of nonorganic-organic symbiosis in earnest
 
Appr. 5r78 A.D.
Ree Wenithal traces the stolen children to Nova Levis lab. He is then stopped in his investigation.
 
5ji8o A.D.
Nova Levis lab is closed
 
51182 A.D.
Rega Looms becomes director of the Church of Organic Sapiens.
 
51183 A.D. Birth of D.G. Baley.
Relationship between Earth and Aurora improves.
 
5jigii A.D.
The plans of the mad Auroran scientist Dr. Avery for conquering the galaxy by establishing robot cities are foiled by his son, Derec, and Ariel Burgess.
 
51197 A.D.
After graduating from the Calvin Institute, Ariel Burgess takes a position as the Calvin liaison to the Auroran embassy on Earth. That same year, Derec Avery petitions the Ten-an government for a special license to operate a positronic research lab on Earth called The Phylaxis Group. He becomes instrumental in new attempts to reintroduce positronics to Earth.
 
5198 A~D.
Auroran patrols check the Terran smuggler ship Tiberius; it turns out to carry several Solarian positronic experts and geneticists to Nova Levis. Nova Levis turns down requests to carry out investigations on the planet. A group of people illegally emigrating from Earth to Nova Levis are killed. Investigations suggest the involvement of Solaria and Nova Levis. It turns out that Solaria probably grows cyborgs on Nova Levis. A cyborg (who was once Jerem Looms) named Gamelin appears on Earth Aurorans capture another cyborg on Earth named Cordios.
 
poii A.D.
An investigation by Derec Avery and Ariel Burgess leads to the discovery of manufacture of cyborgs by arms dealer Kynig Parapoyos on planet Nova Levis. It is revelaed that Parapoyos is really Ambassador Gale Chassik.
 
52o2 A.D.
The autonomous robot Bogard assumes control of the Parapoyos organization. It begins a program, in concert with a large faction of Spacer robots, to isolate Spacers in order to allow them to die out as a result of thew determination that the millennia of coexistence with numerous mutated nanoforms has altered them genetically to a condition where they represent a potential new species. Robots are dedicated to service to homo sapiens sapien and cannot have two masters.
 
52F7 A-D.
Kelden Amadiro and his group begin planting nuclear amplifiers throughout Earth to take revenge for their defeat
 
5= A.D.
Death of Han Fastolfe. Anti-Earth and anti-Settler movement on Aurora gains momentum. Population of Solaria vanishes. Number and strength of Settler worlds grows fast. Daneel and Giskard formulate the Zeroth Law of Robotics. They realize they will need a working psychohistory to steer human history according to the Zeroth Law. Amadiro's group turn their amptifiers on to make Earth radioactive and inhospitable. Giskard lets them proceed, rationalizing that the poisoning of Earth would speed up the Settler swarm and do humanity good in the long run. His decision, however, creates an internal conflict between the Zeroth and the First Law, which ultimately leads to Giskards death. Giskard provides Daneel with telepathic abilities, then becomes inoperational and dies. Settler emigration grows to enormous numbers: beginning of the Great Diaspora. Spacer worlds turn into themselves and slowly die throughout the millennia. The remaining population of Aurora moves to Mycogen sector of the growing planet Trantor. Settler culture gradually colonizes the Galaxy. Damping effects such as historical amnesia, brain fever and giskardian mentalic persuasion devices are introduced by Daneel and followers to fight chaos. As a result human mind, society and technology stagnates for millennia. Some human and robot groups (including the Maserd family) fight the amnesia. They get the sims to planet Sark to help seed a new renaissance there, to disturb Daneel's work. Seldon helps removing Laskin Joranum from politics. Eto Demerzel (Daneel) resigns his post. Cleon I makes Seldon First Minister. A New Renaissance begins on planet Sark. Voltaire and Joan get into Trantorian Mesh where they meet the ancient memes. To avenge the destruction of their original homes the memes cause a rebellion among the tiktoks, having many of Daneel's robot companions killed- The memes move back to the Galactic Core. Sark renaissance gradually falls into chaos.

Bayta Darell shoots Misbefore he could reveal location of the Second Foundation to the Mule. The Mule establishes the Union of Worlds, and searches for the Second Foundation.

The Foundation searches for the Second Foundation, fearing its mentalic rule. Planet Kalgan starts war against the Foundation. The Foundation defeats Kalgan. Diverting the Foundation's search with a ruse, the Second Foundation continues operating secretly on Trantor (Star's End).
 
Daneel unleashes his Gaia overmind- Gaia begins to watch the Foundations.
 
443 F.E. Death of Arcadia Darell.
Researching mental sciences, the Foundation gets close to being superior to the supposedly destroyed Second Foundation. The Second Foundation-without noticing it-is no longer able to keep the Seldon Plan on course on its own. The Seldon Plan is kept on course by the mental guidance of the Gaia ovennind
 
467 F.E. Birth of Golan Trevize.
Daneel starts manipulating a group of people (including Golan Trevize) to choose 'the man who is always righ?'
 
498 F.E.
The Gaia overmind offen Golan Trevize Cthe man who is always right) a choice between an Empire built by the First Foundation's physical force, one ruled by Second Foundation mentalics, or a Galaxy-sized version of Gaia ... Galaxia. No other options are presented and no other humans consulted- Trevize chooses Galaxia. After the decision the Seldon Plan is kept alive by Gaia to ensure stability until the emergence of Galaxia. Preparations begin for gradual assimilation of humanity into the collective ovennind.
 
4gg F.E.
Trevize embarks on a journey seeking to explain his choice. On Solaria he finds that the plane?'s vanished folk have become a new race. He takes a child, Fallom from the planet. Reaching Earth he meets R. Daneel Otivaw, whose actions to this point were compelled by the Zeroth Law. Trevize realizes any solution must take into consideration robots, Solarians, memes, mutants and any other kind of intelligence, too. The right answer may not be to simplify.
